We headed back to the hut
had supper, and we were still giggling and laughing
as we climbed into bed. Did they actually think that
we were going to sleep?

DAY 4 — Last day. Too bad. We get to hike
back down to the bus at the bottom. We soon start
ed down with everyone moaning and groaning
because we knew the hike was long and hard. It
soon became harder because it began to snow and it
was slick everywhere. A couple of times some people
slipped and fell. We livened up the hike by singing
“Walking in a Winter Wonderland.” The hike down
took us less time because we all wanted to get
home.
