“Don’t Panic!!” 10 Years Of Radio Service

 To Th

e La,Jes Community

“Panic” is the name of the radio program
that many “young” radio bugs listen to Mon-
day through Friday from 4 to 5 P.M. The
program is run by 5-6 high school students
trained in the basics of broadcasting. Each
day a different voice, as well as a different

‘style of music, is heard on the program. The

crew is also in charge of the Saturday
dedication and request show, “Saturday in
Sound.” “Panic” is now in its 10th year of
service to the Lajes community and has a
very interesting history.

“In 1965,” said CMsgt. John E. Bradley, “a
group of high school students came to the
station and complained about the type of
music that was being aired on the radio.
They said there needed to be a show just for
the “now” sound.” So, CMsgfb. Bradley told
them, “If you want a show like that then do it
yourself.”

Well, they did. Many former ‘Panic”
members have gone from the island and
made a name for themselves in the broad-
casting field. One ex-member is in the army
and station manager at an AFRTS in
Turkey, six have degrees in broadcasting,
and one ex-member is in the professional
broadcasting field. Four years ago the
“Panic” crew of 1968 got together for a reu-
nion in Colorado.

CMsgt. Bradley stated that the three points
to the purpose of the “Panic” show are: (1)
To play music of that particular age group,
(2) To stimulate an interest in the broad-
casting field, (3) To offer an outlet for extra-
curricular activity.
