· If your house is set back, affix numbers to a mailbox or post that can be seen from the public road. 

· Trim any greenery and remove decorations that may block clear view of your address. 

· If possible, post your address near a porch light, or at least use reflective numbers. 

· House numbers should be at least 4 inches tall.
