Incendiary describes any fire that is intentionally set. An arson fire is an example of an incendiary fire but not all incendiary fires are arson. 

Over the last five years there was an average of 1,137 incendiary fires in Minnesota. 

There were 170 residential incendiary fires in 2013 in Minnesota. 
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
