s a result of rapid village expansion during two decades 
the educational needs of Tinley Park residents are now 
met by nearly a dozen school districts. 

Three elementary districts - 140, 145, and 146- serve most of 
the village.

The Ingalls Family Care Center, in Tinley Park, provides compre­

hensive medical services and urgent care for non-life threatening ill­
nesses and injuries. The structure also houses the Ingalls Same Day 
Surgery Center. Ingalls Hospital, in Harvey, is a 711-bed hospital 
offering state-of-the-art diagnostic imagining techniques, a freestand­
ing cancer center, dedicated head and neck surgery unit, open heart 
surgery, treatment of retinal vascular disease, and a new maternity 
care unit. 

Blue Island's St. Francis Hospital also operates an Immediate Care 
Center in Tinley Park. The center provides non-emergency medical 
services without appointment. It also offers a variety of health promo­

tion classes designed to stimulate healthier lifestyles. The hospital, 
itself, provides 24-hour comprehensive emergency care, modem ma­
ternity and pediatric units, a women's resource center, a sleep disor­
ders center, and a fitness/lifestyle center. 

South Suburban Hospital is an acute care facility located in Hazel 
Crest. It is active in the South Cook County Mobile Intensive Care 
System and its Cardiac Care Center is devoted to helping prevent heart 
attacks and control heart problems, as well as providing the skilled 
treatment required by heart attack victims. 

Palos Community Hospital, in Palos Heights, offers around-the­
clock emergency department, closely-monitored cardiac/intensive care 
units, and a fully equipped surgery department. Among the hospital's 
features are a psychiatric department, a maternity department with two 
birthing rooms, and a colorfully decorated pediatric department, com­
plete with a large playroom. 

Christ Hospital and Medical Center is the second-largest private 
hospital in Illinois. Located in Oak Lawn, it has the only Level I 
trauma center on Chicago's south side. It also offers health care geared 
exclusively to the needs of women at its Tinley Park facility, Christ 
Hospital Women's Health Center. Services include medical care, 
mammography, massage therapy, laboratory testing and educational 
and lifestyle programs. 

Southwest Community Services, Inc., is a community oriented 
non-profit organization whose purpose is to assist developmentally 
disabled adults. Among its various operations is the Tinley Park 
Workshop that teaches independent living and work readiness and 
provides sheltered workshop employment. 

Two state facilities, the Tinley Park Mental Health Center and 
Howe Developmental Disability Center, are situated on a combined 
627-acre site at the southern edge of the community.

PRESERVING T H E P A S T 

ermanent settlement in the Tinley Park area, though 
generally few and far between, began in the early 1830s. 
Established in 1853 as the Village of Bremen (or New 

Bremen after the post office that served the area), the community's 
location on the route of the Chicago, Rock Island, and Pacific Railroad 
helped assure and encourage its economic growth. 

In 1890, Postmaster Henry Vogt, Sr., requested the post office (and 
village) change its name to Tinley Park in honor of Samuel Tinley, Sr., 
the community's first railroad stationmaster. Meeting at the depot June 
27, 1892, citizens voted to incorporate as the Village of Tinley Park. 
The village celebrated its centennial in 1992. 

Through the decades, Tinley Park continued to grow and prosper. 
Telephone service was introduced in 1898 and the first municipal wa­
ter system followed in 1899, financed entirely by citizens. Local busi­
ness people established their own electric utility in 1909. Over the 
years, Tony Bettenhausen and his sons and cousins made Tinley Park 
famous as the home of five Indianapolis 500 race drivers. 

Tinley Park works to preserve its rich heritage in many ways. The 
area within the 1892 village boundaries is designated a historic dis­
trict. In it, the village's Historic Preservation Commission encourages 
property owners to preserve and restore the historic appearances of 
their structures. A building constructed in 1871 by Carl Vogt is listed 
on the National Register of Historic Places. Several others are identi­
fied in the Illinois Historic Structures Survey. 

The Tinley Park Historical Society continues its ongoing research, 
preservations, and documentation of local history. The Society re­
cently renovated their museum and the "Old Zion" Landmark Church 
building in which it is located. It provides a fascinating look at Tinley 
Park from the days the Indians roamed the area until today.
