The 102-year-old Village of Tinley Park celebrated its centennial 
anniversary in 1992. Incorporated in 1892, permanent settlement -
predominantly by German immigrants - actually began in the 1830s. 
The community was originally established as The Village of Bremen 

(or New Bremen, after the post office that served the area) in 1853. 
Bremen was situated on the route of the Chicago, Rock Island and 

Pacific Railroad; the Centennial Monument, Engine # 1892, at Tinley's 
original train station attests to the important role the railroads played in 
Tinley Park's early development and economic growth. 

In 1890, Postmaster Herny Vogt, Sr. requested that the post office 
and village change its name to Tinley Park, in honor of Samuel Tinley, Sr. 
- the community's first railroad stationmaster. 1n a vote held at the 
railroad depot on June 27, 1892, citizens elected to incorporate their 
village as Tinley Park. 

Six short years later, telephone service was introduced to resi­
dents, followed by the Village's first municipal water system - frnanced 
entirely by the citizens - constructed in 1899. 1n 1905, the Diamond 
Spiral Washing Machine Company brought Tinley Park its first factory- (a 
pop bottling plant run by local residents was also in operation from the 
1890s through the 1950s). Local business owners established their own 
electric utility in 1909. 

Tinley Park's "famous sons" include inventor John Rauhoff, who 
developed and manufactured an additive for waterproofing cement -
lronite, which was used in the construction of Hoover Darn. John 
Poorman was the inventor of a unique chicken brooder that sold nation­
wide. And five renowned Indy 500 drivers -Tony Bettenhausen, his sons

H ealth care is immediately accessible to Village residents at four major medical centers and nine fully equipped and staffed 
hospitals, all located in or within a short drive of Tinley Park. 

Additionally, Orland Township Health Services provide low-cost, high-quality medical care to all Tinley Park residents. 
Forty area physicians participate in this program, designed to encourage residents to maintain their good health by seeing a 
doctor on a regular basis. Information is available by calling (708) 403-4222. 

The Ingalls Family Care Center, provides comprehensive medical services and urgent care for non-life threatening illnesses 
and injuries. The Center also houses the Ingalls Same Day Surgery Center. The state of the art, 711-bed Ingalls Hospital in nearby 
Harvey provides diagnostic imaging techniques, a freestanding cancer treatment center, dedicated head and neck surgery unit, 

open heart surgery, treatment of retinal vascular disease, and a maternity care unit. 
St. Francis Family Health Center offers an array of services including family 
practice, internal medicine, pediatrics, occupational health services, physical 
therapy and on-site laboratory and x-ray facilities. Also available are special health 
screenings, immunizations and physicals. All services are provided by an experi­
enced staff of dedicated healthcare professionals. 
Blue Island's St. Francis Hospital operates an Immediate Care Center in Tinley Park 
for non-emergency medical services and a variety of programs and classes designed 
to promote healthier lifestyles. The hospital provides 24-hour emergency care, 
modem maternity and pediatric units, and centers for women's health care 
resources, sleep disorders, and fitness/lifestyles. 
South Suburban Hospital (in Hazel Crest), an acute care facility, is active in the 
South Cook County Mobile Intensive Care System. Its cardiac care Center is devoted 

to helping prevent heart attacks and control heart problems, as well as providing the skilled treatment needed for heart attack 
victims. 

Palos Community Hospital (in Palos Heights) offers round-the-clock emergency department, closely monitored 
cardiac/intensive care units, and a fully equipped and staffed surgery department. The hospital also has a psychiatric depart­
ment, maternity unit with two birthing rooms, and a cheerfully decorated pediatric department with a big playroom for young 
patients. 

Christ Hospital (in Oak Lawn) is the state's second-largest hospital. It has the only Level I trauma center in the southern 
Chicago metro area. Its Tinley Park facility, Christ Hospital Women's Health Center, offers health care geared specifically to the 
needs of women: medical care, mammography, massage therapy, laboratory testing and educational and lifestyle programs. 

Southwest Community Services, Inc., is a community-oriented non-profit organization assisting developmentally disabled 
adults. Among it various operations is the Tinley Park Workshop that teaches independent living and work readiness, and 
provides sheltered workshop employment.
