Today Teaching Music through Performance, including resources for choir and orchestra, is a series of resource guides
very much alive and growing that encompasses an incredible 16,000-plus pages covering almost 1,800 pieces of significant
music literature supported by more than 80 compact discs. In addition to these printed and recorded materials, music
directors have at their fingertips a website dedicated to helping them get the most from the series, with a searchable
database of all selections and over 1,000 MP3 audio clips.
