Prior to reinstalling, clean gear assemblies with a clean, dry cloth.
Lightly coat all individual parts highlighted here with "J" grease.

Apply a greater amount of grease to all internal and external gear teeth.
Internal components of the anvil assemblies should come from the
factory pre-lubricated.
