Notes: The absence of the optional Crisis of July (COJ) (+/-1VP) in this calculation demonstrates that the EP does not need German guilt to win.  Also, several BCs near the final armistice line such as Adrianople (5043), Antwerp (1917), Baku (9448), Longwy (1022), and Metz (1123) could enable more EP VP to compensate for lack of revolution.  Finally, since African BC count only in groups of six, there’s no need for the EP to take Medina (9027).
