Course Description:

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Course Format and How This Course Works: 

Mode of Delivery: This course is 100% in-person. The course will consist of three hours of synchronous class each week, plus other online content at your own pace (e.g., readings, quizzes, simulations, chats/discussions).  

Pace of activities: This course is divided into weekly modules that are released at least one week ahead of time. Students are expected to keep pace with weekly deadlines but may schedule their efforts freely at their own pace within that time frame.  The course project has a defined timeline (see below).

Credit hours and work expectations: This is a 1.5-credit-hour course. According to Ohio State policy, students should expect 1.5 hours per week spent on direct instruction (e.g., instructor content, Carmen activities, simulations, quizzes, etc.) in addition to 3 hours of homework (reading and assignment preparation, for example) to receive a grade of (C) average.

Attendance and participation requirements: Success is based on your attendance and participation. The following is a summary of everyone's expected participation:	

· Participating in activities for attendance:  You are expected to be present during live classes.  If you have a situation that might cause you to miss class, email me or discuss it with me as soon as possible. 
· Office hours and live sessions:  All live, scheduled lectures and guest speakers for the course are mandatory.  You are also expected to attend the presentation of your classmates’ projects.  Attending my office hours is optional.
· Disenrolled: Any student who fails to attend an in-person class or complete an assignment, without giving prior notification to the instructor, will be dis-enrolled after the third instructional day of the term, the first Friday of the term, or the second class meeting of the course, whichever occurs first.
· Failure:  You’re expected to attend class.  If your attendance drops to 70%, you’ll hear from me.  Just a check-in to make sure you’re OK and there aren’t any obstacles to your learning.  Should your final attendance in the course be below 50%, I’ll automatically assign you an “EN” grade for the course.
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Graded Component Details

Class Attendance & Participation:  The course will be conducted live in the classroom.  A student’s attendance and active participation are critical to success in class and are also expected and required in the workplace. Attendance will be taken.  Student participation will be based on consistent & observed class attendance, contribution to in-class discussions, and active support of your classmates.  We may also potentially host guest speakers from industry, and your attendance and intelligent questioning of them is critical.  No call, no show, not cool!
Class attendance & participation will account for a total of 100 points towards your final grade.
Packback:  Discussion and interaction are an important part of learning.  As much as I can teach you, your thought leadership will also help your classmates.  We will use Packback, a robust discussion board platform, to continue our weekly discussion.  Packback is designed to offer you input on the quality of your questions, and to reward you for asking great questions!  There will also be weekly Packback champions and fun prizes for leading the class in question quality each week.
You will be required to ask one (1) question and respond to two (2) questions from classmates each week.  Weekly questions and responses are due no later than 11:59 each Sunday evening unless otherwise announced in class.
Packback discussion will account for a total of 100 points toward your final grade.  See the schedule, below, for due dates.
Gemba Go-See-It (Genchi Genbutsu) Project
The Gemba project this year is especially exciting!  As part of OSU’s CIBER Center efforts, our course will contain a Collaborative Online International Learning (COIL) component.
2-3 students from The Ohio State University will be paired with 2-3 students from Universidad Tecnológica de Panamá.  Each team will pick a team lead to communicate with the professors, upload team deliverables, and ensure the team is meeting regularly.
Each student team will conduct a presentation for the class.  You must identify a Gemba and select a process on which to focus the project.  These potential Gembas are located at:

Once you select a process, your team should choose to directly (in-person) observe, measure, and analyze the process and suggest improvements. The focal process can be manufacturing, transportation, distribution, retail, or routine.  Complex processes are not essential.  Rather, students should focus on a process that allows for direct observation, interviews with those performing the work (no one understands the Gemba better than the person executing the work), and measurement of inputs and outputs.  
In this COIL model, the American students (by visiting Easton) will visit a business and the Panamanian students (by visiting Multiplaza) will visit the same business.  For example, the American team members will visit the Gap store at Easton, and the Panamanian team members will visit the Gap store at Multiplaza.  The goal is to try to observe the same or similar processes; perhaps things work a little differently between the two stores!
Please request permission to do the observation from a store manager; if they decline, we’ll find you a new Gemba.  Please ensure proper social distancing and utilization of the appropriate personal protective equipment (PPE), if requested by your host.
Your project MUST include the following artifacts, created in LucidChart (www.lucidchart.com) or similar charting software:
· Two (2) swim-lane process maps must be used to capture the process work steps (swim-lane diagrams will be explained in class); one for the current state, one for the future state.  Your future state map should make any process changes clear (color-coding the differences is a great way to do this).
· One (1) Ishikawa (cause-and-effect) diagram must be included to illustrate how you assessed the current state.
· One (1) spaghetti/motion diagram, showing the movement of people, equipment, and/or product through the process.
· Beyond these, you may include any tools, photos, videos, or diagrams that may help support your project report-out.
Your team will record an approximately 20-to-25-minute presentation.  You are encouraged to use visual management via some illustrative slides, videos, and other tools.  For your presentation, the needed flow and labeled “sections” must include:
· Introduction.
· Current State.
· Tools & Methods Used (this is YOUR tools & methods, used in the project.  Not the company’s).
· Defects Observed.
· Future State.
· Alternatives Considered, If Any.
· Conclusion.
· Appendix (if needed).
· References.
Cite any external resources used, both inline on the slides and at the end as a reference slide.
You will also be responsible for sending a peer evaluation to the professor, which will be uploaded to Carmen.  Please evaluate both yourself, and your teammates.  A template will be provided.
Your team’s completed slide deck is due, uploaded to Carmen by your team lead, by the end of the day on 9/18/24.  Your peer evaluation should also be uploaded to Carmen, by the end of the same day.  I will review draft copies of your work until end-of-day on 9/16/24; these can be emailed directly to me by your team lead.
The presentation deck, and related live presentation to the class, is worth 300 points.  
Final Exam: A final exam will be given at the conclusion of the course, covering Chapters 1-7 of the text as well as lecture concepts, which consists of 50 multiple-choice questions.  This exam will be conducted live in our classroom, at our regular class time.
To assist in student exam preparation, a pre-exam review/study guide sheet will be distributed to the class at least 1 week before the final exam date (10/9/24); this sheet will be handed out in class and posted to Carmen for downloading.  Any student failing to take the final exam on the scheduled date will not be able to make up the exam except in the event of extraordinary situations. Student minor illnesses, schedule conflicts, tardiness, travel plans, or unscheduled vacations do not constitute extraordinary situations to be considered for final exam make-up.  If you qualify for SLDS concessions, address those as early as possible.  If you feel there is a legitimate need to take the final exam early or immediately following the scheduled date, please notify me via email by 10/2/24 @ 5:00 PM. 
The final exam will account for 500 points towards your final grade.
