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The idea of etching on a rooted Hoya kerrii leaf came to me one day when I (Dave MacKenzie) needed a gift for an 11-year work 
anniversary for Hortech accountant Lori Meyer. Not knowing about the anniversary until the last minute and standing in front 
of a bench of H. kerrii with a grafting knife in my pocket, I carved the number 11 in the face of a rooted H. kerrii leaf, and gave it 
to Lori. In successive days the number became callused, like when you carve your initials in a tree. I gave a similar gift to some 
friends for their wedding anniversary – and in both cases these little living-gifts became cherished keepsakes, sitting on their 
desks for years.

After observing the joy that these little gifts created, and hearing about how wonderful and unique they were, I then set about 
trying to automate the process of carving these rooted leaves; first I tried a Dremel cutting tool, then sand blasting, then eventu-
ally a laser. Laser is how we do it today, and we recently received a utility patent on the process.

Our plan is to stock a modest inventory of fun and interesting designs, with characters and inspirational words, and see where it 
goes. This “artform” is customizable and we encourage you to explore the market. If you have customers that could use 
these for wedding table-gifts or promotional giveaways with logo or short message, please contact us with your idea and quan-
tities, and we will work up a specific quote for developing the artwork and preparing the HeartArt. We would need 4-8 weeks of 
lead time in most cases.

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Climbing Vines

Vines as Ground Covers:  
Vines that work well as ground covers tend to grow rapidly 
and fill in to make a dense weed-impenetrable blanket. ‘Hall’s 
Prolific’ honeysuckle is a popular ground covering vine, and 
English ivy and purple wintercreeper are so popular as ground 
covers that they are often overlooked as climbers. 

Vines as Accents: 
Used as accent plants, climbing  
vines help draw one’s attention to 
other plants as well as such objects 
as trellises, pillars, railings, light 
poles, chimneys, or other attractive 
ornamental features. For the pur-
pose of  accent, one or two plants 
are usually sufficient. The specific 
variety should be selected so as to 
contrast — through foliage color 
and texture, or flowers, with the 
feature that is being accented.

Vines as Screens: Vines are wonderful for 
ornamental screening 
or concealment and 
there is a vine that will 
screen most anything. 
When using vines in 
this manner it is impor-
tant to choose one 
with the proper growth 
characteristic so that it 
will effectively attach 
itself. It is also impor-
tant to use a vine with 
the proper texture and 
leaf size to match the 
object being screened. 
Textures will vary 
according to the size 
and shape of the leaf. 
There is a broad range 
of leaf sizes available.

Vines are unique for their flexible stems which 
make them useful for sprawling, trailing, and train-
ing in a multitude of directions. Without support, 
many vines make good ground covers. And, with 
support, they grow upright and thus take up little 
ground space. At the same time they introduce an 
interesting vertical dimension to the landscape. 
This is especially important in today’s smaller 
landscapes where often the only direction to go 
is up. But vines do more than just cling and grow 
upward, and they have a great deal to offer in the 
way of ornamental appeal.

Vines offer a broad array of floral and foliar inter-
est. Wisterias provide excellent color and a very 
classic look with their pendant trains of fragrant 
flowers. But they also offer vibrant green fern-
like deeply compound leaves. The trumpet vines 

(Campsis species) have large tubular flowers that appeal to hummingbirds—as do those of honeysuckles which range from 
white to pink to yellow and often are pleasantly fragrant. Honeysuckle leaves, by the way, range from yellow to green to 
purple. On the small end of the spectrum are the flowers of Boston ivies and Virginia creeper with their tiny green nearly invis-
ible flowers. Such vines as these compensate for their tiny flowers with magnificent showy leaves that turn bright red or yellow 
during fall.

Some vines even produce interesting fruit. That of Boston ivy (Parthenocissus) is grapelike and persists through winter. The 
fruit of Akebia is colorful, large, and exotic, and that of trumpetvine resembles a miniature banana.

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Vines For Decorating Walls, Fences, and Tree Trunks: 

Vines are exceptional for adding 
color and textural interest to drab 
walls and harsh looking fences. 
They are also fantastic for 
dressing up the trunks of coarse 
barked trees and for draping over 
the edges of retaining walls and 
planter boxes.

Attracting Hummingbirds and Butterflies: 
Vines with tubular flowers like 
honeysuckles and trumpet vines are 
magnets to hummingbirds. Others, 
such as climbing hydrangea, are 
good for butterfly gardening.

Methods of Attachment:  
Twining Vines: Twiners have 
stems that circle around other 
plants or objects to gain their 
support. These vines are good to 
use on chainlink fences, light 
poles, and trellises. They won’t 
wrap around a large tree but 
they can overrun small trees and 
shrubs so be sure to use them in 
areas away from such plants.

