Jesus says in (John 12:44-48)

•44. Then Jesus cried out and said, “He who believes 
in Me, believes not in Me but in Him who sent Me.

•45. And he who sees Me sees Him who sent Me.

•46. I have come as a light into the world, that 
whoever believes in Me should not abide in 
darkness.

•47. And if anyone hears My words and does 
not believe, I do not judge him; for I did not come to 
judge the world but to save the world.

•48. He who rejects Me, and does not receive My 
words, has that which judges him—the word that I 
have spoken will judge him in the last day

1 Thessalians-4:9-10

➢ 9. But concerning brotherly love you have no need 
that I should write to you, for you yourselves are 
taught by God to love one another;

➢ 10. and indeed you do so toward all the brethren 
who are in all Macedonia. But we urge you, 
brethren, that you increase more and more;



3. HAS OUR RELATIONSHIP WITH THOSE IN 

THE WORLD IMPROVED?

➢ 1. As people of God, we have an important 

responsibility toward those in the world

➢ To be a positive influence ("You are the salt

of the earth”)

➢ To demonstrate a better way ("You are the

light of the world")



Matthew 5:13-16

➢ 13. “You are the salt of the earth; but if the salt 
loses its flavor, how shall it be seasoned? It is then 
good for nothing but to be thrown out and trampled 
underfoot by men.

➢ 14. “You are the light of the world. A city that is set 
on a hill cannot be hidden.

➢ 15. Nor do they light a lamp and put it under a 
basket, but on a lampstand, and it gives light to
all who are in the house.

➢ 16. Let your light so shine before men, that the 
may see your good works and glorify your Father in 
heaven.

➢ 1. By having a daily studying of God’s

living and abiding Word - Hebrews 4:12

➢ 12. For the word of God is living and
powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword,
piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and
of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the
thoughts and intents of the heart.



a. Read and study the Old and New Testament this 
year –

Roman 15:4-
4. For whatever things were written before were 
written for our learning, that we through the patience 
and comfort of the Scriptures might have hope.

2 Timothy 3:14-17-
16. All Scripture is given by inspiration of 
God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for 
correction, for instruction in righteousness,
17. that the man of God may be complete, thoroughly 
equipped for every good work.

➢ 15. For we do not have a High Priest who cannot 
sympathize with our weaknesses, but was in 
all points tempted as we are, yet without sin.

➢ 16. Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of 
grace, that we may obtain mercy and find grace to 
help in time of need.
