The Sioux Falls Stampede return to the Denny Sanford PREMIER Cen-
ter tonight for Game Two against the Green Bay Gamblers. It's Su-
perhero Night, presented by Diamond Mowers, following the game,
fansareinvited to join the Herd on the ice for a postgame skate party.

The Stampede enter tonight’s matchup riding the momentum
of a dominant 10-4 victory over the Sioux City Musketeers. The
Herd saw scoring throughout the lineup, including contribu-
tions from newcomers Christian Chouha and Tobias Ohman.

Markus Jakobsen opened the scoring just 34 seconds into
the first period. Goals from JJ Monteiro and Thomas Zoc-
co on the power play, Christian Chouha, Ryder Betzold, Mat-
thew Grimes, and Logan Renkowski followed, giving the Herd
a commanding 7-0 lead by the end of the opening frame.

The scoring wasn't
done yet, as Tobias Ohman netted his first goal as a member of
the Herd to seal the 10-4 win. Goaltender Waylon Esche made
several key saves in net to help secure the dominant victory.

The Green Bay Gamblers enter tonight’s contest after a 6-3 loss
to the Stampede on Thursday night. Sioux Falls struck first with
two goals in the opening period. Green Bay responded quickly
in the second, tying the game with two goals just over four min-
utes in, but the Stampede answered with three more before the
end of the frame. The Gamblers added one in the third to cut
the deficit, but Sioux Falls closed the door with an empty-netter.
