The 2024 home opener is finally
here as Alabama AGM welcomes
Kentucky State for the 14th Annual
Louis Crews Classic.

LOUIS CREWS CLASSIC

Alabama AGM commemorates
the achievements of their most
successful football coach, Louis
Crews, by hosting the Louis Crews
Classic in the first home game of
every season. Crews, who was born
in Bessemer, Alabama, established
a remarkable record of 110-61-3
during his time on The Hill. However,
his legacy goes beyond his impres-
sive record, as he was an exception-
al mentor and leader for his players
and the university.

Crews’ coaching career with the
Bulldogs, spanning from 1859-1976,
was a remarkable achievement, and
his accomplishments were widely
celebrated. He received many pres-
tigious awards, including the dis-
tinction of being the Outstanding
Citizen of Huntsville and a citation
from the governor in recognition of
his invaluable contributions to the
State of Alabama.

In 2010, Alabama AGM created
the Annual Louis Crews Classic to

honor the contributions made by
Louis Crews and his family to the
institution. Since then, the Bulldogs
have played in 13 games, winning
nine.

SCOUTING THE BULLDOGS

Alabama AGM traveled to The
Plains to open the 2024 campaign
as the Bulldogs dropped the sea-
son opener to Auburn, 73-3, last
Saturday.

AAMU gave up three quick scores
in the opening quarter as the Tigers
never looked back.

Bulldogs kicker Austin McCready
went 1-for-2 in field goal attempts.
In fact, the junior from New Orleans
booted his first career field goal,
a U43-yarder, in the second quarter,
which help put some points on the
board for the Maroon and White.

Alabama AG6M did most of its
damage through the air as quar-
terbacks Cornelious Brown IV and
Xavier Lankford split the duties at
Auburn.

Defensively, the Bulldogs held
out preseason conference honoree
Emari Pait, which allowed Lynn Pett-
way to earn the start in the second-
ary. However, Pettway was ejected
for targeting middle of the second

University President

Dr. Daniel K. Wims became the 12th President of Alabama AGM
University on January 1, 2022.

Dr. Wims has over 25 years of progressive administrative experi-
ence in various governmental and higher education organizations.
Formerly, he served as Provost and Vice-President for Academic
Wims Edited VersionAffairs and Research, and Professor of Agricul-
tural Sciences at the University. He also has served as Vice-Pres-
ident for Academic Affairs at Fort Valley State University in Fort
Valley, Georgia. Prior to assuming that role, he served as Executive
Vice-President and Vice-President for Academic Affairs, and Profes-
sor of Agricultural Sciences. In that position, he acted as chief
operational officer, with all Vice-Presidents and academic deans as
direct reports.

Prior to moving to Fort Valley State, he served as Assistant
Vice-President for Student Affairs at South Carolina State Universi-
ty. Previously, he served as Director of the Division of Agricultural
Sciences and Associate Professor at Florida AGM University in Tal-
lahassee, Florida.

His other professional experiences include the posts of Director
of Institutional Research and
Assessment and Assistant Professor at Alcorn State University in
Lorman, Mississippi, and Assistant Professor and Director of the
Small Farm Research and Resource Development Center at South-
ern University in Baton Rouge, Louisiana.

Dr. Wims received the Bachelor of Science degree in Agronomy
in June of 1987 from Fort Valley State College, and the Master of
Science degree in Agricultural Extension Education from the Ohio
State University in 1989. He earned the Doctor of Philosophy de-
gree from the University of Maryland - College Park, in August of

1994. Moreover, he is a graduate of Harvard University’s Manage-
ment and Leadership in Education, the American Association of
State Colleges and Universities Millennium Program and Hampton
University’s Executive Leadership Development Program, and he
has completed a continuing education program at the Interdenom-
inational Theological Center in Atlanta, Georgia.

