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Alcorn is the oldest public historically black land-grant institu-
tion in the United States and the second-oldest state-supported 
institution of higher learning in Mississippi. Alcorn University was 
founded in 1871 as a result of the people of Mississippi’s efforts 
to educate the descendants of formerly enslaved Africans. It was 
named in honor of the sitting governor of Mississippi, James L. 
Alcorn.

Alcorn is situated in Claiborne County, seven miles west of Lorman, 
80 miles south of the capital city of Jackson, 45 miles south of 
Vicksburg, and 40 miles north of Natchez. The site was originally 
occupied by Oakland College, a school established by Presby-
terians in 1828; the state of Mississippi purchased the Oakland 
campus for $40,000 and named it Alcorn University. Hiram R. 
Revels resigned his seat as a United States senator to become the 
University’s first president. The state legislature provided $50,000 
cash annually for the University’s first 10 years to support its estab-
lishment and overall operation. Additionally, 30 acres of land were 
sold for $188,928; Alcorn received three-fifths of the proceeds, 
or $113,400. This funding was used for Alcorn’s agricultural and 
mechanical components.

Initially, the institution’s three major study components were the 
four-year college track, the two-year college track, and the three-
year graded track. Students spent the morning, from seven o’clock 
until noon, in classes. In the afternoon, they worked in various 
University shops for eight cents per hour. Room and board, includ-
ing laundry, cost about $5 a month.

In 1878, Alcorn University became Alcorn Agricultural and Me-
chanical College. The college was exclusively for males at first, but 
eventually women were admitted. A dormitory for women was 
built in 1902. Over time, facilities increased from three historic 
buildings to more than 80 structures. The original purchase of 225 
acres of land grew to a campus of more than 1,700 acres.

In 1974, Alcorn Agricultural and Mechanical College became 
Alcorn State University. Governor William L. Waller signed House 
Bill 298, granting this status. Alcorn has thrived by continuously 
accomplishing dynamic goals and objectives despite limited 
resource allocations from the state. By the early 1990s, Alcorn’s 

physical plant and 
academic programs 
evolved into a more 
diversified Univer-
sity. The student 
population is now 
representative of 
more than 65 coun-
ties, more than 30 
states, and at least 
18 foreign countries. 
The University pro-
vides an undergrad-
uate education that 
enables students to 
successfully pursue 
work in graduate 
and professional 
schools, engage in 
teaching, and enter 
other professions.

As Mississippi recognized the importance of educating all citizens, 
Alcorn has gained status and importance. From the original eight 
faculty members in 1871, the University has grown to more than 
800 faculty and staff. The student body has increased from 179 
students to more than 4,000 students with varied ethnic back-
grounds. Although early graduates of Alcorn had limited horizons, 
today’s graduates are successful in their chosen professions, and 
many are outstanding entrepreneurs. Throughout Alcorn’s history, 
the leadership and faculty remained committed to enhancing the 
institution’s image and attracting young people whose interest is 
the pursuit and receipt of a quality education. Over the decades, 
“the college that excelled against great odds” has become one of 
the leading universities in the nation. Alcorn State University oper-
ates divisions with degree programs in more than 50 areas, includ-
ing the bachelor’s, master’s, doctoral and educational specialist 
degrees.

The collaborative strength and contributions of Alcorn’s past 19 
presidents during its nearly 150 years of existence have enabled 
the institution to excel. Beginning in the 2019-20 school year, the 
Mississippi Board of Trustees of State Institutions of Higher Learn-
ing voted unanimously to appoint Dr. Felecia M. Nave as Alcorn 
State University’s 20th president. President Nave’s background and 
vision are strategically aligned with Alcorn’s history and tradition. 
She is poised to expeditiously move Alcorn State University to the 
next level of excellence.

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Dr. Felecia M. Nave is the 20th 
President of Alcorn State 
University, where she serves as 
the chief executive officer of the 
nation’s oldest public land-grant 
HBCU in Lorman, Mississippi. 
Nave has administrative 
oversight for Alcorn’s 1,700-acre 
Lorman campus and branch 
locations in Natchez and 
Vicksburg, Mississippi. 

