On Blue and Gold Homecoming Day at Allegh-
eny College, the Gators will welcome Kenyon 
College to Frank B. Fuhrer Field.  Allegheny is 
looking to bounce back 
from a 49-15 loss at #11 
Wittenberg last Saturday 
afternoon. After the Gator 
pulled to within one touch-
down midway through the second quarter, Wit-
tenberg answered back with four unanswered 
scores over the second and third frames to pull 
away for the victory.  This week, the Gators will 
be looking for their second straight Homecom-

ing victory, after defeating Oberlin 26-20 on Oct. 
1 of last season.  Kenyon comes into the week 
searching for their first victory of the season, 

but the Lords’ last two losses came 
by tight margins, including a 23-21 
loss to Ohio Wesleyan on Oct. 7, 
and last week’s 62-56 shootout loss 
to Hiram, a game in which Kenyon 

rolled up 549 yards of total offense, including 
410 through the air by quarterback Thomas 
Merkle.  Kenyon has defeated the Gators in each 
of the past five seasons, with Allegheny’s last win 
in the series coming in 2011.

FROM THE VALLEY
A pair of former high school teammates have 
been big factors for the Gator defense.  Allegheny 
junior Colten Buzard enters this week as the 
NCAC’s leader with 6.5 quarterback sacks, while 
he is fifth in the league with 7.0 tackles for loss.  
Marcus Davenport ranks second in the league 
with 7.5 tackles for loss, and is also in the top-
10 with 3.0 quarterback sacks.  Both players 
came to Allegheny from Valley High School, in 
New Kensington, Pennsylvania, as did freshman 
cornerback/return specialist Chase Balla, who 
has 28 tackles through six games.  

ALL IN THE FAMILY
The 2017 Allegheny football roster features three 
sets of brothers, including junior running back 
Tyler Balla and freshman cornerback Chase, 
junior quarterback Logan Lee and freshman 
brother Grayson, and junior linebacker Dominic 
Antinozzi and sophomore offensive lineman Vito.  

IN THE RED
Through six games this season, Allegheny ranks 
second in the North Coast Athletic Conference in 
red zone defense.  Opponents have put points on 
the board in just 64 percent (18 of 28) of their 
chances inside the 20.  Wittenberg leads the con-
ference at 58 percent. 

UP NEXT
Next Saturday, Oct. 28, the Gators will make 
the long trek to Greencastle, Indiana to take on 
DePauw at 1 p.m.  Allegheny then closes out the 
home portion of its schedule with a Nov. 4 date 
vs. Wabash at Frank B. Fuhrer Field. 

ANOTHER ONE FOR ALEX
Allegheny sophomore Alex Victor caught a 27-
yard touchdown pass from Logan Lee in last 
week’s loss at Wittenberg. After 15 career games, 
Victor now has 15 career touchdown receptions, 
already good for sixth all-time in program his-
tory.  All seven of his team-leading eight touch-
down receptions this season have gone for over 
25 yards, while three have been over 50 yards. 

QUITE A SWITCH
After spending his first two years in the Gator 
uniform as a safety, junior co-captain Tristan 
Rhoades has blossomed into one of the top re-
ceivers in the NCAC this season.  Rhoades, who 
led the Gator defense with 69 tackles last sea-
son, currently leads the team - and ranks ninth 
in the NCAC - with 29 receptions, including three 
touchdowns.  

IT’S BEEN A WHILE
This week, Allegheny will look for its first win 
over Kenyon since Oct. 8, 2011, a 31-17 triumph 
in Gambier, Ohio.  In that victory, Jordon Fowler 
completed 22 passes for 271 yards and two 
touchdowns, while Brian Tamburlin made nine 
catches for 66 yards.  The Gators’ last defeated 
the Lords in Meadville on Oct. 9, 2010 by a 24-0 
score. 
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Allegheny co-captains for the 2017 season 
include senior linebackers Travis Thomas and 
Freddy Ruiz, senior offensive lineman Andrew 
Murphy, and junior receiver Tristan Rhoades.

CAPTAIN GATORS
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DO IT AGAIN
Allegheny is seeking its second straight 
Homecoming victory, after defeating Oberlin 
26-21 on Oct. 1 of last season. In that game, 
Allegheny rushed for a season-high 200 yards, 
Travis Thomas returned an interception 51 yards 
for a touchdown, and Ben Ziolkowski connected 
on a pair of field goals.  It was the Gators’ first 
Homecoming win since Sept. 29, 2012, a 15-3 
victory also over Oberlin.

After throwing for 276 yards last week at 
Wittenberg, junior Logan Lee became just the 
seventh quarterback in Allegheny history to 
eclipse 4,000 career passing yards, as he enters 
this week with 4,006. Through the first six 
games of the season, he has already established 
a career-high with 1,602 passing yards, good for 
third in the NCAC.  After throwing for 1,608 last 
season, Lee is now just the fourth signal caller 
in program history to go for 1,600 yards twice 
in a career.

