This Saturday, Allegheny welcomes 
Wooster to Frank B. Fuhrer Field for a 
5 p.m. Community Night bout, and the 
North Coast Athletic 
Conference opener for 
both squads.  Both the 
Gators and Fighting 
Scots will be looking to 
get off to a 2-0 start, after each posting 
convincing wins in week one.  Allegheny 
fired on all cylinders, and rode a domi-
nant second quarter to a 38-6 week one 

win at Thiel.  Wooster broke open a tight 
game by scoring four straight second half 
touchdowns to top Bluffton 45-21.  This 

week marks the 39th all-time 
meeting between Wooster 
and Allegheny, with the Gators 
holding a slim 20-18 margin.  
Wooster has topped Allegheny 

in each of the past four seasons, including 
a wild 49-40 victory in week two of last 
season that saw the squads combine for 
over 1,000 yards of offense.

HOW LONG HAS IT BEEN?
Last Thursday’s 38-6 victory at Thiel was 
Allegheny’s first week one win since 2012, 
when the Gators earned a 17-13 comeback 
victory at Wooster.  It was also their first 
non-conference victory since a 33-10 
win over Carnegie Mellon on Sept. 10, 
2011.  Allegheny is now looking to go 2-0 
to start the season for the first time since 
2010, when they defeated Bethany 28-0 on 
opening day, and Carnegie Mellon 34-27 in 
week two.  

IN GOOD COMPANY
In the Gators’ week one win at Thiel, junior 
quarterback Logan Lee completed 19 of 34 
passes for 239 yards and four touchdowns. 
It was the 12th four-touchdown game for a 
quarterback in Gator history, and the second 
in Lee’s career, after he fired four scores in 
last year’s week two loss at Wooster.  He is 
just the third player in team history to have 
a pair of four TD games, joining TJ Salopek 
‘11, Bubba Smith ‘04, and Paul Bell ‘94.  

RUIZ’S RECOGNITION
After leading Allegheny’s defense in last 
week’s victory, senior linebacker Freddy 
Ruiz has been named the North Coast 
Athletic Conference Defensive Player of the 
Week.  Ruiz tallied six solo tackles and three 
for loss, including a second quarter strip 
sack that led directly to the Gators’ second 
touchdown of the day.  Two drives later, Ruiz 
picked up his second fumble recovery of the 
evening, which again led to an Allegheny 
touchdown.  Ruiz is the first Gator to earn 
the conference’s weekly defensive honor 
since Ronny Borne was recognized on Sept. 
22, 2014 after picking off two interceptions 
in a win at Hiram.

SUCCESSFUL SWITCH
In Allegheny’s 38-6 win over Thiel, junior 
Tristan Rhoades made five receptions for a 
game-high 72 yards.  It was Rhoades’ first 
collegiate game on offense, after spending 
the past two seasons as a safety/linebacker.  
Rhoades led Allegheny with 59 tackles last 
year, and in the Gators’ week two meeting 
at Wooster, he recorded 17 tackles,  the 
second most in a game for the Gators’ since 
2007.  

IT’S BEEN A WHILE
The 38 points scored by the Gators in 
last week’s win were the team’s most in a 
season-opener since Allegheny opened up 
the 1997 season with a 45-19 win, also 
over Thiel.  The six points surrendered by 
the Allegheny defense were the fewest in 
week one since the team’s 28-0 blanking 
of Bethany on Sept. 2, 2010.  The 32-point 
margin of victory was the Gators’ largest 
since a 44-14 win over Hiram in week nine 
of the 2010 season, and the largest in an 
opening-day win since a 61-13 beating of 
Thiel on Sept. 7,1996.  

ON TARGET
In last week’s win, junior kicker Zach 
Bednarowicz went a perfect 5-for-5 on extra 
points, while also adding a successful 38-
yard field goal to end the second quarter.  It 
was the longest field goal for a Gator kicker 
since Nov. 1, 2014, when Ben Ziolkowski hit 
a 42-yarder at Kenyon.  
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SHARING THE WEALTH
In the win over Thiel, the Gators out-gained 
the Tomcats 152-125 on the ground, thanks 
to a true team effort, as four different players 
rushed for 15 or more yards.  Tyler Balla 
led the way with 65 yards on 16 tries, while 
Jake Wilson ran six times for 26 yards, Alex 
Victor three for 22, Matt Marconi five for 
15, and Tristan Rhoades once for 15.  

UP NEXT
The Gators will be back at home one week 
from today, hosting Denison at 3 p.m.

