Each of App State’s last four games and five of the last six have been decided in the closing
seconds. The Mountaineers’' four losses in 2023 have all been by seven points or less, and
each of the last seven losses (dating back to 2022) have been by seven points or less. Of the
program’s last 12 losses, 10 have been one-possession games (eight points or less).

QB Joey Aguilar has totaled 16 TD passes (No. 1 in the Sun Belt) and 1,782 passing yards

in seven games (six starts). He made his FBS debut late in the first half of the 2023 opener
(replacing injured starter Ryan Burger) and had four TD passes vs. Gardner-Webb. He threw
for a career-high 335 yards and three TDs in the league-opening win at ULM before throwing
for 305 yards (with two TDs) against Coastal and 252 yards (with two more TDs) at ODU.

App State is 3-4 with one win on a 54-yard field goal as time expired and losses in four games
that were all decided on the final play or final 15 seconds. A fourth-down incompletion ended
a double-OT loss at No. 17 North Carolina before an interception at the Wyoming 6-yard line
with 12 seconds left (on a first-down play from the 20) capped a 22-19 loss to the Cowboys,
whose 62-yard return of a blocked field goal for a TD in the final two minutes had erased a 19-14
deficit. Coastal Carolina made a 24-yard field goal as time expired in its 27-24 win on Oct. 10,
and two incomplete passes thrown to the end zone ended the 28-21 loss at ODU, which had a
fourth-and-10 conversion before erasing a 21-20 deficit on a touchdown with 48 seconds left.

App State has won four Sun Belt titles (plus the 2021 division title) and gone 6-1 in bowl
games (with a record-setting 6-0 start) since its 2014 FBS transition. With an 88-29 record since
starting 1-5 in 2014, the Mountaineers are tied for No. 7 among FBS teams (and tied for No. 1
among G5 teams with Boise State) with 89 wins since their transition.

Shawn Clark’s staff in 2023 has six new assistant coaches, including two coordinators in
Frank Ponce (offense) and Scot Sloan (defense) who have both returned to Boone, plus a
new Director of Athletic Performance (Matt Greenhalgh) who also has returned to Boone.

Frank Ponce, an App State QBs coach from 2013-18 and offensive coordinator in 2021, is back
for his third stint with the Mountaineers, who have one other new offensive assistant in OL
coach Mike Cummings. Ponce helped recruit QB Ryan Burger and coached him at the start
of App State’s 2022 spring practices, before Ponce took a job at Miami. As Miami’s QBs coach,
Ponce also spent time recruiting Joey Aguilar, a California-based JUCO quarterback.

With Frank Ponce following Scott Satterfield to Louisville after the 2018 season, App State
changed offensive coordinators after the 2018, 2019, 2020, 2021 and 2022 seasons.

Before being Georgia Southern’s defensive coordinator from 2018-21 and coaching at Army in
2022, Scot Sloan coached at App State from 2010-17. App State assistants Victor Cabral (DL)
and Travis Cunningham (ILBs) worked on Sloan’s staff in Statesboro, and new OLBs coach

AJ Howard was a standout App State defender while being coached by Sloan from 2014-17.

App State’s roster has 32 scholarship newcomers, including 14 from the transfer portal, as the
Mountaineers ranked 120th among 133 FBS teams in returning production.

App State announced that Armanti Edwards, a star QB from 2006-09, will have his No. 14
retired at halftime of the App State-Georgia Southern home game on Nov. 25. The honoring of
Edwards’No. 14 is the last time App State plans to take a jersey number out of circulation due
to limited inventory of jersey numbers for the roster each season — current student-athletes
wearing No. 14 will have the option to wear it for the remainder of their time at App State.

FFENSE

Kanye Roberts has 402 yards and four TDs on 75 career carries, with career highs of 109 yards
and 26 carries in his first career start at ODU because Nate Noel was sidelined. Noel entered
the Oct. 10 game vs. Coastal at No. 2 nationally in rushing yards per game (130.2) and No. 1 in
rushes per game (24.6) before being limited to one carry that night due to an early lower-body
injury. He started this year with games of 115, 127, 193, 107 and 109 rushing yards.

WRs Kaedin Robinson, Christan Horn and Dashaun Davis all have a 100-yard game with

at least one TD catch this year. Horn scored twice on a six-catch, 124-yard night at ULM, while
Davis had a career-high 117 yards on seven catches in the double-OT loss at UNC. Robinson set
career highs with 10 catches for 112 yards at ULM and had seven catches for 103 yards at ODU.

