Each Fall since 1946, Austin Peay has staged Homecoming week events culminating in an annual Homecoming Parade
followed by the Homecoming football game. The 2020 Homecoming game was delayed until March 21, 2021 due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

CLARKSVILLE, Tenn. - No matter how Saturday turned out at Fortera Stadium,
it was destined to be a day of firsts for Austin Peay football team.

It turned the Govs aren’t done making history yet.

After the build-up of the week, the anticipation of the day and then a delay at
kickoff as inclement weather entered the area... it turns out, the Govs controlled
every aspect of play in a 42-6 contest that served not only as the first playoff
victory in program history but also, since we're now representing the league,
the second straight year an Ohio Valley Conference school advanced past the
opening weekend.

After a near-miss Trent Taylor interception, the Govs forced an opening-drive
three-and-out, the Govs embarked on a 13-play march down to the Furman goal
line. With the Govs in jumbo formation on second-and-goal, Craig lofted a pass
to a wide-open Elijah Brown in the back of the end zone to get the Govs on the
board first.

The teams traded punts to close the first quarter, then it was the Paladins
turn to take a march. A rare Furman shot down the field netted 24 yards, then
an ill-timed unsportsmanlike conduct penalty put the Paladins in Austin Peay
territory. Devin Wynn galloped for 28 yards on Furman’s biggest play of the
drive—and the game, as it turns out—to get into the Governor red zone, but the
Govs were able to hold Furman to a field goal when the defense snuffed out a
pair of runs and forced an incompletion.

And then... the delay. After the kickoff following the touchdown, the deluge
reached its peak and play was halted at 1:24 p.m. A 92-minute delay ensued
before resumption at 2:56 p.m. The teams traded possessions, highlighted by a
near-miss 59-yard field goal attempt by Furman, before the half ended with no
further points on the board.

Business picked up for the Govs in the second half.

The third quarter saw an invigorated Austin Peay offense march 70 yards in
a mere four plays, ending in a 15-yard Craig-to-DeAngelo Wilson strike for six.
After a Furman three-and-out, ending in a Shaun Whittinghill and John Wesley
Whiteside sack, the Govs took over their own 33, then were moved back after a
first-down block in the back call.

That’s when Craig dropped back and found Kentel Williams underneath.
The next 73 yards unfolded in slow motion for everyone except Williams, whose
exceptional speed allowed him to coast home with a program-changing score.

They say bad things come in threes, which was confirmed for Furman on the
first play of the ensuing drive when Kordell Jackson simply took the ball away
from Hamp Sisson on a rush attempt. A fourth bad thing befell the Paladins in
less than four minutes when Craig, blessed with a short field, shovel-passed to
Prince Momodu for 29 yards then gave it to Momodu for the last four to pay dirt.

28-3. History unfolding for a second straight week at Fortera Stadium.

One of the nice little by-products that have come with the wins the Govs
have earned this year is that they’ve unfolded in such as a manner as to be truly
appreciated. Like a master sommelier, you can get the essence of the contest,
really absorb the experience and take it all in.

If you stuck with us since the dark days, enduring as the pain unfolded week
after week, | hope this one is sweeter for you.

The Govs entered the fourth with a 35-3 lead after another Williams score,
this one coming when the Govs picked up a muffed punt deep in Furman territory.
Williams took a swing pass from Craig down to the one, then plunged the final
yard himself. He finished with four catches for 103 yards and 11 rushes for 57.
Rumors abounded regarding Mr. Williams’ health after he missed the regular
season finale—those rumors appear to have been exaggerated.

Furman booted a fourth-quarter field goal. Baniko Harley ran for a 24-yard
score. Erskine Francis wrestled a pick away from a Furman receiver. Nice, but
at that point there was a lot of clock-watching as the Govs counted down the
seconds until they could kick off the next round of water-cooler showers.

First postseason victory achievement: Unlocked.

