OFF THETOP

Arizona returns to the friendly confines of McKale Center on Wednesday evening and will look to

defend its 43-game non-conference home winning streak, which is the longest in program history.
The 43 consecutive wins at home in non-conference play also ranks as the third longest such streak

nationally.

Coming off a week in the Bahamas, freshman Deandre Ayton will look to continue his dominating
play. Ayton averaged 22.0 points and 12.3 rebounds per game while shooting 62.2 percent from

the field in his last three games. The 7-foot-1-inch
season with five consecutive double-doubles.

freshman became the first Wildcat ever to open a

McKale Center continues its conference-leading ways in attendance with and average crowd of
14,147 in the first three home games of the season. That average crowd accounts for 96.6 percent
of total capacity for the building.

Allonzo Trier’s start to his junior season stands at a scorching 24.5 points per game, ranking in the
top seven in the NCAA. The Pac-12 Player of the Week in the opening weekend of the season tallied
his first-ever 30-point scoring games in his team’s first two games. He followed that up with three
consecutive 20-point nights.

Wednesday's game between the Wildcats and 49ers is the fourth meeting in the last six seasons and
seventh in the programs’ history. UA is 3-0 versus Long Beach State under head coach Sean Miller
with an average margin of victory of 23.7 points per game.

Freshman Brandon Randolph erupted for a season-best 17 points, on an efficient 7-of-11 shooting
night, versus No. 18 Purdue in the final game in the Bahamas. Randolph scored a total of six points
in his four games prior to facing the Boilermakers.

MORE ON THE STREAK

During its current 43-game non-conference home winning streak, Arizona’s average margin of victory is 23.0 points per
game. Of those 43 victories, only four have been by fewer than 10 points.

DOUBLE-DOUBLE DEANDRE

Deandre Ayton and his five double-doubles in six games has propelled him to staggering averages of 20.3 points and 12.0
rebounds per game:

. He ranks fifth in the nation in double-doubles and tied for fourth in defensive rebounding.
. Ayton'’s double-double streak was the longest by a UA freshman, surpassing Bob Elliott’s four games in 1973-74.

. It matched the longest streak by any Wildcat since Ryan Anderson posted five consecutive double-doubles (twice)
during the 2015-16 season.
. Ayton, in the first month of the season, is also nearly halfway to the Arizona freshman record for double-doubles in

a season at 12 held by Al Fleming (1972-73) and Michael Wright (1998-99).

BEST OF THE BEST UNDER 50

Arizona head coach Sean Miller is coaching in his ninth season at the helm of the program in Tucson and in his 14th year
as a college head coach at the age of 49. His 342 career victories as a head coach makes him the second-winningest active
coach in NCAA Division | under the age of 50.

ONE OF THE WINNINGEST PROGRAMS OVER THE LAST FOUR YEARS

With the 2017-18 season officially underway, Arizona has solidified itself as one of the winningest programs in the nation
in the past four seasons. Arizona, Villanova and Kentucky have jockeyed for the title of winningest program in the nation
during this four-year span.

It’s just part of the winning culture instilled on the Arizona Basketball program since the arrival of head coach Sean Miller.
In Miller’s eight seasons in Tucson, UA has averaged 27.5 wins per season. Since the start of the 2010-11 season, the
Wildcats have a 207-54 (.793) record, both the most wins and best winning percentage in the Pac-12 in that span.

A LOT OF WINNING

Fourth-year seniors Parker Jackson-Cartwright and Dusan Ristic are playing in their final seasons in Tucson with impressive
career marks and pathways to become two of the all-time winningest players in program history. Following the Battle 4
Atlantis, Jackson-Cartwright has played in 106 games through his first three-plus seasons, posting a record of 87-19 (.821)
in those appearances. Ristic has appeared in 113 games in his UA career with a mark of 92-21 (.814). The two seniors are
on pace to climb up the all-time wins record at Arizona, which is currently held by Kaleb Tarczewski and Matt Muehlebach
at 110 wins in a career.

ARIZONA ADDS A FUTURE PAIR OF WILDCATS

The University of Arizona Basketball program and head coach Sean Miller have added a pair of commitments to its
recruiting class during the fall signing period. Guard Brandon Williams from and forward Shareef O'Neal with both join
UA's 2018 recruiting class from Southern California. Williams and O’Neal will play their senior season of their prep careers
before joining the Wildcats next season as freshmen.

Brandon Williams - 6-foot-2-inch 185 pounds - Guard - Encino, Calif.

. Evaluated as a five star recruit at the time of his commitment

. Widely-considered one of the top point guard prospects nationally for the 2018 class

Coach Miller on Brandon: “Brandon did not sustain an injury, and that’s important to note. He had some genetic issue with his
leg that he was able to get fixed. To his family’s credit, they were able to do it in time, but he missed a lot of action. He wasn’t on
the circuit this spring and summer. If he would've been, | believe he would've been a McDonald’s All-American guard. What we
love the most about him is that he can score and be a playmaker. He can score off the dribble, he’s physically strong and he can
shoot the three-point shot. The way the game is changing, you can put different guards out there at the same time and Brandon
can play with anybody. We are looking at him to have an immediate impact. We are thrilled to have him. He also plays for a great
high school coach, in a high school program that has produced some very good guards recently that have gone to college and
have had success.”

Shareef O’Neal - 6-foot-9-inch 215 pounds - Forward - Los Angeles, Calif.

