Tommy Lloyd is in his third season as the head coach 
at Arizona after he was named head coach April 14, 
2021, after serving as an assistant coach at Gonzaga the 
previous 22 seasons. Since he took over in Tucson, Lloyd 
and the Wildcats have brought a fast, fun and energetic 
style of play to the McKale Center, consistently ranking 
among the national leaders in scoring as assists.  
 
His head coaching career has gotten off to a record-
breaking start, compiling a 61-11 record through his first 
two years to set a new NCAA record for most wins by a 
coach in their first two seasons. 
 
Lloyd is also the first power conference coach to win 
his conference tournament in his first two seasons after 
capturing the 2022 and 2023 Pac-12 Tournament titles 
in Las Vegas.  
 
Year two for Lloyd in Tucson continued to add to the 
history and tradition of Arizona Basketball, as the 
Wildcats went 28-7 on the year and finished eighth in 
the final Associated Press poll of the season and No. 17 
in the coaches poll. The Wildcats earned a No. 2 seed 
in the NCAA Tournament after being pegged as a No. 
1 seed the previous season, marking the first time since 
2014 and 2015 that Arizona secured a top two seed in 
back-to-back NCAA Tournaments.  
 
As a team, Arizona finished the 2022-23 season second 

in the country in assists per game (18.9) and sixth 
in scoring (81.9). Individually, Azuolas Tubelis was a 
consensus Second Team All-American and a first team 
all-conference honoree. He became the seventh player 
in Pac-12 history to lead the conference in scoring (19.8) 
and rebounding (9.1) in the same season. 
 
Oumar Ballo was also a first team All Pac-12 honoree 
after finishing second in the conference in rebounding 
and third in field goal percentage and earning MVP 
of Maui Invitational. Courtney Ramey earned Pac-12 
honorable mention and Kylan Boswell was on the Pac-12 
honorable mention all-freshman team.  
 
In his first season as a head coach in 2021-22, he was 
named National Coach of the Year by the NABC, USBWA 
and the Associated Press, becoming the first Arizona 
men’s basketball head coach to win any of those awards. 
He led Arizona to a 33-4 overall record and a 18-2 mark 
in Pac-12 play to claim the conference’s regular season 
title by three games over UCLA. The Kelso, Washington 
native set the Pac-12 record for most wins in his first 
season as head coach and the Wildcats became the first 
Pac-12 team to ever win 18 regular season conference 
games. The 33 wins are the second-most in NCAA 
history for a head coach in his first-ever season as a head 
coach, falling one short of UNC’s Bill Guthridge mark of 
34 in 1998.  
 
Under his guidance in 2021-22, sophomore Bennedict 
Mathurin was named a consensus All-American as well 
as the Pac-12 Player of the Year and Most Outstanding 
Player of the Pac-12 Tournament, as he scored 655 points 
on the season, the ninth-most in Arizona history. Junior 
center Christian Koloko was named Pac-12 Defensive 
Player of the Year in addition to Pac-12 Most Improved 
Player of the Year and tied the Arizona single-season 
record for blocked shots (102) while also increasing his 
scoring output from 5.3 points per game as a sophomore 
to 12.6 as a junior and shooting 63.5% from the floor. 
Sophomore forward Azuolas Tubelis averaged 13.9 
points per game and was named First Team All Pac-12 
while Dalen Terry was honorable mention all-conference 
and ranked 12th nationally with a 2.84 assist-to-turnover 
ratio. Rounding out the award winners from the season 
was sophomore Pelle Larsson, who shot 47.8% from the 
floor and averaged 7.2 points and 3.4 rebounds to earn 
Pac-12 Sixth Man of the Year accolades.  
 

As a team in 2021-22, Arizona led the country and set a 
new Arizona single-season record with 726 assists. The 
Wildcats also set a new program record with 210 blocked 
shots, a total that ranked second nationally. The fast-
paced offensive attack led to Arizona averaging 84.0 
points per game - third nationally - and the most by an 
Arizona team since 2003-04. 
 
