eligibility 

New Student-Athlete Eligibility

- To be eligible, all student-athletes must complete all required NCAA Division III forms through Front Rush.
An e-mail will be sent to all student-athletes from Ben Andrews - Associate AD/Compliance.
- Student-athletes must also complete all required forms with Asbury Athletics’ Sports Medicine staff.
-  Final High School or University (for transfers) transcripts must be received by Asbury University
-  A NCAA historical questionnaire must be completed by each new athlete.

The Office of Registrar completes all academic eligibility checks at the beginning of each semester.

Returning Student-Athlete Eligibility:

1) Cannot be on Academic and/or Chapel Probation
2) Must maintain good academic standing
3) Must earn a total of 24 credit hours in the previous two terms

Below is a table that shows the GPA requirement for eligibility with the corresponding credit hours 
attempted: Please note, any credits earned while in high school will be counted towards your total.

athletics appeals committee
If a student-athlete feels that his/her eligibility validates an appeal due to a hardship, an appeal 
may be submitted in writing to the Assistant Athletic Director/Compliance. The appeal will be 
submitted to the Athletics Appeals Committee, a sub-committee of Asbury’s Faculty Athletics 
Advisory Committee. 

Class attendance
Class attendance is expected of every student-athlete.  Allowed unexcused absences are due 
to the discretion of each professor and those guideliness should be strictly followed.  Missing class 
for practice or a non-traditional segment competition is not allowed.

excused class absences for competition
Absences due to competition are excused by the Registrar Office. Each coach will provide 
the student-athletes with an excuse sheet listing the names of the student-athletes and dates/
times of the competitions.  It is the responsibility of the student-athlete to communicate ahead of 
time with the professors when class will be missed.

Discipline of Student-athletes

The purpose of discipline in the life of a 
Christian is to develop a consistent walk with Jesus Christ which draws others toward a relationship 
with Him as well.

HAZING
Hazing is defined as any conduct which subjects another person, whether physically, mentally, 
emotionally, or psychologically, to anything that may endanger, abuse, degrade or intimidate the 
person as a condition of association with a group or organization, regardless of the person’s consent 
or lack of consent.

The Asbury University Athletics Department has a zero-tolerance policy towards hazing. Any activity 
of this nature and allegations brought forward will be thoroughly investigated by the Office of Student 
Development and the Athletics Department. 
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team travel
Student-athletes traveling and competing will be determined by the coaching staff. Coaches will 
determine if athletes who are redshirting or are injured and unable to compete will travel. Students 
that are ineligible are NOT ALLOWED to travel with the team. Student-athletes are allowed to leave 
away competitions with PARENTS/GUARDIANS ONLY with approval of the V.P. for Intercollegiate 
Athletics and the respective head coach. The student-athlete must complete the Student-
Athlete Away Contest Travel Waiver (form is in the athletic offices) and receive departmental 
approval before leaving an away contest without the team. 

Team equipment policy
All uniforms, equipment and gear noted by the coaching staff must be returned to the head coach 
at the end of the season or at any time a student-athlete leaves the team for any reason.  Any 
equipment not returned in a timely manner will be assessed and charged to the student’s account.  
A hold will be placed on the student’s record until the fees are paid or the equipment is returned.

intramural participation
Participation of student-athlete in intramurals will be decided by the coaching staff of each team.  
The decision of the coaching staff is o be respected and adhered to by the student-athletes.  
Injuries that result from activity in intramural participation are not covered by athletic insurance.
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GENERAL ATHLETICs INFORMATION
Name, Image, & Likeness (Nil)
Beginning July 1, 2021, NCAA student-athletes may profit off their name, image, & likeness 
(NIL). Asbury student-athletes interested in any opportunity must see Ben Andrews, Associate 
Athletics Director

SPORTS MEDICINE
The Asbury University Sports Medicine department is here to serve the student-athletes at the 
highest level possible.  All student-athletes are required to complete athletic training paperwork 
and have a one-time sports physical completed, unless noted otherwise.  All required 
paperwork must be completed and filed with the staff o be eligible for any athletically related 
activity.

