FOR STARTERS

Louisiana (6-4) is set to play Arkansas State (3-10) on Saturday, December 31 in a 2:30 p.m. game at the
Convocation Center in Jonesboro, Ark. The Cajuns are coming off a 64-60 defeat at the hands of Little
Rock in the SBC opener on Dec. 29. Louisiana previously defeated Louisiana Tech 80-72 on Dec. 22 in
Lafayette. The Cajuns have a 4-2 record so far in the month of December.

SERIES HISTORY

Arkansas State leads the all-time series with Louisiana 50-14, dating back to 1983. The Red Wolves have
won five of the last six contests. Arkansas State posted a 74-62 win over Louisiana in the last meeting,
which was held on Feb. 11, 2016 in Lafayette. The Cajuns last defeated the Red Wolves 69-57 on Jan. 22,
2015 in Lafayette.

A LOOK AT THE RAGIN’ CAJUNS

Senior Jaylyn Gordon leads the Sun Belt Conference in points per game (18.7 ppg) while junior
Simone Fields is fourth (15.3 ppg). Freshman Jasmine Thomas (9.1 ppg), junior Troi Swain (8.7 ppg),
senior Gabby Alexander (6.5 ppg), junior Nekia Jones (5.4 ppg) and junior Jodi Quinn (5.0 ppg) all
have seen significant playing time for the Cajuns.

LAST TIME OUT

Louisiana held a lead over Little Rock for the first three quarters, but was unable to hold on as the Tro-
jans defeated the Cajuns 64-60 on Thursday evening at the Jack Stephens Center.

The game was tied 51-51 when Thomas made a layup with 5:01 to go in the game. The teams traded
baskets for the next three minutes.

Fields converted on a layup to trim the Little Rock lead to 57-55 with 1:11 remaining in the contest.
The Trojans led 61-55 with 15 seconds left after Kyra Collier knocked down two free throws.

Alexander made a layup while being fouled and sunk the free throw with five seconds left to cut the
lead to 62-60.

Little Rock made the final two free throws and came up with a defensive stop to seal the game.
Louisiana was led by Thomas with 16 points while Gordon had 14 for the Cajuns.

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SETTING THE SCENE: Louisiana (6-4) is set to play Arkansas State (3-10) on Saturday,
December 31 in a 2:30 p.m. game at the Convocation Center in Jonesboro, Ark. Louisiana
is led in scoring by senior guard Jaylyn Gordon (18.7 ppg). Gordon leads the Sun Belt
Conference in points per game, three-point field goals made per game (2.6) and minutes
played per game (39.3).

Junior Simone Fields is fourth in the league in scoring (15.3 ppg). Fields is first in the SBC
in field goal percentage (.564) and sixth in rebounds per game (7.5). Freshman Jasmine
Thomas (9.1 ppg), junior Troi Swain (8.7 ppg), senior Gabby Alexander (6.5 ppg), junior
Nekia Jones (5.4 ppg) and junior Jodi Quinn (5.0 ppg) all have seen significant playing
time for the Cajuns.

Arkansas State is led by freshman guard Jada Ford, who is averaging 12.5 points per
game. Senior Dominique Oliver (10.6 ppg) and junior Akasha Westbrook (10.1 ppg) also
lead the Red Wolves in scoring.

Arkansas State enters the season with seven true freshman on the squad. Ford is the
only freshman currently in the SBC to average more than 10.0 points per game. The Red
Wolves graduated its entire starting five from last season.

PRESEASON HONORS: Louisiana Ragin’ Cajuns junior forward Simone Fields was
named to the Preseason All-Sun Belt Conference Women'’s Basketball Team. Fields, who
was named a third-team selection, finished as the fourth-leading scorer last season for
Louisiana. The San Antonio, Texas native averaged 9.2 points and 4.7 rebounds per game
for the Ragin’ Cajuns and was third on the team in minutes played (924).

COACH BRODHEAD AT THE HELM: Louisiana head coach Garry Brodhead is in his fifth
season at the helm of the Ragin’ Cajuns women'’s basketball program, finishing with 25
wins last season, tied for the most in a single season. Brodhead guided the team to its
second consecutive Women'’s Basketball Invitational (WBI) Championship last season.

CAJUNS SIGN FOUR PLAYERS TO NLI: Louisiana Ragin’ Cajuns women'’s basketball
coach Garry Brodhead announced that four players have signed a National Letter-of-
Intent to play for the Ragin’ Cajuns beginning in the 2017-18 season.

Tyreonna Doucet, a 6-foot-2 forward from Ville Platte, La. has signed her NLI to play for
the Cajuns next season. Doucet attended Ville Platte High School where as a junior she
averaged 14 points per game, 11 rebounds and five blocks. She played AAU basketball
with the Louisiana Lady Legends.

Brianna and Kianna Suber of Bryan, Texas have also signed their letters of intent to play
for Louisiana next season. Brianna and Kianna are 5-foot-9 guards and twin sisters who
attended Rudder High School where Brianna averaged 15 points per game, six rebounds
and three assists while Kianna averaged 17 points per game, six rebounds and three as-
sists. Both played AAU basketball with the Texas Adidas Elite Phenoms.

Skyler Goodwin, a 5-foot-8 guard from Baker, La. has signed her NLI to play for the Cajuns
next season. Goodwin attended Parkview Baptist High School where she averaged 25
points per game, 10 rebounds and five assists. She played AAU basketball with Louisiana’s
Finest.
