UTA TRAVELS TO FACE ARKANSAS STATE

Winners of seven straight conference games to vault into first place in the Sun Belt
Conference, No. 23 UTA travels to Arkansas State for a crucial three-game series, with
first pitch at Tomlinson Stadium in the series opener on Friday slated for 6:30 p.m.
CT. The series will resume at 6:30 p.m. on Saturday and conclude at 1 p.m. on Sunday.

UTA (26-18, 16-5 Sun Belt) entered the top-25 in the weekly Collegiate Baseball
poll on Monday, marking a first for the Mavs since the 2001 season. The Mavs have
won seven straight conference games, sport an 8-1 record in league road tests and own
a 15-6 record in games away from Clay Gould Ballpark. UTA has won 12 of its last 14
games and are 24-11 since March.

The Mavs are coming off a 4-1 loss at No. 24 Texas on Tuesday in Austin, which
marked the first meeting between the two teams as ranked foes in series annals. UTA hit
into four double plays in the first five innings of the game, including three bases-loaded
double plays, as the Longhorns snapped UTA’s eight-game winning streak, its longest
since 2014.

UTA enters the pivotal series at Arkansas State (22-21, 10-11 Sun Belt) owning a
narrow one-game advantage in the overall race for the regular-season Sun Belt Confer-
ence Championship. UTA has a 2.5 game lead in the Western Division and a one-game
advantage over South Alabama (15-6) in the overall standings.

The Redwolves have won two straight games entering the series after claiming the
last two in the series at Appalachian State. Arkansas State has won three league week-
end series through the first six, besting ULM, Texas State and sweeping Georgia State.
AState owns a 6-5 win over No. 24 Louisiana Team in 2017 and boasts one of the
circuit’s top power hitters, Justin Felix, who has belted eight doubles and 21 extra-base
hits.

Simmons has appeared in 13 games with 11 weekend starts, working in 74.2 innings, allowing
79 hits and only 13 walks, striking out 42. Simmons earned his seventh win of the year on Friday
vs. No. 20 Louisiana, allowing seven hits and three runs, not issuing a walk and striking out two
in 5.2 innings. He worked only 78 pitches so made a shutout relief outing on Tuesday at No. 24
Texas. Ayers has made eight starts in 2017, working 39.1 innings, allowing 52 hits and 22 walks,
striking out 47.

Patterson has worked in 12 games and 11 weekend starts, owning 72.2 innings, allowing only 61
hits and 18 walks, striking out 49. In a win on Sunday vs. No. 20 Louisiana, Patterson worked his
eighth quality start of the year, allowing only five hits and two runs, walking two and striking out
six in seven innings. Welsh has appeared in 10 games with six starts, working 37.1 innings, allow-
ing 19 walks and striking out 25.

Hernandez ranks fourth in the Sun Belt in strikeouts (74), over 66.2 innings in 11 starts. A Parker,
Colo., native, Hernandez has allowed only 62 hits, walking 32. On Sunday in a win over No. 20
Louisiana, Hernandez worked his seventh quality start of the year, allowing three runs on five hits
and four walks in 6.1 innings, striking out eight. Culbertson has made 11 starts

LEADING THE MAVS

The Mavs have hit .274 as a team in 2017, scoring 238 runs and belting 61 doubles, nine triples,
22 homers and stealing 35 bases, owning a .368 on-base percentage. UTA has struck out the fewest
times in the conference (289). On the mound, UTA has a 3.88 team ERA — second-best in the
league — in 394.2 innings, allowing 386 hits and 136 walks, striking out 323. Defensively, UTA
has fielded .971, ranking among the nation’s top 25 in double plays (42) and throwing out 16
would-be basestealers.

