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Balado came to Arkansas State after spending
more than 15 seasons as an assistant coach, his
last stop covering four seasons at the University
of Louisville.

In his four seasons at the helm, Balado has
led the Red Wolves to a 51-69 record. With an
up-tempo style of offense, A-State has top-five
marks in single-season 3-pointers made, free
throws made and free throw attempts.

Last season, Balado guided the Red Wolves to
their first Sun Belt Conference Tournament win
since 2014. Norchad Omier, the fourth NCAA
Division | freshman in the last 30 years to av-
erage at least 12 points and 12 rebounds, was
named Sun Belt Conference Freshman of the
Year and First Team All-Sun Belt. It marked the
first time an A-State player earned the Freshman
of the Year award since 2009-10 and a first team
all-conference selection for the first time since
2006-07.

Marquis Eaton, returning for a fifth season
in 2021-22 due to the COVID-19 pandemic, is a
two-time All-Conference selection and the Red
Wolves enter the new campaign with two re-
turning all-conference players for the first time
since the 2004-05 season.

In the 2019-20 season, A-State earned road
wins at Colorado State and Tulsa and finished
with six or more road wins for just the 13th time
in the last 50 seasons. The Red Wolves were re-
silient with six comeback wins despite trailing
by double-digits in the second half. The 2019-
20 season saw A-State finish the regular season
with 16 or more wins for the 18th time in 50 sea-
sons at the Division | level (since 1970-71).

His first signing class, consisting of Ty Cock-
field, Tristin Walley and Grantham Gillard,
played a vital role on the floor. Cockfield set the
single-season program record for scoring (716)
and free throws made (173) and was a second
team all-conference pick. Freshmen were pi-
toval in the 2019-20 season with Caleb Fields
becoming the third freshman in program history
with 100-plus assists and one of five freshmen
nationally to average at least 11 points, three
rebounds and three assists with fewer than two
turnovers per game.

During Balado’s four seasons working at Lou-
isville, the Cardinals posted a 106-32 overall re-
cord for a .768 winning percentage. In the 2016-
17 campaign, he helped lead Louisville to a 25-9
record and a No. 2 seed in the Midwest Regional
of the NCAA Tournament.

Brent Crews joined the Arkansas State men'’s

basketball staff as an assistant coach after five
seasons as head coach at Thomas University
(NAIA) in Thomasville, Ga.

In his first season at A-State, Crews helped the
Red Wolves defense improve from a defensive
field goal percentage of 45.6 percent in 2019-20
to 42.5 percent in 2020-21. The 3-point defense
also saw improvement as the Red Wolves oppo-
nents shot 33.5 percent in 2020-21 after shoot-
ing 34.4 percent in 2019-20.

It was 28 seasons in the making, but Arkansas State finally broke through
the NCAA Tournament barrier after an incredible run at the end of the 1998-
99 season.

A-State’s storybook run through the Sun Belt Conference Tournament
ended in an invitation to the Big Dance to face the nationally sixth-ranked
Utah Utes in the Midwest Regional at New Orleans, La.

The selection show was over, the countless interviews completed, all the
game file reviewed and the intense practices nothing but a memory. All the
hoopla over A-State making it for the first time to the NCAA Tournament
took a back seat to the ultimate task at hand.

Utah had Associated Press All-America guard Andre Miller running the
point and a huge front line of players unlike any A-State had seen during the
season. A tough game lay ahead for underdog A-State.

The first half was close as A-State actually lead 15-14 with 8:32 to play
in the half before Utah began to muscle into the lead. A-State trailed by
10 with 4:14 left in the first half before slicing the deficit to three with 44
seconds left. But Tony Harvey nailed a three-pointer with 25 seconds to go
giving the Utes a 36-30 halftime lead.

Freddy Hicks loomed large inside, swatting away four shots in the half
despite being shorter than those he defended. Chico Fletcher tallied 15
points in the half as A-State kept the score close.

The second half was more of the same at the start. A-State kept the score
close with controlled breaks and solid play. Eric Beatty stepped up in the
second half to score 11 points, but unfortunately they weren’t enough.

