1 A-State has a 100-yard receiver in four consecutive games for the first time since at least 2000. 

2 The Red Wolves play five games in October for the first time since 1999.

3 A-State is 63-30-3 all-time on Homecoming and plays ULM on Homecoming for the third time.

4 The Red Wolves have started seven or more underclassmen in each game this season, including a 
season-high of 11 at Old Dominion. 

5 With 101 players listed as underclassmen (freshmen/sophomores), A-State ranks fourth nationally 
amongst respondents to the FBS survey of youngest teams this season. 

6 A-State has thrown for at least 300 yards and two scores in 22 of 40 games since 2019, most 
among Sun Belt Conference schools and second-most nationally. 

7 10 of the Red Wolves’ 12 opponents have either a new head coach, new offensive coordinator, new 
defensive coordinator or all three.

8 A-State and Oklahoma are the only FBS teams with 15-plus consecutive seasons with a game 
scoring 50 or more points. 

9 The Red Wolves rank second all-time in Sun Belt Conference victories with 91, four behind 
Louisiana. 

10
Each of the 12 scheduled contests this season for A-State are on Saturday for the first time since 
2008. A-State played 28 regular season games on non-Saturdays in the span coming on Tuesday 
(9), Wednesday (2), Thursday (14) and Friday (3).

PRESS BOX
The press box at Centennial Bank Stadium is a 
multi-level facility located on the west side of the 
stadium complex. It has elevator service to the 
media levels used by working media representa-
tives. The press box houses a photo deck, televi-
sion booths, radio booths, sportswriters and stat-
isticians. The press box is equipped with phone 
lines, high-speed internet connections and wire-
less internet service. Admittance to these levels 
is by special credentials issued only by the A-State 
Athletics Media Relations Department. The cre-
dential must be shown to the elevator operator. 

CREDENTIALS
Requests with names should be made as far in 
advance as possible because of space limitations. 
Requests are honored from official media outlets. 
Requests from individuals not employed by a me-
dia outlet, including freelance photographers, will 
not be considered. Because of space limitations, 
some requests may be filled with a game ticket 
instead. Passes will be mailed to valid applicants 
as long as time permits; otherwise, they may be 
claimed at the “Media Will Call” window. Spous-
es, dates, children (under the age of 18), and 
non-workers are NOT permitted in the press box. 
Passes must be displayed at all times during the 
game. A-State reserves the right to revoke passes 
and privileges at any time due to misrepresen-
tation or misconduct. Credentials are not trans-
ferable. Direct ALL requests for home game cre-
dentials to the A-State Athletics Media Relations 
Department. Requests for road game credentials 
should be made to the Sports Information Direc-
tors of the host institution.

MEDIA WILL CALL
If time does not permit to mail, credentials may 
be picked up at Media Will Call. The Ticket Office 
is open on game day beginning at 10:00 a.m., until 
two hours before kickoff. At that time, media rep-
resentatives may pick up credentials by showing a 
photo ID at the stadium. 

PARKING
Parking is available for the working media. Parking 
information is available through the A-State Ath-
letics Media Relations Department. Parking is on 
a first-come-first-served basis. Show the parking 
credential to the parking attendant and you will be 
allowed in the parking lot if space permits. 

GAME SERVICES
Programs, notes, reference guides, flip cards, 
statistics, quotes, play-by-play and live statistics 
(StatBroadcast) are provided. Books of all infor-
mation will be available after the game. The press 
box refreshment bar, with complimentary soft 
drinks, pregame meal and snacks, is open before 
and throughout the game.   

PHOTOGRAPHERS
Credentials are required to shoot from either the 
photo deck or the sidelines and are issued by the 
Media Relations Department. Certified photogra-
phers of newspapers, magazines, wire services, 
and TV stations must request passes in writing. 
Credentials must be visible at all times. Freelance 
photography is prohibited. No credentials will be 
issued to freelance photographers. Photogra-
phers are not permitted to shoot between the 
25-yard lines. No one is permitted in the bench 
area, on the playing field or in the 12-foot area be-
tween the limit line and the sideline any time after 
competition begins, including timeouts. Photogra-
phers working on the field level may not obstruct 
the view of a ticket purchaser. No media person-
nel or their equipment shall be in the team area or 
coaching box, and no media personnel shall com-
municate in any way with persons in the team area 
or coaching box.   

