LOOKING FOR A ROAD WIN

»Elmira had difficulty winning away from the
friendly confines of the Murray Athletic Cen-
ter last year with a 5-6-2 road record.

»The Soaring Eagles saw more success to-
wards the end of the 2017-18 season in road
games, as the Purple and Gold posted a 4-2-1
record during their final seven away con-
tests.
