WEEKEND OVERVIEW	               
}Elmira continues United Collegiate Hockey 
Conference (UCHC) play with a pair of home 
games against Utica and Nazareth.

}Despite falling out of the U.S. College Hock-
ey Online (USCHO) national rankings, Utica 
maintained a spot in the D3hockey.com poll 
at No. 15.

}EC sits atop the UCHC standings with nine 
points, as a result of winning three of the 
first four conference games of the year.

}Utica (2-1-0) and Naz (1-0-2) both own six 
conference points and are two of five teams 
tied for second in the UCHC.

}Naz has earned three of its league points 
by virtue of the UCHC’s new overtime proce-
dure. The Golden Flyers tied Manhattanville, 
4-4, on November 3, but earned two points 
with a win in a shootout after two overtimes.

The number of goals Elmira 
has scored in the third period 
through the first seven games 
of the season. The third period 
has been EC’s best in terms of 
scoring, with only seven goals 
coming in the first and second.

The top-four leaders in the 
UCHC in power-play points are 
all Soaring Eagles. Ryan Blais 
is first with seven power-play 
points (2g-5a), while linemates 
Nick Ford, Matthew Cuce and 
Connor Powell are second (6).

Elmira enters the weekend 
ranked sixth in the UCHC in 
offense, scoring 3.71 goals per 
game, and defense, allowing 
3.86 goals per game. In terms 
of total goals scored, EC leads 
the UCHC with 26.

}After Elmira’s first goal, fans in attendance 
are asked to throw their new stuffed toys 
onto the ice. All teddy bears collected will 
be donated to Catholic Charities of Chemung 
and Schuyler Counties.

}Last year’s Teddy Bear Toss collected 395 
teddy bears, which were distrubuted by 
Catholic Charities to local children in need 
for the holiday season.

}Friday night’s game was originally sched-
uled against Nazareth; however, due to a 
conflict with Naz’s road game vs. Lebanon 
Valley on Saturday, the Golden Flyers will now 
travel to the Flying Dutchmen on Friday, Nov. 
16, before visiting Elmira on Saturday, Nov. 17.

LAST TIME OUT                    	               
}The Soaring Eagles had a four-game win 
streak snapped by Manhattanville on Novem-
ber 10 by a 6-2 final score.

}The conference loss is the only one on the 
ledger for Elmira through four UCHC con-
tests.

}Aleksi Ojala and Anthony Parrucci both 
scored their first goals of the 2018-19 season 
in the losing effort against the Valiants.

SCOUTING #15 UTICA	               
}The defending UCHC Tournament champi-
ons, the Utica Pioneers, have found them-
sevles below .500 with a 2-3-0 overall record.

}Two of Utica’s losses came against No. 3/3 
Adrian, but the most recent on was a 4-3 
stunner against Nazareth on November 9.

}Former starting goalie, Patrik Virtanen, 
chose not to return to Utica for his junior 
season, instead signing with a pro team in 
France.

}Virtanen’s exit has thrust Sean Dickson 
into action, and the freshman has gone 2-2-0 
with a 2.19 goals-against average and a .930 
save percentage in four starts.

}Looking to replace the now-graduated 
2017-18 UCHC Player of the Year, Roman Am-
mirato, the Pioneers have looked to sopho-
more Josh Haskin (1g-7a) and two freshmen, 
Regen Cavanagh (4g-2a) and Eric Holland 
(3g-2a), for points on the offensive end.

SCOUTING NAZARETH	               
}The Golden Flyers have not tasted defeat in 
2018-19, entering the weekend with a 3-0-3 
overall record and a 1-0-2 conference mark.

}Two of Naz’s three wins have come against 
Bryn Athyn by identical 4-2 scores, but 
the signature win was a 4-3 upset of No. 
13/9-ranked Utica on  Nov. 9.

}Leading point-getter, David Powlowski (4g-
4a), netted his second game-winner of the 
year with less than a minute remaining in the 
one-goal win over Utica. 

}Powlowski and fellow senior, defenseman 
Jacob Paluch (6a), lead the Golden Flyers 
with eight and six points, respectively. Junior 
James McDonald (4g) is tied with Powlowski 
for the team lead in goals with four.

}After making 19 starts as a sophomore, 
goalie Michael Tilford leads Nazareth’s goal-
ie trio with 97 saves and 190:00 minutes of 
ice time in three starts.

}Junior Andy Lee has started twice and owns 
team-bests with a 2-0-0 record, a 2.00 goals-
against average and a .939 save percentage.

ELMIRA VS. UTICA				
}Elmira and Utica will meet for the 52nd time 
this weekend.

}The Soaring Eagles swept the Pioneers in a 
pair of regular-season UCHC games in 2017-
18. However, the season series ended with 
Utica winning the UCHC Tournament title 
game.

}In the past 11 games, EC and Utica are even 
at 5-5-1, and going back to the start of the 
2013-14 campaign, the series record remains 
.500 at 8-8-1.
