The 2023 Hope College volleyball team served up a
successful year in the classroom, too.

— the 2023 national runner-up in NCAA Division lIl —
also claimed the American Volleyball Coaches
Association Team Academic Award sponsored by
INTENT during the 2023-24 school year. It markED
the 16th consecutive season that Hope has received
the AVCA accolade. The Flying Dutch, coached by
Becky Schmidt, were among a record number of 1,400
collegiate and high school volleyball programs to earn
the recognition. Hope also claimed the MIAA Team
GPA Award.

ACADEMIC ALL-AMERICANS

Addie VanderWeide and Olivia Fiebing were selected
to the 2023 Academic All-America® volleyball teams as
chosen by College Sports Communicators.
VanderWeide, an outside hitter, was one of nine first-
team selections in NCAA Division lll. Fiebing, a libero,
was one of 10 third-team honorees. They were the
third set of Hope volleyball teammates to be named to
Academic All-America® teams in the same season,
joining: Tracy Westra and McKenna Otto (2021 fall)
and Lauren Hazekamp and Jayne Kessel (2015).
