Pearson earned 141

As a senior, Pearson led his
team to the NCAA Tournament Quarterfinals and a
final national ranking of fifth by the NSCAA. Pearson
was top on the team in scoring that year with 18
goals and 44 points, ranking him third all-time. For
his tremendous performance throughout the year,
Pearson was named a Second Team All-American.
Upon his induction to the Stafford H. "Pop” Cassell
Hall of Fame, Pearson is among the AU top-10 in ca-
reer goals, career assists, career points, single-sea-
son goals and single-season points.
