QUICK HITS

© Baylor picked up its first ranked win - and top-10 win - of the Nicki Collen era with an 87-61 victory over then-ranked No. 7 lowa
State on Sunday. It marked the worse loss since 2018 for the Cyclones.

® Down by four with 20 seconds on the clock, Baylor went on a 7-0 run - five of those points coming from Ja’Mee Asherry - as the
Bears clawed their way to their first Big 12 win of the season at Kansas.

© Sarah Andrews and Asberry became the first BU teammates ever in program history to hit a minimum of six 3s each in the same
game (Kansas).

o With its win over Missouri on Saturday, Baylor is 5-1 in Big 12/SEC Challenge games.

o For the first time since Dec. 19, 2020, Baylor held an opponent to under 30 total points (24, McNeese State) against Morehead State.
It also marked the first time since that game that BU held an opponent to four single-digit scoring quarters.

¢ Jordan Lewis and NaLyssa Smith, along with 28 others, were named candidates for the 2021-22 Senior CLASS Award. The award
recognizes a senior NCAA Division | player who demonstrates excellence in the community, the classroom, character and competition.

o Smith was named the Big 12 Player of the Week after averaging 19 points and 15.3 points per game through three games in Mexico.
 Baylor went 3-0 in the Cancun Challenge, playing three games in three days over Thanksgiving break. Smith, Lewis and Queen Egbo
were named to the 2021 Cancun Challenge Mayan Division All-Tournament Team. Smith was also named the Division’s MVP.

 No. 6 Baylor had a shot to send the game to overtime in the final seconds, but the 3-pointer from the left wing barely missed to give
No. 3 Maryland the 79-76 win. The Terps led, 76-65, with 2:45 left in the game. Lewis answered with six-straight points, and Smith
added a bucket with 1:30 to play. Then it was Lewis again with 38 seconds remaining with a 3-pointer to cut Maryland's lead to three.
Baylor's defense got the stop without fouling on the other end to set up the chance for the tie.

* A second-half surge propelled the Bears to a 27-point win on the road over UT Arlington for BU’s second game in three days to open
the season. Baylor led the Lady Mavs by six at the half before holding the home team to a total of 22 points in the second half. Smith
became the first Big 12 player of the season to record a 20/10 performance that game, while Ja'Mee Asberry hit five triples. Caitlin
Bickle had an all-around game for Baylor as she finished with seven points, eight rebounds, three assists, two blocks and a couple of
charges.

® BU opened the Nicki Collen era with a win over Texas State. Collen came to Baylor from the WNBA's Atlanta franchise, where she
spent the last three seasons at the helm for the Dream. Her first year in Atlanta resulted in a 23-11 season in 2018, where she earned
WNBA Coach of the Year honors and helped the team to the WNBA Playoff Semifinals.

THE BAYLOR BEARS REGIME
S

The 2018-19 Bears became just the third women's program in NCAA history to win three titles when Baylor beat Notre Dame 82-81 April 7 in Tampa,
Fla. Chloe Jackson’s go-ahead scoop layup with under five seconds left propelled her to NCAA Final Four Most Outstanding Player honors to go along
with a team-high 26 points in the game. The Bears rode the wave of two All-American posts with Kalani Brown and Lauren Cox each
earning multiple all-America honors. The pair led Baylor to its 10th regular-season and tournament champoinship in the Big 12 and Kim Mulkey was
honored as national coach of the year by the USBWA, the Associated Prress and the WBCA.

)

The 2011-12 Bear season was as perfect as it could be. En route to claiming its second NCAA Championship in seven years, Baylor ran the table,
posting an unprecedented 40-0 mark and claiming both Big 12 Conference crowns. Brittney Griner and Mulkey swept player of the year and coach of
the year honors, earning WBCA, USBWA, Associated Press, Naismith and Big 12 Conference recognition. Baylor was ranked No. 1 wire-to-wire in both
polls and raced through conference play with a Big 12-record 18-0 mark. Griner and Odyssey Sims were named consensus All-Americans, while Destiny
Williams was a WBCA All-America honorable mention honoree.

The squad posted a 33-3 record and claimed the Big 12 Conference title with a 14-2 mark. En route to the program'’s first NCAA Championship, the
Bears defeated three No. 1 seeds. Steffanie Blackmon and Sophia Young were both named All-Americans. In addition to earning Big 12 Coach of the
Year honors, Mulkey received the New York Athletic Club’s prestigious Winged Foot Award.

© The Bears are 23-time Big 12 Champions— most in Big 12 history —capturing 11 consecutive regular season titles, 12 overall & 11 tournament titles.
® Baylor is 381-33 (.928) over the past 12 seasons while posting a 190-12 mark in Big 12 play and 27-1 (.964) in Big 12 Tournament play.

® 327 of Baylor's 381 wins since 2010-11 have been by 10 or more points, and only 19 times in that span has its winning margin been five or fewer
points.

Nicki Collen was introduced as
the fifth Head Coach in Baylor
women's basketball history on May
5, 2021.

Collen comes to Baylor from the
WNBA's Atlanta franchise, where
she spent the last three seasons
at the helm for the Dream. Her
rookie season in Atlanta resulted
ina 23-11 season in 2018, where she earned WNBA Coach of
the Year honors and helped the franchise to the WNBA Playoff
Semifinals.

Prior to her arrival in Atlanta, she spent two seasons under
head coach Curt Miller of the Connecticut Sun, helping the
franchise improve from fifth in the East Division to second from
2016 to 2017, respectively.

“I am thrilled to be the head coach at Baylor University. |
believe it is the top job in the country for women’s basketball,”
said Collen. “I am excited to begin working with this extremely
talented team and | am grateful for the unwavering support of
President Livingstone and Mack Rhoades. The success of this
program speaks for itself, and | will begin working today to
ensure Baylor women’s basketball continues to be a program
that excels at the highest levels.”

Collen’s collegiate coaching career spanned for nine seasons
prior to her WNBA arrival. She spent two seasons as an
assistant at Colorado State from 2000-2002, one season at
Ball State from 2002-2003, one at Louisville from 2003-2004,
three at Arkansas from 2011-2014 and two at Florida Gulf
Coast from 2014-2016.

Her teams’ combined record in nine seasons as an NCAA
Division | assistant was 214-74, good for a .743 win
percentage. As an assistant, Collen guided four different squads
to the NCAA Tournament, reaching the second round in three of
those seasons.

She spent six of her nine seasons as an assistant under her
hushand, Tom Collen’s head-coaching tenures at Colorado
State, Louisville and Arkansas. She also discipled under Tracy
Roller at Ball State and Karl Smesko at Florida Gulf Coast, who
has the third-highest active winning percentage in NCAA
Division I. Collen helped the FGCU program to a 64-9 record
and the school’s first NCAA Tournament win in her two-year
tenure.

In her nine seasons at the collegiate level, Collen coached three
All-Americans and saw three players selected in the WNBA
Draft.

Collen’s collegiate playing career began at Purdue in 1993-94,
when the Boilermakers made an NCAA Final Four run with a
29-5 overall record and a 16-2 mark in the Big Ten. Her sopho-
more season, Purdue made another deep run with an Elite Eight
appearance to go with a 24-8 overall record. She transferred
to Marquette, where she tallied 421 assists in her final two
seasons, averaging 7.0 per game in her last 60 collegiate
games. She helped the Golden Eagles to two-straight NCAA
Tournament appearances in 1997 and 1998.

Nicki and her hushand Tom have three children, Connor, Reese
and Logan.
