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POINT PLUNDER
No other team in college hockey has scored as many points as BC has this season. The 
Eagles are first in the NCAA in total points (206), assists (133) and tied for first with three 
(3) hat tricks. Boston College also leads the nation in most road points scored with 133. 
Boston College is tied for second in goals scored with 71.  The Eagles are also third in the 
nation in plus/minus differential (+30). 

EVEN STEVENS
Boston College has produced some even scoring as 11 Eagles are in double figures in 
points while eight skaters have at least five goals through this point.  The Eagles are now 
averaging just under four goals per game (3.65 gpg) on the season which is fifth best in all 
of college hockey and the most productive offensive unit in all of Hockey East.

GOOD-REAU
BC’s points leader at the end of the first half had an eight-game point streak snapped at 
Notre Dame on Dec. 10, accruing three goals and nine assists over that time span. It marks 
Gaudreau’s second-career eight-game point streak. In the final game of his point streak 
on Dec. 6 against Northeastern, the Carneys Point, N.J. native accounted for his second-
career playmaker (three assists). Upon conclusion of the first half, Gaudreau ranks 54th in 
the country in scoring, averaging 1.10 points per game and is tied for sixth in Hockey East. 

IN THE RED
The Eagles are outscoring their opponent at a significant margin and possess the sixth-
highest mark in the NCAA. BC’s + 1.20 goal differential is the best in Hockey East as the 
Eagles have netted 73 goals and given up only 49. The +55 mark, as a club, is second best 
in the NCAA.
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AGAINST THE ODDS
Boston College is currently tied for second with Penn State and Bemidji State for second-
most wins to close out the first half. ( Union led with 14 ). The Eagles did so, though, by 
having to trot out the penalty-killing unit 125 times, second most behind Michigan Tech 
( 126 ) this season. At such a high frequency, BC is killing off opponents’ power play 
opportunities at a rate of 82.4 percent (105 - of - 124).

THE GREAT WOLL OF CHESTNUT HILL
First-year goaltender Joe Woll has been steady in net for the Eagles all season and is 
currently around the top 25, nationally, in all goaltending categories. Woll is currently 
21st in save percentage (.917), 27th in goals against average (2.51) and 21st in winning 
percentage (.618). The St. Louis native has only given up more than three goals three times 
in his last 11 starts.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS
Following the 3-2 setback at Notre Dame on Dec. 10, BC is only surrendering 2.45 goals 
per game which is 14th best in college hockey. Boston College is only one of two teams in 
Hockey East that has given up less than 10 goals, combined, in the first period, starting off 
strong defensively. BC has given up only nine first-period goals thus far (PC leads w/ six.)

PLUSSES N MINUSES
Veteran Eagles Austin Cangelosi and Scott Savage are currently tied for 10th, nationally, in 
overall plus / minus rating. Cangelosi and Savage are both +14 on the season, which are 
the top marks in all of Hockey East. Defensemen Michael Kim and Connor Moore are tied 
for 15th nationally, just one notch below the seniors with a +13 rating.

RECENT history
BOSTON COLLEGE vs. QUINNIPIAC
Boston College has revenge on its mind as the Eagles 2016 NCAA championship bid was cut short by Quinnipiac at last 
year’s Frozen Four in the national semifinals on April 7 in Tampa. In the first ever meeting between the two programs, 
Ryan Fitzgerald scored with less than five minutes remaining in the game to bring the score within one was not 
enough as the Eagles fell to Quinnipiac, 3-2. Thursday’s contest against the Bobcats marks the second-consecutive 
meeting on neutral ice.

QUINNIPIAC QUERIES
Quinnipiac skates into the Three Rivers Classic with a 10-7-2 mark, including a 6-4-1 record in ECAC play. The Bobcats 
are ranked 14th in the latest USCHO.com poll following a weekend in which QU was swept by Princeton, 5-3 and 4-1, on 
Dec. 9-10. Quinnipiac looks to alter its course this weekend, having lost its last three outings, including a 5-2 setback 
against Union on Dec. 3. Senior Tim Clifton leads Quinnipiac’s offense in both goals scored (10) and points  (15). 
Freshman Brogan Rafferty leads the club in assists ( 13 ) and is tied for 21st in scoring, nationally, with 0.79 points per 
game ( 2 - 13 - 15 ). QU’s defense has turned to junior goaltender  Chris Truehl, who is 8-5-2 with a .910 save percentage 
and a 2.40 goals against average. Quinnipiac’s offense is averaging three goals per game, which is right in the middle 
of the pack, tied for 29th nationally. The defense is ranked 19th, surrendering 2.68 goals per outing. The Bobcats’ 
strong suit is their penalty kill which is ranked seventh in all of college hockey, killing off 87 of their 100 opportunities.

