ACC teams have a combined 15 non-conference midweek games scheduled 
before turning their attention to the fi rst conference series of the 2019 season 
this weekend … The ACC stands 111-41 (.730) in non-conference play thus far, 
including a 78-16 mark in home games …. Seven ACC teams are ranked this 
week in at least one of the six major polls, with Florida State ranked No. 1 by Col-
legiate Baseball … North Carolina is ranked as high as three in three polls, with 
NC State as high as fi fth (Collegiate Baseball) and Louisville as high as eighth (by 
D-I Baseball) … Clemson, Duke and Miami are all ranked in multiple polls as well 
… NC State (11-0) and Florida State (10-0) remain unbeaten in the early going.

North Carolina’s Mike Fox hit a coaching milestone last weekend by posting his 
900th win as head coach of the Tar Heels, while Wake Forest’s Tom Walter won 
his 700th career game … Fox is now one of fi ve active DI coaches with 900 wins 
at their Alma mater and one of eight active DI coaches with 900 wins at one school. 
He owns 1,440 total wins in a combined 36-plus seasons as head coach at UNC 
and North Carolina Wesleyan … Wake Forest’s Walter became the fi fth active ACC 
coach to reach the 700-win plateau, joining Florida State’s Mike Martin, UNC’s 
Fox, Georgia Tech’s Danny Hall and NC State’s Elliott Avent. Walter also ranks 
No. 2 on Wake Forest’s all-time wins list with 272 … FSU’s Martin – already the 
winningest coach in college baseball history – is poised to reach another milestone 
in the near future. The 40-year veteran entered this week three wins shy of hitting 
the 2,000 mark for his career.

Last weekend’s action included the second combined no-hitter by an ACC team in 
the still-young season, as Duke starter Graeme Stinson teamed with relievers Matt 
Dockman and Jack Carey to accomplish the feat in a 14-0 win over Penn State at 
Bradenton, Florida on Friday night …The Blue Devils joined Florida State, which 
combined to no-hit Maine on Feb.15 in the Seminoles’ season opener … Friday 
night’s no-hitter was the fi rst for Duke’s program since Tom Blackburn went the 
distance versus Rollins in 1955.

ACC Player of the Week Kyle McCann of Georgia Tech and Co-Pitchers of the 
Week Reid Detmers of Louisville and Jared Shuster of Wake Forest are among fi ve 
ACC players selected as National Players of the Week by Collegiate Baseball … 
They were joined by pitchers Cole Kmet of Notre Dame and Dan Hammer of Pitt.

ACC Player & Pitcher of the Week - March 4

Georgia Tech junior catcher Kyle McCann has been 
named the Atlantic Coast Conference Baseball Player 
of the Week for March 4, while Louisville sophomore 
left-hander Reid Detmers and Wake Forest sophomore 
left-hander Jared Shuster earned Co-Pitcher of the Week 
honors. 

Weekly honorees for ACC baseball are selected by a vote 
of a media panel and announced on Mondays throughout 
the regular season. The ACC weekly honors are the 
second of the season for both Detmers and Shuster, while 
McCann was honored for the fi rst time.

Georgia Tech’s McCann slugged .947 for the week with 
three home runs, a double and 10 RBI. The Suwanee, 
Georgia, native also walked four times while scoring eight 
runs. McCann keyed Friday night’s 12-1 series-opening 
win over Northwestern with a grand slam and seven RBI. 
McCann is currently tied for second among ACC players 
with his six home runs on the season and stands fi fth in 
slugging percentage (.833).

Louisville’s Detmers recorded a career-high 14 strikeouts 
and while allowing one hits in eight innings of the Cardi-
nals’ 5-0 shutout win over James Madison. The Chatham, 
Illinois, native, who worked seven no-hit innings in his 
previous start against Brown, built his streak of consecu-
tive hitless innings to 14 2/3 before a leadoff single in the 
eighth against JMU. Detmers has recorded 25 strikeouts in 
his last two outings. 

Wake Forest’s Shuster struck out 23 batters over 12 
innings while picking up wins in two outings last week 
(Monday versus Elon and Sunday versus Furman). Against 
Furman, Shuster (3-0) allowed one hit over seven shutout 
innings while fanning a career-high 12 batters. Shuster 
leads all ACC pitchers with 34 strikeouts in 18 innings 
pitched thus far.
