Post has emerged as one of the top big men in the country.

Post is slightly under the 50/40/90 line for the season: 57.6% field goals; 41.7% 3-pointers; 86.0% free throws.

He is the only player in the country posting those shooting percentages across the stat sheet (min. 10.0 .

Through 13 games - all in ACC play - Post is averaging 16.8 points, 6.3 rebounds, 1.5 assists, and 0.9 blocks per game.
Post is one of 14 players nationally - and two in the ACC (Armando Bacot - UNC) to post those per game averages.

In ACC-only stats, Post ranks seventh in scoring, 11th in rebounding, second in FG%, and seventh in FT%

Post has scored 20 or more points on five occasions and has reached double figures in each of his last 12 outings.

Last time out on Feb. 11, he was 9-of-11 from the floor, good for 20 points against #22/22 N.C. State.

The 81.8% single-game shooting percentage was the fourth-best mark in the ACC this season (min. 10 FGA)

In the win at Virginia Tech, Post logged his second double-double of the season with 24 points and 10 boards.

Post had career-highs of 29 points and 14 boards at Notre Dame, following that up with 22 vs. Louisville and 24 at Virginia.
He is one of two players in the ACC - and 24 nationally - to register a 29-point/14-rebound double-double this season.
Postis the first BC player since Ky Bowman from Feb. 28-March 8, 2018 to score 22 or more points in three consecutive games.
He is also the first BC player since Bowman in 2018-19 to register two double-doubles with 24 points or more.

His 16.8 points per game average would be the highest by a BC player since Bowman averaged 19.0 ppg in 2018-19.

In the 12 games without Post, BC averaged 64.3 points per game, while connecting on 41.3% from the floor, 26.6% from
the perimeter, and 67.1% from the FT line - with a 0.79:1 assist/turnover rate.

In the 13 games with Post, BC is averaging 68.3 points (+4.0 ppg), is connecting on 45.3% of its field goals (+9.7%
increase), 34.6% from beyond the arc (+30.1% increase), and 75.8% from the FT line (+13.0% increase) - with a 1.26:1 ATR.

+ With Jaeden Zackery out of the starting lineup for only the second time in his 59-game career this past Saturday vs. N.C.
State, Boston College utilized its 10th different starting lineup of the season.

+ Makai Ashton-Langford is tied for seventh nationally in blocked shots (19) by players 6-3 or shorter.

ON THIS DATE: FEBRUARY 14

+ Boston College is 10-15 all-time and 1-4 in ACC in games played on the February 14 calendar date.

+ Inaddition to Valentine’s Day, February 14 marks the dual celebration of National Ferris Wheel and National Organ Donors Days.

+ Several notable events in history occurred on February 14 - 1859 - Oregon admitted as the 33rd state of the Union; 1870
- Seraph Young becomes first woman to legally vote in the United States; 11912 - Arizona admitted as the 48th state of
the Union; 1919 - United Parcel Service forms; 1966 - Wilt Chamberlain breaks NBA career scoring record, at 20,884
points; 1967 - Aretha Franklin records “Respect;” 1971 - Richard Nixon installs secret taping system in the White House;

CHAS KELLEY Il NAMED ACC CO-ROOKIE OF THE WEEK

+ Chas Kelley Ill was named the ACC’s Co-Rookie of the Week on Feb. 13.

+ The 6-5 guard averaged 12.0 points, 2.5 assists, and 1.5 steals for the Eagles in a 1-1 week.

+ Kelley scored a career-high 17 points and tied his season-high with four assists (zero turnovers) in the win at Virginia Tech.
+ He played a career-best 31 minutes at Virginia Tech, connecting on 5-0f-8 shots from the floor (4-7 3FG).

+ Entering the VT game, he had scored 12 total points with only two made 3-pointers in 10 previous ACC contests.

