» Delaware enters the contest 4-4, 2-3 CUSA,
following a 59-30 road loss to Liberty.

» QB Nick Minicucci leads the team with 2,414
passing yards and 15 touchdown passes, while
rushing for a team-best eight touchdowns to rank
first in CUSA and tied for the 12th-most nationally
at the position. He's also ranked t-10th in the nation
for those who have played in eight games. The
signal caller also ranks first in CUSA and sixth
nationally with 301.8 passing yards per contest. He
also leads the league and ranks fourth in the
nation in total offense with 323.8 yards per game.

» RB Jo Silver, a preseason Doak Walker Award
Candidate, leads UD’s rushing attack with 451
rushing yards on the season to go with three
rushing touchdowns.

» WR Kyre Duplessis, who is first in CUSA and
57th nationally in receiving yards per game (69.3),
paces the Hens with 40 receptions, 554 yards, and
four receiving touchdowns.

» LB Gavin Moul leads the Hens with 69 tackles,
sitting t-67th nationally and fourth in CUSA. His 8.6
tackles per game ranks t-32nd in the nation.

» The Blue & Gold lead the conference in total
offense (419.8), passing offense (305.0),
touchdowns per game (3.88), first downs per game
(24.0), third down conversion rate (46.6%), and

average punt return yards (17.8).

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After a nearly 18-month wait, the new

era is finally here and the University of
Delaware Fightin' Blue Hens are officially
full members of Conference USA as of
July 1,2025. Fourteen of UD’s 22 varsity
programs will be housed in CUSA, with
seven others joining as affiliate members
in the Atlantic Sun (women'’s lacrosse,
men's and women’s swimming & diving),
Atlantic 10 (men's lacrosse), Mid-American
Conference (rowing), The Summit League
(men’s soccer), and Atlantic Hockey
America (ice hockey). Field hockey will play
an independent schedule this fall as the
department continues to work diligently to
finalize a new conference for the reigning
CAA champions.

An athletic department built on history and
tradition, Delaware brings an abundance
of success to CUSA having won 10 national
championships, 172 team conference titles,
282 individual conference crowns, 342
major conference awards, 2,655 all-league
selections, and 543 all-americans.

UD student-athletes complement their
athletic success with strong academic
performances. During the 2024-25
academic year, the Blue Hens compiled a
cumulative 341 grade-point average—the
highest in department history, excluding
academic terms impacted by COVID-19.
This marked the Tlth-consecutive year and

the 23rd-straight semester in which UD
student-athletes have posted a 3.00 GPA
or better.

The move will push the Delaware brand
across the nation, spanning from the
northeast down into Florida, and west as
far as New Mexico. However, the reach
won't stop there. At least five football
games will hit the national scene on CBS
Sports Network/ESPN family of networks,
including a non-conference tilt on FOX
against Colorado. Men's and women's
basketball will also have the chance to
play nationally televised games as part of
CUSA's media rights agreement with CBS
Sports Network and ESPN.

Speaking of reach, Delaware’s initial
announcements about joining Conference
USA reached over two billion people
according to social media analytics. Put
that into perspective - just over one million
people live in the state of Delaware. That
means these announcements reached over
2,000 Delawares.

Football has already benefitted, nearly
filling its schedule through the 2029 season!
These opponents include Power 4 games at
Colorado and Wake Forest in its inaugural
FBS season and hosting UConn in the first
FBS game at Delaware Stadium. Other
Power 4 road games include Vanderbilt,

Conference USA is an NCAA Division |
conference championing success in college
athletics through dedicated leadership,
dynamic partnership, and diverse
membership. Founded in 1995 and based in
Dallas, CUSA is home to nine schools: FIU,
Jacksonville State, Liberty, Louisiana Tech,
Middle Tennessee, New Mexico State, Sam
Houston, UTEP, and WKU. Kennesaw State
joined the league in 2024 and Delaware
begins competition in 2025.

