delaware vs ohio state

The University of Delaware field hockey
program will be joining Mountain
Pacific Sports Federation (MPSF) for
the 2025 season, joining UC Davis as
one of two founding members of the
league’s sponsorship, the organizations
announced jointly on September 2. This
will be the newest field hockey NCAA
DI conference since the Northeast
Conference formed in 1998.

A program with rich tradition and
history, Delaware enters MPSF after
claiming its 10th Coastal Athletic
Association (CAA) Championship in
the last 12 seasons in 2024. Overall, UD
has won 16 league crowns since the
program's inception in 1971. The Blue &
Gold have appeared in 17 NCAA/AIAW
Tournament appearances, highlighted
by a NCAA National Championship in
2016.

“We are thrilled o give our student-
athletes the chance to compete in @
new conference and the opportunity
to compete for a league title;” Interim
Director of Athletics Jordan Skolnick
said. “We are thankful to MPSF,
Commissioner Foti Mellis and co-
founding member UC Dauvis for joining
us in creating this opportunity for our
student-athletes.

competitive teams at Delaware. Finding
a path forward towards a conference
has been critically important and
creating a new conference gives us

Field hockey makes the record-setting
16th current intercollegiate olympic
sport for the conference, exceeding the
previous all-time high of 15 during the
2024-25 academic year. Field hockey
is the seventh sport to be added to the
MPSF in Commissioner Foti Mellis’ tenure
since the fall of 2021, four of which
debuted last year. The conference
champion will be decided by the
winner of the championship contfest
between the two teams, hosted by UC
Davis in November.

“We are excited to join the MPSF in

the inaugural year of sponsoring field
hockey,” Delaware Head Field Hockey
Coach Tara Zollinger said. “Alongside UC

The group hopes to attract teams

from universities interested in starting
field hockey programs, and from
institutions who want their student-
athletes to have a chance to compete
for a conference championship and an
automatic bid, as many conferences do
not invite all member teams to compete
in their conference tournament. MPSF
plans to have all six teams compete in
their conference tournament annually.

The MPSF Championship game against
UC Davis will take place on November
8, and will be the first-ever matchup
between the two schools.

Zollinger comes to Newark after spending
the previous ei%ht seasons (2017-24) as
the head coach at DIl Shippensburg in
Pennsylvania where she won national
championships in 2017, 2018, and 2021. She
also led the Raiders to the 2022 national
title game and semifinal appearances in
2023 and 2024.

A Jeannette, Pennsylvania native, Zollinger
boasts a 118-25 career record, including
59-8 in conference play, and 10-3 in

NCAA Tournaments. She has directed four
National Field Hockey Coaches Association
(NFHCA) Regional Coaching Staffs of

the Year, and a trio of NFHCA National
Coaching Staffs of the Year.

Over the course of her eight seasons in
Shippensburg, Zollinger has produced 41
all-league players, and 23 All-Americans.

(PSAC] titles and a pair of conference
fournament titles.

Prior to taking the reins for the Raiders, she
