It was Viehmann’s first goal and Riley’s
third assist.

The Fightin’ Blue Hens were off to a historic
start to the season. The programs 7-0-2 record
is the best start to a season in its 35-year
history.

Four Blue Hens have scored at least three
goals this season: Maggie Groh, Taisiya Reid,
Adiat Olaogun-Dickson and Lilli Lubic. Groh
leads and Olaogun-Dickson all scorers with
four.

After a nearly 18-month wait, the new
erais finally here and the University of
Delaware Fightin’ Blue Hens are officially
full members of Conference USA as of

July 1,2025. Fourteen of UD’s 22 varsity
programs will be housed in CUSA, with
seven others joining as affiliate members
in the Atlantic Sun (women'’s lacrosse,
men’s and women’s swimming & diving),
Atlantic 10 (men’s lacrosse), Mid-American
Conference (rowing), The Summit League
(men’s soccer), and Atlantic Hockey
America (ice hockey). Field hockey will play
anindependent schedule this fall as the
department continues to work diligently to
finalize a new conference for the reigning
CAA champions.

An athletic department built on history and
tradition, Delaware brings an abundance
of success to CUSA having won 10 nationall
championships, 172 team conference titles,
282 individual conference crowns, 342
major conference awards, 2,655 all-league
selections, and 543 all-americans.

UD student-athletes complement their
athletic success with strong academic
performances. During the 2024-25
academic year, the Blue Hens compiled a

cumulative 3.41grade-point average—the
highest in department history, excluding
academic terms impacted by COVID-19.
This marked the 1lth-consecutive year and
the 23rd-straight semester in which UD
student-athletes have posted a 3.00 GPA
or better.

The move will push the Delaware brand
across the nation, spanning from the
northeast down into Florida, and west as
far as New Mexico. However, the reach
won't stop there. At least five footballl
games will hit the national scene on CBS
Sports Network/ESPN family of networks,
including a non-conference tilt on FOX
against Colorado. Men's and women’s
basketball will also have the chance to
play nationally televised games as part of
CUSA’s media rights agreement with CBS
Sports Network and ESPN.

Speaking of reach, Delawares initial
announcements about joining Conference
USA reached over two billion people
according to social media analytics. Put
thatinto perspective - just over one million
people live in the state of Delaware. That

means these announcements reached over

2,000 Delawares.

It is
the third-straight week the Blue
Hens are ranked. Last week, they
made their first ever apperancein
the poll, ranked at number four.

Delaware is the highest ranked
team amongst CUSA teams. Other
ranked teams in the regional poll
are Liberty (No. 4), FIU (No.5) and
Middle Tennessee State (No. 10)

Maggie Groh was the offensive
player of the week back on August
19 after scoring three goals and
two assists in wins over Mount St.

She
recorded back-to-back shutouts
in wins over George Mason

and Navy. Hall was one of two
freshman to record back-to-back
shutouts that weekend and is one
of six freshman in the country to
record multiple shutouts.

Hall, again, earned goalkeeper of
the week honors on September 16.
She collected a career-high eight
saves in a 1-0 shutout victory over
William & Mary on September 12 at
Grant Stadium.

Hall receieved the Goalkeeper of
the Week award for the second
time this season on Septmeber 16.
She collected a career high eight
saves, which is tied for the most
saves in the Kelly Lawrence erq, in
a 1-0 win over William & Mary.

On September 6, Lilli Lubic earned
the offensive player of the week
after scoring multiple goals. She
scored the game-tying goal
against Towson to earn a 2-2
draw, and the game winning goal
against UMBC.

The Delaware women’s soccer program in 2024
earned their first trip to the CAA Tournament since the
2019 season. During the 2024 campaign, the Blue Hens
started off conference play 4-0, while also winning
five games in a row. It was the best stretch for the
program since 2011. During the stretch, the Blue Hens
had late game heroics from Maggie Groh and Brooke
Vogel, as the two scored game winning goals to
defeat Hofstra and Campbell.

The Blue Hens saw big improvements. In Lawrence’s
first season in 2023, the program nearly tripled its win
total. The Blue Hens shut out opponents six times in
2023, including a shutout over the CAA Regular Season
and Tournament Champions Towson. Its defense
allowed the least amount of goals in the conference
(13), leading to the second-best goals against average
in the conference of 0.72. Both those marks rank third
all time in program history, and is the defensive season
for the Blue Hens since 2009.

It was the best stretch
for the program since 2011.

Burns
also earned first team All-Conference
honors, along with Conny Viehmann,
Carly Binn, Caitin St. Leger, Brooke Vogel
and Olivia Bley all earned all-conference
honors.

The
Blue Hens picked up a victory over La Salle
on the road for the first time since 1994,
and tied the program record for goals in a
game in its 9-1win over Hampton.

The Blue Hens shutout opponents six times in 2023, including a
shutout over the CAA Regular Season and Tournament Champions
Towson. Their defense allowed the least amount of goals in the
conference (13), leading to the second best goals against average
in the conference of 0.72. Both those marks rank third all time in
program history, and is the defensive season for the Blue Hens
since 2009.

In 2023, under the help of Coley, the Blue Hens goalkeepers put up
one of the best seasons in program history. Their save percentage
of .851ranks third in program history and is the best mark since
2009. Individually, goalkeeper Kyla Burns also had one of the best
seasons in net in program history. She ranks second all time in
save percentage in a season at .911. Burns also led the country in
save percentage as well. She became the first Blue Hen ever to
lead the NCAA in any statistical category.

Coley previously coached at Rhode Island, Western Michigan and
Lawrence Tech.

She graduated from Oakland as the single-season record for
shutouts with eight in 2012 and was a Summit League All-
