Last week, Evan Bouldin hit .466/.529/.933

in 15 plate appearances. He hit two home
runs and six RBIs during the stretch. The
Middletown, Delaware native leads the Blue
Hens offense in batting average (.371), on-
base percentage (.463), slugging percentage
(.674), OPS (1.137), home runs (seven) RBIs (22)
and hits (33).

Rutgers enters the midweek contest with a
13-10 record. The Scarlet Knights return home
after a three-game Big Ten series at lllinois.
The Fighting lllini took the first two games of
the series, and the Scarlet Knights took the
series finale by a score of 8-3.

Federation (field hockey)

An athletic department built on history
