The Blue Hens earned a series
sweep over the Broncs.

The last two Liberty Bell Classic
Championship games were between Rider
and Delaware. Rider won in 2023 by a score
of 8-3. Delaware is the most recent LBC
Championship winner when it defeated
Rider 18-2 in 2024. The Blue Hens and Broncs
were set to face off in 2025, however, the
game was cancelled due to poor field
conditions.

Earlier this month, the Blue Hens earned their
first victory as a member of Conference USA
over Dallas Baptist on March 20th by a score
of 5-4.

In the 5-4 win, the Blue Hens had solo home
runs from Evan Bouldin, LT Cockrill and
Matthew Minckler. On the mound, the

Blue Hens only used two pitchers: Ryan
McLaughlin and Ryan Pugh. McLaughlin
pitched a career-high five innings, allowed
four hits, two earned runs and struck out two
batters. Pugh pitched the final four innings.
He struck out a career-high five batters.

Greg Mamula is one win away from his 100th
win as Delaware’s head coach. He has 224
wins in his career, dating back to his time
with DIl West Chester from 2007-2009.

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After a nearly 18-month wait, the new
erais finally here and the University
of Delaware Fightin’ Blue Hens are
officially full members of Conference
USA as of July 1,2025. Fourteen of UD’s
22 varsity programs will be housed

in CUSA, with seven others joining as
affiliate members in the Atlantic Sun
(women’s lacrosse, men’s and women’s
swimming & diving), Atlantic 10 (men’s
lacrosse), Mid-American Conference
(rowing), The Summit League (men’s
soccer), Atlantic Hockey America (ice
hockey and Mountain Pacific Sports
Federation (field hockey)

An athletic department built on history
and tradition, Delaware brings an
abundance of success to CUSA having
won 10 national championships, 172
team conference titles, 282 individual
conference crowns, 342 major
conference awards, 2,655 all-league
selections, and 543 all-americans.

UD student-athletes complement
their athletic success with strong
academic performances. During the
2024-25 academic year, the Blue

he Blue Hens pitching staff saw
significantimprovements with the
introduction of the pod pitching system.
In 2024, the Blue Hens team ERA was
6.93, recorded 430 strike outs, walked
276 batters, and allowed an opponents
batting average of .296.1n 2025, the
Blue Hens team ERA was 5.75, struck out
437 batters, walked 249 batters, and
opponents BAA 262.

Several Blue Hens saw significant
improvements under the pod pitching
%stem. LHP Elias Conway improved his
ERA from 752 in 20.1innings pitched his
freshman year to 4.52 ERA last seasonin
35.1innings pitched.