Clinging Vines: Clinging vines 
attach themselves by aerial 
rootlets or adhesive disks and 
are great for attaching to flat 
surfaces. Those with aerial 

rootlets need a coarse surface to cling to, such as brick or coarse 
textured bark. They are good for use with large trees and brick 
walls and chimneys. Those with adhesive discs will attach to 
smooth (as well as coarse textured) surfaces and will climb just 
about anything.

Maintaining Vines:  
The maintenance of vines varies with the variety, its growth rate, 
and where it is planted. Ground covering vines usually need a  
simple trimming back once or twice a year to keep them in 
bounds. Those grown against a wall may need annual pruning to 
keep them away from windows and eave-troughs. And climbers 
growing on fences may go for several years without pruning. 

Planting, Spacing, and Watering:  
Similar to ground covers. Please refer to the ground cover 
section of this catalog.

Controlling Weeds in Vine Plantings:  
Follow the directions in the ground cover section of this catalog.

Fertilizing Vines:  
Most vines are moderate feeders and should be fertilized in 
similar manner as ground covers (see ground cover section).

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Ever wonder if vines damage buildings? You are not alone 
as this is a subject of frequent debate.

The answer, according to experts who have studied 
century-old North American and European buildings, is 
no. What damage vines do cause is typically limited to 
fixtures such as downspouts, painted woodwork, and 
roof tiles — damage which would be avoided with timely 
pruning.

Rather than cause damage, these researchers found that 
a covering of vines reduces temperature fluctuations 
of brick walls (because of insulating and wind-breaking 
qualities), and thus reduces thermal contraction and 
expansion that can cause cracks in the underlying 
masonary.

Vine covered walls tend to be cooler during the day and 
warmer at night and therefore help to save energy. A 
dense cover of Hedera helix (English Ivy) is said to bring 
about a 33 percent increase in R-value to poorly insulated 
walls and a 10 percent increase to those that are well 
insulated.

	 20'-30'; full sun to moderate shade. Simply extraordinary, Dutchman’s pipe carries its large heart shaped, rich 

green foliage in overlapping fashion--making it the perfect screen. A twiner, Dutchman’s pipe will cover chain link 
fences, climb poles, or decorate trellises. It is especially good against coarse bark, brick or block, and natural rough 
cut wood surfaces. While curious in bloom, with purple and yellowish brown pipe-shaped springborne flowers, its 
flowers are borne underneath the foliage. For this reason, if the flowers are to be appreciated, the plant must be 
carefully sited. An archway may be the best support from this standpoint as one can walk through and view the back 
side of the foliage, and therefore the flowers. Otherwise, one can simply lift up the foliage during spring to view 
them.

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Among the first plants to inhabit the earth, ferns produce 
spores instead of seed and do not flower. Despite the 
lack of flowers, ferns are among the most versatile and 
attractive of plants. There are ferns that grow in sun as well 
as shade and water as well as dry sand. Not only do they 
range from small to large (a few inches to several feet), and 
deciduous to evergreen, they come in an array of colors. 
There are ferns with yellowish-, lime- and deep-green 
leaves, as well as copper — even those that are variegated 
silvery, green, gray, and burgundy. 

Fern leaves or fronds are usually many-segmented 
(compound) with a feathery appearance. But species and 
varieties exist that are nonsegmented (simple), crisped 
(frilled), succulent, and even beadlike. 

In most cases ferns bear their spores in tiny dotlike 
structures (sori) attached to the bottom of the leaves. In 
other cases they are borne in beadlike segments carried 
either above the foliage or upon separate stalks—in which 
case they may be as ornamental as the nonspore-bearing 
leaves, as is the case with cinnamon fern (Osmunda 
cinnamomea) which is so named for the magnificent 
cinnamon-brown spore-bearing stalks.

How Ferns Grow:  
Some ferns grow in clump forming fashion in which they 
form round hummocks or mounds, with leaves originating 
from the center or outside edge of the mound. On the 
other hand there are ferns that spread to form thick 
colonies. These types spread by underground stems called 
rhizomes which send up shoots as they spread. 

Ferns

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Planting, Spacing, and Watering:  
Similar to ground covers. Please refer to the ground cover section of 
this brochure.

Maintaining Ferns:  
Ferns seldom need any maintenance. Occasionally the wintergreen 
types may look better if some of their older leaves are trimmed off as 
they become tattered. The deciduous types need no such care and 
their leaves need not be removed as they die back each fall. Better to 
let them rot, so that their nutrients may be returned to the soil.  

Controlling Weeds in Fern Plantings:  
Ferns are sensitive to herbicides and thus weed control should be 
accomplished by any nonchemical means outlined in the ground 
cover section of this brochure.

Fertilizing Ferns:  
Most ferns are damaged when treated with low quality inorganic 
chemical fertilizers. On the other hand, they respond well to an early 
spring application of slow release fertilizer or a fall topdressing with 
leafmold.