Dr. Wims has received several honors and awards from USDA,
and fellowships for study and research at both the Ohio State Uni-
versity and the University of Maryland, College Park. He has been
Omega Man of the Year and has been recognized as an outstanding
young alumnus of Fort Valley State University. His professional, so-
cial and religious affiliations include serving as an Itinerant Elder in
the African Methodist Episcopal Church, memberships in the Ome-
ga Psi Phi Fraternity, Inc. (Life Member), Sigma Pi Phi Fraternity, and
the Fort Valley State University Alumni Association (Life Member]).

Dr. PAUL A. BRYANT
Director of Athletics

Dr. Paul A. Bryant was named Alabama AGM Director of Athletics
on August 20, 2022, bringing with him an established track record
as a champion of academics, a fundraiser and developer of cham-
pionship programs and facilities.

He is also someone who is extremely familiar with the culture
of Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCU’s), having led
four such departments over the course of eight years. He became
just the fourth full-time AD in the program’s 24-year NCAA Division
I history.

Bryant was hired as the Director of Athletics in 2022 and contin-
ues to be a trailblazer in pushing Alabama AGM to new heights.

Over the past two years, Bryant has led the charge to have NCAA
Sanctions removed after a five-year Probationary Period and over-
saw the change from having nine teams on NCAA APR Restrictions
to only threw within one year.

Bryant implemented the Southwestern Athletic Conference’s
(SWAC) first Mental Health Support Initiative within the athletics
department and built a strategic partnership with Yapit. He over-
saw the addition of the Dog Kennels Community at Louis Crews
Stadium and video boards at all athletic venues.

Under Bryant’s leadership, Alabama AGM basketball attendance
rose from an average of 1,576 fans during the 2022-23 season to
2,871 in 2023-24.

Basketball and football broke single-game attendance records
at Alabama AGM. The men’s basketball program set a single-game
mark of 6,389 against rival Alabama State, while the women’s pro-
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gram also set the mark against Alabama State at 5,127. In addition,
football set the single-game mark at Louis Crew Stadium of 26,391
during Homecoming as the program rose to 13th nationally in the
FCS in attendance in 2023.

Prior to Alabama AGM, Bryant served as the Associate Vice Pres-
ident for Intercollegiate Athletics at Edward Waters from 2019-
2022

In his three years at EWU, Bryant led the program to a success-
ful beginning of a transition to NCAA Division 11, backed by signifi-
cant facility upgrades that helped change the trajectory of Tigers
Athletics along with bringing in new programs to expand the pro-
gram’s footprint with both fans and recruits.

Efforts such as those increased the Department’s profile to the
point Edward Waters hosted multiple conference championships
and had one sport claim its first league title.

In that span nearly every facility would see improvements made
to it, including locker room and stadium renovations at James P.
Small Memarial Baseball Park and J. Gardner “Nip” Sams Softball
Park and renovations to the Adams-Jenkins Community Sports &
Music Complex, home of men’s and women’s basketball and wom-
en’s volleyball.

One of those facility projects benefited both EWU’s maost high
profile sport and one of its newest as Community Field & Stadium,
home to football and the new women’s soccer program (2021), now
has 5,000 seats, a pair of grand stands, two press boxes, a large
video board and State-of-the-Art artificial turf designed to provide

a cooler surface in the Florida heat.

In addition to women’s soccer, the Tigers also added men’s vol-
leyball to the spring slate in 2022, making it the only such program
in the State of Florida.

The Gulf Coast Athletic Conference (GCAC) would also become
very familiar with Edward Waters during Bryant’s time in Jackson-
ville as they hosted the 2021 track & field and basketball champi-
onships. The latter would produce the first GCAC title for women’s
basketball since joining the league in more than a decade prior in
2010.

Before Edward Waters, Bryant spent two years as the Director
of Athletics at Grambling State University where he produced nu-
merous Southwestern Athletic Conference (SWAC) championships
while successfully navigating financial challenges, facility needs
and pre-existing NCAA sanctions.

Those efforts would be highlighted by a 2017-18 campaign that
would see football and both men’s and women’s basketball claim
league titles. For men’s basketball it was their first such champi-
onship in 30 years while women’s soccer also reached the SWAC
Championship that year.