Prior to her appointment as 
Alcorn’s president, as provost and vice chancellor for Academic 
Affairs at North Carolina Central University, she served as the 
university’s chief academic officer, developing, managing and 
providing oversight for all academic degree programs at the 
university. The university includes seven colleges and schools, 
including a law school. The university enrolls approximately 
8,100 students, supported by over 564 full-time and part-time 
faculty and more than 450 professional and administrative staff.

In addition, Nave provided leadership of the existing inventory 
of degree programs, development of new degree programs 
and fully online programs, ensuring academic rigor and 
integrity and supervised program and accreditation reviews, 
both regional and specialized.  She also supervised scholarship 
and key research activity for the university in collaboration 
with the associate vice chancellor for Research and Sponsored 
Programs.

Nave’s responsibilities included fundraising activities, 
expanding external partnerships and growing alumni relations. 
She also managed all student services functions, including 
recruitment, admission, registrar, financial aid, academic 
engagement and student success.

Prior to joining North Carolina Central University, Nave 
served in various academic and administrative roles at Prairie 
View A&M University in Prairie View, Texas from 2003 until 
2018. These roles included tenure-track assistant professor, 
tenured associate professor, tenured professor of chemical 
engineering, interim assistant dean of the Roy G. Perry College 
of Engineering, associate provost and associate vice president 
for Academic Affairs, provost and senior vice president for 
Academic Affairs, and director of special initiative for Faculty 
Development.

Some of Nave’s awards include University of Toledo 
Department of Chemical Engineering Outstanding Alumna 
Award, 2019; AICHE MAC Eminent Scholars Award, 2017; Top 
30 Influential Women of Houston Award, 2015; Who’s Who in 
Black Houston, 2015; and Diverse Issues Emerging Scholars 
Under 40, 2013.

Nave graduated cum laude with a bachelor’s degree in 
chemistry from Alcorn State University in 1996. She holds a 
master’s degree in chemical and environmental engineering 
and a doctorate in engineering, both from the University of 
Toledo in Toledo, Ohio.

She is married to Mr. Tracie Nave and they have four children, 
Jaylon, Justin, Kennedy, and Jonathan.

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Entering his seventh season 
in 2020-21 as Director of 
Intercollegiate Athletics, 
Derek J. Horne has made a 
significant impact at Alcorn State 
University both athletically and 
academically. Horne accepted 
the position in August 2014.

During his tenure, the football 
program has won the SWAC 
East Division in all six seasons, 
and the SWAC Championship in 

four of the six years. Horne saw instant success in 2014 as the 
football team won their first SWAC Championship in 20 years. 
Shortly after claiming the SWAC title, the team was named the 
2014 Black College Football National Champions.

The following year, the Alcorn football program would 
dominate the conference again by repeating as SWAC East 
Division Champions and reclaiming the SWAC Championship. 
The Braves played in the inaugural Air Force Reserve 
Celebration Bowl in 2015.

Most recently, the Braves won back-to-back SWAC 
Championships and made consecutive appearances in the 
Celebration Bowl in 2018 and 2019. Alcorn became the first-
ever institution to host a SWAC Championship game and did 
so two straight years, and also the first school to play in six 
consecutive SWAC Championships.

In addition to football, several other sports have made 
tremendous strides over the last five years. The Alcorn women’s 
tennis program reached the finals of the SWAC Championships 
in back-to-back years (2018 & 2019). It came after the Lady 
Braves won the SWAC Championship in 2016.

In softball, the Lady Braves have gone four consecutive years 
in league play without a losing season, which had never been 
done before in program history. Alcorn won back-to-back SWAC 
East Division titles in 2017 & 2018, which came after head coach 
Josef Rankin won SWAC Coach of the Year in 2016. The program 
is 44-27 SWAC since 2016. 