ALLEGHENY VS. KENYON - THE MATCH UP

GAMBIER, Ohio (Sept. 24, 2016) -  Kenyon scored 
24 unanswered points and limited the Gators to a sea-
son-low 174 yards of total offense in a 31-7 win in 
Gambier, Ohio. The Gators scored on their first play 
from scrimmage, an 85-yard pass from Logan Lee 
to Alex Victor, but it was all Kenyon after that, as the 
Lords allowed the Gators to convert on just two of 14 
third downs, while forcing Allegheny to punt 10 times.  
The Kenyon defense sacked Lee four times, while the 
Lords held the Gators to a net of just one rushing yard 
on 24 attempts. 

Merkle completed 21 of 29 passes for 270 yards and 
two touchdowns, both to Brian Hunca, who made 
10 catches for 191 yards.  Allegheny’s David Perez 
had eight tackles, including two for a loss, while Matt 
Ledesma recorded a pair of quarterback sacks.

2017 GATOR FOOTBALL

SPRINGFIELD, Ohio – Host Wittenberg, ranked 11th in the most recent American Football Coaches Association 
poll, rolled to a 49-15 win over the Gators at Edwards-Maurer Field.

After a touchdown early in the second quarter brought the Gators to within six points, Wittenberg scored four 
unanswered touchdowns over the second and third quarter to pull away for the decisive victory.

The Tigers (6-0, 5-0 NCAC) rolled up 521 yards of total offense, including 273 on the ground, to defeat Allegheny 
(2-4, 1-4 NCAC) for the ninth straight season.

Allegheny totaled 279 yards through the air, as Logan Lee completed 22 passes for 279 yards and a touchdown.  
However, the stout Wittenberg defense stifled the Allegheny ground game, as the Gators rushed for a season-low 
55 yards.

On the opening drive of the game, Wittenberg held Allegheny on third-and-one to take over at their own 27 
yardline.  Aided by a pair of penalties, including a 15-yard unsportsmanlike conduct call, the Tigers quickly took 
the lead, closing out a 7-play, 73-yard drive with a 29-yard touchdown run by DuShawn Sarley with just over nine 
minutes left in the opening quarter.

The Tigers again scored on their second possession of the day, this time on a 24-yard touchdown pass from Jake Kennedy to Liam Duncan, to open up a 14-0 lead with 
five minutes left in the quarter. 

Allegheny ended the opening frame driving, with a 12-yard pass from Lee to Ben Bachik followed by a 12-yard scamper from Alex Victor, to set up first down inside the 
50 to close the quarter.  Two plays later, Lee connected with Victor for a 27-yard touchdown pass, and the two-point conversion pass from Jared Shaw to Tristan Rhoades 
was successful, cutting the deficit to 14-8 with 14:16 left in the half.

After forcing Wittenberg to punt on the ensuing possession, the Gators went back to work, and looked primed to tie the score.  Three Lee completions, highlighted by a 
43-yarder to Rhoades, set up first down inside the Wittenberg 20.  The drive would abruptly stall, however, as a second down pass from Lee was intercepted.  The Tigers 
made the Gators pay for the miscue, as a long run from Sarley set up a one-yard touchdown plunge from Ryan Fallon to put the hosts up 21-8 with 6:20 left in the half.

With a minute left in the half, Wittenberg would add to its lead, as Kennedy and Sarley hooked up for a 46-yard touchdown pass to make the score 28-8, which is how it 
would stand at the intermission.

The Tigers kept the momentum to open up the third quarter, with Kennedy finding Duncan for a 62-yard touchdown just 75 seconds into the second half.   

After the two teams would trade punts, Allegheny took possession with 11:24 left in the 
quarter, and matriculated down the field on what looked to be a promising drive.  The 
Gators picked up five first downs, converting on two third downs and one fourth down, 
to advance the ball inside the Wittenberg 30 after Lee’s 11-yard completion to Victor.  
Three plays later, facing fourth-and-six, Lee hit Victor for a short completion, but the 
sophomore was stopped just short of the first down marker, and Wittenberg took over.

Again, the Tigers used a big play to add to their lead, as Jaheem Washington ran for a 
55-yard touchdown to give Wittenberg the commanding 42-8 lead with just over a minute 
left in the third quarter.

On their second trip of the fourth quarters, the Gators would finally find the scoreboard 
once again.  Taking over at their own 20 following a Wittenberg punt, Lee completed a 
23-yard pass to Austin French, followed by a 27-yard completion to Ben Bachik, to move 
inside the Wittenberg 25.  A 10-yard pass to Rhoades would set up first and goal at the 
Wittenberg 3, before French closed out the scoring drive with his first career rushing 
touchdown, making the score 42-15 with 6:52 left to play.

Wittenberg quickly would answer back, scoring the game’s final touchdown on a 30-yard 
run from Washington with 3:51 left to close the day’s scoring.

Bachik was the Gators’ leading receiver on the day, making eight catches for 97 yards.  
Victor added 71 yards on six receptions, while Dwaine Barber made four catches for 25 
yards.  Tyler Balla led the Gators with 39 rushing yards.

Defensively, Chase Balla and Keith Means each made five tackles, while Colten Buzard 
finished with four, including a sack to push his team-leading total to 6.5 on the season.