IN THE FAMILY
There are three sets of siblings on the 2017 
Allegheny football roster, including junior 
quarterback Logan Lee, brother of freshman 
defensive lineman Grayson, junior defensive 
lineman Vito Antinozzi and brother Dominic, 
and junior running back Tyler Balla and 
freshman cornerback Chase.    
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SUCCESSFUL SWITCH - PART II
While Rhoades switched from defense to 
offense, junior Jonah Tanner went the other 
way, moving to corner this season after 
spending the previous two years as a wide 
receiver and return man.  In his first career 
start on defense last week at Thiel, Tanner 
made his presence known.  He finished 
with four tackles in the victory, while he 
also notched the Gators’ first interception, 
which he returned 32 yards to set up the 
Gators’ third touchdown of the evening.

ALLEGHENY vs. WOOSTER - THE LAST MEETING
WOOSTER, Ohio (Sept. 10, 2016): In a game that saw Allegheny and Wooster combine for 12 touchdowns and 1,009 yards of 
total offense, the Gators came up just short, falling 49-40 to the Fighting Scots in the North Coast Athletic Conference opener 
for both teams.
 
Allegheny amassed 459 yards of total offense, its highest single-game output since Nov. 5, 2011 vs. Hiram, led by freshman Alex 
Victor who accounted for 133 yards and became the first Gator to score four touchdowns in a game in 13 seasons.  In addition to 
Victor’s prolific performance, sophomore quarterback Logan Lee completed 18 passes for 252 yards and four touchdowns, just 
the 10th time a Gator signal caller has thrown four touchdown passes in a single game, and the first time since Jimmy Savage 
did so on Oct. 7, 2006 at Wabash.
 
While Lee turned in a solid game passing, the Boston native also spearheaded a Gator run game that produced 206 yards, the 
first time the team eclipsed the 200-yard mark since the aforementioned 2011 Hiram contest.  Captaining an option attack, Lee 
ran for 97 yards on 20 tries, and was one of three Gators to rush for over 50 yards, as sophomore Tyler Balla gained 60 yards on 
18 tries, and Victor 50 on eight carries.

The teams traded scores for the duration of the contest, with Wooster entering halftime with a 28-24 lead, only to see the Gators’ 
Ben Ziolkowski hit a 32-yard field goal to pull to within one  on the first drive of the second half.  The Fighting Scots would counter 

with two touchdowns to open up their largest lead of the night, 
42-27, but the Gators answered right back, with a pair of Lee 
touchdown passes to Victor cutting the gap to 42-40. On the 
second hookup, the Gators went for the two-point conversion 
to tie, but the Wooster defense held.  The Fighting Scots would 
then put the game away with the final touchdown of the day 
with just inside four minutes left in regulation.

Defensively, the Gators’ Tristan Rhoades finished with a game-
high 17 tackles, the most for a Gator in a single game since 
Andy Schleihauf also made 17 stops in a 2009 meeting with 
Denison. Rhoades also forced a fumble, while Craye Nehler 
made 10 tackles and defended a pair of passes.

Wooster’s Gary Muntean completed 29 of 40 passes for 419 
yards and a touchdown, with Nick Cummings hauling in five 
grabs for 96 yards. Antonio Bailey led the Wooster ground 
game with 66 yards on 12 tries and two touchdowns, while 
Muntean added 42 yards and a touchdown on seven carries.   

The 99 combined points were the most in an Allegheny contest 
since the Gators defeated St. Francis (Ind.) 61-55 in the 1999 
season finale.

WOOSTER QUICK FACTS
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LAST TIME OUT: GATORS TOPPLE THIEL IN THURSDAY NIGHT OPENER
GREENVILLE, Pa. – Quarterback Logan Lee tied a career-high with four touchdown passes, 
while the Gator defense forced three turnovers and allowed just 184 yards, as Allegheny rolled 
to a 38-6 win over Thiel to open up the 2017 season.
 
In the first Thursday night game in program history, the Gators broke open a tight game with 
24 second quarter points to earn their first opening day victory since 2012.
 
Lee completed 19 of 32 passes for 244 yards with four scores and no picks, with Ben Bachik 
pulling in a game-high six receptions for 58 yards and two scores.  Alex Victor and Dwaine 
Barber also added touchdown receptions, while Tristan Rhoades gained a team-leading 72 
yards on five catches.   Tyler Balla led the Allegheny ground game with 60 yards on 15 carries, 
including a second quarter touchdown run.
 
The Gators out-gained the Tomcats 398-184, while totaling 22 first downs to Thiel’s nine.  
Travis Thomas paced Allegheny’s defense with seven tackles, including a sack, while Freddy 
Ruiz made six solo stops, including three for loss, and recovered a pair of fumbles.
 