App State’s six returning starters on offense included three interior linemen in center Isaiah
Helms, left guard Damion Daley and right guard Bucky Williams, who have played in a
combined 153 NCAA games. After RT Cooper Hodges was drafted by the Jaguars and LT
Anderson Hardy was signed by the Chiefs following the 2022 season, due to injuries, App
State has had two starting right tackles (Jack Murphy, Game 1 starter Jayden Ramsey) and
three starting left tackles (Jack Murphy, Markell Samuel, Thornton Gentry) this season.

DEFENSE

App State is officially allowing 29.9 points per game, but that number drops to 24.9 per 60
minutes from coordinator Scot Sloan’s defense when taking away 13 OT points from UNC, 14
points scored on defensive touchdowns by ECU and a special teams touchdown by Wyoming.

Freshman OLB Nate Johnson leads FBS freshmen with 5.0 sacks this season — he had a sack
in three straight games before the Coastal loss, then produced two sacks at ODU. Redshirt
freshman Santana Hopper came through with 1.5 sacks (the first of his career) at ODU.

The defense has several impact FBS transfers, including DE Shawn Collins (Rutgers), DE
Michael Fletcher (Michigan State), OLB Thomas Davis (Miami), CB Tyrek Funderburk
(Richmond) and CB Jarrett Paul (Kansas). Funderburk tied for the FBS lead as one of four
players with two pick-six TD returns this season (18 yards at Wyoming and 23 yards at ULM).

SPECIAL TEAMS

Michael Hughes has made 11 of 14 field goals after going 9 of 12 on FGs in all of 2022. He has
made three field goals longer than 45 yards this year: 46, 50 and 54 yards.

Milan Tucker, who switched from CB to WR after the first fall scrimmage, returned after earning
All-America honors as a kick returner in 2022. He is averaging 27.0 yards per return this season
(seventh-best average at the FBS level), with his first three returns producing gains of 41, 48 and
34 yards.

Southern Miss (2-2) recovered the ensuing
onside kick and knelt out the clock to escape
with the victory.

Playing its third game as an FBS member, App
State (1-2) dominated USM in most statistical
categories, including total yards (455-329),
rushing yards (191-61), first downs (29-16),
third/fourth-down conversions (8-of-16 to
2-0f-11) and time of possession (35:51-24:09).
However, the Mountaineers had three turn-
overs, came away with just three scores on five
trips in the red zone, committed 11 penalties
and, most glaringly, left 10 points on the field
in the kicking game. In addition to the blocked
extra point with six seconds to go, App State
also missed all three of its field-goal attempts.

Southern Miss jumped out to a 14-0 lead less
than two minutes into the second quarter, but
App State’s defense limited the Golden Eagles
to just 101 total yards and 2.9 yards per play
over their next eight possessions. The Moun-
taineers forced six three-and-outs during the
eight-series stretch.

The dominant defensive performance allowed
App State to get back into the game. The
Mountaineers got on the board midway
through the second quarter on a five-yard
touchdown run by Marcus Cox and tied the
game at 14-14 with 5:08 to go in the game on a
10-yard pass from Lamb to Malachi Jones.

However, following Jones’ game-tying touch-
down catch, Southern Miss responded with a
six-play, 65-yard drive and retook a 21-14 lead
on George Payne’s third touchdown of the eve-
ning, a 31-yard reception from Nick Mullens,
with 2:22 remaining.

On the next series, Lamb needed just 2:16 to
move the Mountaineers 75 yards for the late
score.

After coming back to Boone to coach at his alma mater, Shawn Clark not
only became App State’s head coach, but he has begun his tenure with a
record-breaking bowl victory, a nine-win debut season and a 10-win regular
season in 2021.

Hired as the 22nd head football coach in App State history on Dec. 13,
2019, Clark was the only first-year FBS head coach in 2020 to win at least nine
games, and he followed that by directing the Mountaineers to a 2021 Sun
Belt East Division title during a 10-4 season that pushed his record to 20-7. A
17-14 win at No. 6 Texas A&M in 2022 — the program’s highest-profile victory
since the 2007 upset of Michigan — led to ESPN'’s College GameDay airing
from Boone the following week.

With App State alum/country music star Luke Combs picking his alma
mater as ESPN’s guest picker and Lee Corso putting on the giant Yosef head,
the Mountaineers delivered with a dramatic victory against Troy.

The 48-year-old Clark, whose contract runs through the 2026 season,
entered the 2023 season with a 26-13 record.