From the stat line, it's hard to believe Craig endured the same downpour as
everyone else on Saturday; he finished a tidy 18-for-23 for 264 yards and three
touchdowns. Jack McDonald led a swarming defense with nine tackles and a
tackle for loss. But this was completism at its finest. The Govs played a perfect
game at the perfect time.

BOZEMAN, Mont. - Austin Peay State University’s magical postseason run
ended in the NCAA Division | Football Championship’s national quarterfinals, with
No. 5 national seed downing the Govs, 24-10, Friday night at Bobcat Stadium.

Austin Peay (11-4) could not find a consistent offensive rhythm in the contest,
but when they did, they showed what helped them reach this historic point.
JaVaughn Craig’s 15-yard scamper and later a 16-yard pass to DeAngelo Wilson
started the Govs first scoring drive. The drive stalled deep in Montana State ter-
ritory, but Logan Birchfield got APSU on the board with a 38-yard field goal, but
the Govs trailed 10-3 at halftime.

Montana State (11-3) opened the second half with back-to-back touchdown
drives. The Bobcats forced a turnover on the half’s opening drive and converted
a key 4th-and-1 opportunity to set up their offense in the red zone. Three plays
later, they capitalized on the takeaway when Tucker Rovig found Kevin Kassis
for a five-yard score.

The Bobcats forced a three-and-out on the ensuing Govs possession. They
then marched 63 yards in 11 plays, with running back Isaiah Ifanse rushing on
seven of the 11 plays then connecting on a jump pass to Jason Scrempos for
MSU’s third touchdown and a 24-3 lead.

Austin Peay’s defense would stop the Bobcats on their next drive, forcing a
missed field goal. The ensuing Govs possession lasted one play as Craig found
Wilson again for a 76-yard touchdown, closing the gap to 24-10 with 13:11 left
in the game.

However, the Govs offense could not break through on its final three drives
despite the defense forcing Montana State into a second missed field goal and
a turnover on downs in its final three possessions.

Wilson surpassed the 2,000-career yard receiving mark with six catches for
118 yards - his eighth 100-yard receiving outing in 2019. Craig completed 18-
of-37 passes for 173 yards but was sacked four times.

Ifanse finished with 196 rushing yards on 26 carries, rushing for a touchdown
and passing for another.

CLARKSVILLE, Tenn. - Austin Peay’s football team battled back from a
14-point halftime deficit to tie the game, but Chattanooga’s Clayton Crile hit a
35-yard field goal as time expired to provide the winning margin in a 24-21 deci-
sion Saturday in the opening round of the NCAA Division | Football Championship.

Chattanooga (8-4) built a 14-point halftime lead with two touchdowns in the
final 8:17 of the second quarter. The Mocs capped an eight-play, 78-yard drive
with Gino Appleberry’s one-yard touchdown run to take a 14-7 lead. On the half’s
final drive, Chattanooga saw a pass intercepted in the end zone, but Jamoi Jones
recovered to force a fumble on the attempted return, scooped up the loose ball,
and returned it four yards for a touchdown and a 21-7 halftime lead.

Facing its largest halftime deficit since the season opener at Southern lllinois,
APSU (9-3) opened the second half with Jaden Barnes’ 70-yard kickoff return to
set the offense deep in UTC territory. Jevon Jackson had six carries for 29 yards on
the ensuing drive, including a one-yard touchdown dash to cut the deficit to 21-14.

UTC had an opportunity to extend its lead late in the third quarter with a 27-
yard field goal attempt, but the kick was driven into the line where APSU blocked
it. The ensuing drive needed three plays to tie the game with 1:35 left in the third
quarter. DiLiello opened the drive with a 36-yard completion to Kenny Odom,
then capped the drive with a 27-yard touchdown completion to Tre Shackelford.

After Austin Peay tied the game, Chattanooga pieced together a drive that
stalled at the APSU 21-yard line. The Mocs attempted a 38-yard field goal, but
the try hit the left upright to keep the game tied.

Austin Peay started what ultimately proved to be its final drive on its 12-yard
line, but had to punt from its 26-yard line and set UTC up on its 40-yard line.