. Rated as a 5-star prospect, top-3 recruit in California and 24th overall by ESPN

. Son of NBA legend Shaquille O'Neal

Coach Miller on Shareef: “Shareef O’'Neal, because he is Shaquille’s son, we almost want to compare the two but they are very
different. Shareef is a versatile forward and wing player. He is very skilled and can shoot the three-point shot. | believe as he
continues to develop, he'll be able to go inside and outside and for those who follow our program, it's that type of hybrid forward
that thrives. | believe he will do those same things. Both are excellent kids and they know each other, which is awesome. It's
exciting for all of us. It's exciting to have both those guys in our future.”

BOUNCING BACK

Arizona has an impressive mark of 43-11 (.796) in games following a loss during the Sean Miller era of 2009 to present. That
record moves to 11-3 (.786) in games following consecutive losses.

TRIER’S AWARD-WINNING START TO THE YEAR

Arizona junior Allonzo Trier has been named the Pac-12 Conference Player of the Week for the first week of the college
basketball season. Trier averaged 31.0 points, 4.5 rebounds and 3.0 assists per game in a pair of wins for the Wildcats. The
Seattle native scored his points with efficiency as he shot 64.5 percent from the field, 50.0 percent from beyond the arc and
83.3 percent from the free throw line for the week.

Trier opened the 2017-18 season with a bang, setting a new career high in scoring with 32 points in a 101-67 win versus
Northern Arizona. His 32 points were the most scored by a Wildcat on opening night in four decades and the third most
ever in program history in a season opener. The junior followed up his career night with 30 points in his team’s 25-point
handling of UMBC. Furthermore, Trier is one of only two players in the NCAA to score 30 or more points in two games over
the opening weekend. California’s Don Coleman was the only other player with back-to-back 30-point games in the first
two games of the season last weekend.

By scoring 30 or more points in consecutive games, Trier becomes the eighth Wildcat with back-to-back 30-point games
and the first since Jerryd Bayless during the 2007-08 season. He also became the second player in program history with a
pair of 30-point games in the first two games of the season, joining Michael Dickerson in 1996-97.

1.25 BILLION AND COUNTING IN NBA CONTRACTS

Former Wildcats continue their storied NBA careers after eclipsing the $1 billion mark in NBA contracts signed prior to
the 2013-14 season. Sean Miller era Cats have now inked $129 million in NBA contracts since his arrival in Tucson prior to
the 2009-10 season. Arizona also boasts six former players who have each earned in excess of $100 million in NBA deals,
including Gilbert Arenas, Mike Bibby, Andre Iguodala, Richard Jefferson, Damon Stoudamire and Jason Terry. Arizona
products have signed for over $62 million in NBA contracts for the 2017-18 season alone.

HONORS AND ACCOLADES

Arizona’s individual accolades came in waves during the preseason with Allonzo Trier being named a Preseason All-
American by ESPN, AP, Sports lllustrated and Sporting News while Deandre Ayton earned a spot on Preseason All-America
teams by ESPN and Sporting News as a freshman. The Trier-Ayton duo was also named to prestigious watch lists for the
Oscar Robertson Trophy, John R. Wooden Award and the Naismith Trophy.

Rawle Alkins, although injured, also joined Ayton and Trier on the John R. Wooden Award and Naismith Trophy watch lists.

Alkins, Ayton and Trier were joined by Dusan Ristic on positional season watch lists, nominated by the Naismith Memorial
Basketball Hall of Fame. Alkins earned the nod as a small forward (Julius Erving Award), Ayton as a power forward (Karl
Malone Award), Ristic as a center (Kareem Abdul-Jabbar Award) and Trier as a shooting guard (Jerry West Award).

ARIZONA IN THE LAST SEVEN SEASONS

While Sean Miller and Co. arrived in Tucson for the 2009-10 season, the 2010-11 campaign effectively marks the beginning
of the Miller Era. Six years ago, the Wildcats claimed their first conference championship under Miller and made a run to
the Elite Eight that ended at the hands of eventual national champion Connecticut.

ANOTHER CHAPTER OF ARIZONA IN THE NBA DRAFT

The 2017 NBA Draft saw both Lauri Markkanen and Kadeem Allen hear their names called. Markkanen, the freshman
forward, was selected with the seventh overall pick by the Minnesota Timberwolves before being traded to the Chicago
Bulls. The Finland native became the fourth top ten NBA draft pick during the Sean Miller era (2009 to present). He also
advanced another impressive NBA Draft stat. 12 of the last 15 former Wildcats selected in the first round have gone in the
lottery. Kadeem Allen was the 53rd overall selection of the Boston Celtics. He, teamed with Markkanen, give the Arizona
program a total of 71 NBA Draft picks.

COMING OFF LAST YEAR

The Arizona Wildcats enter the 2017-18 season following a 32-5 season one year ago. It was the seventh season of 30 or
more wins in program history and the fourth under head coach Sean Miller. UA is the defending Pac-12 regular season
and tournament champions after splitting the season title with Oregon with an impressive 16-2 record in league play and
defeating a pair of top-5 ranked teams in back-to-back nights en route to the tournament crown. Arizona participated in
its 32nd NCAA Tournament in program history while advancing the program’s NCAA record under Miller to 13-6 (.684) and
its 18th Sweet 16 appearance in program history.

MCKALE CENTER DOING WHAT IT ALWAYS DOES

With a conference-leading average home crowd of 14,410, Arizona and its beloved McKale Center have now led the
Pac-12 in attendance for 33 consecutive seasons. UA's average home crowd was nearly 2,000 people larger than second
place Utah a year ago. The 14,410 average for the 2016-17 season ranked 15th nationally and accounted for 98.4 percent
capacity for the season.