The Wildcats were also champions in the classroom 
during Lloyd’s first season, recording a then-record 
setting 3.04 team GPA in the Fall 2021 semester with four 
players posting a perfect 4.0 GPA. Then in the Spring 
2022 semester, the team GPA improved to an all-time 
program best 3.14 with eight players posting a 3.5 or 
higher GPA. Arizona also earned NABC Team Academic 
Excellence award in 2021-22 for having a team GPA of 
3.00 or higher, marking the first time that Wildcats had 
received the honor since the award began in 2012-13 
season. 
  
Lloyd, who will turn 49 during the 2023-24 season, 
served as an administrative assistant at Gonzaga for Few 
during the 2000-01 season before being promoted to 
assistant coach prior to the 2001-02 season. In his 20 
seasons in Spokane, the Zags posted a record of 578-
109 (.841) and reached the NCAA Tournament every year, 
going as far as the title game twice, the Elite Eight twice 
and the Sweet 16 four times. Gonzaga was also ranked 
No. 1 in the country for the first time in program history in 
2012-13 and then again ascended to the top spot in 2016-
17, 2018-19, 2019-20 and 2020-21. 
  
During his tenure, Lloyd and the Zags won 19 West 
Coast Conference regular season titles and 15 WCC 
Tournament championships with the help of 87 all-WCC 
honorees, including nine newcomers of the year and six 
defenders of the year. 
  
Coach Lloyd was instrumental in the Zags signing and 
developing NBA players, including two-time NBA All-Star 
Domantas Sabonis, Rui Hachimura, Kelly Olynyk, Zach 
Collins, Adam Morrison, Brandon Clarke, Kyle Wiltjer, 
Austin Daye, Robert Sacre, Ronny Turiaf, Jeremy Pargo 
and Elias Harris. 
  
Lloyd has used his knowledge of the European game 
to help Gonzaga players earn professional contracts 
overseas while also helping to cultivate recruiting 
relationships that have led to the signing of international

players such as Martynas Arlauskas (Lithuania), Joel 
Ayayi (France), Oumar Ballo (Mali) and Pavel Zakharov 
(Russia). Also included among his former players are 
Japanese National Team member Hachimura; Polish 
National Team member Przemek Karnowski; Lithuanian 
National Team member Sabonis (the son of Naismith 
Hall of Famer Arvydas Sabonis); Canadians Kevin 
Pangos, Olynyk and Sacre; Germans Harris and Mathis 
Mönninghoff; JP Baptista of Brazil; Frenchmen Turiaf, 
Killian Tillie and Mathis Keita; Filip Petrusev of Serbia; 
Guy Landry Edi of the Ivory Coast; and Addullahi Kuso 
of Nigeria. 
  
The Zags have had one of the most potent offenses in 
the nation over the last 20 years, joining North Carolina 
and Duke as the only three schools in the country to 
average more than 80 points per game. Gonzaga also 
led the country in overall field goal percentage (49.6%) 
and three-point field goal percentage (37.9%) in that 
span. 
  
A 1993 graduate of Kelso High School in Washington, 
Lloyd went on to attend Walla Walla Community College 
for two seasons and was an All-Northwest Athletic 
Association of Community Colleges All-East Region 
selection in 1995. Following his graduation from WWCC, 
he finished his career at Whitman College, earning his 
degree in biology and a secondary teaching credential. 
He played professionally in Brisbane, Australia in 1997 
and Dusseldorf, Germany in 1999.

Lloyd’s contract at Arizona runs through the 2026-27 
season.

JACK MURPHY

Murphy, who has extensive ties to the Arizona basketball 
program, was named Associate Head Coach prior to 
the 2019-20 season after serving as the head coach at 
Northern Arizona.
 
Murphy has valuable head coaching experience 
after spending seven seasons as the leader of the 
Lumberjack program. He’s also a dynamic recruiter that 
helped Arizona sign a top five recruiting class in 2020 
after he helped Memphis land a top-five recruiting class 
in 2010 as an assistant. Murphy also spent time in the 
NBA with the Denver Nuggets as an advance scout for 
three seasons, following an eight-year stint in Tucson on 
Coach Lute Olson’s staff as a team manager, recruiting 
coordinator, administrative assistant, video coordinator 
and director of operations.