NCAA division iii Required Forms
To be eligible for any athletically related activity, all student-athletes must complete all 
required NCAA Division III forms prior to the start of the season. All forms, except for the 
International Student-Athlete Eligibility form, will be completed online on the Front Rush platform. 
A link from the Assistant Athletic Director/Compliance will be sent to all student-athletes during the 
summer for forms to be completed.
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student-athlete advisory committee (SAAC)
The Student-Athlete Advisory Committee (SAAC) is a board of student-athletes representing 
each intercollegiate athletic team, as well as cheerleading, Screaming Eagles, and MVP. Its purpose 
is to create a positive culture within the department, teams, and campus community. Through 
outreach, mission trips, and other events, this body will serve as a liaison between the department 
and student-athletes.

Head Soccer Coach/Associate Athletics Director, Ben Andrews and Director of Communication and 
Events, Colton Back,  serve as the Athletic Department advisors for the SAAC.
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transfer policy
Once you have enrolled and/or begin taking classes at Asbury University or any postsecondary 
institution,   representatives from any NAIA/NCAA institution may not initiate contact with you.
A student-athlete participating at an NCAA Division III institution may complete the NCAA Division 
III Self Release form and submit it to the Athletic Director and Head Coach at the NCAA Division III 
institution that he/she wishes to contact. This form is only valid between Division III institutions.

NCAA Division III Self Release Form

If an Asbury student-athlete wishes to transfer to a non NCAA Division III institution, he/she 
must discuss the potential transfer with Ben Andrews, Associate Athletics Director. The necessary 
form can be found on the compliance section of AsburyEagles.com. 

Any questions concerning a possible transfer should be directed to the Associate Athletics 
Director, Ben Andrews.  Failure to follow the proper procedures could affect your eligibility.
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Current Student Athletes 

While you are a student-athlete at Asbury 
University, you are obligated to abide by 
NCAA, conference, and university rules.  The 
compliance officer will conduct an annual 
rules orientation session with each team at 
the beginning of each academic year.  This is 
a mandatory meeting for all NCAA student-
athletes.   To compete as a student-athlete 
at Asbury, you must do your part to stay 
within the NCAA guidelines.  Below are some 
frequently asked questions: 

What are the ethical rules all NCAA student-athletes must abide by, in and out of season? 

You need to remember that participation in athletics is a privilege, not a right.  Unethical conduct 
by a prospective or enrolled student-athlete or a current or former institutional staff member 
may include, but is not limited to, the following: 

a) Refusal to furnish information relevant to an investigation of a possible violation of
an NCAA regulation when requested to do so by the NCAA or the individual’s institution.
b) Knowing involvement in arranging for fraudulent academic credit or false
transcripts for a prospective or an enrolled student-athlete.
c) Knowing involvement in offering or providing a prospective or an enrolled student-
athlete an improper inducement or extra benefit or improper financial aid.
d) Knowingly furnishing the NCAA or the individual’s institution false or misleading
information concerning the individual’s involvement in or knowledge of matters relevant
to a possible violation of an NCAA regulation.
e) Receipt of benefits by an institutional staff member for facilitating or arranging a
meeting between a student-athlete and an agent, financial advisor or a representative of
an agent or advisor (e.g., “runner”); or
f) Knowing involvement in providing a banned substance or impermissible supplement
to student-athletes, or knowingly providing medications to student-athletes contrary to
medical licensure, commonly accepted standards of care in sports practice, or state or
federal law.

A student-athlete who participates in any sports wagering activity, through the Internet, a 
bookmaker, or a parlay card, shall be ineligible for all regular-season and postseason competition 
for a minimum period of one year, this includes Fantasy Leagues.   

TEAMAU NCAA Compliance Corner:
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The use of tobacco products is prohibited by all game personnel (e.g., coaches, trainers, 
managers and game officials) during all practice and competition. 

Bylaw 18.4.1.5 provides that a student-athlete who, as a result of a drug test administered by the 
NCAA, is found to have used a substance on the list of banned drugs shall be declared ineligible 
for further participation in regular-season and post-season competition during the time period up 
to one calendar year after the student-athlete’s positive drug test. 

I was injured during the season; can I apply for a ‘Red Shirt’ or ‘Hardship Waiver’? 