Senior OF/IF Quintin Rohrbaugh leads the club with a .324 average, belting nine doubles, two tri-
ples, three homers and driving in 31 runs, stealing six bases. Sophomore C Will Olson has hit .321
with four doubles and two homers, reaching base at a team-high .438 clip. Sophomore RF Aaron
Funk has hit .319 with two doubles, two triples, one homer and 11 RBI and freshman IF Zac
Cook has batted .310 with three doubles and six RBI. Junior 1B Omar Salinas leads the team in
homers (seven) and RBI (34), hitting .298 with nine doubles and a .414 on-base percentage. Junior
2B Christian Hollie has hit .296 with two homers and 12 RBI, junior CF Phil Berthiaume has hit
.274 with a bomb and 11 RBI and junior 2B Easton Johnson has batted .271 with 16 RBI and a
.360 on-base percentage. Junior SS RJ Williams has nine doubles and 19 RBI and sophomore CF/
RF Noah Vaughan sports a .253 average with seven doubles, two triples and six homers, driving in
29 runs and stealing nine bases. Senior 3B/C Brady Cox has added eight doubles and 16 RBI.

In relief, junior RHP Daniel James (0-1, 2.38 ERA) leads the conference with 11 saves, fanning
19 and walking five in 22.2 innings. Junior RHP Austin Gardner (2-1, 2.84 ERA) and junior
LHP Adam Meyer (0-3, 2.74 ERA) are vital late-inning weapons, with sophomore RHP Dylan
Schneider (1-2, 4.10 ERA), junior LHP Jake Wilcox (2-1, 7.31 ERA), junior RHP Jordon West
(0-2, 8.10 ERA) and senior RHP Matt Michalski (0-2, 8.59 ERA) each working in double-digit
games.

SERIES HISTORY

The Mavs lead the all-time series with Arkansas State, 41-37 but trail the series in Jonesboro,
19-10. UTA has won two straight series meetings but are seeking their first series win in Jonesboro
since a four-game series win in 1980. Overall, UTA has won 13 of the last 19 meetings between

the clubs.

PATTERSON: FROM INFIELDER AT KANSAS STATE TO WEEKEND ACE AT UTA

Junior Saturday starter Trae Patterson took a lengthy route to UTA. He started his career at
North Central Texas CC as a two-way player, serving primary as an infielder. Kansas State
signed Patterson to serve as a two-way talent for the Wildcats, before injury ended his career at
KSU. He revitalized his career as a strictly pitcher at Cisco CC, starting out as a closer while
he returned from injury, before serving as a starter, catching the eye of the UTA staff, which
quickly added the talented righty to its weekend staff for 2017. Patterson has shined, includ-
ing working nine consecutive shutout innings last week, allowing only four singles as the Mavs
went 4-0.

SALINAS PROVIDES MIDDLE OF THE ORDER PUNCH

Junior slugger Omar Salinas, a lefty swinger, has provided some much-needed offensive punch
in the 2017 lineup. The Arlington High School product — who broke Hunter Pence’s record
at Arlington High — leads the team in homers (seven) and RBI (34), also leading the club in
walks (26). He has a pair of two-homer games in conference play.

INJURY CHANGES INFIELD PLANS

UTA’s top draft prospect according to D1baseball in the 2017 preseason is sophomore short-
stop Josh Minjarez. Minjarez opened the season strong after missing the fall due to a minor
back injury. He hit .273 through his first 16 games with three doubles and seven RBI, before
hitting the first-base bag wrong in UTA’s win over No. 4 Texas Tech at Globe Life Ballpark,
ending his season and putting him on the shelf for 4-6 months.

WHAT'S THE OFFENSE ABOUT?

UTA’s offense was built by coach Darin Thomas and recruiting coordinator Fuller Smith. The
duo have helped the Mavs lead the Sun Belt Conference in fewest strikeouts with an emphasis
in executing in key situations and two outs and hitting the ball in the gaps. Left-handed hit-
ters Omar Salinas, Noah Vaughan and Will Olson provide some thump, with right-handed
veteran bats Quintin Rohrbaugh, Christian Hollie, Easton Johnson, R] Williams and Brady
Cox balancing the lineup.

VAUGHAN SHOWCASING SKILLS

Sophomore outfielder Noah Vaughan has showcased glimpse of collegiate five-tool potential
during his first two season. A 6-foot-3, 185-pound left-handed hitter, Vaughan has belted six
homers in 2017 to show power, including six doubles and two triples. He leads the team with
eight steals and defensively he’s made starts at all three outfield posts and first base. Vaughan
has three outfield assists and has hit .253, including a .284 mark in Sun Belt play after a slug-
gish start to the non-conference schedule.