Trailing 39-38 with 16:22 remaining in the contest, A-State began to
succumb to its size disadvantage inside. Leading by 11 points with 10:36
remaining. Utah quickly established dominance and pushed its margin to 21
points over the next 3:47 and held around a 20-point cushion for most of the
game.

Freddy Hicks, A-State’s all-time leading shot blocker at the time, conclud-
ed the game with six blocks which represented the third-most rejections in
NCAA Midwest Regional history. Chico Fletcher scored 21 points in the game
while Eric Beatty poured in 17 points for A-State.

¢ In recognition of a $5 million contribution by First
National Bank to the Red Wolves Foundation, the
Arkansas State University Board of Trustees voted on
October 19, 2017 to rename A-State's multi-purpose
facility formerly known as the Convocation Center to
"First National Bank Arena."

* A crowd of 10,892, the largest ever at First National
Bank Arena, watched the Red Wolves defeat the Uni-
versity of Arkansas 98-84 in the 2005 Women's Nation-
al Invitation Tournament (WNIT).

* A-State has posted an undefeated mark at First Na-
tional Bank Arena three times: 1988-89 (14-0), 1990-
91 (13-0) and 2010-11 (13-0).

* The A-State men’s basketball program has amassed
a 315-123 (.719 winning pct.) at First National Bank
Arena.

e Prior to the 2009-10 season, the men’s basketball,
women’s basketball and women’s volleyball locker
rooms along with the film room were renovated.

* The basketball court was replaced prior to the 2021-
22 season, the first entirely new playing surface since
the 2003-04 season and third brand new court for the
arena since it opened in 1987.

* A newly-integrated video display system was in-
stalled at First National Bank Arena in October of 2013.
The display system, manufactured by Daktronics, con-
sists of four identical LED video displays measuring 12
feet high by 26 feet wide mounted in each of the are-

na’s four corners.

o Official opening of First National Bank Arena was
July 11, 1987, with the National AAU 17-and-under
boys basketball championships. Team Acadiana of Lou-
isiana defeated the Arkansas Wings 87-68 in the first
game and Joe Harvell of the Arkansas Wings scored
the first points.

e The multi-purpose indoor arena seats 10,038 for
basketball games and 11,704 for concerts.

e The facility was completed in 1987 and took three
years at cost of $19 million, $15.3 million of which was
provided by the state.

e The first public event at First National Bank Arena
was A-State Commencement ceremonies in May of
1987.

e The first A-State men’s games held at First National
Bank Arena was against Memphis on Dec. 5, 1987. The
Tigers defeated A-State 60-59 in front of 10,766 fans.
Sylvester Gray of Memphis scored the first points in
the game and Bobby Collins scored the first points for
A-State.

e Over the Summer of 2015, crews finished the instal-
lation of all new chair back seating and railing through-
out First National Bank Arena.

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LOCKER ROOM

The Arkansas State University men’s basket-
ball program moved into a new home prior to
the 2017-18 season following a complete locker
room renovation. The A-State men’s basketball
locker room underwent comprehensive remod-
eling.

Among the several highlights to the renovated
A-State men’s basketball locker room are refin-
ished lockers and custom graphics for each lock-
er. The individualized lockers include each men’s
basketball student-athlete’s name, photograph
and signature.

A player’s lounge with a leather couch and
wide-screen high definition television along with
a kitchen space are other amenities to make the
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‘Red Wolves Experience’ unique.

The locker room also features shower facili-
ties and new custom marker boards for use by
the Red Wolves’ coaching staff. The walls are
adorned with custom A-State graphics as well
as new carpeting covering the locker space and
wood flooring covering the players lounge area.

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STRENGTH & CONDITIONING

The main Arkansas State University strength and conditioning area features 70 work stations,
flooring, flexibility area, power area, speed area, cardiovascular area, training equipment, Olympic
weightlifting platforms, air and heating system and training security measures.

First National Bank Arena also includes the state-of-the-art Strength and Conditioning Room used
by the A-State men’s basketball team, which was remodeled prior to the 2008-09 season. The up-
grades included all new weights, new floor covering, wall covering, lighting and entrance doors.