INTERVIEWS
All telephone or in-person interviews with any of 
the players must be arranged through the Media 
Relations Office. No player telephone numbers or 
housing information will be given out, but arrange-
ments will be made for players to return calls to 
media members at a mutually agreed upon time. 
When visiting practice sessions, media mem-
bers are encouraged to conduct interviews with 
players after practice. Media members wishing 
to interview any players following the game may 
submit a list of players they wish to interview to 
the Director of Media Relations during the game. 
All media members will have access to players 
and the head coach in the auditorium of the Cen-
tennial Bank Athletics Operations Center. The 
A-State locker room is CLOSED to all media both 
at Centennial Bank Stadium and on the road. The 
equipment room and athletic training room are off 
limits to the media.

Media representatives are encouraged to visit 
with Head Coach Butch Jones during his weekly 
press conference on Tuesday’s in the auditorium 
of the Centennial Bank Athletics Operations Cen-
ter. Game notes are available online (www.Asta-
teRedWolves.com). Those wishing to receive week-
ly releases should send your e-mail address to the 
Media Relations Office. Media representatives can 
receive the notes through a PDF format.

THE ARKANSAS STATE - ULM SERIES: 
Arkansas State has played ULM 44 previous times, 
which is the third most in school history among all 
opponents. A-State leads the all-time series with 
the Warhawks 30-14 since the first meeting in 1959. 
As Sun Belt foes, A-State leads the series 17-4 after 
picking up a win over ULM each of the last 12 sea-
sons, including a 27-24 victory in Monroe last year. 
The Red Wolves current 12-game winning streak ver-
sus the Warhawks is the longest versus any oppo-
nent in school history. 

A-STATE VS THE SUN BELT: Arkansas State has 
won 59 of its last 88 (.671) Sun Belt Conference 
games to run its all-time record in the league to 91-
65 (.583). The Red Wolves hold their most all-time 
victories against ULM with 29. Along with ULM and 
Louisiana, A-State is one of three teams that have 
been a part of the conference since its inaugural 
football season in 2001. A-State ranks second in all-
time Sun Belt victories with 91.

Butch Jones was announced as the Red 
Wolves’ 31st all-time head football coach on 
December 12, 2020.

Jones not only brought 11 years of 
head-coaching experience at the NCAA FBS 
level with him to Jonesboro after previous 
stops leading the football programs at Ten-
nessee (2013-17), Cincinnati (2010-12) and 
Central Michigan (2007-09), but he also spent 
three seasons (2018-20) working as part of 
Nick Saban’s staff at national-power Alabama.

During Jones’ 12 seasons serving as a head 
coach, his teams have combined to win four 
conference championships, play in eight bowl 
games and finish ranked in the AP Top 25 five 
times. He has coached a total of 87 all-con-
ference honorees and 27 NFL Draft picks, in-
cluding All-Pro selections Alvin Kamara, Travis 
Kelce, Nick Bellore and Antonio Brown.

Jones guided 10 players to 11 all-conference 
selections in 2021, led by Alan Lamar’s first 
team selection as a kick returner after post-
ing a school and Sun Belt Conference-record 
1,333 kickoff return yards.  Among the 11 All-
Sun Belt picks were five offensive players who 
helped the Red Wolves rank 11th in the country 
in passing yards per game.

Since his arrival in Jonesboro, Jones has 
made an immediate impact on the recruiting 
trail. The 2022 Arkansas State recruiting class 
not only ranked as the best in school history, 
but was also listed No. 1 in the Sun Belt Confer-
ence by both 247Sports and Rivals and inside 
the top five among Group of Five programs. 

 In 2020, Jones served as the Special As-
sistant to the Head Coach at Alabama, helping 
the Crimson Tide post an unblemished 13-0 
record on their way to claiming the National 
Championship. He was also an offensive an-
alyst for the program in 2018 and 2019 as it 
compiled a combined 25-3 record. The 2018 
team played in the CFP national champion-
ship game, while the 2019 squad capped off 
the year with a 35-16 win over Michigan in the 
Citrus Bowl to finish ranked No. 8 in the final 
AP Top 25 poll.