RECENT history
BOSTON COLLEGE vs. FERRIS STATE
The last time the clock struck 00:00 when Boston College and Ferris State met, jubilation took hold as the Eagles won 
their fifth national championship on April 7, 2012 after defeating the Bulldogs, 4-1. Top-seed Boston College scored 
twice in the first period and sealed the fifth national championship in program history with two more goals in the third. 
BC has never lost to Ferris State, as a potential meeting with the Bulldogs on Friday would mark the fourth in program 
history. All four games would be in tournament play as BC beat Ferris, 9-6, in the first-ever meeting on Dec. 28, 1983 
in Duluth, Minn. before a 3-3 draw in the 2004 Denver Cup.

BULLDOG BITES
Ferris State enters the Three Rivers Classic with a 7-11-1 record and a 6-7-1 total in WCHA, having won four of its last six 
games. Senior forward Gerald Mayhew guides the Bulldogs’ offensive efforts in both goals scored ( 10 ) and points ( 17 
). Mayhew is the 47th most prolific scorer in college hockey, averaging 1.13 points per game. His 0.67 goals per game 
is tied for 18th in the game. He is also one of five skaters in all of college hockey to have accrued four game-winning 
goals or more thus far. Rookie Craig Pefley is the 14th most prolific scorer amongst all first-year skaters this season, 
averaging 0.88 points per game, having scored three goals and 12 assists this season. Between the pipes, the Bulldogs 
have split time between sophomore Darren Smith ( 2-10-1  |  .899  |  3.12 ) and freshman Justin Kapelmaster ( 5-1-0  |  
.932  |  2.19) this year. Ferris State’s offense is 36th overall, averaging 2.79 points per game while the defense ranks 
27th, giving up 2.84 goals per game.

FIRST MEETING

RECENT history
BOSTON COLLEGE vs. ROBERT MORRIS
If Boston College and Robert Morris were to play on Friday, it would mark the first encounter between the two programs.

BULLETS ON BOBBYMO
Robert Morris, host of the Three Rivers Classic, boasts a strong 9-6-3 overall record with a 7-5-2 record in Atlantic 
Hockey play.  The Colonials have won only one game in their last four outings, most recently having lost (4-3) and 
tied (2-2) against Mercyhurst. RMU touts one of the most lethal scorers in the country, junior Brady Ferguson, who 
is averaging 1.78 points per game (14-18-32).  Senior Daniel Leavens and sophomore Daniel Leavens are also within 
the top 20, nationally, both averaging 1.33 points per game.  Ferguson’s 0.78 goals per game has him as the seventh 
highest prolific scorer in college hockey. Most notably, Ferguson has accounted for EIGHT power play goals this 
season. That mark stands as the most in all of college hockey. Ferguson is riding a 12-game point streak, scoring 
9 goals and 13 assists for 22 points in that span. Defensively, Robert Morris has some heavy artillery in net. Rookie 
goaltender Francis Marotte possesses the NCAA’s best save percentage at .942.  Marotte is fourth nationally with a 
1.87 goals against average (second in Atlantic Hockey) and holds a 7-3-2 record, making 11 starts and playing in 13 of 
the team’s 18 games. Robert Morris’ offense and defense are somewhat balanced as the Colonials are scoring at a 
rate of 3.22 goals per game and allowing 2.72 goals per game. The offense is ranked 19th while the defense is 21st. 
With much thanks for Ferguson, the power play ranks third in the nation. RMU is converting at a success rate of 24.5 
percent, having scored on 25-of-102 chances.

QUICK facts GAME notes

HOCKEY EAST HISTORY
Boston College went unbeaten in its first nine outings of Hockey East play, accruing an 8-0-1 record. Notre Dame 
upended the Eagles on Dec. 10 to curb the unbeaten string. Despite the setback, the nine-game opening string 
marks the best start in Eagles’ history in conference play since the dawn of Hockey East. The Eagles are four points 
clear of second-place UMass Lowell (6-3-1). The next closes stretch is when BC started off unbeaten in Hockey 
East since the 2003-04. The Eagles went 6-0-2 to open up the conference slate before Northeastern ended it on 
Jan. 3, 2004.

COUNTIN’ ON COTTON
Freshman David Cotton has scored six goals as an Eagle this season. Half of Cotton’s goals have stood as game-
winning goals while another half have come via the power play after scoring his third power play goal of the 
season on Dec. 10 at Notre Dame. Cotton is one of 29 skaters in all of college hockey with three of more game-
winning goals.