+ Kelley added seven points and three steals in 21 minutes off the bench at home against N.C. State

+ ltis the first time a Boston College player has earned ACC Rookie of the Week honors since Dec. 17, 2018 (Wynston Tabbs).
+ ltmarks the first time a BC player was named ACC Rookie of the Week during conference play since Jan. 2, 2017 (Ky Bowman).

IN PASSING, PT. |

+ Boston College is averaging 17.0 assists, with an assist/turnover mark of 1.33:1 over its last seven games.

+ The Eagles have an assist percentage of 66.3% over those six games - logging 118 assists on 178 made field goals.
+ InACC play, BC is averaging 14.3 assists in 15 ACC games - good for seventh in the league.

+ It would be the highest assist/game average in ACC play since 2007-08, when BC averaged 15.0 dimes per outing.

IN PASSING, PT. Il

+ Makai Ashton-Langford led BC with 12 assists at Virginia Tech - the third-best single-game assist mark in BC history.
+ It was the most assists in a game since Tyrese Rice had 13 on Jan. 31, 2007 vs. Hartford.

+ It also was the highest assist total in an ACC game since Rice logged 12 dimes against Miami on Jan. 16, 2007.

+ As a team, Boston College dished out a season-high 24 assists in the win at Virginia Tech on Feb. 8.

+ It was the most by the Eagles in a single-game since Jan. 1, 2017, when BC registered 28 assists vs. Syracuse.

FREE THROW DISCREPANCIES

+ InACC play, Boston College is averaging 13.8 trips to the free throw line, while opponents are getting to the line 14.5 times.
+ InACC losses, BC opponents hold a +3.2 advantage in free throw attempts; 11.4 for the Eagles and 14.6 for opponents.
+ OnFeb. 4, Syracuse held a 24-4 advantage in free throws attempted. On Jan. 7, Duke held a 19-7 edge from the foul line.
+ BCis connecting on 77.3% (150-194) from the charity stripe during ACC play - up from 66.5% (117-176) in the non-conference.
+ During ACC play, the Eagles rank fourth as a team in FT% in ACC play, while ranking third-lowest in FT attempts.

YOUNG EAGLE FRONTCOURT FLYING

+ Newcomers Prince Aligbe and Devin McGlockton - are combining to average 12.5 points and 8.1 rebounds per game this year.

+ ltis the highest combined scoring and rebounding averages by a pair of BC freshmen forwards since the 2007-08 season,
when Rakim Sanders and Corey Raji combined for 19.6 points and 8.9 rebounds per game in their first collegiate seasons.

TALKIN’ ALL THAT CHAS

+ Freshman Chas Kelley IIl came off the bench at Virginia Tech to score a season-best 17 points.

+ The 6-3 guard made 5-0f-8 shots - including 4-of-7 from the perimeter - while dishing out four assists (zero turnovers).
+ Kelley scored 11 of his 17 in the second half, including a pair of free throws with 14 seconds left which sealed the win.
+ Kelley played a season-high 31 minutes after starting guard Jaeden Zackery played only seven minutes due to injury.
+ Over his last three games, Kelley is averaging 9.7 points and 2.3 assists in 21 minutes of reserve play.

BIG 3 OVER THE LAST NINE

+ Quinten Post (19.3 ppg), Makai Ashton-Langford (12.6), and Jaeden Zackery (9.6) are averaging nearly a combined 42.3
points over the last eight games for Boston College. That accounts for nearly 61% of the Eagles’ scoring during that span.

+ Over the nine games: Post is connecting on 60% from the floor, 42% from the 3-point line, and 84% from the FT line.

+ Ashton-Langford is making better than 33% of his 3-pointers and 96% of his FT while posting a 1.89:1 assist/TO rate.

+ Zackery'sline: 2.3 rebounds, 3.0 assists (1:20:1 ATR), and 1.3 steals per game while making 48% from the perimeter (11-23).

MADSEN CONTRIBUTING OFF BENCH

+ Mason Madsen is averaging nearly 6.0 points, 3.0 rebounds, 2.0 assists, and 2.0 steals off the bench in his last seven games.
+ He has knocked down 10-0f-29 from beyond the arc during that span - good for nearly 35%.