In 1743, the school that would
become the University of Delaware
was just a tiny institution, with a
graduating class of about a dozen.
Three of those graduates — Thomas
McKean, George Read and James
Smith — would go on to sign the
Declaration of Independence; Read
would also sign the U.S. Constitution,
helping launch a new paradigm of
freedom for an entire nation and a
beacon of liberty for much of the
world.

first in study abroad

In 1923, UD initiated a program

to enhance students’ learning by
giving them an overseas experience.
Influenced by the carnage he saw
as an ambulance driver in World
War |, professor Raymond Kirkbride
believed that understanding other
cultures was critical to promoting
peace. His idea would grow into the
first study-abroad program in the
United States. Today approximately
a third of all UD students participate
in study abroad programs offered
around the world. This year, the
University celebrates the 10-year
anniversary of its World Scholars
Program, through which a cohort of
new students experience their first
UD semester abroad. These students
return to UD for the spring and, as
juniors, they can elect one of 40
study-abroad experiences.

introducing ud’s new leadership
Interim President Laura Carlson

and Interim Provost Bill Farquhar
have been at the helm since July

1. Carlson joined the University of
Delaware community in 2022, serving
as its chief academic officer when
she became the University’s 12th
Provost. Farquhar has been a faculty
member for more than 23 years in
UD’s Department of Kinesiology and
Applied Physiology. He most recently
served as the dean of UD’s College of
Health Sciences.

student applications are climbing
Interest in a University of Delaware
education continues to soar.

UD received more than 40,000

Al has the potential to reshape

higher education. UD has applied

ways and confinues to explore
further applications for artificial
intelligence — including the launch

of new academic offerings like an
undergraduate major, a graduate
degree program and a certificate; the
creation of UD’s First State Al Institute;
and the incorporation of generative
Al into curricula.

using sharks as weather sensors

A research study by Aaron Carlisle, a professor in UD’s
College of Earth, Ocean and Environment, collects data
from sharks using tags that are applied to their fins. The
tags gather temperature readings and other data that
can help researchers predict the power and path of
hurricanes that originate in the Atlantic Ocean.

studying disaster response

Historic flooding this year in Texas’ Kerr County was
responsible for catastrophic loss of life and billions of
dollars in damage and economic loss. Julie Elliott, a
Ph.D. student from UD, visited Texas to study collaborative
disaster management response. Her research could save
lives by helping to inform future flood response.

a game-changing tool for athletes

It's well known that athletes are at higher risk of
experiencing lower extremity injuries after suffering
concussions. UD professor of kinesiology Tom Buckley
has developed an Al-powered tool that can predict those
injuries with 95% accuracy. That's because the brain
changes stemming from a concussion affect an athlete’s
balance, cognition, and reaction times and — without the
tool he’'s developed — they can be difficult to detect in
standard clinical testing.

insects as ... food?

UD assistant professor and agricultural entomologist
Michael Crossley delivers a popular undergraduate
course that teaches students about an environmentally
friendly and healthy source of protein — insects. Globally,
two billion people each year consume insects as a
sustainable food source because they require less water,
land and feed than traditional livestock and provide a
healthy source of protein. Students in Crossley’s course
explored ways to prepare and taste several recipes using
insects as a primary ingredient.

Sean Goldrich oversees the unit in his
fourth season with the Blue Hens.

“I think we've actually done a nice job of
balancing out the room,” Goldrich said.
“We have some more pocket-style guys
that are really going to do a great job

of processing information, locating the
football, and getting the ball out on time.

The unit is very experienced, led by
returnees Zach Marker and Nick Minicucci,
who combined to start eight of 11 games
a season ago. Marker has thrown for
1,689 yards and 13 touchdowns over nine
games in his two seasons in the 302 after
three seasons at lowa Central Community
College. Minicucci has appeared in 15
games, throwing for 1,299 yards and 15
touchdowns in his first two seasons in
Newark.

Sophomores Braden Streeter and Austin
Troyer also return, as Streeter played in
two games in 2024 as a freshman.