Receiving Ferns:
UPON RECEIPT, FERNS SHOULD BE PLACED IN A COOL, SHADY, WIND SHELTERED  LOCATION. IF 
PLACED IN A HOT, SUNNY LOCATION, FOLIAGE WILL SOON DESSICATE AND BECOME DISCOL-
ORED BY NECROSIS. FERNS CAN NOT BE SHIPPED BY UPS.

Ferns for Accent: 
Like many perennials, ferns 
can be used for accent, to  
draw one’s attention to 
other plants and landscape 
features. For the purpose 
of accenting, it is wise to 
use one to five plants in 
conjunction with a boulder, 
bench, shrub, or tree trunk 

of contrasting color or texture. Ferns also look superb lining the edge 
of a wooded path or shady courtyard or patio.

Ferns as Ground Covers: 
Ferns can be used to cover the 
ground just as vines, grasses, and 
other types of ground covers. Clump 
forming ferns may be planted close 
enough together that they cover the 
ground and exclude weeds. Those 
that spread to form colonies are best 
planted in moderate to large scale 
thickets and contribute a soft grace-
ful texture to the landscape. 

Ferns as Companion Plants: 
Ferns make wonderful companion 
plants to other ferns, Ajuga, Astilbe, 
Bergenia, barren strawberry, black 
lily-turf, European ginger, Galium, 
Geranium, Heuchera, hostas—espe-
cially blue leaved and variegated 
forms, Lamium, sedges, winter-
green, and wildflowers.

Ferns as Container Plants: 
Ferns make luxurious container plants. 
Some of the more hardy varieties 
may survive the winter in a contain-
er, and even if they don’t, the cost 
of replacement is minimal. Ferns in 
containers, combine nicely with 
such ground covers as Ajuga, 
Lamiastrum, Lamium, Lysimachia, 
Ophiopogon, Ranunculus, Veronica, 
Vinca, and Carex selections.

	 1’-2’; light to dense shade. Among the most graceful of ferns, maidenhair is a prize for cool woodland settings. Its 

deciduous leaves are soft textured, colored bluish green, and uniquely arranged in the shape of horseshoes. Carried 
horizontally atop wiry ebony stems, the foliage contributes a delicate soft texture to the landscape. Maidenhair fern 
is best in moist acidic organically rich soils performing well on shaded slopes as a ground cover and along woodland 
trials as an edging or in combination with wildflowers, Hostas, variegated Solomon’s seal, and of course other ferns.

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Perennials and Ground Covers
Ground covers and perennials are employed in a number of different ways — limited only by the imagination. 
Popular uses include the following:

As a Turf Substitute / Living Mulch. 
The most important application of ground covers is to use them to eliminate 
or reduce the amount of turf grass in the landscape. Not only is this better for 
the environment, in the long run it saves time and money. It also helps give the 
landscape a unique character that can not be created with turf grass.

For Easing Transition 
and Creating Unity.

Using ground covers and perennials of intermediate height, color, or texture 
between and surrounding two contrasting elements (such as a beech tree with 

smooth gray bark and an oak with coarse dark brown bark) eases the perception of 
change and unites the features. Ground covers can be used in this manner to join 

the house with a surrounding woodlot, shrubs with trees, ornaments or benches 
with walkways, etc.


  For Controlling Erosion.

Densely rooted ground covers and perennials are excellent for holding soil 
in place on slopes and areas of water runoff.

As Edging/Hedging.
Nonspreading types of 

ground cover can be used 
 as edging or dwarf hedges to create

For Accent.
Used as accent plants, perennials can be used to draw the  

eye to such features as statuary, benches, brickwork,  
entryways, steps, and other plants.

  
As Specimens. 
The more unusual/
showy perennials can 
stand alone as specimens 
and should be sited in 
locations where the 
eye naturally falls such 
as atop a terrace, by a 
building entrance,  
outside of windows, and 
along the edge of steps.

As a Facing.
When sited in front of other plants, benches, statues, ornaments, and

Through transpiration (evaporative cooling) ground covers are natural 

 air conditioners. During the winter (especially grassy types and 
those with woody stems) they trap snow and reduce  

blowing and drifting.

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What Are Ground Covers?  
Ground covers are plants, which when properly cultured and 
established, require little maintenance and densely cover the soil 
in a manner that discourages or prevents the growth of weeds. 
For the most part, without pruning, ground covers range in height 
from less than an inch to about 4 feet tall. Ground covers may be 
succulent, herbaceous, or shrubby. They can be clumping, vining, 
or sprawling, and may be deciduous, evergreen, or  semievergreen. 
Even some ferns and grasses can function as ground covers.

Ground covers are available in a broad array of colors and tex-
tures. In addition to green-leaved forms, there are red-, blue-, 
purple-, silver-, coppery-, bronze-, and gold-leaved selections. 
Multicolored (variegated) forms also exist, and textures range 
from fine to coarse, and soft to rough.