A proven fundraiser, those skills would be on display during Bry-
ant’s three years at South Carolina State from 2014-17. While in Or-
angeburg, South Carolina he doubled the number of donations to
the program over the first two years on campus while generating
significant increases in single game and season ticket sales, at-
tendance and alumni engagement.

That would help lead to the Bulldogs’ football program earning a
share of the Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference (MEAC) regular sea-
son title and men’s tennis qualifying for the NCAA Tournament.

That success would continue in 2015-16 with men’s and wom-
en’s tennis MEAC Championships, a runner-up finish for men’s bas-
ketball and the Football Championship Subdivision (FCS) Athletic
Director’s Association Most Improved APR Award. He would also be
one of just 15 recipients of the FCS ADA Stipend Award nationwide
that year.

S.C. State would also produce generational talent in that three-
year span as Javon Hargrave earned MEAC Defensive Player of the
Year twice and would go on to be drafted in the third round of the
2016 National Football League (NFL) Draft. Darius Leonard, a star
linebacker with the Indianapolis Colts, would then continue the
trend with 2016 MEAC Defensive Player of the Year honors before
embarking on an illustrious pro career.

In one season at then Division II Stillman in 2013-14 Bryant
changed the culture with the creation of the Athletic Director’s
Honor Roll, Athletic Hall of Fame and a Fifth-Year athletic work pro-
gram.

He also raised funds for an on-campus fitness center as well as
initiating upgrades to the baseball and track & field facilities and
increasing department staff in key areas. All of these efforts led
to division and tournament championships for men’s and women’s
tennis and baseball and eight track & field student-athletes earn-
ing berths in the NCAA Division II Outdoor Championships.

Bryant got his first full-time opportunity at the AD level with Eu-
reka College from 2008-13 where he led an 18-sport program. While
there he aided in the development of the institution’s strategic
plan, instituted branding guidelines and oversaw a record number
of student-athletes making the AD Honor Rall.

A men’s basketball coach by trade early in his career, he served
in that capacity as well as Associate Director of Athletics at Urbana
from 2004-08. He would go on to earn American Mideast Confer-
ence (AMC) and South Division Coach of the Year honors as a result
of his direct work with student-athletes, one of whom garnered
league Player of the Year recognition.

An impressive coaching career would begin in 1997 at Sinclair
Community College and would see Bryant earn Ohio Community

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College Athletic Conference (OCCAA) and Great Lakes Region Coach
of the Year honors over his six seasons. Those would include four
trips to the National Junior College Athletic Association (NJCAA)
and a National Runner-Up finish in 1998.

In addition to his administration acumen and knowledge on the
court, Bryant was also sought after for a number of positions of
|leadership outside the institutional level.

While with Edward Waters he served as a member of the NAIA
Athletic Director’s Association Board of Directors and chairman of
the Gulf Coast Athletic Conference Athletic Directors and was on
the Hillcrest Golf Course Commission during his time in Orange-
burg.

Additionally, he was a featured speaker at Emerging AD in Mor-
row, Georgia in 2014. The latter is a well-established organization
founded on helping individuals eventually reach the head AD chair
through interactions with successful individuals throughout the
collegiate athletic landscape.

Bryant holds a bachelor’s degree from Alaska Pacific, earned his
Masters from Urbana and a Doctorate of Education in Athletic Ad-
ministration from North Central University in 2020.

One of the most successful coaches over the past two decades,
Maynor was named head coach at Alabama AGM on January 16,
2018, bringing with him an extensive background at both the colle-
giate and professional levels as a player and coach.

Upon his hiring that included being part of 10 championship
teams with six of those rings coming as a player and four as a
coach. He currently enters the 2024 season with a 99-57 (.634)
overall record as a head coach in 14 years at three institutions.

Since taking the reins of the Bulldogs in 2018 Maynor has com-
piled an 34-26 record, 24-17 mark in the Southwestern Athletic
Conference and accomplished things no other coach has at Ala-
bama AGM.