Rankin is one of five different coaches who have won SWAC 
Coach of the Year honors under Horne. Men’s basketball coach 
Montez Robinson won in 2016-17 after a second-place finish 
in the SWAC regular season and a run to the finals of the 
SWAC Championship. Anthony Dodgen won after his SWAC 
Championship victory in 2016. In men’s golf, Danny Forshey 
earned the honors in 2017 after coaching the Braves to their 
highest-ever finish at the SWAC Championships. Daniel 
Racioppa became the first-ever SWAC individual champion 

from Alcorn, and the first to compete at NCAA Regionals. Most 
recently, football coach Fred McNair was tabbed SWAC Coach 
of the Year in 2018.

Alcorn has also shined academically during Horne’s tenure. 
In 2018-19, 133 student-athletes scored above a 3.0 GPA, 
followed by 149 in 2019-20. Of the 15 sports on campus, 
13 achieved a cumulative GPA above 3.0. Furthermore, four 
teams tallied a perfect 1,000 APR score which was the most in 
both the SWAC and among Division I HBCUs.

Since 2016, Alcorn has awarded degrees to 203 student-
athletes. In 2017-18, 74 student-athletes earned degrees 
which were the most in the institution’s recorded history. 
Alcorn followed it up in 2018-19 with 65 graduates. 
Additionally, the University exceeded academic progress rate 
benchmarks released by the NCAA in May, 2017 & 2018.

Prior to joining Alcorn, Horne successfully led the Florida A&M 
Rattler athletics program as director of athletics for three 
years after spending 15 years in athletic administration at 
the University of Mississippi. He joined the staff of University 
of Mississippi in 1995 as assistant athletic director and was 
promoted to senior associate athletic director during that 
tenure.

Horne is a 1987 graduate of the University of Mississippi, 
where he was a four-year letterman on the basketball team 
from 1983-1986. As a senior, he earned Academic All-
Southeastern Conference (SEC) accolades and led his squad as 
team captain.

Horne is a native of Quitman, Georgia. He is married to the 
former Sheila Mosley of New Albany, Mississippi and they have 
one son, Christopher.

Henderson Stadium (40 years). The stadium opened in 1952 after O.T. Henderson, the first 
coach, with a peak capacity of 10,000. It remained the home of the Alcorn State University track & 
field program until 2018 when it was renamed as the Mildrette Netter-White Track & Field.

Spinks-Casem Stadium (28 years). It was constructed by architect Cooke Douglass Farr Lemons 
and opened it 1992. It has a playing surface of natural grass with a capacity of 22,500. The stadium 
is also the home of the Alcorn State soccer program. It is named after John Robert “Jack” Spinks 
(Aug. 15 1930 - Sept. 29, 1994) who played five seasons in the NFL. He was the first-ever Brave to 
play in the NFL and was drafted by the Pittsburgh Steelers in 1952.

One of the most iconic figures in the history of Alcorn State 
University athletics, Marino Casem passed away in his home in 
April 2020 at the age of 85.
 
Known as "The Godfather", Casem was the head football coach 
at Alcorn for 22 seasons and served as director of athletics for 
20 years. He's the winningest football coach in the history of 
Alcorn athletics, amassing a record of 132-65-8 from 1964-
1985.
 
During his coaching tenure, Alcorn won seven SWAC football 
championships and Casem was named SWAC Coach of the 
Year seven times. He also coached the Braves to four Black 
National Titles in 1968, 1969, 1974 and 1984.

As an athletic director, Casem led the effort in building the 
Davey L. Whitney Complex, the home to the Alcorn basketball 
and volleyball programs. It opened in 1975.
 
Alcorn plays its home football games in a stadium named in 
his honor, Jack Spinks-Marino Casem Stadium. Casem first 
arrived at Alcorn as an assistant coach in 1959, along with 
Spinks, and the two were close friends.
 

Casem was named to the SWAC Hall of Fame in 1992, Alcorn 
Hall of Fame in 1993, College Football Hall of Fame in 1998 
and Mississippi Sports Hall of Fame in 2003.

COLLEGIATE OVERVIEW
Steve McNair left a lasting impact on Alcorn State University. He turned down a full scholarship to the University of Florida to play 
running back because he wanted to play quarterback. 