Kennedy led the Wittenberg offense, as he completed 16 of 2 0 passes for 233 yards 
and three touchdowns.  The Tigers produced a pair of 100-yard rushers, as Washington 
gained 131 yards on 11 tries, and Sarley 124 yards on nine carries.

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HEAD COACH B.J. HAMMER
 Second Season

BJ Hammer was named the 
34th head coach in Allegheny 
football program history on 
January 4, 2016.  

In his first season at the 
helm, Hammer saw a pair 
of his players earn All-NCAC 
honors, including senior John 
McFarland and junior Jake 

Wilson. McFarland ended his career as one of the most prolific 
tight ends in program history, and hauled in 48 catches for 
552 yards. Wilson established an NCAA Division III record 
with 1,268 kick return yards, averaging 24.5 yards per try, and 
breaking off five returns of 50 yards or longer. As a team, the 
Gator offense saw an increase of an average of 9.0 points and 
83 yards per game from the 2015 season, while the team’s 
pass defense ranked in the top five of the NCAC.

Hammer arrived at Allegheny after spending five seasons 
as the defensive coordinator at fellow North Coast Athletic 
Conference member Wabash College. There, he led a defensive 
unit that consistently ranked among NCAA Division-III’s best.   
During his five-year tenure, the Little Giants posted a record 
of 51-7, making three appearances in the NCAA Division-III 
playoffs and winning NCAC championships in 2011 and 2015.  
He mentored the NCAC Defensive Player of the Year in four of 
his five seasons as defensive coordinator, while 22 Wabash 
defenders were First Team All-NCAC honorees, and four were 
named All-America.  
 
In 2015, the Little Giants finished 12-1, including a perfect 8-0 
in the NCAC, and advanced to the third round of the NCAA 
playoffs.  Hammer’s defense ranked third nationally with 26 
interceptions, fourth in rushing defense (72.2 yds/g), fifth in 
total defense (240.9 yds/g), and seventh in quarterback sacks 
(42).  Eight Little Giant defenders earned All-NCAC honors, 
including six First Team selections, highlighted by defensive 
tackle Tyler McCullen, who was named the NCAC Defensive 
Player of the Year and a D3Football.com All-American.  Wabash 
ended the year ranked seventh in both the American Football 
Coaches Association (AFCA) and D3Football.com Top 25 polls.   
 
In 2014, Hammer was named a Division-III Coordinator of the 
Year finalist after his unit led Division-III in rushing defense 
(66.3 yds/g) and quarterback sacks (4.6 sacks/g), while 
ranking third in total defense, fifth in tackles for loss, and 12th 
in scoring defense.  Little Giant linebacker Cody Buresh was 
named the NCAC Defensive Player of the Year and All-America 

by both D3Football.com and the AFCA. 

The 2013 Wabash defense led the nation in total defense 
(220.7 yds/g), fumbles recovered (19), and turnover margin 
(+24), while placing second in tackles for loss (11.6 TFL/g) and 
rushing defense (63.1).  In 2012, the Little Giants placed eighth 
nationally in scoring defense and 10th in rushing defense, 
while linebacker CJ Gum earned the NCAC Defensive Player of 
the Year award for a second straight season. 
 
In his first season as the Wabash defensive coordinator, the 
Little Giants ranked fifth in the nation in rushing defense (78.1 
yds/g), 11th in scoring defense (12.9 pts/g), and 12th in total 
defense (249.4 yds/g), while they paced the NCAC in every 
defensive statistical category.  In addition to Gum being named 
the conference’s top defender, linebacker AJ Akinribade was 
named NCAC Newcomer of the Year.
 
Prior to his five-year tenure at Wabash, Hammer spent eight 
seasons on the football staff at Whittier College.  After working 
as the Poets’ defensive coordinator from 2003-05, Hammer 
was promoted to head coach, a position he held from 2006-10. 
Posting a 12-33 overall record, Hammer rebuilt a program that 
had just 13 players on its roster in 2003 to one that averaged 
a roster size of over 100.  Thirty Whittier players were named 
All-Southern California Intercollegiate Athletic Conference 
(SCIAC), while the Whitter defense ranked second in the 
conference in total defense in 2006, and its rushing offense 
ranked second in the SCIAC in both 2009 and 2010.
 
Before his stint in California, Hammer spent the 2002 season 
as the linebackers coach at Heidelberg College, after beginning 
his coaching career in 2001 as the outside linebackers coach 
at Wabash.
 
Hammer graduated from Wabash in 2001, and is regarded as 
one of the top defenders to ever suit up for the Little Giants.  
He graduated as the school’s record holder for tackles for 
loss in a game (five), season (23), and career (58), as well as 
single-season sacks (15), while he is tied with younger brother 
Blair as the Little Giants’ all-time record holder in career sacks 
with 27.5.  Team captain in 2000, Hammer was a two-time 
All-American and three-time All-Conference honoree, and was 
named the 2001 Pete Vaughn Award, which is given annually 
to the top Wabash senior athlete as voted upon by the athletic 
department.
 
A native of Carmel, Indiana, Hammer and wife Emily are the 
parents of daughters Layla and Ellie, and son William.