Thiel gambled to open the season, electing for an on-side kick to open the game.  The attempt 
failed, however, and the Gators quickly capitalized after taking over at midfield.  After Balla 
rumbled for 18 yards on back-to-back carries, Lee connected with Barber over the middle, and 
the lanky wideout broke through a tackle to score a 25-yard touchdown.  Zach Bednarowicz’s 
extra point was good, and the Gators led 7-0 just 80 seconds into the season.
 
The Tomcats countered by embarking on a nine-play, 44-yard drive, capped off with a 31-yard 
touchdown pass on fourth and 11 from Ronald Brown to Marcus Waddy.  The extra point went 
wide, and Allegheny clung to the 7-6 lead with just under nine minutes left in the opening 
stanza.
 
A 26-yard touchdown strike on the ensuing drive from Lee to Victor was negated due to 
penalty, and the two teams would then trade punts over the final seven minutes of the quarter.
 
On the first play of the second frame, the Gator defense came up with its first big play of 
the season, as Ruiz strip sacked Brown and recovered the fumble on the Thiel 15.  The 
opportunistic Allegheny offense capitalized right away, with Lee finding Bachik on a perfect 
fade in the corner of the end zone, with Bednarowicz’s kick giving Allegheny a 14-6 lead with 
14:04 left in the half.
 
Just three plays later, the Gator defense would come up big yet again. In his first career game at 
corner after spending two seasons at wide receiver, Jonah Tanner stepped in front of a Brown 
pass at midfield for the pick, racing all the way to the Thiel 13.  Allegheny would then go to its 
ground game to up the lead, with Balla carrying three straight times, capped off with a five-yard 
plunge up the middle to give the Gators a 21-6 advantage with 11:40 remaining in the quarter.
 
For the third straight trip, Thiel’s next drive would also end in a turnover, as a fumble from 
the Tomcat’s Nick Barca was recovered by Ruiz at the Thiel 42.   On the very next play, Lee 
found Victor over the middle, and the speedy wide out out-raced the Thiel secondary for the 
touchdown to push the Gators in front 28-6 at the 9-minute mark of the second quarter.
 
The Gators added to their lead in the closing seconds of the quarter.  Taking over on their own 
33 with two minutes remaining after a punt, Lee quickly completed four passes for 50 yards, 
including a 25-yarder to Rhoades, to set up first down at the Thiel 33.  The drive would stall, 
but with 20 seconds to go in the half, Bednarowicz hit a 36-yard field goal that nicked the left 
upright before sneaking through to give the Gators a commanding 31-6 halftime lead.
 
Over the opening 30 minutes, the Gators gained 267 yards to the Tomcats’ 112, with Lee 
completing 14 of 22 passes for 195 yards.
 Thiel opened the second half with a promising drive, with Barca rushing three times for 
40 yards to set up first down inside Allegheny 40.  Aided by a Gator penalty, the Tomcats 
eventually advanced to the 15, but Allegheny’s defense came up with yet another stop.  After 
Ruiz snuffed out a run in the backfield for a five-yard loss, a 37-yard field goal attempt went 
wide left, and the Gators maintained the 25-point lead.
 
After the teams traded scoreless trips, the Gators closed the quarter on a lengthy and efficient 
scoring drive.  Taking over on a turnover on downs at the Thiel 45, Allegheny used three passes 
and three runs to earn a first-and-goal on the 9.  Lee closed out the drive with his second 
touchdown pass to Bachik to go up 38-6 with 50 seconds left in the quarter.
 
In the fourth quarter, the Gators limited Thiel to just 34 yards, while using a pair of time-
consuming drives to chew up the clock and close out their first win of the 2017 season.
 
While Lee spearheaded a strong passing game, the Gators also showcased a balanced rushing 
attack to out-gain the Tomcats 147-125 on the ground.  In addition to Balla’s 60 yards, Jake 
Wilson ran six times for 26 yards, and Victor three for 22. 

 
Barca ran for a game-high 128 yards on 28 carries, but was the lone bright spot for the Thiel 
offense. The Gators limited the Tomcats to just six pass completions for 59 yards, with David 
Perez credited with two pass breakups.
 
Thursday night’s affair marked the fourth straight season in which the Gators and Tomcats 
met on opening day, and snapped Thiel’s three-game winning streak over the span.  It 
was also the Gators’ first victory over Thiel since the 1997 season-opener, while it marked 
Allegheny’s first opening day win since a 17-13 victory over Wooster in week one of the 2012 
campaign.
 

Logan Lee tied a career-high with four touchdown passes

HEAD COACH B.J. HAMMER
 Second Season

BJ Hammer was named the 
34th head coach in Allegheny 
football program history on 
January 4, 2016.  