He made his official head coaching debut while leading the Mountaineers to
a 31-17 victory against UAB in the 2019 R+L Carriers New Orleans Bowl eight
days after his introductory press conference. Ranked 18th in the final Amway
Coaches Poll of the season, App State went 13-1 to become the first Sun Belt
team and the first FBS team from North Carolina to win 13 games in a season.

In 2020, while playing in the nation’s No. 5-ranked league, the Moun-
taineers secured a Myrtle Beach Bowl title and were one of just 13 teams
nationally with at least nine victories — the three losses were against teams
with a combined 28-5 record. They were the outright leader in wins by an FBS
program in the state of North Carolina for the third straight year and either
the outright leader or co-leader for the sixth straight year.

In 2021, the Mountaineers’ 10-2 regular season included signature wins
against in-state foe East Carolina (36,752 fans witnessed App State jump
out to a 33-9 lead in Charlotte’s Bank of America Stadium against the AAC's
third-place finisher), longtime rival Marshall, 14th-ranked Coastal Carolina
and Black Saturday rival Georgia Southern (the 27-3 win tied for App State’s
second-largest margin of victory over the Eagles).

Clark has helped lead record-setting runs to conference titles and bowl vic-
tories, not just at App State, where he played from 1994-98 and had served as
an assistant since 2016, but also in four other leagues during his two decades
of college coaching experience.

Working for championship-winning programs at Louisville and Eastern
Kentucky before being part of a bowl win for Big Ten member Purdue and
coaching at Kent State, Clark has been a vital part of App State’s historic FBS
success.

Clark graduated from App State with a bachelor’s degree in criminal justice
in 1998 and earned a master’s degree in education from Louisville in 2003.

His wife, Jonelle, was a standout softball student-athlete at Eastern
Kentucky and was inducted into EKU’s Athletics Hall of Fame in 2008. The
Clarks have two children: a daughter, Giana, and a son, Braxton.

Aguilar, Second-Half Takeaways Provide Key Spark

BOONE, N.C. — With the reset button hit, App State opened the 2023
season by winning in front of a big crowd at The Rock.

Newcomers and non-starters delivered some of the biggest plays
during the 45-24 victory against Gardner-Webb in front of 36,075 fans
— the second-biggest crowd in Kidd Brewer Stadium history.

In relief of starter Ryan Burger, who went 7 of 11 with an early TD
pass before exiting for the rest of the game with a finger injury, Joey
Aguilar completed 11 of his 13 passes for 174 yards and four TDs.

He threw a TD on his first play for the Mountaineers and set a school
record for the most TD passes by a quarterback in his App State debut.
“You have to go out there and just play, no matter if it's first, second,
third,” he said.“It's always next guy up, and you just have to be prepared.”
“Joey came in, his first collegiate pass for App State is a touchdown,

and that gave us the spark we needed,” head coach Shawn Clark said.

Eli Wilson, Kaedin Robinson, Dalton Stroman, Dashaun Davis and
Christan Horn had one touchdown catch apiece, and Nate Noel
rushed for 115 yards and one touchdown on a career-high 24 carries.

Three turnovers forced in a span of eight minutes from late in the
third quarter to midway through the fourth enabled the Mountaineers
to gain separation from the Runnin’Bulldogs, who led 24-21 in the
third quarter before App State scored the final 24 points.

With App State ahead 31-24, defensive end Michael Fletcher’s second
QB pressure of the game led to an interception from Jackson Greene,
who returned the ball 25 yards to the Gardner-Webb 23. Noel followed
a 16-yard run with a 7-yard score, and pressure from Shawn Collins con-
tributed to an INT by fellow newcomer Jack Scroggs shortly thereafter.

Kevin Abrams-Verwayne later forced a fumble that was recovered by
Montez Kelley, and Aguilar’s fourth TD pass capped the scoring.

App State Drops Two-OT Heartbreaker in Kenan

CHAPEL HILL — Another App State-North Carolina showdown.
Another sold-out thriller going down to the final seconds — and, in this
case, being decided with the clock no longer needed.

After the Mountaineers and 17th-ranked Tar Heels traded scores to
begin overtime, UNC opened the second overtime with a touchdown
and made a defensive stop to cap a 40-34 victory against App State.

The Mountaineers'last eight games against Power Five foes have all
been decided by seven points or less. App State held five leads and
came close to improving to 3-1 in its last four games vs. ranked foes.

“I'm at a loss for words, but I'm very proud of our team,” Shawn Clark
said.“I'm never going to second-guess anything our players have done.
They're hurting, but we're Mountaineers. We'll bounce back from this.”