The Mocs drive was kept alive early when Luke Schomburg connected with
Sam Phillips for a 25-yard completion on 3rd-and-4. Three plays later, Chatta-
nooga faced a 3rd-and-7, and Schomburg found Appleberry for the seven-yard
gain. Another three plays later, Crile’s 35-yard field goal provided his redemption
and Chattanooga’s advancement to the second round.

One of the most prolific pass receivers in NCAA football history, Harold
“Red” Roberts finished his career with 232 receptions for 2,999 yards
and 31 touchdowns - all marks that still stand as Austin Peay career
records. He also put together the most dominating performance by a
receiver in program history with a 20-reception outing against Murray
State in 1969 in which he recorded 252 yards and four touchdowns,
all school records over four decades later. Roberts was Austin Peay’s
first four-time first-team All-OVC honoree and was an Associated Press
Little All-America pick in 1970. Remarkably both his single-game and
career receiving marks stood for decades. Eastern lllinois’ Erik Lora
broke his single-game reception mark 43 years later with a 21-catch
game in 2012. Lora also eclipsed his career receptions mark during
the 2014 season, finishing with 332 catches. He was inducted into
the APSU Athletics Hall of Fame in 1979. A longtime successful prep
football coach, Roberts was inducted into the Franklin County High
School Hall of Fame in 2014.

JOHN

FULLBACK (1963-66)

At the end of his career, John Ogles was Austin Peay’s all-time leading
rusher with 2,932 career yards on 636 attempts while scoring 28
touchdowns - all marks that stood for nearly four decades. He was
the first back to gain more than 1,000 yards in back-to-back seasons
(1965-66), a feat that was not matched for more than four decades
when Chris Fletcher (2006-07) matched the feat. Ogles was a big part
of Austin Peay’s 8-1-1, 8-1-0 and 6-4-0 records under head coach Bill
Dupes in mid 1960s. He was a first team consensus All-American as
190-pound senior fullback in 1966, after rushing for more than 1,054
yards and scoring 78 points (13 touchdowns). Ogles also held Austin
Peay’s single game record of 36 rushing attempts, which resulted
in 179 net yards against Tennessee-Martin in 1966. Ogles was a
member of APSU’s 1979 Hall of Fame Class and was inducted into
OVC Hall of Fame in 1996.

Considered one of the best players, “pound-for-pound,” to ever don a
Governors football uniform, Bob Bible served as the defensive foun-
dation for Austin Peay’s first OVC championship in 1977. The 5-9
205-pound Bible earned Associated Press All-American linebacker
honors during that season while also being selected OVC's Defen-
sive Player of the Year. As a junior, Bible was selected All-OVC after
leading the Govs in tackles with 89 initial hits and 51 assists. As
senior, Bible served as the defensive captain and sparked a defen-
sive unit that allowed just 12 points per game. That defense sparked
APSU to its first OVC title and an 8-3 record. For the second-straight
season, he led APSU in tackles with 99 initial hits and 71 assists.
He was named All-OVC for a second time and earned the league’s
best defensive player honor. Bible was selected to the AP All-America
team. To wrap up his outstanding athletic career, he was named the
1978 Joy Award winner, given annually to Austin Peay’s most valu-
able senior athlete.

FULLBACK (2000-02)

Jay Bailey literally saved his best for his final campaign. Bailey’s se-
nior season proved to be spectacular as he led the Governors to their
first winning season since 1984. He posted 1,687 rushing yards,
140.6 yards per game, 319 rushing attempts, and rushing touch-
downs - all program records, He led the then-Division I-AA in total
rushing yards and average that season. It was impressive enough
for Bailey to be named to the 2002 Sports Network and the Foot-
ball Gazette’'s Mid-Major All-American teams. He also earned Associ-
ated Press All-American, a rare accomplishment for a non-scholar-
ship player to earn such distinction, as well as being named to the
American Football Coaches Association All-American team. But the
local product was more than a tremendous football player, earning
Second Team Academic All-America. Despite playing just three sea-
sons, he eclipsed APSU’s career marks with 2,992 yards, 31 rushing
touchdowns, and 32 total touchdowns.