A key component in the recruitment of Azuolas Tubelis, 
Murphy saw the Lithuanian develop into one of the best 
big men in the country at running the floor. He led the 
Pac-12 in scoring and rebounding during his junior year 
(2022-23) to become one of seven players in Pac-12 
history to accomplish that in a single season. As a team 
in 2022-23, Arizona finished 28-7 and won the Pac-12 
Tournament title for the second straight season and 
earned a No. 2 seed in the NCAA Tournament. 

Development is also a strength of Murphy and the 
Wildcats staff, having developed Bennedict Mathurin 
(6th), Dalen Terry (18th) and Christian Koloko (33rd) into 
NBA Draft picks in 2022. The Wildcats won the 2022 Pac-
12 regular season title by going 18-2 in conference play 
and captured the Pac-12 Tournament title in Las Vegas on 
their way to No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tournament. 

Jordan Brown was named the Pac-12’s Most Improved 
Player following the 2020-21 season and James Akinjo 
garnered first team all-conference accolades while 
ranking near the top of the conference in assists. 
 

The 2019-20 season saw Murphy help the Wildcats to 
21 wins and Zeke Nnaji claim Pac-12 Freshman of the 
Year Honors. Another freshman, Nico Mannion, earned 
second team all-conference accolades and those 
two along with Josh Green were the highest scoring 
freshman trio in the country and the best by a Pac-12 trio 
since 2012-13.
  
Murphy began his basketball career with some of Olson’s 
most successful teams in Tucson. In his eight years with 
the program, the Wildcats went 199-66 (a .751 winning 
percentage), won three Pac-10 Championships, one 
conference tournament, made eight NCAA tournament 
appearances, while making two Elite Eight appearances 
and a Final Four appearance.
 
In Tucson, Murphy has worked with future NBA players 
Luke Walton, Richard Jefferson, Andre Iguodala, Mike 
Bibby, Miles Simon, Michael Dickerson, Jason Terry, 
Gilbert Arenas, Michael Wright, Channing Frye and 
Hassan Adams. He left a memorable impact on the 
players he worked with, many of who still remain close 
with him today.
 
Following his first stint in Tucson, Murphy spent three 
years with the Denver Nuggets, working for coach 
George Karl, who is one of nine NBA coaches with at 
least 1,000 career wins. Murphy worked with NBA All-
Stars Allen Iverson, Chauncey Billups and Carmelo 
Anthony, while with Denver and had a strong influence 
on the Nuggets success. Denver averaged nearly 50 
wins a season during Murphy’s time with the organization 
and made the postseason in each of his three seasons.
  
While at Memphis, Murphy was known as a relentless 
recruiter, who helped the Tigers secure four players 
ranked in the nation’s Top 100 and two McDonald’s All-
Americans in the 2010 recruiting class alone. The class 
was ranked No. 2 by Rivals.com and Scout.com. He then 
went on to land three more Top 100 players and two 
more McDonald’s All-Americans. The Tigers went 75-29 
in Murphy’s three seasons with three 20-win seasons.
  
Murphy, who earned both his bachelor’s and master’s 
degrees from Arizona, along with his wife, Michelle, have 
twin daughters, Emma and Isabella, and a son, Dylan.

STEVE ROBINSON
ASSISTANT COACH
THIRD SEASON
RADFORD ‘81

Steve Robinson was named an assistant coach at 
Arizona on Sept. 2, 2021 and the 2023-24 season will 
mark his third season at Arizona and 41st year at the 
Division I level.

In his 40 seasons as a head coach or assistant coach at 
the Division I level, he has been to the NCAA Tournament 
29 times. He’s won three national championships in 
eight Final Four appearance and claimed 17 conference 
regular season titles in addition to eight conference 
tournament crowns, including both regular season and 
conference tournament titles in 2022 and the Pac-12 
tournament crown in 2023 with the Wildcats.