Division III does not have or grant ‘Red Shirt’ years.  You can get a season back if granted a 
medical hardship waiver.  A student-athlete my apply for a hardship waiver, and thereby be 
granted an additional year of eligibility, if the student-athlete had an injury or illness in the first 
half of the traditional season and competed in less than one third of the team’s schedule.   If the 
student-athlete returns to competition after the first half of the traditional season and is re-
injured in the second half of the traditional season, the student-athlete is not eligible for a 
hardship waiver.  To apply for a hardship waiver, the student must submit an application to the 
Compliance Officer.  
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It is my off-season, as an athlete, what am I allowed to do?  What can the coach require me to 
do?  

During the off-season, a student-athlete is NOT required to participate in ‘athletically related 
activities.  It must be strictly voluntary.  According to the NCAA manual, for any athletically 
related activity to be considered “voluntary,” all of the following conditions must be met: 

a) The student-athlete must not be required to report back to a coach or other
athletics department staff member (e.g., strength coach, trainer, manager) any
information related to the activity. In addition, no athletics department staff member
who observes the activity (e.g., strength coach, trainer, manager) may report back to the
student-athlete’s coach any information related to the activity.
b) The activity must be initiated solely by the student-athlete. Neither the institution
nor any athletics department staff member may require the student-athlete to
participate in the activity at any time.
c) The student-athlete’s attendance and participation in the activity (or lack thereof)
may not be recorded for the purposes of reporting such information to coaching staff
members or other student-athletes; and
d) The student-athlete may not be subjected to penalty if he or she elects not to
participate in the activity. In addition, neither the institution nor any athletics department
staff member may provide recognition or incentives (e.g., awards) to a student-athlete
based on his or her attendance or performance in the activity.

The NCAA manual defines ‘athletically related activities’ as the following: 

a) Practice, which is defined as any meeting, activity or instruction involving sports-related
information and having an athletics purpose, held for one or more student-athletes at the
direction of, or supervised by, any member or members of an institution’s coaching staff.
Practice is considered to have occurred if one or more coaches and one or more student-
athletes engage in any of the following activities:

(1) Field, floor, or on-court activity
(2) Setting up offensive or defensive alignment
(3) Chalk talk
(4) Lecture on or discussion of strategy related to the sport
(5) Activities using equipment related to the sport
(6) Discussions or review of game films, motion pictures or

videotapes related to the sport
(7) Any other athletically related activity
(8) Competition
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(9) Required weight-training and conditioning activities held at the direction of or supervised
by an institutional staff member

(10) Participation in a physical-fitness class (including a summer class) conducted by a
member of the athletics staff not listed in the institution’s catalog and not open to all
students. Such a class may not include practice activities conducted under the guise of
physical education class work.

(11) Required participation in camps, clinics, or workshops.
(12) Individual workouts required or supervised by a member of the coaching staff. A coach

may design a voluntary general individual-workout program for a student-athlete (as
opposed to a specific workout program for specific days) but cannot conduct the
individual’s workout.

(13) On-court or on-field activities called by any member(s) of a team and confined primarily
to members of that team that are considered requisite for participation in that sport
(e.g., captain’s practices)

(14) Visiting the competition site in cross country, golf and skiing
(15) Reservation or use of an institution’s athletics facilities when such activities are

supervised by or held at the direction of any member of an institution’s coaching staff
(16) Involvement of an institution’s strength and conditioning staff with enrolled student-
 athletes in required conditioning programs; and
(17) Observation by an institution’s coaching staff member of enrolled student-athletes in

non-organized sport-specific activities (e.g., “pick-up games”).
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Exceptions: The following activities shall not be 
considered athletically related:   

1. Administrative and academic activities that are
non-athletics in nature (e.g., academic meetings
and compliance meetings).

2. Fundraising and community service activities not
involving the use of athletics ability by student-
athletes to obtain funds provided the activities
receive approval from the institution’s chancellor
or president (or his or her designee) prior to the
activity.

3. Observation of an officiating clinic related to
playing rules that is conducted by video
conference and does not require student-
athletes to miss any class time to observe the
clinic.

4. Observation of enrolled student-athletes in
organized competition (e.g., summer league),
provided institutional athletics personnel do not
direct or supervise the organized activity; and

5. Voluntary individual workouts monitored for
safety purposes by strength and conditioning
personnel. If the strength and conditioning coach
is also a coaching staff member for one of the
institution’s intercollegiate teams, the monitoring
may occur only if that staff member performs
monitoring duties for all student-athletes using
the facility at that time.