Last year, Will Olson missed the season due to injury. His injury forced UTA to catch Brady Cox in 57 of UTA’s 58 games, a rugged toll on a hitter that
earned first-team All-Sun Belt Conference honors with a .365 average. Cox earned a spot as a semifinalist for the Johnny Bench Award in 2016, and is
on the 2017 watch list for the award, but a big piece of UTA’s success has been the return to health in 2017 for Olson. Olson has allowed Cox to slide to
third base, strengthening the defense and allowing the Mavs to get both the veteran bats in the lineup.

BRADY COX CANDIDATE FOR THE SENIOR CLASS AWARD

UTA catcher/infielder Brady Cox has been named one of 30 candidates for the prestigious Senior CLASS Award. A native of Fort Worth, Texas, Cox is
a model student-athlete in the UTA program. He is on the preseason watch list for the Johnny Bench Award, given annually to the nation’s top catcher,
after he was a semifinalist for the honor in 2016. As a senior in 2017, Cox has hit .267 with four doubles, seven RBI and a .370 on-base percentage.
During his junior season, Cox ranked third in the Sun Belt in average (.365) and hits (81), ranking fourth in on-base percentage (.427). Cox is one of
two Sun Belt Conference student-athletes on the listing, joining Coastal Carolina hurler Andrew Beckwith.

To be eligible for the award, a student-athlete must be classified as an NCAA Division I senior and have notable achievements in four areas of excellence:
community, classroom, character and competition.

An acronym for Celebrating Loyalty and Achievement for Staying in School®, the Senior CLASS Award focuses on the total student-athlete and encour-
ages students to use their platform in athletics to make a positive impact as leaders in their communities.

THOMAS IN 10TH YEAR AT HELM

UTA head coach Darin Thomas is in his 10th season at the helm of the Mavs. After a 30-28 eason in 2016, Thomas led the Mavs to their fifth 30 win
season in his previous nine years. Thomas has coached UTA to 13 wins over top-10 teams in his career, including wins over No. 7 Oklaoma State and
No. 5 TCU in 2016. UTA has seen 10 players advance to the big leagues, including seven coached by Thomas. Overall, he has coached 56 all-conference
performers, 27 all-tournament team selections and three conference players of the year. Off the field, Thomas has helped guide the program to unprece-
dented success in the classroom, including a program best 3.18 team GPA in the fall of 2016.

ELITE COACHING STAFF

In addition to veteran UTA skipper Darin Thomas, the Mavs boast a veteran, respected coaching staff. Pitching coach Jon Wente came to the Mavs after
a career as one of the top junior college head coaches in Arizona, including serving as the longtime head coach at Central Arizona, a JUCO powerhouse,
with his wife serving as the softball head coach. UTA recruiting coordinator and hitting coach Fuller Smith was a decorated slugger at Ole Miss during
his playing career and has been a two-time member of the Thomas coaching staff, sandwiching a stop at his alma mater under legendary skipper Mike
Bianco. Volunteer assistant coach Joel Bocchi is a former Arizona State standout, along with Wente, serving as a catcher with the Sun Devils. Graduate
assistants Eric Schenck-Joblinske, who completed his playing career at Iowa in 2016, and former UTA star Jaob Moreland bolster the staff.

INJURY REPORT

The Mavs opened the season without their starting second baseman, Christian Hollie, who suffered an injury in preseason practice. Quintin Rohrbaugh,
Easton Johnson and Zac Cook filled Hollie’s role up the middle in the early schedule. Junior reliever Daniel James, penciled in to be UTA’s closer in
2017, was also out after having surgery in the winter, and returned to earn Sun Belt Conference Pitcher of the Week honors in his debut week, allowing
no runs over 7.2 innings in three outings. Shortstop starter Josh Minjarez suffered a season-ending injury in the win over No. 4 Texas Tech at Globe Life
Ballpark, with Cook and RJ Williams starting each of the games in his stead. In addition, midweek starter, Reid Petty is out for the season after suffering
an injury, with the Mavs using Jordon West, Matt Michalski and Austin Gardner in place of Petty in midweek starts.