The project was completed at a cost of approximately $150,000 with a large portion of the funding
coming from a generous contribution from the Clopton Clinic of Jonesboro.

ATHLETIC TRAINING

The A-State Sports Medicine Department operates five athletic training rooms on campus. First
National Bank Arena is the home for all men’s and women'’s basketball, women'’s volleyball, and in-
door track competitions and practices.

Located in First National Bank Arena is a 2,000-square foot athletic training room which is fully
equipped to provide all the necessary pre and post-practice treatment. The Tim and Terri Langford
Sports Medicine area has undergone recent changes and construction such as new tables, flooring,
ceiling, paint and offices.
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ACADEMICS ARKANSAS’STATE

The Arkansas State University Athletics Department announced a $400,000 gift
from Charles Luter that was used to enhance the athletics’ academic facility, at
a press conference held at the newly named Charles Luter Family Academic Suc-
cess Center in September of 2008.

The Academic Success Center serves as a foundation for structure, discipline
and organization for the education of all A-State student-athletes. The facility,
coupled with innovative programs and equipment, currently houses the aca-
demic support staff, tutors, computer labs, a resource room, study areas, tutorial
rooms, small group study centers and a large conference room.

Among the most recent and noticeable modifications to the Charles Luter Fam-
ily Academic Success Center is a new foyer housed in a brick and rock exterior
that, along with new landscaping, gives the entrance to the building a modern
look and creates a stronger image. The actual foyer has a large Red Wolves logo
embedded in a terrazzo flooring that greets visitors as they enter the building.
A receptionist office now also connects to the lobby area, which holds all-new
furniture and a plaque recognizing Charles and his wife, Kay.

A restructuring of the academic resource center, now known as Dawson’s Den,
has occurred, including a wallwrap celebrating academic success that is clearly
visible for student-athletes working in the computer lab. Additionally, tutorial
rooms and computer-work stations have been upgraded in this area, which also
displays pictures of the most recent A-State graduates.

The names of the latest members of the Athletic Director’s Honor Roll are also
showcased in Dawson’s Den. The area is named after Scott and Kay Dawson,
longtime supporters of Red Wolves’ athletics.




RED WOLVES LEADERSHIP ACADEMY ARKANSAS‘STATE

It is well-known that collegiate athletics departments across the country place a
common emphasis on graduation, but Arkansas State has taken it a step further
with its Red Wolves Leadership Academy that provides additional resources
intended give its graduating student-athletes the best opportunities for job
placement after their time as a student.

The Red Wolves Leadership Academy continued to strengthen with a study
abroad component added in 2015 to foster global awareness, which is often cited
by employers as a positive attribute they seek. During summer 2015, Arkansas
State student-athletes took part in the first study abroad program offered by any
university and their athletics department in the nation. The Red Wolves took the
ground-breaking step by sending the group of student-athletes to London on a
faculty-led academic program.

The program goes hand-in-hand with the Red Wolves Leadership Academy,
designed with the sole purpose to obtain job placement for student-athletes upon
graduation. For A-State Athletics, this is just one of the many ways it all comes
back to providing the Red Wolves with the most comprehensive experiences
possible to be successful in life.

Research conducted by UC Merced backs up what the A-State Athletics
Department believes — adding the study abroad component to the Red Wolves
Leadership Academy puts its student-athletes among the most desirable
employees in the nation coming out of college and helps create global citizens.
The UC Merced research also showed that 97 percent of study abroad students
found employment within 12 months of graduation, while only 49 percent of
college graduates found employment in the same period.
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ATHLETICS FACILITIES ARKANSASQSTATE
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Arkansas State’s athletics programs compete in top-of-the line facilities.

Centennial Bank Stadium, which opened in 1974, has evolved into a beautiful
stadium which seats over 30,000 fans. The stadium has undergone a “Centennial
Expansion” construction project that covers 40,000 square feet, including the
press box and concourse. Construction on a two-level 66,500 square foot oper-
ations center in the north end zone was also completed prior to the start of the
2019 season.