 Prior to Alabama, Jones spent a five-year 
stint at the University of Tennessee, collect-
ing 34 wins and leading the Volunteers to bowl 
wins three times. He inherited a program that 
hadn’t won a bowl game since 2007 and pro-
ceeded to direct the Vols to three consecutive 
bowl game victories for the first time in over 
20 years (1994-96).

While Tennessee didn’t have any Top-25 fin-
ishes the five seasons prior to Jones’ arrival, 
he led the program to a pair of Top-25 rankings 
in both the final AP Poll and Coaches Poll in 
2015 and 2016.  Following the 2016 campaign, 
which saw Tennessee defeat both Florida and 
Georgia in the same season for the first time 
in 15 years, the Vols had six NFL Draft selec-
tions taken within the first four rounds for the 
first time since the 2001 season.

During his time in Knoxville, Jones was one 
of just three SEC head coaches to post back-
to-back seasons with at least nine victories.  
Heading into his final season at Tennessee, he 
had the second most wins by a head coach in 
the conference behind only Saban.

 Focusing on the complete student-ath-
lete, Jones helped mentor over 200 academic 
all-conference winners and 100-plus academic 
honor roll recipients while in Knoxville. Under 
his direction, every academic record in Ten-
nessee history was broken with 85-plus play-
ers earning their degrees.  In addition to Ten-
nessee, both Cincinnati and Central Michigan 
also posted the highest graduation rates and 
team GPAs in school history while under Jones’ 
leadership as head coach.

 Jones took over the Tennessee program af-
ter spending the 2010-12 seasons as Cincinna-
ti’s head coach. The Bearcats compiled a 23-14 
record in his three seasons while also winning 
the Big East title in 2011 and 2012. Jones was 
named the league’s Coach of the Year after 
Cincinnati’s 10-win season in 2011, while also 
earning the same honor from CBSSports.com 
in 2012 after his squad captured its second 
consecutive bowl victory and finished in the 
Top 25.

 Jones was also the head coach at Central 
Michigan from 2007-09, winning 27 contests 
and leading the Chippewas to the 2007 and 
2009 Mid-American Conference (MAC) titles. 
His three-year stint in Mount Pleasant saw 
Central Michigan compile a 22-3 MAC record, 
make three consecutive bowl-game appear-
ances and post a No. 23 postseason ranking 
in 2009. Jones was the only head coach to 
lead the program to consecutive bowl games, 
as well as the first in the history of the MAC to 
do so in his first three seasons.

 Prior to making his second stop at Central 
Michigan, Jones was the wide receivers coach 
at West Virginia from 2005-06. While coach-
ing in Morgantown, WVU combined to post a 
22-3 record, including a Sugar Bowl win over 
Georgia and Gator Bowl victory against Geor-
gia Tech.

Jones served as an assistant at Central 
Michigan for seven years from 1998-2004. 
During that time, he served as offensive co-
ordinator (2002-04), running backs coach 
(1999-2004) and as tight ends coach (1998).

He was also the offensive coordinator at his 
alma mater, Ferris State, from 1995-97 and 
at Wilkes University from 1993-94 while also 
serving as an assistant at Rutgers from 1990-
92. His original entry into the coaching ranks 
was as an intern with the Tampa Bay Bucca-
neers from 1987-89.

Jones is a 1990 graduate of Ferris State 
University in Michigan. Jones and his wife, 
Barb, are the parents of three sons – Alex, 
Adam and Andrew.

Jones not 
only brought 11 years of head-coaching experience 
at the NCAA FBS level with him to Jonesboro after 
previous stops leading the football programs at 
Tennessee (2013-17), Cincinnati (2010-12) and Cen-
tral Michigan (2007-09), but he also spent three 
seasons (2018-20) working as part of Nick Saban’s 
staff  at national-power Alabama.

teams have combined to win four conference cham-
pionships, played in eight bowl games and finished 
ranked in the AP Top 25 five  times.  He has coached 
a combined 87 all-conference honorees and 27 NFL 
Draft picks.

ON THIS DATE: A-State is set to play on Oct. 1 for 
the 11th time in program history.