GOOD LUCK STOPPIN’ HIM, DUDE
JD Dudek scored two goals in Tuesday’s victory over Northeastern on Dec. 6, marking his fifth goal in four outings. 
The Auburn, N.H. native has accounted for eight goals on the season and is tied for second on the team in goals 
scored with Austin Cangelosi.

PLAYING WITH POWER
Boston College scored a pair of power plays (David Cotton & Julius Mattila) in the first period at Notre Dame on Dec. 
10. It marked only the second time the Eagles’ have turned that trick, doing so against Colorado College on the first 
period of the home opener on Oct. 21 (Colin White & Casey Fitzgerald).

SCOTTY DOESN’T KNOW
Scott Savage not only recorded his first-career three-point performance in his 133rd-career game with the 
playmaker (three assists) against North Dakota, the San Clemente, Calif. native was also the game’s highest point 
scorer. Savage is tied for sixth on the team in scoring with 13 points (2-11-13). He is also tied for 10th, nationally, in 
the plus/minus categoy (+14).

KIMMER ON THE KILL
Second-year defenseman Michael Kim scored his second-career goal, first of the season in dramatic fashion, 
at Northeastern on Nov. 29. The Toronto, Ontario native stole the puck on the penalty kill and rifled it past 
Northeastern’s Ryan Ruck to win it for the Eagles with 22.9 seconds left. Kim’s goal was not only his first-career 
short-handed goal, it also counted as his first-career game-winning goal.

HATS OFF FOR EVERYBODY
JD Dudek scored Boston College’s third hat trick of the season and 341st in program history in the victory at UConn 
on Nov. 22, 2016. Between the span of Oct. 16 to Nov. 22, the Eagles have accounted for three hat tricks which is 
the fastest three hat tricks scored in a season since the 2009-10 season. Christopher Brown (3-1-4  •  Oct. 16 at 
Wisconsin), Austin Cangelosi (3-0-3  •  Nov. 4 at Maine) and JD Dudek (3-0-3  •  Nov. 22) all turned the trick in a 
matter of 38 days. It marks the fastest three hat tricks scored for Boston College since Cam Atkinson scored two 
on March 12, 2010 and March 28, 2010 with one sandwiched in between from Matt Lombardi on March 20, 2010 at 
the end of the 2009-10 season (14 days). The only other team with three hat tricks this year is North Dakota.

A TRICK FOR THE AGES
Austin Cangelosi not only scored Boston College’s second hat trick of the season and the first of his career, he 
did so in unprecdented fashion by netting a natural hat trick (three uninterrupted goals) with three different tipes 
of goals. Cangelosi scored a power play goal, short-handed goal and even-strength goal in succession on Nov. 4 
at Cross Insurance Arena in 34:19. The senior’s accomplishment marked BC’s first “natural hat trick” since Brian 
Gionta scored five goals on his first five shots on Jan. 27, 2001, also against Maine, at Kelley Rink. Thirty-five other 
Eagle hat tricks have occurred between Gionta’s modern-day record and Cangelosi’s natural hat trick. 

SWIFT SCORING
Freshman David Cotton scored his second goal of the season on Sunday, Oct. 16 at Wisconsin 10 seconds into the 
contest. Cotton’s tally marks the Eagles’ quickest goal since at  2008 when Matt Price scored 11 seconds in against 
Northeastern on March 7, 2008.

MOTTAU TO HANG FROM THE RAFTERS
Former Boston College defenseman and Hobey Baker winner Mike Mottau (1997-2000) had his jersey retired 
on Sunday, Nov. 27, 2016 at Kelley Rink against Minnesota. The Avon, Mass. native will became the 13th Eagle in 
Boston College hockey history to have his jersey retired. The 6-foot-0 blue liner is Boston College’s career record 
holder for most assists all-time (130) and 22nd, all-time, in points scored on The Heights (27 - 130 - 157). He played 
in 163 career games for the maroon and gold, tying him for ninth all-time. In his four years, the Eagles amassed a 
record of 99-52-14. Mottau’s 157 career points are also the most ever by an Eagle defenseman.