+ His assist/turnover mark is 2.00:1, steal/turnover ratio is 2.25:1, while registering a PAR/40 of 17.4.

+ The 6-3 guard has committed six turnovers in his last 300 minutes of play / 15 games played.

ASHTON-LANGFORD WITH CAREER-HIGH SIX STEALS

+ Makai Ashton-Langford logged a career-best six steals against Clemson on Jan. 31.

+ ltis tied for the seventh-most by a BC player in a single game. Troy Bell and Michael Adams share the single-game record (8).
+ They are the most by an Eagle since Steffon Mitchell registered six steals on Dec. 15, 2019 against Central Connecticut.
+ ltwas the highest steal total by a BC playerin an ACC game since Rakim Sanders had seven against UNC on Jan. 4, 2009.

20/20 SPORTS FLASH

+ Quinten Post and Makai Ashton-Langford are the first pair of BC teammates in five years to tally consecutive 20 point games.
+ Posthad 29 points and Ashton-Langford 20 at Notre Dame on Jan. 21. Against Louisville, they tallied 22 and 21, respectively.
+ On March 7, 2018 at the ACC Tournament, Jerome Robinson had 26 and Ky Bowman 24 in a 91-87 win over N.C. State.

+ The following day, Bowman scored 23 and Robinson 20 in a loss to Clemson in the ACC Quarterfinals.

+ Robinson and Jordan Chatman were the last BC duo to score 20 apiece in back-to-back wins (Dec. 9 and 12, 2017).

JZ IN RARE COMPANY - 11/7/4

+ Jaeden Zackery has registered two games with at least 11 points, seven assists, and four steals this season.

+ There have been 74 11/7/4 performances this season - Zackery is one of four players nationally to do it twice.

+ Zackery is one of three ACC players with an 11/7/4 game; Tyree Appleby (Wake) and Judah Mintz (Syracuse) are the others.

DEFENSIVE PROWESS

+ Boston College held #20/23 Clemson to 54 points on Jan. 31 - the fourth-lowest point total against a ranked opponent in
the shot clock era. The 54 points allowed was 20 below Clemson’s season average.

+ It was also the lowest opponent point total in an ACC win since Jan. 7, 2020, when BC held #18 Virginia to 53 points.

+ The lowest opponent point total in the shot clock era came on Feb. 19, 2011, when BC held #19 North Carolina to 48 points.

CONSECUTIVE DOUBLE-DIGIT WINS

+ Since joining the ACC, 32 of Boston College’s 103 wins have been by double-digits.

+ The Eagles posted two straight conference victories by double figures - at Notre Dame (12) and vs. Louisville (10).

+ The last time BC won back-to-back ACC games by 10 or more points came during the 2010-11 season.

+ The Eagles strung together three straight double-figure wins in ACC play to close the regular season - by 19 at UVA on
Feb. 26,2011, by 15 at Virginia Tech on March 1, 2011, by 16 versus Wake Forest by 16 on March 6, 2011, and again over
Wake in the opening round of the ACC Tournament on March 10, 2011.

SWEEPSTAKES

+ With BC’s 82-76 win at Virginia Tech on Feb. 8, BC completed a regular season sweep of the Hokies.

+ |t marked the first time since the 2010-11 season that the Eagles swept two ACC regular season series.

+ BC downed VT, 70-65 in overtime on Dec. 21 before earning the six-point win at Cassell Coliseum in February.

+ The Eagles also swept Notre Dame, downing the Fighting Irish twice in January.

+ That was the first regular season series sweep ACC play since 2019-20, the BC took two from Virginia Tech.

+ It also marked the first time since 1996-97 since BC swept a season series with Notre Dame - when both teams were
members of the Big East Conference.

MA1KAI

+ With a 3-pointer with 3:05 remaining in the first half at Notre Dame, Makai Ashton-Langford scored his 1,000th career point.
+ Through 134 career games, the graduate student has scored 1,080 points at Providence (2017-18) and BC (2020-present).
+ Since transferring to BC, he has tallied 836 points in 72 games over two-plus seasons at the Heights, from 2020-23.