Joining the QB room this season are UCF
transfer Riley Trujillo and freshman EJ
Archield Jr., who are both looking for their
first collegiate action. Trujillo was an ESPN
Top 300 recruit out of high school, while
Archield Jr. was a three-star by On3.

running backs

Running Backs Coach Xavier Dye is in
charge of the running backs in his first
season at Delaware. Dye came to Newark
from Coastal Carolina, where he was the
running backs coach for fwo seasons.

“We think the guys that we have can
execute all the runs and all the pass
concepts that we have that go to the
running back,” Dye said. “I think our guys do
a nice job, and it's my job to keep coaching
them to get them better”

With the task of replacing New Orleans
Saints RB Marcus Yarns, the Hens will turn
to Jo Silver, a senior who has played in

26 career games at UD. Silver was named
a candidate for the Doak Walker Award.

It is the first time a Blue Hen has been
named a candidate for a major FBS award
in program history.

Assistant Head Coach - Offense, Offensive

Terence Archer leads the room in his fourth
season at UD.

“I really feel good about our depth,” Archer
said. “l told our guys going into [camp]
there is no depth chart right now. We got
some guys from last year who made some
big plays for us, and hopefully will continue
to do so. We brought in some good
players, freshmen and fransfers, that | think
can help us”

In a unit that features incredible depth with
18 wide receivers, the returning leaders are
Jake Thaw and Max Patterson. Thaw, the
second-leading receiver a season ago for
the Hens, finished the campaign with 41
receptions, 334 yards, and five receiving
TDs. Thaw also provides a boost on special
teams, earning All-CAA Second Team as

a punt returner. Patterson appeared in

all 11 games last year in his first season in
Newark, making five starts with 25 catches
and 286 yards.

Junior Ja’Carree Kelly was a steady
presence for UD last season, appearing

delaware vs la tech

A 2006 University of Delaware alum
and member of the 2003 national
championship team, Ryan Carty was
named the head football coach in
December 2021.

In January 2025, Carty signed an
extension that will keep him in Newark
through the 2030 season.

Entering 2025, the Blue & Gold have gone
26-11 under Carty. In his first two seasons,
the team won a FCS First Round game.
UD has at least eight wins in three-
straight years for the first time since

the 1995-97 seasons, and the nine wins

in both 2023 and 2024 marked the first
back-to-back nine-win seasons since
2003-04. Delaware’s win over Rhode
Island in 2024 was Carty’s 25th career
victory, tying him with David Nelson for
the third-fastest Delaware coach to reach
25 wins. The Hens have scored at least 40
points on 14 occasions and surpassed 400
total yards 19 times, including 11 games
with 500-plus.

UD has had 34 All-CAA honorees during
Carty’s tenure, including a league-high

15 in 2024. Five Blue Hens have received
All-American selections. The program has
also been successful off the field with 254
CAA Commissioner’s Academic Honor Roll
honorees, 14 CSC Academic All-District
selections, and two Campbell Trophy
Award semifinalists.

Prior to being named the head coach

at his alma mater, Carty spent four
seasons as the offensive coordinator at
Sam Houston. He was named the FCS
Coordinator of the Year by FootballScoop.
com and to Dave Campbell’s Texas
Football's “Top 40 Coaches Under 40" list,
Carty played an instrumental part in Sam

Houston winning the 2020 FCS National
Championship as well as advancing to
the 2021 FCS quarterfinals.

Carty’s offense helped lead Sam Houston
to a 34-10 record from 2018-21 and a
21-1mark in his final two seasons. During
his four-year stint with Sam Houston,

the Bearkats advanced to the playoffs

in back-to-back years and won two
conference fitles.

The Bearkats had an undefeated regular
season in 2021 and advanced to the
FCS Quarterfinals. Sam Houston finished
the season ranked third in the nation in
scoring offense (41.0 ppg), fifth in total
offense (490.9 ypg), and sixth in rushing
offense (228.2 ypq).