Material and Environmental Benefits of  
Ground Covers.  
Reduced maintenance expense (in comparison to turf grass) 
is the primary financial advantage ground covers have to offer. 
Generally speaking, turf is less expensive at first, but consider-
ing its ongoing maintenance needs (frequent mowing, edging, 
fertilization, irrigation, disease and weed control, etc.), it proves 
to be more expensive in the long run.

Much annual cleanup work and expense can be eliminated  
by using ground covers. In nature, a cycle exists in which micro-
organisms reduce organic matter, such as leaves, fruit, twigs  
and flowers, into humus. The humus, rich in nutrients, is the 
source of fertility that assures the continuation of life. Ironically, 
in our landscapes we often disrupt this cycle with back breaking  
labor, usually on weekends, by raking and vacuuming up fallen 
fruits, leaves, flowers, and twigs. Instead, if we were to under-
plant our trees and shrubs with carefully selected ground cov-
ers, such organic debris would not only be concealed, but would 
rot, be returned to the soil, and would furnish nutrients to the 
ground covers.

The environmental benefits of ground covers should not be 
overlooked either. Ground covers control erosion, reduce snow 
drifting during winter, and humidify, oxygenate, and cool the air.

Aesthetic Benefits of Ground Covers.  
Ground covers unify unrelated elements in the landscape. 
For example, consider a brown brick house constructed on a 
streamside lot. The coarse-textured, symmetrical, brick house 
and the clear, silvery, winding, tranquil stream have little in com-
mon. Yet, by using ground covers creatively, such as a broad 
sweeping bed of purple wintercreeper, the two can be joined 
in harmony. Similarly, by softening the sharp edges and angles 
of benches, drives, fences, and walks, ground covers can make 
such features seem at home among the living elements—trees, 
shrubs, and other plants.

Ground covers are indispensable for creating a rich, enjoyable, 
inviting atmosphere. Using sweeping beds of loosely arranged 
ground covers as edgings along walkways communicates a 
pleasant welcoming message to those who visit.

Additionally, ground covers function in altering perceptions. To 
create the impression of spaciousness, use small leaved smooth 
textured ground covers in broad, curving plantings. On the 
other hand, use large leaved coarsely textured ground covers to 
create the perception of intimacy and closeness. Brightly col-
ored or fine textured ground covers tend to lighten areas and 
elevate or intensify one’s mood. Shades of blue, green, or gray, 
particularly if the leaves are large and smooth textured, tend to 
enhance feelings of tranquility and peacefulness.

For relieving monotony in the landscape, ground covers are 
paramount. Entryways, steps, decking, ornaments, and trees 
and shrubs are infinitely more interesting when accented with 
ground covers. Amazing for their intricate branch patterns, col-
orfully painted foliage, and sometimes attractively flaking bark, 
ground covers can enhance feelings of joy and light-hearted-
ness. Evergreen ground covers exhibit year-round beauty, while 
many others grace us with flowers of heavenly scent and bright, 
beautiful spring, summer, and autumnal color. Finally, wildlife 
and songbirds are often attracted to their flowers and fruit—an 
added benefit to the environment, and to the people who ben-
efit from the entertainment that they provide.

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	 Four Rules for Using Ground Covers: 

The uses of ground covers are nearly endless, and are limited only by your imagination. Even so, you should always attempt to follow the four 
basic rules of ground cover use. Adhering to these four rules will prevent the use of inappropriate or incompatible ground covers and will insure 
optimal success.

#1.	Combining too many different types of ground covers in the same landscape results in a busy, cluttered appearance. To create the most 
appealing landscape, use only one or a few selected varieties.

#2.	In general, plant large-leaved ground covers when the scale is large, and small-leaved ground covers when the scale is small. By following 
this rule you will create a harmonious setting and your plants will always be in the proper proportion to the landscape. Doing the opposite 
will waste the precious little space of the smaller landscape or leave the large landscape looking naked.

#3.	Sensitivity to companionship should be exercised when combining ground covers with other plant types, such as trees or shrubs. In other 
words, you should only install plants which will comfortably coexist. Such plants should possess not only similar cultural requirements, but 
complementary colors, textures, forms, and sizes. If plants of different compatibility are planted together, not only will harmony be lacking, 
but extra maintenance will be required.

#4.	Never combine ground covers that have incompatible growth habits. The worst offense in this regard is to combine a species of vigorous, 
horizontal spreading habit, such as English ivy, trailing dead nettle, goutweed, or fleece flower, with a species of diminutive or refined habit, 
such as stonecrop or germander. The vigorous plants will soon overrun the smaller, slower growing ones.

Even though ground covers are unique low maintenance plants  
that will help you to further enjoy your landscape, in order to 
perform their best, they will need some help to become well 
established. Here is what you must do: first, plant them properly; 
second, give them proper care. If you do these two things, your 
ground covers will fill in rapidly and provide maximum enjoyment 
with little work or expense.