During the 2023 season, Maynor’s Bulldogs finished a 5-6 record,
including 3-5 in conference play.

Alabama A6M picked up early season victories over Lane College
and Arkansas-Pine Bluff, and a 58-3 lopsided victory over Tuske-
gee during Homecoming in front of a record attendance crowd of
26,391 at Louis Crews Classic.

The Bulldogs struggled down the stretch, going 2-4 over the final
two months, ending the season with a 30-21 victory over Missis-
sippi Valley State.

Maynor’s squad had numerous postseason honors as four play-
ers were named to the All-SWAC Postseason team, including return
specialist Terrell Gardner, who received a First-Team selection.
Running back Donovan Eaglin, defensive lineman Zareon Hayes and
defensive back Emari Pait were selected to the All-SWAC Second
Team.

The Bulldogs struggled in 2022 in a bit of a rebuilding year, start-
ing 0-3 on the season with losses to UAB, Troy, and Austin Peay.

Despite the slow start, AGM won three straight conference games
to start the month of October, however fell down the stretch, in-
cluding the first loss in the Magic City Classic under the watch of
Maynor.

After the tremendous spring seasaon, Maynor and his squad went
7-3 during the fall, starting with a three-game win streak to start
the year with a home win over South Carolina State, Bethune-Cook-
man on the road, and Tuskegee in the Gulf Coast Challenge. After
a trio of SWAC losses over the next three games, the Bulldogs fin-
ished strong to win the last four for the 7-3 mark.

The Spring 2021 season saw him add to not only his personal
championship ring collection but to that of his players as he guided
Alabama AGM to a perfect 5-0 record and 3-0 league mark, accom-
plishing three impressive milestones in one fell swoop on May 1.

That day would see a thrilling 40-33 victory over No. 25 Arkan-
sas-Pine Bluff that delivered the first SWAC Championship in 15
years (and second in program history), the first undefeated season
since the 1966 season 53 seasons prior and the first ever Histor-
ically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCU) National Champion-
ship for the program.

Those accomplishments earned him a spot as one of 16 nation-
al finalists for the Eddie Robinson Award as the nation’s top FCS
coach but were fueled by the efforts of the players he recruited.

Headlining that group was quarterback Ageel Glass as he was
named Player of the Year by the Black College Football Hall of Fame,
BOXTOROW and the SWAC - all program firsts. He was also a finalist
for the prestigious Walter Payton Award as the top player at the
FCS level. Those would also be honors that Glass would duplicate in
Fall 2021, finishing ninth in the Payton voting.

The accolades from that championship season also in-
cluded a Division I Era program record 11 All-SWAC selec-
tions with seven on the First-Team.

It was also a season marked by 12 All-Americans be-
tween postseason and preseason honors, headlined by
the first American Football Coaches Association (AFCA])
honoree as sophomore wide out Abdul-Fatai Ibrahim was
named to the Second-Team. That honor made him just the
fourth in program history, second in the DI Era and first
since 2007.

He was also among six BOXTOROW postseason All-Amer-
icans and four preseason honorees for that organization.
Additionally, junior defensive end Marcus Cushine became
the first player in 29 years to earn College Sports Infor-
mation Directors of America (CoSIDA) Academic All-Dis-
trict and All-America recognition for his work on the field
and in the classroom.

Ibrahim would join those ranks in Fall 2021 as he be-
came just the fourth football player to earn CoSIDA Ac-
ademic All-District honors, doing so out of a district that
features schools from Alabama, South Carolina, Georgia
and Florida.

The Spring 2021 season marked a steady improvement
for the program from a B-5 overall record and 5-2 mark in
the SWAC in 2018 and 7-5 and 4-3 records, respectively, in
2019. The 2018 campaign also represented the first win-
ning season for the program since 2012.

Most recently, the Fall 2021 campaign would see the
Bulldogs go 7-3 overall, see the team earn AFCA Minori-
ty Offensive Staff of the Year and offensive coordinator
Duane Taylor be named to that role for the National Foot-
ball League Player's Association (NFLPA) Collegiate Bowl
at the Rose Bowl in Pasadena, California.