After his four years at Alcorn, McNair became the school's all-time career passing leader (14,496), all-time career completions leader 
(958), all-time career passing touchdowns leader (119), third all-time in career rushing yards (2,357), first in single-season passing 
yards with 5,377 in 1994, first in single-season passing touchdowns with 47 in 1994, first in single-season completions with 356 in 
1994, first in single-game passing yards with 587 vs. Southern in 1994, first in single-game passing touchdowns with 8 vs. Chatta-
nooga in 1994, first in single-game completions with 52 against Youngstown State in 1994. 

McNair guided the Braves in becoming 1992 SWAC Champions, 1992 FCS Playoffs, 1994 SWAC Champions and 1994 FCS 
Playoffs. 

Additionally, Alcorn was 13-0 at Jack Spinks-Marino Casem Stadium during his tenure and led the FCS in home attendance average 
(26,203) in 1994.

In the SWAC, McNair is the only player in league history to be a four-time SWAC Offensive Player of the Year (1991-94) winner. He 
was a four-time All-Conference First-Team selection, 1991 SWAC Freshman of the Year and eight-time SWAC Player of the Week win-
ner in 1994 which is the most by anyone in a single-season in league history.

Nationally, McNair is the FCS All-Time Passing Leader (14,496), 1992 Passing Champion (4,057), 1994 Passing champion (5,799) and 
FCS All-Time Total Yards Leader (16, 823). He was both a 1994 NCAA First-Team All-American and 1994 American Football Coaches 
Association (AFCA) First-Team All-American. 

McNair won the 1994 Walter Payton Award for being the top player in I-AA. He also earned the 1994 Eddie Robinson Trophy for be-
ing the top HBCU player in the country. McNair was a finalist for the 1994 Heisman Trophy and finished third in the 
voting.

After four years, the Braves were 30-12-2 overall with McNair at quarterback and 23-4-1 SWAC.

McNair graduated from Alcorn in the spring of 1995 with a Bachelor's degree in Physical Education from the School of Education. 
He was a two-time Dean's Scholar recipient.

McNair will be inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame in 2020.

The Sounds of Dyn-O-Mite took full advantage of the 
opportunity to show a wider audience that they’re not an ordi-
nary band. Lots of bands are known for specific components, 
but Alcorn’s band has it all. Their impeccable genre of music, 
marching skills and dancing ability stands out among the rest.
 
Thousands have gathered in stadiums across the nation to 
experience one of the most renowned bands in the South. The 
Sounds of Dyn-O-Mite have performed at Soldier Field in Chi-
cago, the Astrodome in Houston, the Los Angeles Coliseum, 

Texas Stadium in Dallas, Philadelphia’s Veterans Stadium, Ladd 
Stadium in Alabama, the Orange Bowl in Miami, the Super-
dome in New Orleans and the inaugural Celebration Bowl in 
Atlanta. They have also participated in inaugural parades for 
several Mississippi governors. In 1977, members of the band 
participated in President Jimmy Carter’s inaugural parade.
 
The marching band is known for performing at civic functions 
regularly throughout the state of Mississippi. Alcorn’s band has 
a pretty impressive resume!

Alcorn started its men's basketball program at the varsity level 
in 1944-45 and first competed as an independent (no confer-
ence affiliation). Two years later, it joined the South Central 
Athletic Conference (SCAC) and remained there until 1962 
when Alcorn became a member of the Southwestern Athletic 
Conference (SWAC). 

While members of the SCAC, Alcorn was led by stars Richard 
Smith and Vernon Purnell. Smith scored 2,527 points from 
1952-56 which still stands as the most in school history and 
the only mark above 2,000 points.

The Braves won their first championship in 1965-66, which 
was their first of four consecutive SWAC titles under head 
coaches E.E. Simmons and Robert "Bob" Hopkins. Alcorn was 
guided by Willie Norwood who was on the team all four years 
and is second all-time in school history in both points (1,973) 
and rebounds (1,413).