In his first season at the 
helm, Hammer saw a pair 
of his players earn All-NCAC 
honors, including senior John 
McFarland and junior Jake 

Wilson. McFarland ended his career as one of the most prolific 
tight ends in program history, and hauled in 48 catches for 
552 yards. Wilson established an NCAA Division III record 
with 1,268 kick return yards, averaging 24.5 yards per try, and 
breaking off five returns of 50 yards or longer. As a team, the 
Gator offense saw an increase of an average of 9.0 points and 
83 yards per game from the 2015 season, while the team’s 
pass defense ranked in the top five of the NCAC.

Hammer arrived at Allegheny after spending five seasons 
as the defensive coordinator at fellow North Coast Athletic 
Conference member Wabash College. There, he led a defensive 
unit that consistently ranked among NCAA Division-III’s best.   
During his five-year tenure, the Little Giants posted a record 
of 51-7, making three appearances in the NCAA Division-III 
playoffs and winning NCAC championships in 2011 and 2015.  
He mentored the NCAC Defensive Player of the Year in four of 
his five seasons as defensive coordinator, while 22 Wabash 
defenders were First Team All-NCAC honorees, and four were 
named All-America.  
 
In 2015, the Little Giants finished 12-1, including a perfect 8-0 
in the NCAC, and advanced to the third round of the NCAA 
playoffs.  Hammer’s defense ranked third nationally with 26 
interceptions, fourth in rushing defense (72.2 yds/g), fifth in 
total defense (240.9 yds/g), and seventh in quarterback sacks 
(42).  Eight Little Giant defenders earned All-NCAC honors, 
including six First Team selections, highlighted by defensive 
tackle Tyler McCullen, who was named the NCAC Defensive 
Player of the Year and a D3Football.com All-American.  Wabash 
ended the year ranked seventh in both the American Football 
Coaches Association (AFCA) and D3Football.com Top 25 polls.   
 
In 2014, Hammer was named a Division-III Coordinator of the 
Year finalist after his unit led Division-III in rushing defense 
(66.3 yds/g) and quarterback sacks (4.6 sacks/g), while 
ranking third in total defense, fifth in tackles for loss, and 12th 
in scoring defense.  Little Giant linebacker Cody Buresh was 
named the NCAC Defensive Player of the Year and All-America 

by both D3Football.com and the AFCA. 

The 2013 Wabash defense led the nation in total defense 
(220.7 yds/g), fumbles recovered (19), and turnover margin 
(+24), while placing second in tackles for loss (11.6 TFL/g) and 
rushing defense (63.1).  In 2012, the Little Giants placed eighth 
nationally in scoring defense and 10th in rushing defense, 
while linebacker CJ Gum earned the NCAC Defensive Player of 
the Year award for a second straight season. 
 
In his first season as the Wabash defensive coordinator, the 
Little Giants ranked fifth in the nation in rushing defense (78.1 
yds/g), 11th in scoring defense (12.9 pts/g), and 12th in total 
defense (249.4 yds/g), while they paced the NCAC in every 
defensive statistical category.  In addition to Gum being named 
the conference’s top defender, linebacker AJ Akinribade was 
named NCAC Newcomer of the Year.
 
Prior to his five-year tenure at Wabash, Hammer spent eight 
seasons on the football staff at Whittier College.  After working 
as the Poets’ defensive coordinator from 2003-05, Hammer 
was promoted to head coach, a position he held from 2006-10. 
Posting a 12-33 overall record, Hammer rebuilt a program that 
had just 13 players on its roster in 2003 to one that averaged 
a roster size of over 100.  Thirty Whittier players were named 
All-Southern California Intercollegiate Athletic Conference 
(SCIAC), while the Whitter defense ranked second in the 
conference in total defense in 2006, and its rushing offense 
ranked second in the SCIAC in both 2009 and 2010.
 
Before his stint in California, Hammer spent the 2002 season 
as the linebackers coach at Heidelberg College, after beginning 
his coaching career in 2001 as the outside linebackers coach 
at Wabash.
 
Hammer graduated from Wabash in 2001, and is regarded as 
one of the top defenders to ever suit up for the Little Giants.  
He graduated as the school’s record holder for tackles for 
loss in a game (five), season (23), and career (58), as well as 
single-season sacks (15), while he is tied with younger brother 
Blair as the Little Giants’ all-time record holder in career sacks 
with 27.5.  Team captain in 2000, Hammer was a two-time 
All-American and three-time All-Conference honoree, and was 
named the 2001 Pete Vaughn Award, which is given annually 
to the top Wabash senior athlete as voted upon by the athletic 
department.
 
A native of Carmel, Indiana, Hammer and wife Emily are the 
parents of daughters Layla and Ellie, and son William.