Joey Aguilar completed 22 passes for 272 yards and two TDs in his
first start. Dashaun Davis accounted for one of the TDs on a night in
which he caught seven passes for a career-high 117 yards, and Nate
Noel rushed a career-high 26 times for 127 yards with two touchdowns.

App State’s offensive line paved the way for 219 rushing yards while
allowing no sacks against a defense that recorded nine sacks and
allowed minus-2 rushing yards the previous week at South Carolina.

Michael Hughes kicked a game-tying, 33-yard field goal with 1:22
left in the fourth quarter, and the Tar Heels (2-0) missed a 39-yard
attempt wide left as time expired to send the game into OT at 27-all.

Three runs to begin OT from Noel, including a 7-yard TD, gave App
State a 34-27 lead before UNC answered back with a 17-yard TD run.
With UNC having possession to start the second OT, Drake Maye scored
on a 13-yard keeper, but Jordan Favors and Caden Sullivan combined on
a conversion tackle. An incompletion, 2-yard run and 3-yard completion
preceded a fourth-and-5 incompletion near the end zone.

Record-Tying Crowd Watches App State Top Pirates

BOONE, N.C. — A record-tying crowd for the long-awaited return of
an in-state rival. And a satisfying, bounce-back result to boot.

Facing East Carolina in Boone for the first time since 1979, App State
pulled away in the second half to claim a 43-28 victory against the
Pirates with a crowd of 40,168 rocking Kidd Brewer Stadium. That
total matched the stadium record set in 2022 for North Carolina’s
season-opening visit to the High Country.

An action-packed day that started with Yosef ziplining from the
seventh-floor tower onto the field while holding the American flag
ended with App State scoring 33 of the final 40 points.

The Mountaineers (2-1) intercepted three passes and recorded four
sacks while overcoming two defensive TDs scored by the Pirates, who
led 21-10 in the second quarter. One of those touchdowns was a short
pick-sick touchdown return, but Joey Aguilar fired three touchdown
passes after that and finished 17 of 29 for 241 yards as App State
played its third straight in-state opponent to open the 2023 season.

After the Mountaineers fell in two overtimes at North Carolina and
gave up an opening-drive touchdown to ECU (0-3), Nate Noel scored
from 68 yards out on App State’s second offensive play and posted
his fourth straight 100-yard game (dating back to last season) with a
career-high 193 yards on 25 attempts.

Nick Ross, Jordan Favors and Omari Philyaw all intercepted passes
against first-time ECU starter Alex Flinn. Andrew Parker Jr., Markus
Clark, Brodrick Gooch and Nate Johnson came away with sacks for a
defense that limited the Pirates to 42 second-half yards on 25 plays.

“I'm proud of our football team and really proud of our defense to
give up 14 points all day,” App State head coach Shawn Clark said. “I just
want to thank the fans. We can’t thank you enough for tying the all-time
attendance record here at App State. The students were incredible.”

Cowboys Rally Past App State In Closing Minutes

LARAMIE, Wyo. — App State cornerback Tyrek Funderburk’s 18-yard
interception return for a touchdown following four first-half field goals
from Michael Hughes extended App State’s fourth-quarter lead to
a two-score margin, but Wyoming returned a blocked field goal for
a go-ahead touchdown with 1:52 left and intercepted a pass at the
Cowboys' 6-yard line with 12 seconds left to seal a 22-19 win.

Funderburk’s defensive touchdown gave the Mountaineers (2-2)

a 19-7 advantage early in the fourth quarter of their nonconference
finale. After a Mitchell Lake punt had pinned Wyoming at its 5 early in
the fourth quarter, a bobbled swing pass that was knocked forward
into the air by the back ended up in the hands of Funderburk, who
raced untouched to the end zone.

The Cowboys (3-1) responded immediately with a 75-yard touch-
down run up the middle by Harrison Waylee on the first play of the
next series. App State answered with a clock-chewing, grind-it-out
series that lasted 18 plays, covered 55 yards and ate up 9 minutes, 32
seconds.

Wyoming blocked a 47-yard field goal that could have pushed the
App State advantage to 22-14 with less than two minutes remaining.
Instead, DeVonne Harris blocked the attempt before Jakorey Hawkins
scooped up the loose ball and raced 62 yards in the other direction for
a touchdown. A successful two-point try gave the Cowboys a three-
point lead.

App State moved from its 31 to the Wyoming 20 in the closing minute,
with a defensive pass interference setting up first down with 17
seconds left, but Wrook Brown picked off a deep throw in the middle
of the field.