RUNNING BACK/KICK RETURNER (2007-10)

Terrence Holt was the greatest game changer in Austin Peay football
history. The first time Holt touched the ball as a collegian, he re-
turned a kickoff 75 yards for a touchdown against Bethel—he would
have another 50-yard return later in the game. For his career Holt
returned six kicks—four kickoffs and two punts—for touchdowns. He
was named to the OVC All-Newcomer team as a freshman and then
earned All-OVC as kick returner for the next three seasons. Holt left
APSU with the top four single-season kickoff yardage return marks
and in doing so became the first player in NCAA FCS history to tally
four 1,000-yard kickoff returns seasons. In addition to setting the
OVC record for career and single-season return yards, he also at-
tained the single-game return yards record with 250 on seven kick-
off returns at North Dakota State in 2008. Entering 2024, he still
was the NCAA career record holder for kickoff return yards (4,683);
career single-game average kickoff return yards (106.4); most total
[punt and kickoff] kick returns (241); most total kick return yards
(5,230); most single-game kick-return yards average (118.9). He was
the 2009 NCAA Annual Champion in all-purpose yardage (2,373) -
22nd most in FCS history. His 7,512 career all-purpose yards ranks
seventh all-time in FCS history while his 170.7 all-purpose yards per
game ranks 14th all time.

CARLTON
FLATT

QUARTERBACK/DEFENSIVE BACK (1962-64)

Carlton Flatt was the Governors’ first player to earn one of the Ohio
Valley Conference’s top honors, winning the league’s Offensive Play-
er of the Year award in 1964 while also picking up First Team All-OVC
as a defensive back. In an era where the run game was still king,
Flatt became the first Govs quarterback to pass for more than 10
touchdowns, passing for 740 yards and 11 touchdowns in that 1964
campaign. He also had 356 rushing yards and was the first Gover-
nors player to finish a season with 1,000 total offensive yards in its
history as a four-year program. He went on to become head coach
at Brentwood Academy, where he enjoyed a 38-year career and led
the Eagles to 10 state championships and 10 runner-up finishes.
Flatt’s 355 wins are the third most in Tennessee prep history. He
was inducted into Austin Peay’s Athletics Hall of Fame in 1981 and
has since been inducted into the Tennessee Sports Hall of Fame, the
Tennessee Football Coaches Association Hall of Fame, and the Mid-
dle Tennessee Football Official’s Association Coaches Hall of Fame.

RUNNING BACK (2004-07)

Chris Fletcher’s four-year career spanned an era that saw Austin
Peay transition from the nonscholarship Pioneer Football League to
the scholarship Ohio Valley Conference. He excelled in both leagues,
winning 2007 First Team All-Ohio Valley Conference honors after
earning All-Pioneer Football League recognition twice (2005-06).
Fletcher's 4,688 career rushing yards remain the program record
by more than 1,000 yards, while he averaged a program-best 106.5
yards per game during his career. He was responsible for scoring a
program-record 42 touchdowns, the only running back in program
history to record 40 or more touchdowns -- and recorded 28 100-
yard games in a career that saw him play 44 games.

DEFENSIVE BACK (2017-21)

A two-time consensus All-American (2019-20), Jackson needed just
two seasons to become one of Austin Peay’s greatest defensive
backs. Playing at nickelback, he was a three-time First Team All-OVC
pick (2019-21) and was a versatile defender. Jackson finished his
career ranked fourth all-time in tackles for loss (33.5), fifth all-time
in total interceptions (11), and third in passes defended (33). During
his incredible 2019 season, he recorded seven interceptions for 159
yards in returns, recovered two fumbles, had 47 tackles, 8.0 tackles
for loss, and two sacks. His biggest statement that season came in
Week 3 when he nicked Mercer for two pick-sixes in a famous 48-34
victory that set the tone for the Governors’ first OVC Championship
since 1977 and the program’s first-ever trip to the FCS Playoffs.