Robinson’s second year in Tucson saw Arizona post a 
28-7 overall record and earn a No. 2 seed in the NCAA 
Tournament. Junior forward Azuolas Tubelis was a 
consensus Second Team All-American and became one 
of seven players in Pac-12 history to lead the conference 
in scoring and rebounding in the same season. The 
Wildcats won the Maui Invitatinional and Oumar Ballo 
was crowned MVP of the three-day event. 

He played a part in mentoring three top 33 NBA Draft 
Picks in 2022, increasing his career total of NBA players 
coached to 57. He was also influential in helping first-
year head coach Tommy Lloyd to a 33-4 overall record, 
the second-most wins by a first time head coach in NCAA 
history.
 
On four occasions during his time with the Tar Heels, 

Robinson was named one of the top-25 recruiters in 
college basketball and one of the top five high-major 
assistant coaches in college basketball.
 
Robinson served as Williams’ top assistant coach 
with the Tar Heels, where he was heavily involved in 
recruiting, scout and in-game strategy while working 
with the perimeter players. He counts Harrison Barnes, 
Danny Green, Marvin Williams, Brendan Wright and Paul 
Pierce as recruits that he helped bring to Chapel Hill and 
Lawrence.
 
He helped mentor Raymond Felton, Ty Lawson and 
Kendall Marshall, all of whom won the Cousy Award for 
the top point guard in the country in addition to 2017 
Final Four MVP Joel Berry II.
 
Robinson got his start in coaching as an assistant coach 
at Radford, his alma mater, for three seasons (1984-86) 
and then two seasons (1986-88) at Cornell. Prior to the 
1988-89 season, he was named an assistant coach at 
Kansas under Roy Williams, a position he would hold for 
seven seasons before being named the head coach at 
Tulsa.
 
In his two seasons with the Golden Hurricanes, he went 
46-18, won a conference championship in his first season 
and made two NCAA Tournament appearances.

Following the two years at Tulsa, he was named head 
coach at Florida State and led the Seminoles for five 
seasons (1997-2002). His overall record as a head coach 
is 110-104 in seven seasons.
 
He returned to Kansas as Williams’ assistant in 2002-
03 before Williams was named the head coach at North 
Carolina prior to the 2003-04 season and brought 
Robinson along with him to Chapel Hill.
 
The Roanoke, Virginia native was inducted into the A 
Step Up Assistant Coach Hall of Fame in 2019, the same 
Hall of Fame that current Arizona head coach Tommy 
Lloyd was inducted into in May 2021.
 
A graduate of William Fleming High School in Roanoke, 
he went on to play two seasons at Ferrum Junior College. 
He continued his collegiate career at Radford, where he 
was the team captain in 1979 and 1980 before earning 
his bachelor’s degree in Health and Physical Education 
in 1981. He received his master’s degree in counseling 
from Radford in 1985.
 
Robinson has since been inducted into the Hall of Fame 
at William Fleming High School, Ferrum Junior College 
and Radford University.
 
Along with his wife, Lisa, they have four children – 
daughters Shauna and Kiaya and sons Tarron and 
Denzel. Tarron and his wife, Kathryn, have a daughter, 
Chloe, and a son, Cole. Denzel played two seasons for 
the Tar Heels before graduating in 2014. 

RICCARDO FOIS
ASSISTANT COACH
THIRD SEASON
PEPPERDINE ‘08, ‘14

Riccardo Fois is in his third season at Arizona after 
joining the staff in September 2021.

He spent part of the summer in 2023 as an assistant 
coach for the Italian national team at the 2023 FIBA 
World Cup in the Philipines.