Considering those lists and exceptions, what am I 
permitted to do? 

As an out of season student-athlete, you may work out on your own; get your team together and 
workout as a group and work out with the Strength & Conditioning staff.  Your coach may give 
you workouts to do, but you are not required to do them or report back to the coach on what 
you or your teammates have or have not completed.  Coaches may not ask what you are 
running, how much you are lifting, etc. No coach can be present to watch, participate in, or 
monitor these off-season practices.

The NCAA does not allow Division III student-athletes to receive “extra benefits” because they 
happen to participate on an athletic team.  What is a non-permissible “extra benefit”? 
An extra benefit includes any special arrangement by a Asbury University employee or booster to 
provide student-athletes, their relatives or friends, a benefit not expressly authorized by the 
NCAA. Examples of impermissible extra benefits include, but are not limited to: 
a) Gifts or loans of clothing, stereo equipment, compact discs, food, beverages
b) Transportation
c) Use of an automobile
d) Low interest or interest-free loans, telephone cards, credit cards, charge accounts, etc.
e) Gifts of more than the allowable number of complimentary admissions
f) Special discounts on products or services
g) Special payment arrangements on personal purchases
h) Material benefits that are not available to the general student body

May I ‘crowdfund’ to help cover my tuition and other expenses? 

There are many different NCAA rules to crowdfunding.  Please ask before you set up a site.  You 
may not use your ‘athletics ability’ to crowdfund.  You may not use a picture of yourself playing 
your sport, dressed in a uniform, or anything like that to raise money.  You may crowdfund for a 
charity if your athletics ability is not used. 

As a host for prospective students-athletes, what are 
you allowed to do?  Not allowed to do? 

Remember you are an ambassador for the athletics 
department. Your actions should reflect positively on 
your team, the athletic department, and Asbury 
University. 

a) You are responsible for keeping your prospect on
time for all appointments.  You must attend all
functions with your prospect unless excused by your
coach.
b) Individuals involved in the recruit’s visit will act in a
responsible manner and are expected to abide by the
law.
c) The use of alcohol, drugs, or any illegal activity in
recruiting will not be tolerated and will result in
disciplinary action.
d) NCAA rules must be abided by in all situations.
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e) Never leave a recruit alone with a non-team member. Do not set up dates for the
recruit. 

f) Have a plan for entertaining the recruit and review with your head coach.  Advise
the head coach in advance of any changes to the plan. 

g) If your prospect acts in a manner detrimental to Asbury University, report this to
your head coach immediately.

If you have any questions about your responsibilities as a prospect host/hostess, please do not 
hesitate to contact your coach or the compliance officer.   

Can current student-athletes help recruit athletes from their home areas? 

Yes.  Please let your coach know about possible student-athletes from your area.  This can be 
very helpful.  If there is not a pre-existing friendship with these prospects, you need to be careful 
that you do not break any NCAA recruiting rules.  Please see your coach for details about this. 

If I would like to transfer from Asbury University, how do I do it?  

To look into transferring to another Division III school, fill out the NCAA self-release form. 

Once this form has been completed and you have sent it to the other school(s), you are free to 
contact the coach at the new school(s).  This release is good for 30 days.  During this 30-day 
period, your Asbury coach will not know about your possible transfer unless you tell them.  After 
the 30-day period, the school(s) you have sent a release can contact Asbury regarding your 
transfer status.  You can sign a second release to extend the time for an additional 30 days, if 
needed.  You are highly encouraged to talk to your Asbury coach about a possible transfer.  
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NIL (Name, Image, Likeness) 

For current Asbury University student athletes who are looking to be compensated for 
the use Student-Athletes at Asbury University who will be or have been compensated 
for the use of their names, images, and likenesses for promotional purposes. 

To the extent required by KY state executive order No..2021-418 and institutional 
policy, student-athletes should report information related to their name, image, and 
likeness activities. 

- Reported information should be kept on file in a manner consistent with
and institutional policy.

- The NCAA will continue its normal regulatory operations but will not
monitor for compliance with state law/executive action

BEFORE you enter into an NIL agreement or NIL activity, please 
communicate with your coach and the Associate Athletics Director to prevent 
potential factors that would lead to ineligibility. 
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