The 192,000 square-foot First National Bank Arena is a multi-purpose facili-
ty that is home to the A-State basketball, volleyball and indoor track and field
teams.

Coaches and student-athletes moved into a new $2.7 million track and field
complex in spring 2004. It contains a newly-resurfaced eight-lane 400-meter
track and can be set up for two NCAA venues.

Three local country clubs graciously allow A-State men’s and women'’s golf pro-
grams to utilize their facilities for practice and play.

J.A. “lke” Tomlinson Stadium-Kell Field serves as the home to Red Wolves base-
ball. Built in 1993, the stadium received complete lighting in 1996, 206 field level
seats were added for the 2008 season and a new scoreboard was installed in
2011.

A-State’s newest women’s program, bowling, competes in the Jonesboro Bowl-
ing Center, where a new locker room, lounge and pro shop have been construct-
ed.

The Red Wolves’ soccer and track and field teams utilized the same stadium for
the first time in school history during the 2014-15 season, as the soccer field was
relocated as part of the track facility.

A-State has also completed a new women’s soccer and women’s tennis facility,
which houses both squads’ locker rooms, training room, offices and more. New
tennis courts were also completed in 2016 as well.

Facilities have received a number of facelifts over the last decade, making sure
that the athletics department’s “front door” and other sports areas possess a
first-class appearance.

Also included in the upgrades have been renovations inside the A-State Foot-
ball Facility and weight rooms, locker rooms and training rooms at both Centen-
nial Bank Stadium and First National Bank Arena, where new seating has also
been installed.

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Arkansas State, founded in 1909, is the second-largest university in the state. It is located on Crow-
ley’s Ridge in Jonesboro. A Carnegie Research 2 university, A-State hosts the first osteopathic medical
school in Arkansas, the New York Institute of Technology’s College of Osteopathic Medicine, and
opened the first U.S.-style residential campus in Mexico in fall of 2017.

With its new #Discover2025 Strategic Plan as its guide, A-State is engaged in creating new collabo-
ration opportunities including the Center for No Boundaries Thinking and exploring a public-private
partnership to bring the first College of Veterinary Medicine to the state.

Undergraduate experiences are highlighted for the last decade with the Create@State spring con-
ference. Create@State participants have an advantage in achieving the graduate school of their
choice, including continuing to advanced degrees at A-State. Research opportunities alongside our
faculty are not the exception at A-State. Whether it is performing experiments at the Arkansas Bio-
sciences Institute at A-State or assisting with research studies in other laboratory spaces, hands-on
work usually associated with graduate school is common for our students.

A-State begins its second decade offering online curriculum and course work, and remains the larg-
est provider of 100% online degree programs based in the state with more than 40 degree programs.

Combined with hosting the region’s first convention center, the Red Wolf Convention Center and
Embassy Suites hotel, a one-mile radius on the A-State campus serves as the cultural hub of the re-
gion with the largest concert venue, First National Bank Arena, as well as the largest concert hall and
theatre located at Fowler Center.

The Bradbury Art Museum is the region’s leading visual arts facility. Arkansas State’s Heritage Sites
program operates four nationally or internationally known museum locations including the Johnny
Cash Boyhood Home and the Hemingway-Pfeiffer Museum. And, the Arkansas State Museum locat-
ed adjacent to the Dean B. Ellis Library is home to natural history artifacts of the Northeast Arkansas
region.
—
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Among our academic divisions, the Neil Griffin College of Business is the first named college, and
is home to the Delta Center for Economic Development, the Bob Wood Sales Leadership Center, the
Women's Leadership Center, and one of the top rated online MBA programs in the region.

One of the region’s centers of excellence in media and communication, Arkansas State’s School of
Media and Journalism is home to an accredited media programs whose students regularly take home
national awards, the oldest NPR-member radio station west of the Mississippi (KASU) and celebrates
in 2021 a century-long tradition of a student-run newspaper, The Herald.

A-State’s College of Nursing and Health Professions is nationally known with collaborative arrange-
ments with NYIT’s on-campus medical school. The College of Engineering and Computer Science is
home to the Hytrol Materials Handling Laboratory.