RED WOLVES OCTOBER: Arkansas State holds a 
26-14 record over its last 40 games played in Octo-
ber for a .650 winning percentage. This is the first 
season since 1999 that A-State will play five games 
in October. 

HOMECOMING HISTORY: Arkansas State is 63-
30-3 all-time in Homecoming contests. The Red 
Wolves have won 17 of their last 19 Homecoming 
games. A-State had a 10-game win streak in Home-
coming games snapped last season in a 48-14 set-
back to Appalachian State. The Red Wolves meet 
ULM on Homecoming for the third time and are 2-0 
in the previous two meetings (28-24 in 2014 / 17-14 
in 1974). 

AMONG YOUNGEST TEAMS IN FBS: The Red 
Wolves’ roster includes 101 players listed as a fresh-
man, redshirt freshman, sophomore or redshirt 
sophomore among the 128 total players.

HONORING COACH LACEWELL: This season, the 
Red Wolves wear a “LL” decal on their helmets to 
honor Larry Lacewell, former Diretor of Atheltics 
and the winningest head football coach in Arkansas 
State history who passed away in May at the age of 
85. Inducted into the Arkansas State Athletics Hall 
of Honor in 1987, the Arkansas Sports Hall of Fame 
in 1996 and the A-State Ring of Honor in 2001. Lace-
well was at one time the only coach in the nation 
to have led college teams to back-to-back champi-
onships and been a part of back-to-back NFL Super 
Bowl wins. Roaming the sidelines for A-State from 
1979-89, he led the program to 69 wins, two South-
land Conference titles and four straight appearanc-
es in the Division I-AA Playoffs, including the 1986 
national championship game. The 1985 and 1986 
Southland Coach of the Year, Lacewell coached five 
First Team All-Americans, 23 Honorable Mention AP 
All-Americans and 24 All-Southland Conference se-
lections. In his A-State tenure, 13 players went on to 
play in the NFL and 18 have since been inducted into 
the A-State Hall of Honor.

SCORE FOUR: QB James Blackman tied his career 
high for the fifth time as he was responsible for four 
touchdowns in the 58-3 win over Grambling State. 
Blackman passed for two scores and ran in two 
more. Blackman’s two rushing touchdowns marked 
the first time any A-State rusher had multiple rush-
ing touchdowns in a game since Marcel Murray 
had three at ULM on Nov. 2, 2019. Blackman’s per-
formance also marked the first time an A-State QB 
had multiple rushing and passing touchdowns in the 
same outing since Justice Hansen had three pass-
ing and two rushing touchdowns against Georgia 
State on Oct. 18, 2018. 

GO JOHNNIE GO: RB Johnnie Lang Jr. rushed for  
a career-high 124 yards on 13 carries against Gram-
bling State becoming the first A-State rusher to 
eclipse 100 yards since Jamal Jones rushed for 106 
yards at Texas State on Nov. 21, 2020. His 124 yards 
were the most since Marcel Murray rushed for 175 
at ULM on Nov. 2, 2019. Lang had a career-long rush 
of 49 yards, the longest rush by an A-State player 
since Lincoln Pare had a 58 yard rush at Kansas 
State on Sept. 12, 2020. 

HELLO CHAMP: Oregon State transfer WR Champ 
Flemings has made an immediate impression with 
back-to-back 100-yard receiving games, a first for 
any A-State player since 2020. Flemings had seven 
catches for 122 yards in the opener and added 10 
catches for 105 yards at Ohio State. 

SEYDOU GOES OVER 100: Seydou Traore hauled in 
six receptions for a career high 120 yards at Mem-
phis, the first A-State tight end with 100-plus receiv-
ing yards since Blake Mack had eight receptions for 
124 yards against Central Arkansas on Sept. 24, 
2016. Traore has two of the Red Wolves four receiv-
ing touchdowns this season and is second on the 
squad with nine receptions for 150 yards. Traore 
ranks fourth among FBS tight ends in receiving 
yards (231) and 10th in yards per catch (14.44). 

FIRST TIME EVER? With Champ Flemings (2), Sey-
dou Traore and Jeff Foreman going over 100 yards 
receiving in the first four games, this season marks 
the first time since at least 2000 A-State has a re-
ceiver with 100 yards receiving in each of the first 
four games or any four game stretch.  