JANNEY ENSHRINED IN U.S. HOCKEY HALL OF FAME
Former BC standout Craig Janney (1985-87) is part of the United States Hockey Hall of Fame Class of 2016 and is 
the the sixth Eagle to earn the distinction, joining Bill Guerin (Class of 2013), Brian Leetch (Class of 2008), John 
Cuniff (Class of 2003), Len Ceglarski (Class of 1992) and John A. “Snooks” Kelley (Class of 1974) as former Eagles 
inducted into the United States Hockey Hall of Fame. At The Heights, Janney played in 71 games over the course 
of the 1985-86 and 1986-87 seasons, accruing 110 points (41-69-110) under head coach Len Ceglarski. While an 
Eagle, BC put together a record of 57-23-3, while winning the Hockey East Tournament in his freshman season. In 
his second season Janney garnered All-America first-team honors, along with being named All-Hockey East first-
team, Hockey East Tournament-All-Tournament, All-New England and earned the John A. Tiernan Memorial Award.

McInnis.  All three have been inducted into Boston College Varsity Club Hall of Fame.

NCAA Tournament victories in the last 19 years.  That win total is nine victories more than 
North Dakota, which has totaled 27 NCAA wins since 1998, the second-highest tournament 
win total in college hockey.

Since Jerry York led his first Boston College team to the 1998 Frozen Four, the Eagles are 
one of three teams with at least 500 victories since that point. Boston College leads 
the pack with 516 victories, while defending national champion North Dakota (515) and 
Michigan (506) have also eclipsed the 500 mark over the past 19 seasons.

Upon completion of the 2015-16 season, Boston College maintained its best overall 
winning percentage in Hockey East history for the third-consecutive season. Over the 
course of 32 seasons in league play, the Eagles’ winning percentage of .682 (470-256-81) 
reigns supreme in one of college hockey’s top conferences.

Jerry York’s overall record is 1,025-605-111 (.621) in 45 seasons as a head coach at 
Clarkson, Bowling Green and Boston College; he owns the most victories of any Division 
1 coach in the history of college hockey.  York is 36-13 in NCAA Tournament games as the 
head coach at Boston College; his 41 wins overall in the NCAA Tournament is also the 
highest total in Division I history.

Former Eagles were active on NHL opening night roster, the most of any college hockey 
program; Wisconsin & Michigan also had 17 but a couple were on team’s IR lists

With NCAA Division I championships in 2008, 2010 and 2012, Boston College became the 
first team since 1961 to win three championships in five seasons;  Murray Armstrong’s 
Denver team won three titles in four years (1958, 1960, 1961).  The all-time best is five titles 
in six years, accomplished by Michigan (1951, 1952, 1953, 1955 and 1956).

NCAA Championships in the last 15 years.  During that time period, only Denver and 
Minnesota, each with two, have won multiple national titles.

Frozen Four appearances in the last 19 years; the highest total among all teams in college 
hockey.  Only Boston College (12), North Dakota (10), Michigan (six), Minnesota (five), 
Michigan State (three) and Denver (three) have advanced to more than two Frozen Fours 
during that time period.

Sophomore forward Colin White was selected by the Ottawa Senators 21st overall in the 
2015 NHL Entry Draft, becoming the 17th Eagle in the last 29 years to have been drafted in 
the first round of the NHL. He joins Brian Leetch (ninth, 1986), Craig Janney (13th, 1986), Bill 
Guerin (fifth, 1989), Marty Reasoner (14th, 1996), Brooks Orpik (18th, 2000), Krys Kolanos 
(19th, 2000), Chuck Kobasew (14th, 2001), Brian Boyle (26th, 2003), Patrick Eaves (29th, 
2003), Cory Schneider (26th, 2004), Nick Petrecki (28th, 2007), Chris Kreider (19th, 2009), 
Kevin Hayes (24th, 2010), Michael Matheson (23rd, 2012), Alex Tuch (18th, 2014) and Noah 
Hanifin (fifth, 2015) as Boston College first-round draftees.

Colin White was named to the 2016 U.S. National Junior Team that competed at the 
International Ice Hockey Federation World Junior Championships in Helsinki, Finland, 
becoming the 28th Eagle participant in World Junior play under head coach Jerry York, 
joining Jeff Farkas (1996, 1997, 1998), Marty Reasoner (1996, 1997), Blake Bellefuille (1997), 
Brian Gionta (1998, 1999), Mike Mottau (1998), Bobby Allen (1998), Brooks Orpik (2000), J.D. 
Forrest (2001), Ben Eaves (2002), Chuck Kobasew (Canada; 2002), Patrick Eaves (2003, 
2004), Ryan Shannon (2003), Dan Bertram (Canada; 2006, 2007), Cory Schneider (2005, 
2006), Nathan Gerbe (2006, 2007), Jimmy Hayes (2009), Chris Kreider (2010, 2011), Brian 
Dumoulin (2011), Patrick Wey (2011), Bill Arnold (2012), Johnny Gaudreau (2013), Thatcher