+ He is the second transfer student in the past two years to reach this collegiate career scoring milestone.

QP’S MONSTER PERFORMANCE AT NOTRE DAME

+ Quinten Post scored a career-high 29 points and tied a career-best with 14 rebounds in an 84-72 win at Notre Dame on Jan. 21.

+ Post was 10-for-14 from the floor, 4-of-5 from the beyond the arc, and 5-0f-5 from the charity stripe in 29 minutes.

+ His efficiency rating (PTS+REB+AST+STL+BLK - FG Miss - TO) was 37. That was a career-best for Post and a single-game high
for any BC player since Steffon Mitchell posted an EFF rate of 38 in an OT win at Virginia Tech on Feb. 8, 2020.

RING OUT THE OLD...

+ Boston College saw its 420-game streak with at least one made 3-pointer end on Jan. 17 at North Carolina.

+ BC was 0-for-6 from beyond the arc in the game - marking the first time since Nov. 28, 2009 that BC went without a 3-pointer.
+ The Eagles were the first ACC team this season - and the first since Virginia a season ago - to go 3-pointer-less in a game.
+ Last year, UVAwas 0-for-6 from 3-point land vs. Louisville on March 9, 2022 and 0-for-9 vs. Virginia Tech on Feb. 14, 2022.

..RING IN THE NEW

+ The very next game, BC connected on a then season-best 11 3-pointers, going 11-0f-19 at Notre Dame on Jan. 21.

+ The 11 treys were the most by the Eagles since Feb. 21, 2022 when they also made 11 in a home win over Florida State.
+ BC'’s 11-0f-19 shooting was good for 57.9% - the best single-game shooting mark (min. 10 3FGA) since Jan. 20, 2019.

Among ACC freshmen who have come off the bench in 75% of their games, Devin McGlockton ranks second in the league
in scoring (6.0) and third in rebounds (4.0). The 6-7 forward earned his first start of the season on Jan. 31 against Clemson.
The 6-7 redshirt freshman is playing his first season of college ball and has scored in double figures on seven occasions.
He entered the starting lineup on Jan. 31 vs. #22/23 Clemson and is averaging 6.7 points in 18 minutes as a starter.

On Dec. 21, McGlockton scored 13 of his 18 points in the second half to help lead BC over #20/21 Virginia Tech.

Six of those 13 second half points came during a key 8-0 run, helping BC build a nine-point lead with under 5:00 to play.
On Nov. 30 at Nebraska, McGlockton logged his first career double-double, with 20 points and 11 boards.

Boston College is 8-2 when he blocks at least one shot and 5-2 when he plays 20 minutes or more.

McGlockton ranks second in FG% (57.3%) and effective FG% (59.7%). and is second in true shooting percentage (63.0%).

He also sealed the victory with two free throws with eight seconds remaining; scoring six of his 11 points in the final 1:40.

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EARL GRANT

Earl Grant enters his second season as the Clement
and Elizabeth Izzi Family Head Men’s Basketball Coach
at Boston College. Grant used his first full season at
the Heights to forge a new path for the men’s basketball
program, establishing a culture of gritty and relentless play,
selfless humility and a family atmosphere, and holistic
development as people and players.

In his first season, Grant's Eagles advanced to the
quarterfinals of the 2022 New York Life ACC Tournament in

¥ Brooklyn, narrowly missing a trip to the semis after a two-

] point overtime loss to Elite Eight participant Miami. Grant

also orchestrated one of the highest-rated recruiting classes

in program history, signing two four-star ranked players in the same class for the first time

ever. The incoming class of newcomers ranked 30th nationally by Rivals.com and 33rd by
247sports.com.

On March 17, 2021 Grant was introduced as Boston College’s 13th head men’s
basketball coach, bringing an impressive track record to Chestnut Hill after he turned the
College of Charleston men’s basketball program into a consistent championship contender
in the Colonial Athletic Association.