During the Bearkats’ undefeated 10-0
Spring 2021 season, SHSU ranked first
nationally in total yards (4,403), first in
touchdowns (45), third in first downs (204),
seventh in passing yards per attempt (8.6),
eighth in passing yards per completion
(14.3), ninth in scoring offense (38 ppg),
13th in total offense (440 ypg), and 13th in
passing offense (282 ypg).

Before his stop in Huntsville, Carty had
an 11-year run on the New Hampshire
coaching staff, including six years as the
offensive coordinator and quarterbacks
coach. During Carty’s stint at New
Hampshire, the Wildcats qualified for
the FCS playoffs in each of Carty’s

six seasons as offensive coordinator,
compiling an 8-6 postseason record and
reaching the semifinals in 2013 and 2014.

The Branchburg, N.J. native, a team
captain during his 2006 senior campaign,
earned his bachelor’s degree in
management from Delaware in 2006.

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DELAWARE STADIUM

Delaware Stadium was completed
in 1952 and after renovations in
2020 and 2021, came the addition
of the Whitney Athletic Center.
Delaware Stadium is home to the
Fightin’ Blue Hens football team as
well as both the UD’s men's and
women's lacrosse programs since
2010.

With the newest renovation to
include a new press box as part
of the Whitney Athletic Center
project, the capacity now sits at
18,077.

The stadium served as a host
site of NCAA Division | Men's
Lacrosse tournament competition

four times, most recently in 2017
for the Men's Division | Lacrosse
Quarterfinals.

Delaware Stadium has undergone
extensive renovations throughout
the years, including the installment
of a new synthetic FieldTurf
surface that in July 2017. Also
included in the renovations were
new bleachers, eight poles of
permanent broadcast-quality
lights (2000), and handrails
installed throughout the stadium
seating areas (2011). The most
recent renovation was the addition
of a new Daktronics video board
in the north end zone in 2023.

In 2002, the Delaware Stadium
playing surface was dedicated as
Tubby Raymond Field, recognizing
Delaware's College Football Hall

of Fame head coach who retired
following the 2001 season after
compiling 300 victories in 36
seasons. Raymond passed away in
December, 2017.

Other events held in the stadium
include the annual Blue-Gold
Delaware High School Football
All-Star game and University of
Delaware graduation ceremonies.
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WHITNEY ATHLETIC CENTER

The Whitney Athletic Center opened
its doors in 2021. The facility houses
performance nutrition, strength &
conditioning, athletic training rooms,
academic spaces and student athlete
development and compliance offices.

On the first floor of the multi-million
dollar facility, you can find the main
athletic training room which includes
three hydrotherapy pools and
provides athletes with direct access
to the Flacco Strength & Conditioning
Center. The Flacco Strength &
Conditioning Center provides athletes
with a 10,000 sq. foot state of the

art strength and conditioning center
outfitted with 14 double-sided Sorinex
squat racks and a 15-yard turf field
directly attached to it.

Just outside of the Flacco Strength

& Conditioning Center and the
athletic training room is the sports
performance nutrition center where
athletes can have a grab-and-go
breakfast, smoothies, cooking demos,
and snacks throughout the day.

The second floor includes the Puglisi
Family Cardio Mezzanine with
multiple treadmills, stationary bikes,
and other cardio equipment. Outside
the Puglisi Family Cardio Mezzanine
is the student-athlete academic
success suite that houses student-
athlete development, career, and
NCAA compliance offices. Across the
hall is the Sparks Student Success
Suite and the Whitney Kitchen. The
Whitney Kitchen is open to all UD

students and can be added as part
of a student's meal plan.

Off of the Whitney Kitchen is the
Stadium Club and the President's
Suite to enjoy football and lacrosse
games in Delaware Stadium in
comfort.

The top floor of the Whitney is home
to the Delaware Stadium press

box as well as individual booths

for press, media, coaches for both
teams, broadcasting, and game

day operations. Suites are also
provided for the Athletic Directors for
both schools at any given event at
Delaware Stadium.