Planting and Maintenance: 

When to Plant: 
Premium Plants from Hortech may be planted anytime the ground 
is not frozen. In early spring, if you expect frost, you may want 
to request plants that are still dormant—this way if there is frost, 
the tender new growth won’t be frozen back. During summer, it 
is wise to water your new plants frequently enough to keep the 
soil moistened, until root establishment. And, during fall (maybe 
with the exception of English ivy), you may plant essentially up to 
the day the ground freezes solid. Mulching is always a good idea, 
and will prevent the freezing/thawing action of the ground from 
disturbing newly planted ground covers.

Preparing the Planting Site:  
Before planting, first remove all existing grass and weeds. This 
includes the roots as well as the above ground parts. There are 
three ways to accomplish this and they are outlined as follows:

Method #1.  
Black plastic mulch can be pinned on top of the site with rocks, 
bricks, or soil as a means of destroying weeds or turf. The principle 
behind this is that the combination of darkness and heat will destroy 
the underlying weeds. Darkness works by making it impossible 
for plants to manufacture food through photosynthesis, and the 
sun hitting the plastic causes the weeds and soil below to become 
very hot. The combination of sun and black plastic literally creates 

an opaque solar oven that causes destruction of the weeds. This 
method works best in locations exposed to direct sunlight, and 
naturally works better in summer than spring or fall. In general the 
plastic should be left in place for 2 months. Later, the site may be 
rototilled or spaded to loosen and aerate the soil before planting.

Method #2.  
Herbicides may also be used to destroy existing turf or 
weeds. Herbicides work quickly and although there are a 
number of different herbicides available, those which work 
best are absorbed into the plant and translocated throughout 
its sap stream. These types of herbicides, such as Roundup®, 
kill the root system as well as the top growth— absolutely 
essential to effective eradication since most weeds are 
capable of coming back from their roots. Once the herbicide 
has killed the turf or weeds, rototill or spade up the area 
to loosen the soil. Consult your local garden center for 
recommendations as to the best herbicide to use.

Method #3.  
The final method involves repeatedly rototilling or spading 
the planting site until all vegetation has rotted and been 
converted into soil by decomposers including fungi, bacteria, 
and earthworms. Typically three or four turns of the site over 
the course of five to six weeks will accomplish this objective.
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After killing the weeds and loosening the soil, spade or rototill in 
any necessary amendments such as leaf mold, lime, peat moss, 
organic compost, or topsoil. Amendments enhance the soil’s 
fertility, change its texture, or alter its chemical properties, such as 
pH, so that it is suitable for a particular plant. Amendments should 
be worked into the top 8 to 12 inches of soil and followed by the 
final grading—usually performed with a hand rake.

Planting Perennials and Ground Covers:  
When planting, the soil level at the base of the plants should be the 
same as it was in the containers prior to transplanting. Therefore, if 
the containers are 3 inches deep, the planting holes should also be 3 
inches. If the holes are too deep, the stems will be covered with soil 
and may rot. On the other hand, if they are too shallow, the roots 
will not have enough soil contact for adequate anchoring or water 
absorption. Use a tool such as the Hortech Plug-Planter, spade, 
trowel, or hoe to dig the holes for planting. Following planting, be 
sure to water your plants in thoroughly, then follow by topdressing 
the exposed soil between them with a 1 1/2 to 2 inch layer of wood 
chips. This not only helps exclude weeds but reduces the amount 
of watering that will be needed, cools the soil, and by insulating it, 
prevents the ground from heaving during late fall and winter.

Spacing the Plants:  
Perennials and ground covers need to be spaced at an appropriate 
distance so that plantings will be easy to maintain and all areas of 
the planting fill in at the same rate. To calculate the number of 
plants needed, use the chart on this page. This chart should be 
used with the recommendations for each plant found next to the 
container size for each plant. Spacing is based upon rate of growth 
and mature spread. In general, these recommendations will allow 
your planting to fill in and become completely established in 1 1/2 
growing seasons. Planting at the closest recommended distance 
may speed this to 1 season, and the farthest recommendation may 
extend it to 2 seasons. Of course the rate will vary somewhat with 
soil fertility, maintenance practices, irrigation, and climate.

SPACING CHART

Maintaining Perennials and Ground 
Covers: 
One of the greatest advantages of perennials and ground covers 
is that they require little maintenance, especially in comparison 
to turf grass. However, to believe that no maintenance is needed 
is a misconception. Perennials and ground covers require 
periodic watering, weeding, and fertilizing.

Watering Perennials and Ground Covers:  
Thoroughly watering your plants immediately after planting 
will reduce the degree of transplant stress to the plants. Until 
the roots become well established, new plantings should be 
watered frequently to keep the soil constantly moist—but not 
saturated. Three months is usually an adequate period for root 
establishment. From then on, water as follows:

Water during the early morning so that the foliage can quickly 
dry. Water to the extent that the soil becomes moistened 
through the entire root zone (6-12 inches deep), and only when 
there is a genuine need, evidenced by a slight wilting of the 
leaves at midday.