In just four seasons at the helm, Maynor has delivered
31 AII-SWAC honors with 17 of those being First-Team se-
lections. A total of 21 of those came in 2020 and Spring
2021 with five, including four First-Team, in Fall 2021.

Maynor came to The Hill following four seasons as head
coach at Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference (MEAC) mem-
ber Hampton from 2014-17.

In that time he posted a 20-25 overall record that in-
cluded a pair of winning seasons, the program’s first since
2011. The first of those was a 2015 campaign that saw a
B6-5 overall record and 5-3 mark in the MEAC and those
records would be repeated in his final season with the Pi-
rates in 2017.

He would pick up his first victory as a Division I head
coach with a 34-30 decision over Miles on September 20,
2014 and also delivered the program’s first shutout in five
years, and his first at the DI level, with a 23-0 win over
Delaware State that first season.

In those four years he also produced 32 All-MEAC per-
formers over three teams, including seven on the First-
Team. Those would come with seven in 2014 (two First-
Team), 10 in 2015 (4), eight in 2016 (1) and seven in 2017.

An established program builder, Maynor inherited a pro-
gram that went 1-10 against a DI schedule the year before
his arrival and immediately turned things around.

That first season would see the Rams deliver a sterling
8-2 record that would be the beginning of a 45-6 stretch
over that four-year span and one that would include an in-
credible 29-2 mark in the Central Intercollegiate Athletic
Association (CIAA).

In 2011 Maynor lead WSSU to a 13-1 overall record, a
CIAA Championship with a perfect 8-0 record and a berth
in the NCAA Division II Semifinals before taking even fur-
ther in 2012. That year would see them earn a second
straight league championship with a 14-1 record before
falling in the national championship game.

The 2013 season would make for a third consecutive
CIAA title behind a 10-2 overall record and 7-0 mark in
league play. It would culminate in a third straight NCAA
appearance and include a home 27-20 victory over Slip-
pery Rock in the opening round.

Among the accomplishments over that stretch were a

pair of HBCU National Championships in 2011 and 2012, two Super
Region One titles and a bevy of personal accolades.

The latter included CIAA Coach of the Year honors in 2011 and
2012, BOXTOROW HBCU Coach of the Year, Pigskin Club of Washing-
ton, D.C. CIAA Coach of the Year, Black College Sports Page BAAD
Team Coach of the Year and Don Hansen Football Gazette Super Re-
gion One Coach of the Year. He was also named the 2011 Sheridan
Broadcasting National HBCU Coach of the Year.

No stranger to success in the CIAA, Maynor spent a decade in
the league as the offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach at
Division II Fayetteville State.

In that time, he helped lead FSU to four CIAA title game appear-
ances, three of them resulting in championships in 2002, 2003 and
2009.

Additionally, he worked with All-CIAA quarterback selections in
the first two of those seasons and his offense led the league in
rushing offense, total offense and scoring in 2008. That offense
also ranked No. 13 in the country in points per game and helped
lead the Broncos to B4 wins in his time in Fayetteville.

A veteran of 12 seasons in the Arena Football League (AFL), May-
nor played for seven teams and threw for 9,285 yards and 160
touchdowns against just 33 interceptions.

A versatile player, he concluded his AFL career as the only indi-
vidual to play quarterback, wide receiver, linebacker and serve as a
kick return specialist and is the only player to throw for more than
5,000 yards, accumulate at least 500 yards receiving (795), 400
rushing yards (642) and 400 yards in kick returns (465).

His best seasonwould come in 2003 when he posted career-highs
in every passing category, going 235-of-400 for 3,167 yards with 54
touchdowns and only 10 interceptions.

Over the course of his 13-year professional career Maynor was
part of four AFL World Championship teams, going back-to-back
with the Tampa Bay Storm in 1985 and 1996 and twice with the
Orlando Predators in 1998 and 2000. The latter would see him earn
Arena Bowl Most Valuable Player honors with a 41-38 victory over
the Nashville Kats.