The greatest season in school history came in 1978-79 when 
Alcorn was one of just two undefeated teams in the country 
along with eventual national champion Indiana State, head-
lined by Larry Bird. Despite going 26-0 in the regular season, 
Alcorn did not receive a bid to the NCAA Tournament because 
the SWAC was in a transition period where the league did not 
have an automatic bid. It was just the second year that both 
Alcorn and the SWAC were Division I. Thus, the Braves, who 
were led by future NBA star Larry Smith, played in the NIT and 
defeated Mississippi State 80-78 in the first round.
 
The very next season in 1979-80 with Smith still on the team, 
Alcorn again won the SWAC and advanced to the NCAA Tour-
nament where it defeated South Alabama in the first round 
70-62. Alcorn became the first-ever HBCU to win an NCAA 
Tournament game. Alcorn’s 14-0 league record was the last 
time anyone in the SWAC went undefeated in conference play 
and the only time a team has gone undefeated in back-to-
back years since the league became Division I. Smith was the 
SWAC Player of the Year both seasons.

Under legendary head coach Davey L. Whitney, the Braves 
went on to play in five more NCAA Tournaments in 1982, 
1983, 1984, 1999 and 2002, and also the NIT in 1985. Whitney 
coached Alcorn to 508 victories over the course of 27 seasons.

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The arena was built in 1975 as the Scalpin’ Grounds Arena. It was renamed in 1995 after Davey L. Whitney, who coached the Braves 
to 508 wins over 27 seasons. From 1996-2003, Whitney was one of the few coaches in the country to ever coach in a building that 
was named after him.

They Davey L. Whitney Complex is a 7,000-seat multi-purpose arena. It is home to the men’s and women’s 
basketball programs and the Lady Braves volleyball team.

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Alcorn State University basketball legend Larry Smith was 
inducted into the Bancorp South Mississippi Sports Hall of 
Fame on the evening of Saturday, July 30, 2016 at the Jackson 
Convention Center.
 
In four years at Alcorn, Smith averaged a double-double with 
16.7 points and 11 rebounds per game. He played under the 
great head coach Davey Whitney and guided the program 
to victories in both the National Invitational Tournament and 
National Collegiate Athletic Association Tournament.
 
“This is a huge honor to me and it’s very, very special,” Smith 
said. “So many great athletes have come from this university 
but did not get recognized for their contributions. I’m just 
thankful that I had this opportunity, and it’s a privilege as well.”
 
As a senior, the 6-8 forward/center scored 20.1 points per 
outing and led NCAA Division I with 15.1 rebounds per 
contest. He was a two-time Southwestern Athletic Conference 
Player and Athlete of the Year winner in 1979 and 1980.
 
“This speaks volumes for the University. Coach Davey Whitney 
had a number of great players and Larry stood out as one 
of the best,” said Derek Horne, director of athletics. “It’s 
appropriate for him to earn this honor and go in and join his 
former coach.”
 
During the 1978-79 season, Smith led the Braves to an 
astounding 28-1 record. It included an 80-78 victory over 
Mississippi State University in the NIT on the road.
 

“The win over Mississippi State was special because it really 
showed everyone nation-wide that we had a tremendous 
team. It showed that we were able to compete at a level with 
all Division I schools,” Smith said.
 
The following year, he brought the Braves to the NCAA 
Tournament where they knocked off South Alabama, 70-62 in 
the first round. It was the school’s first of six NCAA Tournament 
appearances, and their first of three NCAA Tournament 
victories in program history.
 
Furthermore, Alcorn was the first Historically Black Colleges & 
Universities to ever play in the NCAA Tournament.
 
“It was during a time when HBCUs weren’t really getting the 
recognition that major universities were. However, that just 
made winning more special. Once you won games, people 
had to notice you,” Smith said. “It was a very good feeling - 
being recognized as one of the best teams to ever play in this 
conference.”
 
In four years as a Brave, Smith totaled 1,852 points and 
1,334 rebounds. He was known as “Mr. Mean” for his serious 
demeanor.
 
“I always have to thank my teammates. Without them, this 
would not be happening. I had great teammates and coaches, 
and I deeply believe that without their support none of this 
would be happening,” Smith said. “I consider them all hall of 
famers.”
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After his days at Alcorn, Smith was drafted in the first round of 
the 1980 National Basketball Association Draft as the No. 24 
pick by the Golden State Warriors. He earned NBA All-Rookie 
Team honors after the 1980-81 season.
 