Nate Noel led the offense by rushing for 107 yards on a career-high
30 carries, and Joey Aguilar threw for 200 yards.

Overall, App State finished with large advantages in first downs (27-7),
total yards (417-208, including just 31 through the air for Wyoming) and
possession time (40:25-19:35).

App State Falls On CCU Field Goal As Time Expires

BOONE, N.C. — Coastal Carolina’s Kade Hensley kicked a 24-yard field
goal with no time remaining as App State suffered a 27-24 loss in a
nationally televised Sun Belt Conference showdown on a Tuesday night
at a packed Kidd Brewer Stadium.

After allowing a TD on the game-opening drive and falling behind
14-0 in the first eight minutes, App State (3-3, 1-1) pulled even twice —
at 17-all in the third quarter and 24-all in the fourth. Caden Sullivan’s
stop for a 1-yard loss on Grayson McCall’s fourth-and-2 keeper from the
Mountaineers’ 14 midway through the fourth quarter gave App State
its first possession of the game in which it wasn't facing a deficit.

Joey Aguilar completed a pass to Milan Tucker for a 69-yard gain, but
Coastal forced a fumble at the end of the long run to the 20 with 4:43
remaining, and defender Abraham Temoney made a sliding recovery
right before the bouncing ball crossed the sideline to go out of bounds.

The Chanticleers (3-3, 1-2) responded with an 11-play drive, marching
from their 16 to as deep as the App State 2, with CJ Beasley sliding
down just short of the end zone on a 21-yard gain in the final minute.

Aguilar threw for 305 yards and two TDs, including a game-tying,
fourth-and-3 TD pass from the Coastal 5 to Dalton Stroman with 8:47
remaining after a 67-yard completion to Makai Jackson. Nate Noel,
the nation’s second-leading rusher, had two offensive touches on App
State’s opening drive before missing the rest of the game with a low-
er-body injury, and the trio of Kanye Roberts, Maquel Haywood and
Ahmani Marshall combined for 22 carries, 104 yards and one score.

The Mountaineers finally pulled even for the first time at 17-all on
Aguilar’s 2-yard touchdown pass to David Larkins with 6:18 remaining
in the third quarter, and the Chanticleers responded with a seven-play,
77-yard touchdown drive to quickly regain the advantage. A
third-and-5 penalty for defensive pass interference preceded McCall’s
32-yard touchdown pass to wide-open tight end Kendall Karr.

App State Drops Sun Belt Heartbreaker At ODU

NORFOLK, Va. — App State had plenty of fourth-down magic, but Old
Dominion’s late fourth-down conversion set up a go-ahead touchdown
in the final minute of a 28-21 conference win against the Mountaineers.

Each of App State’s last four games and five of the last six have been
decided in the closing seconds.

After a fourth-and-10 completion of 19 yards from the App State 40
set up ODU'’s go-ahead, 16-yard touchdown run with 48 seconds left,
the Mountaineers (3-4, 1-2 Sun Belt) moved from their own 21 to the
Monarchs’ 23 thanks to Joey Aguilar's completions of 13 yards to Eli
Wilson, 20 yards to Kaedin Robinson (to the ODU 44, with a 15-yard flag
for targeting reversed) and 21 yards to a sliding Christan Horn.

A spike with 11 seconds remaining from the 23-yard line gave App
State two shots at a touchdown. ODU defensive back Khian'Dre Harris
was credited with consecutive breakups on high, deep passes directed
toward 6-foot-4 receiver Dalton Stroman in the end zone.

Aguilar had a hand in three fourth-down touchdowns on a night in
which App State went 4-for-4 on fourth down, with one touchdown
run on a QB keeper preceding TD passes to tight end David Larkins and
wide receiver Kaedin Robinson. Starting in place of injured Nate Noel,
Kanye Roberts rushed for a career-high 109 yards on 26 carries.

Nate Johnson led the defense by recording a season-high two sacks,
increasing his season total to five with a pair of first-half takedowns,
while Santana Hopper added 1.5 sacks, including a big one in the final
six minutes to help force a punting situation in a one-point game.

Leading 21-20, App State regained possession at its 34 with 4:50 left
and faced a second-and-1 before a fumble that it recovered for a loss
preceded a third-down incompletion. ODU took over with 3:46 left and
faced a fourth-and-10 from the App State 40 in the final two minutes.

Grant Wilson scrambled and fired a 19-yard pass to Javon Harvey to get
the Monarchs into short field-goal range, and Keshawn Wicks rushed for
a 16-yard TD that at least gave the Mountaineers time to respond.