His role in player development continued to shine in his 
second year at Arizona, helping Azuolas Tubelis lead 
the Pac-12 in scoring and rebounding and become a 
consensus Second Team All-American. His work with 
Oumar Ballo shined bright at the 2022 Maui Invitational, 
where Ballo claimed MVP honors and would go on to 
earn First Team All Pac-12 honors. 
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In year one with the Wildcats in 2021-22, he played a 
large role in the development of three NBA Draft picks - 
Bennedict Mathurin (6th), Dalen Terry (18th) and Christian 
Koloko (33rd). He helped Azuolas Tubelis earn First 
Team All Pac-12 Honors as a sophomore after earning 
honorable mention status in 2021 and Pelle Larsson was 
named the Pac-12 Sixth Man of the Year.

In the summer of 2022, he was the only NCAA assistant 
coach to be on the coaching staff at FIBA EuroBasket 
2022, serving as an assistant coach for Italy as they 
advanced all the way to the quarterfinals. He was also 
an assistant coach for the Italian national team at FIBA 
EuroBasket 2017, coaching alongside legendary Italian 
coach Ettore Messina. He was the video coordinator for 
the 2015 USA Basketball Pan-American Games team, 
coached by Gonzaga head coach Mark Few, that won a 
bronze medal in Toronto.

Over the last two seasons, Fois (Pronounced “FOYCE”) 
has played a role in Suns’ ascent in the NBA’s Western 
Conference. After narrowly missing the playoffs in 2020, 
Phoenix got off to its best start to a season since 2014 
and positioned itself as one of the top seeds in the West 
in 2021 behind the development of former Wildcat and 
No. 1 overall NBA Draft Pick Deandre Ayton, All-Star 
Devin Booker and Mikal Bridges.
 
Prior to joining the Suns staff, spent five seasons working 
with Lloyd in a variety of roles on the coaching staff at 
Gonzaga. As the director of analytics with the Zags, he 
handled video breakdown and exchange while also 
providing player analytics and assisting the coaching 
staff on a day-to-day basis.
 
Gonzaga advanced to the second weekend of the NCAA 
Tournament in each of his five seasons in Spokane, 
highlighted by a run to the national championship game, 
which was played in Phoenix, during the 2017 season.
 
Prior to joining the staff at Gonzaga, Fois played 
professionally in Serie B Basket in Italy from 2009-12 
and was a member of Italy’s U16 team that played in the 
FIBA European U16 Championship in Madrid in 2003. 
As a member of the Italian junior national team program 
from 2004-08, he was teammates with Danilo Gallinari 
and Gigi Datome.
 
A native of Olbia, Italy, Fois first arrived in the United 
States to play basketball at Pepperdine for the 2007-08 
season and earned his bachelor’s degree in Integrated 
Marketing Communication. He returned to the Waves as 
a graduate assistant (2012-14) and picked up his master’s 
in business administration. 

T.J. BENSON
SPECIAL ASSISTANT TO THE HEAD

THIRD SEASON
WEBER STATE ‘09

Benson, a native of Tempe, Ariz., is in his second 
season at Arizona in 2023-24. He assists with recruiting 
efforts and scheduling as well as some aspects of the 
preparation of scouting reports during the season.

He came to Tucson after serving as the Coordinator 
of Basketball Administration at Gonzaga for the 2020-
21 season. At Gonzaga, Benson was responsible for 
non-conference game scheduling and streamlining the 
day-to-day operations of the program. He assisted with 
scouting, recruiting activities and the development of All-
Americans, Joel Ayayi, Jalen Suggs and Drew Timme. 
 
Prior to that, he spent seven seasons with the men’s 
basketball program at Grand Canyon University, serving 
as an assistant coach and director of operations. As an 
assistant with the Lopes, Benson helped recruit the two 
highest rated recruits in program history – Tim Finke and 
Jovan Blacksher Jr. As GCU transitioned to Division I, 
they won 81 games in their first four years, the most ever 

by a D1 transition team. Benson played a large part in 
the development of 13 All-Conference players, many of 
whom played or are currently playing professionally. Prior 
to his time at GCU, Benson was the assistant director of 
basketball operations at Boise State in 2011-12.
 