Making campus a safe and welcoming place to live is a high priority. Arkansas State became the first
Arkansas institution designated as a Bicycle Friendly University by the League of American Bicyclists
in 2014, and in 2018 was upgraded to Silver status. A-State became the largest National Weather
Service StormReady Campus in the state of Arkansas, and recently was cited as having one of the top
25 university police departments in the country.

With a diverse student body from across the nation and around the world, and more than 100,000
alumni, A-State is the home of the Red Wolves, a Bowl Championship Series Division | athletic pro-
gram with nine consecutive bowl appearances and numerous Sun Belt Conference titles across its 16
NCAA varsity sports. A-State also sponsors nationally competitive club sport teams like rugby, soft-
ball, competitive cheer and dance, and Esports that have earned national titles or national runner-up
titles in recent years.
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Jonesboro, home of Arkansas State University, weighs in as the largest city in Northeast
Arkansas. As a matter of fact, if you form a triangle by connecting Little Rock, St. Louis and
Memphis, Jonesboro stands out as the largest metropolitan city in what amounts to a
17,000 square mile triangular area.

Jonesboro is a great city of over 70,000, and is always ready to welcome incoming
A-State students from the moment they arrive in town. The booming community has ma-
tured over the past half century into a regional center for cultural, educational, industrial,
commercial, agricultural, communication, transportation, recreational and medical inter-
ests. It contains almost every convenience of a big city and every comfort of a small town.

The community is alive with cultural events such as the art exhibitions, theatrical and
musical productions, not only on campus but in the city itself through the Jonesboro Fine
Arts Council, NEA Foundation of Arts, the Forum and Northeast Arkansas Symphony.

Jonesboro is also the medical hub of northeast Arkansas and southeast Missouri, with
two major hospitals and countless medical professionals. The city is also a shopping mec-
ca, offering a modern business district as well as quaint downtown antique shops and
restaurants.

One of the five largest cities in Arkansas, Jonesboro is located between the vast and
fertile Mississippi River and the cultural and scenic richness of the Ozark Mountains. It is
nestled about 70 miles west of Memphis, Tennessee, on the gentle slopes of Crowley’s
Ridge.

Jonesboro is a comfortable one hour drive from Memphis, two hours from Little Rock
and four hours from St. Louis. The City and University have meshed resources in recent
years and have truly become the “capital” of the northeast quadrant of the state.

Northeast Arkansas is a recreation haven for the person who enjoys water sports, fish-
ing, hunting, and boating as well as the joys of unspoiled nature. Jonesboro and the sur-
rounding area have an abundance of lakes, rivers, ponds, streams and forests to serve as
nature’s playgrounds for the avid outdoors person.

INTERCOLLEGIATE ATHLETICS COMMITTEE
The Intercollegiate Athletics Committee (IAC) was formed in the spring of 1997.
The IAC reviews and makes recommendations on issues involving the welfare of
student-athletes, the role of athletics in campus life, and the athletics program’s
compliance with the university, conference, and NCAA regulations; serves as a
search advisory committee for key athletics program personnel; reviews the role
of existing and potential sports programs; and reviews the athletics budget. The
committee reports to the Chancellor.

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Dr. Charles L. Welch serves as president
of the Arkansas State University System
and as one of the state’s leading advocates
for higher education. He is also Chair of
the Board of Directors of the American

Association of State Colleges and
Universities, a Washington, D.C.-based
higher education association of nearly 400
public colleges, universities, and systems.
Dr. Welch was named the second
president of the ASU System in November
2010 and officially began his new position
in April 2011. He is the youngest person
to ever serve as president or chancellor of
an Arkansas community college and is the
youngest university president in Arkansas.
During his tenure, Dr. Welch has hired
new chancellors for six of the system’s
campuses. Among the system’s major
expansion initiatives under his leadership
are the merger of Mid-South Community
College in West Memphis (now ASU Mid-
South); the opening of NYIT College of
Osteopathic Medicine at Arkansas State;
fall 2017 opening of a $100 million privately
funded A-State campus in Queretaro,
Mexico; the merger of College of the
QOuachitas in Malvern (now ASU Three
Rivers); and the merger of Henderson State
University in Arkadelphia. Additionally,
the ASU System office was relocated to
Little Rock and expanded to enhance its
statewide exposure and position in higher
education leadership at the State Capitol.
He is co-chair of the executive council
of the Arkansas Department of Higher
Education. He previously served as