APPROACHING 2K: Redshirt-junior RB Marcel 
Murray is 27 yards shy of becoming the 15th player 
in program history to record 2,000 rushing yards. 
With 1,973 rushing yards to date, Murray ranks 15th 
among the program leaders in rushing yards. He 
needs 59 yards to move past Johnston White (2014-
17) for 14th. Murray needs 545 yards to break into 
the top 10.

MARKED IMPROVEMENT: A-State allowed 157 
fewer yards per game and 16.0 less points per 
contest over the last six outings compared to the 
first six. The Red Wolves also allowed 2.4 yards less 
per play during that stretch. Compared to the first 
six games of last season, A-State has allowed 16.4 
fewer points, 8 fewer first downs, 154 fewer rushing 
yards, 50 fewer passing yards, 2.0 fewer yards per 
play and has one more sack per game.

PICK IT OFF: A-State finished last season with 11 
interceptions, which topped its total of six from 
the 2020 season. With safety Eddie Smith collect-
ing his first career interception against Grambling 
State, the Red Wolves have posted at least an inter-
ception in six of the last 10 outings, including a five-
game stretch before the 2021 season finale. 

DISRUPTING THE BACKFIELD: Kivon Bennett 
made an immediate impact on the A-State defense 
in his first season with the program, posting 16.5 
tackles for loss and 8.0 sacks. Bennett posted at 
least a half-tackle for loss in 11 of 12 games, one of 
26 players nationally last season with 0.5 or more 
tackles for loss in 11 or more games. With a total of 
16.5 tackles for loss, Bennett finished last season 
ranked 13th nationally with 1.4 tackles for loss per 
game. With at least half a tackle for loss in all games 
this season, Bennett has 13 games in his A-State 
career with 0.5 TFL or more, third-most nationally 
since the start of the 2021 season. 

A LOSS ON THE PLAY: Dating back to the 2013 
season, A-State has 5.0 or more tackles for loss in 
92 of 117 games. The Red Wolves are among nine 
times with six or more tackles for loss in every 
game this season. With an average of 9.0 TFL per 
game, A-State ranks fourth nationally and second in 
the Sun Belt Conference after week four. The Red 
Wolves 92 such games since 2013 are most in the 
Sun Belt in that span ahead of Marshall (88), South-
ern Miss (86), Troy (82) and Appalachian State (82). 
Nationally, A-State ranks 12th in that span, third 
among Group of Five teams behind Tulane (95) and 
UCF (94). 

SELECT COMPANY: DE Keyron Crawford and 
DE Thurman Geathers each had 3.0 tackles for 
loss against Grambling State in the season open-
er. It marked just the fourth time since 2000 that 
A-State had two players with three or more tackles 
for loss in the same game, first since Darreon Jack-
son and Kevin Thurmon had 3.0 TFL each against 
Georgia Southern on Nov. 23, 2019. Ja’Von Rolland 
Jones (3.5 TFL) and Kyle Wilson (3.0) against Texas 
State on Nov. 18, 2017 along with Kyle Wilson (5.0) 
and Chase Robinson (3.0) against Georgia Southern 
on Oct. 5, 2016 are the other occasions. 

GETTING TO THE QUARTERBACK: While posting 
5.0 or more tackles for loss 92 times over the last 
116 games (since 2013), A-State has a sack in 106 of 
those 117 games. The Red Wolves 106 games in that 
span are second in the new-look Sun Belt Confer-
ence behind Marshall (108) and only the Thundering 
Herd have more such games than the Red Wolves 
among Group of Five programs.  

BEEN A MINUTE: A-State held Grambling State to 
102 total yards, fewest by any opponent since Mis-
sissippi Valley State had 69 total yards in 2009. The 
Red Wolves also held Grambling State to 50 rushing 
yards, first time an A-State team held an opponto 
to 50 or fewer since Troy had 47 in the 2017 sea-
son. After holding Old Dominion to 51 rushing yards, 
A-State has held two opponents to 55 or fewer rush-
ing yards this season, most in a season since the 
2017 defense held three opponents to 55 or fewer 
rushing yards in a game. 
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SPECIAL TEAMS NOTES

INSIDE THE 20: Ryan Hanson posted 21 punts 
inside the opponent’s 20-yard line last season. He 
posted at least two punts inside the opponent’s 
20-yard line in seven of 12 games, including four at 
Washington. Hanson finished the season with an 
average of 44.04 yards per punt, third in the Sun 
Belt Conference. The Red Wolves did not punt in the 
opener, but since then Hanson has 16 punts for 732 
yards landing five inside the 20. For his career, Han-
son has landed 38 of his 125 punts inside the 20-
yard line with 26 of those punts going 50-plus yards. 