Under Grant's leadership, the College of Charleston was one of only 21 NCAA
Division | schools to have players drafted in both the 2019 and 2020 NBA Drafts. Grant led
the Cougars to a top-four finish in the CAA in each of the last five seasons, including the
2018 regular season and conference tournament championship.

A finalist for the 2019 Skip Prosser Man of the Year Award, presented annually to a
coach who not only achieves success on the basketball court, but who also displays moral
integrity off the court, Grant led the Cougars to a memorable run in 2017-18 that included
the program’s second-straight 25-win campaign, an impressive 26-8 overall record and 14-4
mark in Colonial Athletic Association play. The co-regular-season champions earned the No.
1 seed in the CAA Men’s Basketball Championship and defeated No. 2 seed Northeastern in
an overtime thriller to punch the program’s first ticket to the NCAA Tournament since 1999.

Grant guided the Cougars to three 20-win campaigns and a 67-22 home-court winning
record over the previous six years and produced 12 all-conference honorees.

For the first time in program history, College of Charleston’s men’s basketball was
recognized by the NCAA for the 2018-19 academic year. Under the guidance of Grant, the
programs’ four-year rolling APR was in the Top 10% of all men’s basketball programs in the
country. The Cougars were one of only 51 men'’s basketball programs honored nationally. In
all, 24 players have gone on to earn their degree at The College.

In 2018-19, CofC posted a 24-9 overall record with non-conference victories over
Rhode Island, VCU and Memphis. Two players — Grant Riller and Jarrell Brantley — were
named to the All-CAA First Team. Known for their gritty defense, the Cougars led the CAAin
scoring defense for the fourth-straight year holding opponents to 68.6 points per game. CofC
also ranked No. 17 in the nation in turnovers per game (10.5 avg.) and No. 16 in free-throw
percentage (76.4%).

Known as a player’s coach, Grant and his staff helped develop Brantley into a 2019
NBA Draft Pick and Riller into a 2020 NBA Draft Pick - the third and fourth-ever College of
Charleston players to be drafted. Brantley is currently a two-way player with the Utah Jazz
and was named to the 2020 NBA G League First Team and All-Rookie Team as a member
of the Salt Lake City Stars. He was second in voting for NBA G League Rookie of the Year
honors. Riller was selected in the second round by the Charlotte Hornets giving the Cougars
back-to-back NBA Draft picks for the first time in school history.

In2016-17, Grant led the Cougars to a 25-10 overall record and 14-4 mark in Colonial
Athletic Association play. It marked the program’s first 20-win campaign since 2013.
Charleston, seeded a program-best No. 2, advanced to the championship game of the CAA
Tournament for the first time since CofC joined the Colonial in 2013. They were also selected
and made their fifth all-time appearance in the Postseason NIT. It was their first postseason
berth (NCAA or NIT) since 2011.

In his second season with the Cougars, Grant and his staff turned the program into
one of the most improved in NCAA Division | and developed four all-conference players
including Colonial Athletic Association Rookie of the Year and All-CAA Third Team selection
Jarrell Brantley — the first freshman to receive such honors since 2006.

THE CLEMENT AND ELIZABETH 1ZZ1 FAMILY
HEAD MEN’S BASKETBALL COACH

Known as a top recruiter, Grant has shown impressive credentials in both identifying
and developing top-flight talent. No stranger to the ACC, he previously spent four seasons
as an assistant coach at Clemson under Brad Brownell, where he made a positive impact
on the Tiger men’s basketball program, both in recruiting and with player development. He
worked primarily with Clemson’s point guards.

He recruited 2014 first-team All-ACC selection K.J. McDaniels to Clemson, where
he ultimately ended up averaging 17 points per game as a junior and was named ACC
Defensive Player of the Year, before declaring early for the NBA Draft. McDaniels was
selected 32nd overall in the 2014 NBA Draft by the Philadelphia 76ers.