Typically, only moderate supplemental watering is necessary 
after the first year. If it is, it is usually only during extended hot, 
dry summer days. It is also a good idea to water thoroughly in 
late fall before the ground becomes solidly frozen. This enables 
the plants to better cope with winter’s harshness. When plants 
enter winter without drought stress, they come through in 
much better condition.

Controlling Weeds in Perennial and Ground 
Cover Plantings:  
The most critical step in weed control occurs before the plants 
are ever placed in the ground. Completely eliminating all weeds, 
including their roots, before you plant is essential to the rapid 
establishment of ground covers. Mulching after planting helps to 
keep weed seeds from germinating and becoming established. 
In time, as the plants fill in, the need for weeding will taper off, 
and eventually only modest weed control will be required.

During establishment, ongoing weed control can be accomplished 
in three ways. The first method is manual hoeing or hand pulling. 
Consider it an opportunity to relax and be reflective: weeding is 
good for your body, takes little mind power, and is a good stress 
reliever. The second method is through the use of preemergent 
and postemergent herbicides. Preemergent herbicides prevent 
weeds from becoming established. Postemergent herbicides kill 
weeds after they have come up. They must be used carefully as 
they may also kill your ground cover, if you happen to spray it as 
well. The last and most preferred method is periodic mulching 
around your plantings with organic materials. Simply resupply 
1 to 2 inches of wood chips or bark as the initial mulching thins 
and decomposes. Mulching does not kill established weeds but 
helps prevent weeds from becoming established. Also, as they 
decompose, organic mulches help to supplement the soil’s fertility.

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Fertilizing Perennials and Ground Covers:  
Many ground covers benefit from one or two annual fertilizer 
applications. A general fertilization program should include the 
use of an organic or slow-release fertilizer. Organic fertilizers 
are essentially those which have come from the digestive 
tract of animals such as, horse-, chicken-, turkey-, cow-, and 
even human-manure, as in the case of Milorganite, (the 
product which comes from the Milwaukee sewage treatment 
facility). Slow-release fertilizers are chemical fertilizers that 
gradually release nutrients to the plant. Low-grade, soluble 
fertilizers (non-slow release types) are less expensive but 
can wash through the soil before the plant can use them 
completely. Because of this they are more likely to contribute to 
groundwater contamination, and therefore should be avoided.

The ratio of nitrogen, phosphorus, and potassium in the 
fertilizer should be about 2-1-2, such as a 10-5-10 formulation,  
and it should be applied at the rate of 1 pound per 100 square 
feet, first in early spring and then again in early fall. A more 
precise custom fertilizer program can be provided by your 

garden center or county extension agent. This involves sampling 
the soil during early spring and tailoring the fertilization 
program to the exact needs of your particular plants and soil.

Fertilizers should only be applied when the leaves of the plants 
are dry, otherwise spotting or rotting may occur. Following the 
application, use a fast stream of water to wash off any fertilizer 
that has adhered to or become trapped in the leaves.

Leaf Removal:  
Leaves should only be raked up or vacuumed when they 
smother and mat down the ground cover. If the ground cover 
is of such habit that the fallen leaves slip through its canopy, 
then allow the leaves to remain and decompose to supplement 
the soil.

Diervilla is named after the French surgeon Dr. N. Dierville, who introduced this North American plant to Europe around 1700. Sad that it doesn’t carry a 
native American name, but regardless of what it’s called, it is a small genus of woody species. One of these, D. lonicera, northern bush honeysuckle, reaches 
1½’-3’ tall, and is reminiscent of a shrubby honeysuckle (but, of course, is not a honeysuckle). It spreads by rhizomes and hails from Canada and extends 
south into Michigan down to North Carolina. Another, reaching 5 feet all, is called D. sessiliflora or southern bush honeysuckle, and hails from farther south 
(Virginia and Tennessee to Georgia and Alabama). It is more upright, shrubby, and less rhizomatous. The cross between the two, D. x splendens, or splendid 
bush honeysuckle is typically intermediate in height, shrubby and less inclined to spread by rhizomes than D. lonicera. This is the focus of our plant develop-
ment; tight habit, and interesting colors.

Landscape Value: Diervilla x splendens cultivars are versatile sub shrubs for use as ground covers, specimens and hedges. They will grow in the sun, but 
most selections are truly better in light to moderate shade.

During late June to mid-July its branches are 
tipped with clusters of tubular yellow flowers which contrast nicely with the foliage and support birds, butterflies 
and hummingbirds. The uses for Mountaineer® Balsamic revolve around creating a natural look, soil stabilization 
(even sandy soil), and even understory planting. It tends to be well behaved and therefore can be used as a winding, 
natural looking hedge or can be used in place of introduced species such as Spirea or Weigela for a more “North 
American” look.