In 2012, as part of the league’s Silver Anniversary celebration, he
was named as one of the league’s 25 greatest quarterbacks.

Following his prolific playing career, Maynor transitioned into the
professional ranks for coaching, moving up stairs to the offensive
coordinator role with his final team, the Philadelphia Soul of the
Arena Football League.

In that role he guided the Soul to first place statistical rankings
in scoring offense (62.0 ppg), touchdowns (132), touchdown pass-
es (102) and red zone efficiency (85-percent) in 2008. That effort
led to Philadelphia claiming Arena Bowl XXII as they held off a furi-
ous comeback by the San Jose SaberCats for a 59-56 victory.

Prior to his impressive coaching career, Maynor starred at quar-
terback at Winston-Salem State in 1987 under William “Bill” Hayes,
leading the team to a CIAA Championship and earning All-CIAA hon-
ors after passing for 1,071 yards.

He would then follow Hayes to North Carolina AGT where he would
proceed to become the first Aggie to be named MEAC Offensive
Player of the Year, doing so in back-to-back years in 1980 and 1991.
Maynor also earned AII-MEAC First-Team honors in each of those
seasons while leading AET to the league championship in 1891.

That year he led the club to a 9-2 record while throwing for 1,527
yards, 18 touchdowns and only five interceptions and rushing
for 288 yards and eight more scores. It also marked the second
straight season that the Aggies posted a nine-win season.

Over the course of his three seasons he accounted for 58 touch-
downs with 38 coming through the air and 19 on the ground, a num-
ber that currently ranks third in the program’s history. Additionally,
his 141.82 career passing efficiency rating is the best in Aggie his-
tory, as is his .b61 completion percentage.

As a result of his stellar collegiate and professional playing and
coaching careers, Maynor has been inducted into both the MEAC
and NC A&T Halls of Fame. The Aggies honored him in 2014 while the
MEAC inducted him into their ranks in 2020.

Additionally, he has appeared on the silver screen, serving as
Jamie Foxx’s stand-in the movie Any Given Sunday (1999) and did
stunt work in the blockbuster Remember The Titans (2000).

Maynor holds a Bachelor of Arts in Recreation Administration
earned from North Carolina AGT in 1985.

Alabama AGM University’s football history is not short on
talent as some of the sport’s brightest stars have donned
the Maroon and White.

Since the program’s beginning in 1912, a total of 12 Bull-
dogs have been drafted by NFL franchises with 18 players
combining for 85 seasons at the highest level.

Among those individals who began their careers at AGM,
none are more accomplished than Pro Football Hall of Famer
John Stallworth who won four Super Bowls with the Pitts-
burgh Steelers.

He is joined by Howard “House” Ballard and Robert Mathis,
both of whom were Pro Bowl selections during their pro ca-
reers, with the latter winning a Super Bowl in 2006.

Most recently defensive tackle Anthony Lanier played
four years in the NFL with the Washington (2016-18) fran-
chise and Los Angeles Chargers (2018-20) and is currently a
member of the Canadian Football League’s (CFL) Saskatche-
wan Roughriders.

Stallworth (14), Mathis (13) and Ballard (11) are joined by
fellow Super Bowl winner Mike Hegman (12) as the only Bull-
dogs to play at least a decade in the NFL.

The other ABM players that have reached the NFL are
Johnny Baldwin (2007), Ricky Blake (1991), Ronnie Coleman
(1974-81), Ernest French (1982), Thomas Hopkins (1983],
Frank Kearse (2011-15), Bill Kindricks (1968), Wayne Maosley
(1974), Joe Patton (1994-98), Oliver Ross (1973-76), Franky
Smith (1980], Barry Wagner (1992) and Mike Williams (1982-
84).

Patton is the highest draft pick in program history, going
in the third in 1994 (97th) with Stallworth in the fourth in
1974 (82nd).