Smith played 13 seasons in the NBA including stints with 
the Warriors (1980-89), Houston Rockets (1989-92) and 
San Antonio Spurs (1992-93). He averaged a whopping 9.2 
rebounds per game during his career and was considered one 
of the best rebounders of the 1980s.
 
Following his playing days, Smith served as assistant coach 
with the Rockets from 1993-2002. He helped them win back-
to-back NBA championships in 1993-94 and 1994-95. Smith 
was also assistant coach for the Atlanta Hawks (2003-04), Los 
Angeles Lakers (2004-05), Albuquerque Thunderbirds (2005-
06) and the Austin Toros (2007).
 
“It’s huge for a guy of his caliber to come out of this university 
and be honored like this. He attended Alcorn, played over 10 
years in the NBA and then coached here at his alma mater. That 
means so much in terms of recruiting when you have a face 
that you can put out there as an example,” said Alcorn men’s 
basketball head coach Montez Robinson. “He’s definitely a role 

model and is always there for our players. He has an open-
door policy and is always available for us.”
 
Smith returned to Alcorn when he was named head coach 
of the men’s basketball team May 8, 2008. He worked in 
that role from 2008-11 before becoming Director of Athletic 
Development, a position that he still holds.
 
“If you cut Larry, he’d bleed purple and gold. He loves Alcorn 
and his passion cannot be matched for any role that he takes 
here,” Horne said. “It’s just great that we can keep a jewel like 
him around campus as he is also an example to our student-
athletes as to what can happen if you do a great job and do 
what’s right.”
 
Smith, a product of Rolling Fork, Mississippi, and Simmons 
High School will become the first-ever basketball player from 
Alcorn to be inducted into the Mississippi Sports Hall of Fame.
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Notes: The first year of varsity basketball at 
Alcorn was 1944-45... Alcorn had a junior 
varsity team starting in 1927, coached 
by Franklin W. Taylor... the Braves played 
in the NAIA Playoffs eight times between 
1966-77 including one national champi-
onship appearance and one final four

OUTDOOR SCHOOL RECORDS

TEAM CHAMPIONSHIPS
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 It's been 50 years since the Alcorn State University track & field 
school record in the indoor 60-meter dash was set.
 
That record time of 6.69 is still held by Jerry Sims from 1970. 
It's one of two school records that he's part of as he ran the 
stretch leg of the 4x100m relay team that broke the outdoor 
school record with a 40.20 time, which still stands today.
 
"I've never liked getting beat. No matter what I do in life, I put 
in 100 percent or else I won't do it at all," Sims said. "I'm proud 
of what I did on the track, but it isn't what I'd put at the very 
top of my personal achievements. My track records are more of 
an inspiration of what a person could do being the underdog 
and if they really work towards something."
 
Sims was inducted into the Alcorn A-Club Sports Hall of Fame 
in 2008.
 
Although he was ultimately honored for his accomplishments 
on the track, Sims first arrived at Alcorn in the fall of 1969 on a 
football scholarship as a halfback. The Hazlehurst, Mississippi 
native was recruited by legendary head coach Marino Casem 
out of Parish High School, where he lettered in football and 
was a state champion in the 100-yard dash in track & field.

 Upon arrival, Sims did not compete with the football team 
and left school after a personal decision.
 
"I practiced with the football team, but at the time I decided I 
just didn't want to play anymore. I may have made a mistake 
by not sticking with football, because I believe I would have 
had a good chance at being drafted. If I could go back in time, 
I would have played football. I made a bad decision," Sims said.
 
Sims came back the following semester in the spring of 1970 
and asked track & field head coach Grant Dungee III for the 
opportunity to run sprints for Alcorn. Dungee gave Sims a 
chance, and it quickly paid off. As a freshman, Sims was able 
to show his prowess in the outdoor season and was granted a 
track & field scholarship the following year.
 