As a student-athlete, Benson played at Weber State 
and Grand Canyon. At Weber State, he played in the 
2007 NCAA Tournament and 2009 NIT before moving 
on to GCU and being named Second Team Pacific 
West Conference in 2009-10. Benson also played 
professionally in Brazil during the 2010-11 season, guiding 
Tijuca Tenis Clube to the Brazil Super Cup championship.
 
He earned his undergraduate degree in Business 
Administration from Weber State in 2009 and a master’s 
degree from GCU in Marketing. He attended Corona del 
Sol High School in Tempe, Arizona. 

JUSTIN KOKOSKIE

Renowned as one of the top in his profession, Justin 
Kokoskie is in his 21st season as the Wildcats’ athletic 
trainer in 2023-24. He is involved in the prevention and 
treatment of players’ injuries, and also educated student-
athletes in an effort to keep them healthy and on the 
court.

Two-time NBA champion Luke Walton refers to Kokoskie 
as “the best basketball athletic trainer on any level,” 
while former Wildcat All-American and current NBA 
standout Jerryd Bayless calls him “a great trainer and an 
even better person.”

In the summer of 2015, Kokoskie won an international 
gold medal as the athletic trainer for the U.S. Men’s U19 
National Team at the FIBA U19 World Championship in 
Crete, Greece. That USA Basketball squad was led by 
former Arizona head coach Sean Miller and featured UA 
guard Allonzo Trier.

In addition to his basketball duties, Kokoskie serves as 
head athletic trainer for Arizona’s nationally-renowned 
men’s and women’s golf programs. Prior to joining the 
men’s basketball program in 2002, he spent the previous 
two years at Arizona as the athletic trainer for football 
and women’s soccer. Kokoskie also serves as an adjunct 
professor at UA, teaching an undergraduate course on 
sports medicine.

In his spare time, Kokoskie serves as the personal caddie 
for his friend, former UA All-American and former Arizona 
assistant men’s golf coach Chris Nallen. A former college 
golfer himself, Kokoskie was on the bag when Nallen 
won his first professional tournament, the Nationwide 
Tour’s Gila River Classic, in 2004.

Kokoskie graduated from the University of Pittsburgh in 
2000 with a bachelor’s degree in sports medicine. He 
earned his Master’s in education from Arizona in 2002 
and is currently completing work on his Ph.D.

Kokoskie is married to the former Laura (Katie) Fischer. 
The couple have three children; one son Jackson, and 
two daughters, Gianna and Lucy.

CHRIS ROUNDS
ASSOCIATE HEAD DIRECTOR OF 
PERFORMANCE ENHANCEMENT
15TH SEASON
BUFFALO ‘97
KENTUCKY ‘00

The 2023-24 season represents his 14th year as 
a member of the UA staff, Chris Rounds is directly 
responsible for the strength and conditioning efforts of 
the Arizona men’s basketball program.

Rounds’ efforts in the weight room have paid big 
dividends for the student-athletes within the program 
in terms of significant gains in strength, agility and 
conditioning. With the Cole and Jeannie Davis Strength 
& Conditioning Center – a state-of-the-art basketball-
specific facility housed within the Richard Jefferson 
Gymnasium – at his disposal, Rounds has been able to 
implement a vision that has positioned the Wildcats for 
long-term success.

Rounds has constructed a program that has seen five 
former players rank in the top four in 185-pound bench 
press reps at the NBA Draft Combine. In 2011, Derrick 
Williams led all NBA hopefuls with 19 repetitions and 
2020 Pac-12 Freshman of the Year Zeke Nnaji developed 
the ability to do 19 reps unofficially during his freshman 
season in Tucson.

The testing at the 2014 NBA Draft Combine was a 
testament to Rounds’ efforts with the UA program, as 
Aaron Gordon led the entire field in the shuttle run and 
posted the third-highest max vertical in the history of the 
combine for a player in the PF/C group (39.0 inches). 
Nick Johnson also stood out at the combine in 2014, 
placing third among all players in the max vertical (41.5) 
and fourth overall in the standing vertical (33.5).