president of Henderson, chancellor of the
University of Arkansas Community College
at Hope; vice chancellor for academic
affairs at ASU-Beebe; and dean of university
studies at Pulaski Technical College. Dr.
Welch also worked at the University of
Arkansas at Little Rock and has served as an
instructor of education and political science
at three different colleges in Arkansas.

A native of Jonesboro, Dr. Welch was a
first-generation college student and the
first member of either side of his extended
family to receive a graduate degree. He
received a Bachelor of Arts degree in
political science from the University of
Arkansas, where he served as president of
the student body. He received a Master of
Arts degree in political management from
George Washington University and a Doctor
of Education degree in higher education
administration from UALR.

Dr. Welch is past president of the
Arkansas Association of Two-Year Colleges
and served as chairman of the board of the
Arkansas Association of Public Universities.
He serves on the Board of Directors for
Goodwill Industries of Arkansas, is a former
board member for the Arkansas Sheriffs’
Youth Ranches, and was inducted into
the Arkansas Boys State Hall of Fame. AY
Magazine named Welch as one of the
“Powerful Men of 2013”, and in 2005,
Arkansas Business selected Welch to “40
Under 40,” which profiled 40 “intriguing
business and political leaders under age
40.” His experience in the governmental
affairs arena includes serving as a White
House intern and on the staffs of U.S. Sen.
David Pryor and then-U.S. Rep. Blanche
Lincoln.

Dr. Welch and his wife, Mandy, are the
parents of three daughters: Wheatley
Grace, Emma Caroline, and Ava Claire.
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Kelly Damphousse was raised in a
small fishing village in northern Can-
ada, and became the first member of
his extended family to attend college
when he enrolled at Lethbridge Com-
munity College in 1980. Just after his
19t birthday, he earned an associate’s
degree in law enforcement in 1982
from LCC, and then began a three-year
stint in the Alberta Correctional Ser-
vice as a correctional officer.

His dream, though, was to become
a member of the Royal Canadian
Mounted Police. One of his LCC in-
structors had established a transfer
arrangement with Sam Houston State
University for his students to complete
their four-year criminal justice degree.
With his instructor’s encouragement,
Damphousse sold almost everything
he had, bought a motorcycle, filled a
duffle bag, and rode to Huntsville, Tex-
as, in 1985 to continue pursuing his
law enforcement dream.

While at SHSU, he worked as a post-
er maker in the print shop, as a janitor
at the Baptist Student Union, and as a
resident assistant in Adams Hall. Also
at Sam, he met his future wife (nee
Beth Smith '87), who convinced him to
stay in the states. Following graduation
in 1987, he worked as a security man-
ager for Macy’s in Atlanta and New Or-
leans, before Beth encouraged him to
begin graduate school.

After completing his doctorate at Tex-
as A&M University, he began his aca-
demic career at the University of Ala-
bama at Birmingham in 1994, before
joining the SHSU faculty in the College
of Criminal Justice in 1995.

Damphousse moved to the University
of Oklahoma in 1997, where he direct-
ed several research projects, most no-
tably the “American Terrorism Study”
and the National Institute of Justice’s
Arrestee Drug Abuse Monitoring proj-
ect in Oklahoma City and Tulsa. As an
administrator, he served as OU’s Dean
of the College of Arts and Sciences,
and as the university’s Faculty Athlet-
ics Representative to the NCAA.

In 2017, he named the Chancellor at
Arkansas State University, the state’s
second largest university. His “Every
Red Wolf Counts” mantra has become
a guiding principle for the A-State
community. It focuses on widening the
door to the life-changing experience
of a four-year college degree for all
students, and on improving the oppor-
tunities for success for A-State’s stu-
dents, faculty, and staff. His reputation
as a collaborative and inclusive leader
with expertise in collegiate athletics
recently resulted in his being unani-
mously elected as President of the Sun
Belt Conference’s Board of Directors
and to the NCAA Board of Directors.