RECORD HOLDER: Ryan Hanson holds the pro-
gram record in highest average punt. Hanson has 
125 career punts covering 5,393 yards for an av-
erage of 43.1 yards per punt ahead of Ryan Smith 
(1998-99) for the program record. Hanson’s 43.1 
yard punt average ranks tied for 22nd among active 
FBS players. He leads the Sun Belt Conference with 
his 45.8 punt average this season.

RAY’S EIGHT: Ryan Hanson was among eight 
standout punters for week two in FBS to land on the 
Ray Guy Award Ray’s 8 presented by the Augusta 
Sports Council. Hanson had seven punts travel 361 
yards for an average of 51.6 yards per punt, with a 
long punt of 68 yards at No. 3 Ohio State. 

ON THE RETURN: Johnnie Lang Jr. posted a ca-
reer-long 63-yard punt return for a touchdown 
during last season’s contest at Tulsa, A-State’s first 
punt return for a score since Blaise Taylor found the 
end zone on a 63-yard return against Nebraska in 
2017. Lang finished the season with 16 returns for 
129 yards, an average of 8.1 per game, ranked 24th 
nationally in return average. This season, Lang has 
returned 14 kickoffs for 324 yards with a long return 
of 35 yards. This season marks the first time he has 
returned kicks since the 2019 season at Iowa State.

KICKING IT DEEP: Tristan Mattson solidified 
kickoff duties last season with 26 of his 60 kickoffs 
resulting in touchbacks. Just one of those 60 kick-
offs went out of bounds and the Red Wolves kickoff 
return unit ranked 26th nationally limiting oppo-
nents to 18.46 yards per return. So far this season, 
13 of his 19 kickoffs have resulted in touchbacks. 

THE SHOW BEGINS: Dominic Zvada broke 
camp as the starting place kicker for A-State as a 
true-freshman. Zvada, a product of Valley Christian 
High School in Chandler, Ariz., made 62-of-65 PATs 
and scored 74 points kicking in his senior season. 
Zvada converted a 55-yard field goal as a junior, the 
longest in Arizona high school Class 3A history. Thus 
far, Zvada is a perfect 13-for-13 on PATs and 6-for-6 
on field goals. He is the only kicker to go 4-for-4 on 
field goals at Ohio State since at least 2000 and 
already has two field goals of 45-plus yards, most by 
any A-State kicker since the 2011 season. 

FROM 45 PLUS: Dominic Zvada is not only a per-
fect 5-for-5 on field goals thus far, he’s 2-for-2 from 
45-plus yards. Dating back to the 2011 season when 
Brian Davis converted six 45-plus yard field goals, 
A-State has not had a season with more than two 
45-plus yard field goals made.

State football team to a dominant 58-3 season-opening win over Grambling

A-State (1-0) pounded out 339 yards on the ground and 233 through the air 
for 572 yards of offense, while holding the Tigers (0-1) to just 102 total yards 
of offense. The Red Wolves’ rushing total is the most since Oct. 5, 2016 (343 
versus Georgia Southern). A-State also did not punt in a game for the first time 
since Sept. 24, 2011, against Central Arkansas.

The Red Wolves scored six times on the ground, eclipsing last season’s total 
(4) and the most in a single game since Oct. 3, 2015, versus Idaho (6). Johnnie 
Lang led the ground attack with 124 yards on 13 carries, while Brian Snead 
rushed 12 times for 57 yards. Freshman Mike Sharpe II added 32 yards on 
seven attempts.

Defensively, A-State held its opponent without a touchdown since Oct. 19, 2019, 
while also limiting the ground game to under 50 yards since Dec. 2, 2017.