Several Tiger point guards have flourished under Grant's mentoring including
incumbent starter Rod Hall. After recruiting the Augusta, Ga., native to Clemson, Grant has
seen Hall develop into one of the leaders of the program. During the 2013-14 season, Hall
was second on the team in scoring average and ranked among the ACC's top 10 in both
assists per game and assist-to-turnover ratio.

In 2010-11, Grant worked with Demontez Stitt, who was named third-team All-ACC
and was a member of the All-ACC Tournament Team. That same season, Grant helped
Andre Young to an ACC-leading 2.55 assist-to-turnover ratio. Young went on to lead the
conference in steals per game as a senior in 2011-12, earning All-ACC Defensive Team
honors. He also led the Tigers in scoring under Grant's direction.

Clemson put together strong team results with Grant in the fold as well. In 2013-14,
the Tigers went 23-13 overall and recorded a 10-win improvement from the previous season.
Clemson advanced to the NIT semifinals and was 10-8 during the ACC regular season.

In Grant's first season in 2010-11, Clemson put together a 22-12 overall record and
9-7 league mark in the ACC. The Tigers earned the No. 4 seed at the ACC Tournament and
advanced to the semifinals in Greensboro, N.C. Clemson also went to a fourth-consecutive
NCAA Tournament and won its first-round game over UAB, 70-52, in Dayton, Ohio.

Clemson was strong defensively in four seasons with Grant part of its coaching staff.
In 2010-11, the Tigers ranked No. 24 nationally in scoring defense. In 2011-12, Clemson
yielded just 60.6 points per game to the opposition, the second-best figure among ACC
schools. In 2012-13, the Tigers dropped their average even further to 60.1 points per game.
That figure dropped to an ACC era-best at Clemson - 58.4 points per game — in 2013-14.
The Tiger perimeter defense was No. 1 nationally defending the three-pointer (.286).

Grant personally signed 10 of Clemson’s 15 players recruited by Brownell’s staff. He
was Clemson’s lead recruiter for players such as Austin Ajukwa, Jaron Blossomgame, Gabe
DeVoe, Ibrahim Djambo, Sidy Djitte, Hall, K.J. McDaniels and Patrick Rooks.

Prior to Clemson, Grant served as an assistant coach first at Winthrop and then at
Wichita State. He helped the Eagles to three consecutive Big South championships and
three straight NCAA Tournament appearances. In 2004-05, the Eagles were 27-6 overall.
The next season, Winthrop finished the year with a 23-8 overall record and came within two
points of upsetting Tennessee in the NCAA Tournament. In 2007, Grant helped the Eagles
to a 29-5 overall record and unblemished 14-0 mark in Big South play.

The 2007 campaign was a memorable one for Winthrop. With Grant's assistance,
the Eagles claimed a 74-64 upset over No. 6 seed Notre Dame in the opening round of the
NCAA Tournament. It was Winthrop’s first-ever NCAA Tournament win in seven fries.

Grant was at Wichita State from 2007-10, when the Shockers made gradual
improvement each season. In 2008-09, Wichita State made its first postseason appearance
in three years and also defeated one of the nation’s top mid-major programs in Siena during
the regular season. In 2009-10, Wichita State improved its win total by eight and finished
25-10 overall, 12-6 in the Missouri Valley Conference. The Shockers advanced to the
championship game of the conference tournament and also earned a bid to the National
Invitation Tournament.

Prior to his stint at Winthrop, Grant was an assistant coach at The Citadel from 2002-
04. Grant played two years at the Division Il level at Georgia College. He led the school
to two appearances in the NCAA Tournament and to consecutive Peach Belt Conference
championships (1999, 2000). In 2000, the Bobcats advanced to the Elite Eight of the
Division Il national tournament.

A native of North Charleston, S.C., Grant earned his bachelor’s degree in psychology
from Georgia College in 2000. He and his wife, Jacci, have three sons: Trey, Eyzaiah and
Elonzo.