Eupatorium is a genus of 500 globally distributed species of mostly perennial herbs and shrubs from the daisy family. Horticulturally speaking, we think of them as excel-
lent late season blooming, pollinator attracting northeastern North American natives, and we tend to be most familiar with E. coelestinum, hardy ageratum, which reaches 
3-feet-tall and is adorned with blue flowers in fall, E. maculatum, Joe-Pye, which reaches 6-feet-tall, has purple speckled or blotched stems  and blooms in fall with mauve 
or purplish flowers, and E. purpureum, which reaches up to 10-feet-tall, typically with green stems, and fall-borne pinkish to purplish flowers. There is also E. perfoliatum, 
common boneset, which is white flowered and can reach 5-feet-tall, and E. rugosum, white snakeroot, which also blooms white and can reach 5-feet-tall. These are all 
sturdy plants with coarse-textured leaves and attractive flowers that are borne in flat topped corymbs at the ends of their branches. 

Our focus with breeding and selecting Eupatorium has been to develop selections that are hardy, robust, compact (in some cases quite dwarf) often with flowers from the 
base to the top of the plant, not just on the top as is usually the case.

Landscape Value: Eupatorium cultivars are wonderful, natural, priceless for their rugged character, summer and fall flowers and versatility. They can be used as tall speci-
mens, robust ground covers, herbaceous hedges, backdrops, rain garden plantings, and pollinator supporters extraordinaire. They tolerate a good deal of “wet feet” and 
they combine nicely with 100’s of other perennials.

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Zauschneria garettii Orange Carpet® is a 
sprawling ground cover (habit like Nepeta) that hails from 
rocky alpine areas of the southwest and is commonly named 
hummingbird trumpet. It prefers good drainage and is known 
for its bright orange hummingbird-attracting flowers during 
late summer and fall.
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Long adored in Europe and the 
Orient, ornamental grasses 
have finally become accepted 
into American gardens. 
Different from lawn grasses, 
which are tolerant to foot traf-
fic but are boring and require 
high maintenance, and loads of 
fertilizer, ornamental grasses 
are used more for aesthetic pur-
poses and are easy to care for. 
They are remarkable plants that 
come from all corners of the 
globe. Even some of our native 
prairie grasses make splendid 

ornamental specimens. Ornamental grasses  range from an 
inch or so tall to over 20 feet and include the bamboos (woody 
grasses), many of which are hardy in the midwest. 

The color display of ornamental grasses is something to behold. 
It begins with the leaves which during late winter display attrac-
tive shades of straw and tan. Some evergreen species even 
remain green all winter long. During April these leaves should 
be removed—to make room for the new year’s growth, which 
begins in early May. By mid May the new leaves begin to grow 
very fast and by early summer they begin to mature. 
Most grass leaves are narrow and pointed at their tips, but the 
similarities end there. Grass leaves are available in about every 
shade of green and blue, golden and yellow, bronze, red, silver 
and green striped, gold-and-green-striped, and gold-and-green-
banded. They often change color or intensify their colors in fall. 
This alone is remarkable, but in combination with the flowers, 
which normally transcend the foliage during summer or fall, the 
color effect is spectacular. Flowers of grasses include shades of 
tan, pink, purple, russet, yellow, white, and silver. They are often 
large, showy, and persistent. And, like the leaves, they often 
remain effective throughout the winter months. 

Ornamental Grasses

Landscaping with Grasses: Ornamental grasses perform a 
variety of functions. Like the turf grasses, some of the shorter types 
can be walked on. The shorter sedges (a genus of grasslike plants) 
even grow in the shade and only need mowing once a year. Others 
serve the purpose of conventional ground cover and may be either 
colonizing spreaders or short growing clump formers that tolerate 
close spacing. Large, clump forming selections make nice specimen 
or accent plants and can easily take the place of small to large sized 
shrubs. These may be massed in thickets for a tropical effect and 
can even be planted as a hedge.

Naturalized Plantings: 
Certain grasses can be used at 
home or on a commercial scale in 
prairie type gardens. Here they 
combine nicely with other 
perennial species including a 
number of native plants. 

Grasses Enmasse as  
Ground Covers:  
Most ornamental grasses lend 
themselves to planting in large 
colonies as ground covers. 
Sometimes, one has to be a bit 
open minded to visualize a 6  

foot tall grass as a ground cover, but when thinking large- or 
commercial-scale, this becomes easy to do. On a residential basis, 
the smaller types such as Carex, Panicum, and Pennisetum, may 
be more appropriate choices.

Grasses for Erosion Control: 
Grasses have extensive fibrous 
root systems and when planted 
on steep slopes, enmasse, do an 
excellent job of stabilizing the soil.

Grasses as Specimens:  
Grasses can take the place of shrubs in 
the landscape and perform the function 
of a specimen. As such, they can be 
planted alone and enhance the 
landscape with their own unique 
features and architectural merits.