"I asked Coach Dungee if I could tryout for the team, and 
he said 'sure come out' and there wasn't any hesitation. 
He observed me and I also became close friends with the 
members of the team," Sims said. "During the summer of 
1970, I trained as hard as I possibly could. When I returned to 
the University that fall, my mind was made up that I wanted 
to excel in track, and everything started to come together 
after that. I trained and trained and trained. I practiced before 
practice and I practiced after practice."
 
In Dec. 1970, Sims and teammate Willie McGee were invited to 
compete in an exclusive indoor competition held at Madison 
Square Garden. The duo flew up for the meet to compete in 
the 60-yard dash, becoming the first-ever Braves to race in 
New York. Sims finished in fourth-place after running against 
the top athletes in the country from Power Five schools.
 
"Running at Madison Square Garden was a dream," Sims said. 
"For a kid from Hazlehurst, Mississippi to be up in New York 
City running at Madison Square Garden was unheard of. I 
prayed before I got in the box, and I asked the Lord for him to 
let me compete to my ability. It was a huge deal for me."
 
In that same season, Sims and his close friend McGee tied the 
indoor world record in the 60-yard dash with a time of 5.9. 
Despite the SWAC not having an indoor championship until 
1976, Sims and McGee were considered the fastest in the 
league and also the state of Mississippi.
 
"Willie and I really brought a lot of attention to Alcorn track. 
We overcame a lot of adversity. We didn't have an indoor track 
to train on, and so we just used E.E. Simmons Gym. We would 
run all over that gym," Sims said. "It was similar in the outdoor 
season because we didn't have an outdoor track either. We 
would just train on the grass. We also didn't have uniforms 
until the end of my time at Alcorn. They gave us basketball 
hand-me-downs, and those were the jackets we wore."

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Sims cited the Drake Relays, Kansas Relays and Texas Relays as 
some of his most memorable meets of his career, in addition to 
Madison Square Garden.
 
"We traveled all over the country for track meets, but I honestly 
don't feel we were ever properly recognized. Alcorn would 
always hold an athletic banquet near the end of the spring, 
but we were never able to attend because we were competing. 
I don't think our track team ever got the recognition we 
deserved. Actually – let me back track – I don't want to say 'I 
don't think so' because I know so."

Sims graduated from Alcorn in the spring of 1973 with a 
degree in health & physical education. He earned his master's 
degree in research and health & physical education from 
Jackson State.
 
After school, Sims secured a job at Industry Telephone and 
Telegraph (ITT) in Fayette, Mississippi. He's lived in Fayette 
ever since. After working for ITT, Sims returned to Alcorn and 
worked as a fixed assets manager for 35 years from 1979-2014. 
He retired from Alcorn in 2014 and currently runs a janitorial 
business on the side.
 
"Any person can be successful at anything they do if they really 
work at it, and I try to convey that message to younger people 

and inspire them. Especially track & field athletes because it's 
a sport where you have to be disciplined and dedicated. Just 
being on the team is not good enough," Sims said. "Through 
all of the things that have happened in my life, God has made 
me a productive person. I've demonstrated leadership and I 
have a drive to complete any task. I won awards on the track, 
and then was honored as the best property manager in the 
state of Mississippi. I won every award that the state auditor 
could give. The lesson is that no matter how hard life gets 
and no matter how curvy the road can become; you must 
constantly work to get better. I have had set backs, but I'm a 
perfect example of what a person can achieve if you never 
give up."

Medgar Evers was a four-year letterwinner with the Alcorn football program from 1948-
51, which included back-to-back conference championships in 1950 & 1951. He  played 
the halfback position and was a teammate with his brother Charles Evers who played 
center.

Medgar served in World War II and fought in the Battle of Normandy. He volunteered in 
the Army before finishing high school. After the war, he attended Alcorn.

Medgar was a civil rights activist and worked his life to end segregation and expand 
opportunities for African Americans. He wanted equal voting rights, economic 
opportunity, access to public facilities and other changes in the segregated society.

Medgar was awarded the Spingarn Medal in 1963 by the National Association for the 
Advancement of Colored People (NAACP) for outstanding achievement by an African 
American.