At the 2015 NBA Draft Combine, former Arizona forward 
and Rounds protégé Rondae Hollis-Jefferson stole 
the show in the agility drills, finishing second in the 
entire combine field in the three-quarter court sprint 
(3.12 seconds). Hollis-Jefferson also ranked third at the 
combine in the lane agility with a time of 10.51 seconds.

Prior to arriving in Tucson, Rounds served as head 
strength and conditioning coach at Xavier for five years 
(2004-09), overseeing each of its 16 Division I sports. 
His efforts with the XU men’s basketball program paid 
off in the fact that that former Musketeers were routinely 
judged to be among the strongest players at NBA pre-
draft camps.

Rounds spent four years (2000-04) as the strength and 
conditioning coach at Loyola Marymount. While at LMU, 
he directed the fitness of 17 varsity teams. Rounds opened 
eyes at LMU with the vast improvement in strength and 
conditioning for the men’s basketball program.

Prior to his time at Loyola Marymount, Rounds was an 
assistant strength coach at the University of Kentucky 
from 1997-2000. In three years in Lexington, his main 
responsibilities were the men’s and women’s basketball 
programs, as well as tennis and golf. He was part UK’s 
1998 men’s basketball national championship team.

Rounds received his bachelor’s degree in exercise 
science from the University at Buffalo in 1997, and has 
been a certified Strength and Conditioning Specialist 
(CSCS) by the National Strength and Conditioning 
Association since that time. He earned his Master’s 
degree in exercise science from Kentucky in 2000.

Rounds and his wife, Anne, have two daughters, 
Samantha and Alexandra.
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JASON GARDNER
DIRECTOR OF PLAYER RELATIONS
THIRD SEASON
ARIZONA ‘11

Jason Gardner is in his third season at his alma mater 
after being named Director of Player Relations in August 
2021. 

Before returning to Tucson, Gardner was the head 
boys basketball coach at North Central High School 
in Indianapolis, Indiana during the 2020-21 season. 
During his high school playing career at North Central, 
Gardner won a state title, was named the 1999 IndyStar 
Mr. Basketball and earned McDonald’s and Parade All-
American honors.

Prior to coaching at North Central High School, he 
was the head coach at IUPUI for five seasons (2014-
19), guiding the Jaguars to their third-ever postseason 
appearance in 2018-19. Gardner ranks third in IUPUI 
history for wins and was a finalist for the 2019 Ben Jobe 
National Coach of the Year award, which is presented 
annually to the top Division I minority coach.

Before being named the head coach at IUPUI, Gardner 
was an assistant coach for former Arizona teammate 
Josh Paster at the University of Memphis for one season 
(2013-14). He was also an assistant coach for Porter 
Moser at Loyola Chicago for two seasons (2011-13).

Following his four-year standout career at Arizona, he 
played professionally overseas for eight seasons. He 
was named MVP of the German Basketball Bundesliga 
in 2009 and was a two-time all-star in the Bundesliga.

As a player at Arizona, Gardner was a 4-time All-
American, the 2003 National Player of the Year and is 
one of six former Arizona men’s basketball players to 
have his number recognized inside the McKale Center.
 
In addition to the accolades already mentioned, 
Gardner’s decorated career at UA saw him earn the 
Senior CLASS Award and he finished his career as one 
of four players in Pac-10 history to have 1,500 points, 500 
assists and 200 steals. He helped the Wildcats win two 
Pac-10 regular season titles and one Pac-10 Tournament 
crown, make four NCAA Tournament appearances 
– including a national runner-up finish in 2001. As a 
freshman in 1999-2000, Gardner averaged 12.6 points, 
4.8 assists, 3.7 rebounds and 1.6 steals on his way to 
being named consensus National Freshman of the Year.
 
Gardner’s name is still all over the statistical records at 
Arizona, currently ranking third in career scoring (1,984), 
second in three-point field goals made (318), second 
in free throws made (516), third in free throw attempts 
(663), fourth in assists (622), third in steals (225), fourth 
in games played (136), first in games started (135), first 
in minutes played (4,825) and fifth in career wins (107).