He and Beth have been married for
33 years, and they have two daugh-
ters: Kayleigh Damphousse leads new
student orientation at the University
of Texas and Dr. Kristen Howell is a sci-
entist at St. Jude Children’s Research
Hospital.
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Arkansas State University Chancel-
lor Kelly Damphousse announced on
March 10, 2021, that Tom Bowen, a
25-year veteran leader in collegiate and
professional athletics who owns nearly
15 years of experience as an FBS athlet-
ics director, has been named the Red
Wolves’ Vice Chancellor for Intercolle-
giate Athletics.

With his arrival to A-State, Bowen
will make his third stop leading an FBS
athletics program after previously com-
pleting highly successful stints as the
director of athletics at Memphis from
2012-19 and San Jose State from the
end of 2004 until June of 2012.

Bowen most recently spent the last
two years as the president and found-
er of Bellwether Athletic Leadership
Strategies, a national consulting com-
pany for Division I, Il and Il collegiate
programs and private educational insti-
tutions providing leadership strategies,
feasibility studies, strategic plans, fund-
raising expertise/structures and organi-
zational design and efficiencies.

Along with his strong history of
achievements as a collegiate athlet-
ics administrator, which also included
stops at the University of California,
Berkeley and Saint Mary’s College of
California, Bowen'’s experience working
closely with college institutions across
the nation at Bellwether and as an exec-
utive with the NFL’s San Francisco 49ers
were part of his path to Arkansas State.

A well-recognized face across the

national college athletics landscape,
Bowen has been highly involved with
prominent professional associations
and committees.

Bowen was previously appointed to
the National Board of Athletic Directors
(LEAD1 Association). In June 2018, Bow-
en was named to the NCAA Division
| Football Oversight Committee, and
he also served on the College Football
Playoff organization’s Athletic Directors
Advisory Council in 2014.

Additionally, he served on the Athlet-
ic Directors Advisory Board of the BCS
in 2013. Bowen was the chair of the
American Athletic Conference’s Board
of Athletics Directors during his time at
Memphis as well. In July 2014, he was
voted to represent The American Ath-
letic Conference on the NCAA Division |
Leadership Council, an advisory body to
the NCAA Division | Board of Directors,
by his fellow conference athletics direc-
tors.

He is a Level 2 certified member of
the College Athletic Business Manage-
ment Association (CABMA) and has
memberships in the National Associa-
tion of Collegiate Directors of Athletics
(NACDA) and the Association of Fund-
raising Professionals.

Bowen began his Memphis tenure
playing an integral role in the formation
of the American Athletic Conference.
Memphis became a charter member
of the new league on July 1, 2013, and
Bowen spent time serving as vice chair
of the American Athletic Conference
Athletic Directors Council.

Bowen’s guidance and vision were
primary reasons Memphis was able to
set new school records in academics,
competition and fundraising while also
being active in community service and
completing numerous facility upgrades
and new construction for sports such
as football, men’s and women’s basket-
ball, baseball, volleyball, track and field,
soccer, softball and others.

The Tigers regularly posted a 3.0
all-department GPA or higher and set
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double-digit academic records while
over 300 student-athletes earned their
degrees during Bowen’s tenure.

With Bowen at the helm, the foot-
ball team claimed the 2014 American
Athletic Conference crown and made
a then-school-record five consecutive
bowl appearances from 2014-18. This
was after he inherited a program which
was 5-31 in the previous three seasons
before his arrival on campus and had
not experienced a winning season since
2007.

The well-rounded men’s and wom-
en’s athletics programs during Bowen’s
time in Memphis collected conference
championships and made NCAA post-
season appearances while at least 22
student-athletes earned All-America
recognition.

Prior to Memphis, Bowen served
as athletics director at San Jose State.
While at San Jose State, the core of
Bowen’s mission was building a “Cul-
ture of Champions” academically, ath-
letically and in the community.