Grasses as Companion Plants: 
Grasses are superb companion plants, 
interacting well with a host of ground 
covers and perennials. Some of the 
most popular companions to the 
grasses are Rudbeckia, cone flower, 
Sedums, Russian sage, Oregano 
cultivars, Lavender, daylilies, Geranium 
cultivars, crownvetch, Caryopteris, 
Campanula, Aster, and Solidago.

 Grasses for Accent: 
Used alone or in small 
groupings, many grasses 
lend themselves to use 
as accent plants. In this 
manner, they help draw 
attention and visual 
support to other plants, 
landscape features such 

as benches, sculpture, stairs, decking, light poles, and fences. 
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Grasses as Hedges:  
Tall clump forming 
grasses make 
fabulous hedges and 
screens. Costing 
much less than a 
fence, grass hedges 
are typically exempt 
from zoning 
ordinances and taxes, 

and never have to be painted. Selections of Miscanthus  are  
commonly  used for hedging,  but  Erianthus,  Panicum, 
Calamagrostis, and Sorghastrum also work quite well.

Grasses for Edging: With 
their graceful foliage, low 
growing clump forming grasses 
are ideal for edging pathways, 
stairs, and sidewalks. Here they 
add beauty, soften sharp edges, 
and require little maintenance.

Motion and Sound in the Landscape:  
The tree Populus tremuloides is commonly named quaking 
aspen for the motion and sound of its leaves as the wind rustles 
through them. A greater wonder is why none of the grasses have 
been named for the lovely motion and soothing sound that the 
wind causes as it blows across them. Even the shortest grasses  
(and also the bamboos which are woody-stemmed) respond to 
gentle breezes and create the elements of motion and sound, so 
important to our enjoyment of the landscape.
Maintaining Ornamental Grasses:  
The maintenance of ornamental grasses is easy. If it is a running 
type of grass and you want it to stay within bounds, surround it 
with a deep plastic edging. Dig a narrow trench two feet deep and 
insert a sheet of heavy duty plastic from the bottom to the top of 
the trench. Then backfill with soil. This will prevent the rhizomes 
of the grass from spreading out of control. Grasses (with the 
exception of the evergreen bamboos) should be cut down to a 
height of 2 inches once each year. You can do this in fall but it is 
best to wait until spring. Grasses look nice poking through the 
snow during winter, and what’s more, they give birds a place to 
perch—and feed should the grass be seed bearing. By late winter 
grasses become tattered and during April should be cut down. To 
do this you may use a lawn mower, or if the grasses are very stout, 
pruning shears or a weed eater equipped with a rotary blade.

Keeled, leathery, upright, and straplike, these rugged leaves are colorfully striped white and green and do not fade 
as the season progresses. A superb plant for color and contrast, variegated sweet flag tolerates moist soils but is very 
comfortable in regular garden settings. It is a wonderful companion plant, compatible with dozens of ground covers, 
grasses, and perennials, and may be mass planted as a ground cover. Its summerborne flowers, greenish yellow and 
tiny, are carried in 1/2 inch wide upright 3 1/2 inch long spadixes—like those of Jack-in-the-pulpit.

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A NOTE ABOUT OUR ENVIRONMENT
Ornamental horticulture by definition is the culture of landscape plants — plants grown to enhance 
the aesthetics of our homes and the quality of our lives. Horticultural plants perform such valuable 
functions as cleansing the air, enriching the soil, feeding and providing habitat for wildlife, and 
preventing soil erosion. Additionally, they help to reduce noise, reduce heat and glare, and of 
course provide beauty through their variety of colors, forms, textures, and aromas.

Paradoxically however, the production of these very plants is almost as certain to damage our 
environment as their use is to help it. Conventional production procedures require the frequent 
use of herbicides, insecticides, fungicides, fertilizers, and other pesticides.

Admittedly, we have not been able to eliminate all of the negative environmental influences typi-
cally associated with the wholesale growing of nursery stock. We have found no complete substi-
tute for plastic containers, plastic greenhouse coverings, or fossil fuels. Even so, the preservation 
of the environment weighs heavily in our decision making, and our efforts are continually directed 
toward reducing or eliminating any negative impact. To date we have implemented the following:

•	 recycling of greenhouse films

•	 recycling of plastic containers, cardboard,  
	 glass, and office paper

•	 use of square pots to conserve water and fertilizer, 
	 and to protect ground water

•	 minimal use of liquid fertilization

•	 elimination of pre-emergent herbicides 
	 from our production cycle

•	 evaluation of plants for invasive characteristics

•	 ongoing program of discontinuing carcinogenic 
	 and mutagenic pesticides

•	 practice of Biointensive Integrated Pest Management  
	 based on proactive measures to enhance the natural  
	 balance to the disadvantage of pests and the advantage 
	 of beneficial organisms.

•	 stock bed construction which preserves  
	 existing tree stands

•	 use of recycled paper and soy-based ink  
	 in printed material