Gardner earned his undergraduate degree in Disciplinary 
Studies from Arizona in 2011.

Bakamus joined the Wildcats as the Director of Player 
Development prior to the 2021-22 season. He played 
a role in the development of 2022 NBA Draft picks 
Bennedict Mathurin and Dalen Terry during his first year 
as a Wildcat.

Before arriving in Tucson, Bakamus was a graduate 
assistant at Baylor University under head coach Scott 
Drew, and helped the Bears to the 2021 national 
championship. He assisted in the development of Baylor 
guards Davion Mitchell, MaCio Teague, Jared Butler, 
Adam Flagler and LJ Cryer.

A native of Longview, Washington, Bakamus was a walk-
on at Gonzaga for five seasons (2012-17), playing a role 
in 161 wins, five WCC championships and five NCAA

He spent the previous five seasons as part of the 
Gonzaga University men’s basketball program, serving 
as a graduate assistant for two seasons (2016-18) and 
video coordinator for three years (2018-21). Prior that, he 
was a student manager and graduate assistant for Dan 
Monson at Long Beach State University from 2011-16.

The NCAA’s all-time leader in wins, Przemek Karnowski 
(pronounced ‘SHEM-ick CAR-now-SKI’), joined the 
Arizona men’s basketball staff as a graduate assistant 
in January 2023. Karnowski played five seasons at 
Gonzaga University, from 2012-17, while Arizona head 
coach Tommy Lloyd was an assistant coach with the 
Zags.
 
While he had to overcome injuries during his career 
at Gonzaga, the Zags were 137-15 in games that he 
played, the most wins of any NCAA Division I player 
college basketball history. In 2017, Karnowski was named 
the Kareem Abdul-Jabbar Center of the Year award 
winner after leading Gonzaga to a 37-2 record and an 
appearance in the national title game against North 
Carolina.
 
For his career, Karnowski averaged 9.8 points, 5.4 
rebounds, 1.1 assists and shot 59.5% from the field. His 
1,495 career points scored rank 15th in Gonzaga history 
while his 152 blocks are second and his career field goal 
percentage is sixth.
 
The native of Torun, Poland, Karnowski has experience 
playing with the Polish national team dating back to 2013 
Eurobasket in Slovenia. Following his career at Gonzaga, 
he played professionally for Andorra in Spain, Twarde 
Pierniki Torun and Stelmet Zielona Gora of the Polish 
Basketball League, the highest league in Poland.
 
Karnowski earned his undergraduate degree from 
Gonzaga in 2016 and is currently pursuing a master’s 
degree in Marketing at Arizona.

Ben Lathwell joined the Arizona program in August

The University of Arizona has become a fixture in the men’s college basketball rankings. Over the last 34 seasons, the Wildcats have been ranked in the nation’s top 25 in 512 of 669 Associated Press polls released 
in that span (76.5 percent), the fifth-best percentage in the country.  In fact, the Wildcats’ string of 312 consecutive regular-season appearances in that span (Nov. 30, 1987-Dec. 12, 2005) is an AP poll record.

Until being left out of the 2001-02 preseason poll,  Arizona had been ranked in the polls for six straight seasons, covering 109 consecutive ranking periods, dating back to Nov. 20, 1996. 

Arizona’s record in the coaches’ poll is almost as impressive. Since the March 5, 1990 poll near the end of the 1989-90 campaign, the Wildcats have been ranked in 467 of 597 polls (78.2 percent). The only breaks 
in that streak prior to 2005-06 were the 2001-02 preseason and the 2003-04 final poll.

Arizona has been the No. 1 team in the country for 38 different polling periods, with the last coming on a program-record eight-consecutive occasions in the 2013-14 season. The team’s initial climb to No. 1 came 
Dec. 21, 1987 and also happened during the 1988-89, 1990-91, 1996-97, 1997-98 and 2000-01 seasons.

The Wildcats’ four-year streak ranked in the AP Top 25 reached 100 weeks during the 2017-18 season, which was the second-longest such streak in the nation behind only Kansas.