His impact on the Spartans’ athletics
department was evident as he created
a new master facilities plan and imple-

mented the first major construction in
over 10 years. Bowen also created a
Student Success Services component
committed to student-athlete success
and excellence. He systematically re-
built the football program and support
services as well, resulting in San Jose
State’s first bowl appearance and victo-
ry in over 25 years.

Bowen served as both an assistant
and associate athletics director at Cal
from 2000-02 and worked in multiple
roles at Saint Mary’s College from 1995-
2000, including a four-month stint as
interim athletics director. He was also
the director of community affairs and
executive director of the 49ers Founda-
tion with the San Francisco 49ers from
2002-04.

The 1983 University of Notre Dame
graduate majored in theology/sociol-
ogy and spent time studying for the
priesthood with the Holy Cross Fathers.
Bowen earned a master’s degree in ad-
ministration/education from the Uni-
versity of San Francisco in 1990.

He and his wife, Mia, are the parents
of three children: sons, Andrew and Pe-
ter, and daughter, McKenna.
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FACILITIES: Media facilities in First National
Bank Arena consist of an area at floor level on
the east side of the court for radio and televi-
sion broadcasters and a designated area for re-
porters on the concourse level in the northwest
side of the arena (Blue portal). A television-film
booth located high on the east side of the arena.
There is also a Media Room located on the west
side open to the press before, during and after
games. Admittance to these areas is by special
credential issued only by the A-State Athletics
Media Relations Office.

CREDENTIALS: Credentials for home games are
provided to those members of the media who
are covering the game in a full working capaci-
ty. Requests with names should be submitted in
writing on company letterhead. Passes will be
mailed to valid applicants as long as time per-
mits; otherwise, passes may be claimed at the
Media Entrance on the east side of the arena
(Lower Green Entrance). Spouses, dates, children
and non-workers are NOT permitted in the media
areas. Passes must be displayed at all times, and
A-State reserves the right to revoke passes and
privileges at any time due to misrepresentation
or misconduct. Requests for road game creden-
tials may be made through the A-State Media
Relations Men’s Basketball SID (Mark Taylor).

PARKING: A limited number of parking spac-
es are available to members of the media on a
paved lot adjacent to the Media Entrance (Lower
Green Entrance) on the east side of the arena,
Lot “A”. Display a parking pass to the working
attendant for admittance. Parking is on a first-
come, first-serve basis. All parking pass requests
should be made to the Athletics Media Relations
Office.

ENTRY: Media representatives with proper
A-State issued credentials will be allowed en-
trance ONLY at the Media Entrance (Lower Green
Entrance) on the east side of First National Bank
Arena. This is also the main entry to the athletics
offices and is adjacent to the Media parking area.

GAME SERVICES: Programs, notes, reference
guides, statistical packets, and live statistics (Stat
Broadcast) are provided. Complimentary light re-
freshments and food will be available before and
throughout the game.

PHOTOGRAPHERS: Photographers are not al-
lowed to shoot from in front of the team bench-
es nor from the catwalk above the floor (for se-
curity, insurance and safety reasons). Along the
end lines, photographers must stay behind the
broken line and clear from the free throw lane.
Credentials are required to shoot from courtside.
Certified photographers of newspapers, maga-
zines, wire services and TV stations must request

INJURY INFORMATION POLICY: A student-ath-
lete’s protected health information is protected
by federal regulations under either the Health
Information Portability and Accountability Act
(HIPAA) or the Family Educational Rights and
Privacy Act of 1974 (the Buckley Amendment)
and may not be disclosed without either the
student-athlete’s authorization under HIPAA or
their consent under the Buckley Amendment.
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Authorized/consented injury information per-
taining to a student-athlete shall be released to
the media through the Athletics Media Relations
Department after being authorized by the ath-
letic trainer. It’s also appropriate in post-game
or weekly press conferences for head coaches to
announce team injury updates. It’s the policy of
the Department of Athletics to provide accurate
information on injuries and not withhold injury
information from the media.
