The University of Delaware baseball program
returns to Bob Hannah Stadium after a nine
game road trip as the Fightin’ Blue Hens are
set to host FIU from May 1-3 at Bob Hannah
Stadium.

Last time out, the Blue Hens defeated in-state
rival Delaware State by a score of 7-5in
Dover as a part of the Route 1Rivalry.

In Tuesday’s win, all nine Blue Hens batters
recorded a hit, as the offense recorded 15 hits
Delaware native Evan Bouldin went 3-for-4
with a double and a walk. Anthony DeCesare|
went 3-for-5 with a home run and two RBIs.
On the mound, Matt Reyes pitched four
innings. He did not allow any runs or hits, and
struck out six batters.

Delaware baseball will host Bob Hannah Day
in conjunction with Alumni Day on May 2. The
program welcomes over 60 alums as they
celebrate the life of legendary head coach
Bob Hannah.

A native of Trenton, N.J., Hannah led the
Fightin’ Blue Hens to a 36-year mark of
1,053-464-6. His 1,053 wins are tied for 85th
all-time in college baseball history. Hannah
was inducted into the American Baseball
Coaches Association (ABCA) Hall of Fame in
1991, was a charter member of the Delaware
Baseball Hall of Fame in 1994, and was
selected to the Delaware Sports Hall of Fame
and Museum in 1997.

He guided his teams to 12 NCAA regional
appearances, 22 conference titles, and

the school’s only College World Series
appearance in 1970. His teams had just two
losing seasons and won 20 or more games
29 times, including a string of five straight
40-win seasons between 1994-98 when
the Fightin’ Blue Hens won five-straight
conference titles.

After a nearly 18-month wait, the new
erais finally here and the University
of Delaware Fightin’ Blue Hens are
officially full members of Conference
USA as of July 1,2025. Fourteen of UD’s
22 varsity programs will be housed

in CUSA, with seven others joining as
affiliate members in the Atlantic Sun
(women’s lacrosse, men’s and women’s
swimming & diving), Atlantic 10 (men’s
lacrosse), Mid-American Conference
(rowing), The Summit League (men’s
soccer), Atlantic Hockey America (ice
hockey and Mountain Pacific Sports
Federation (field hockey)

An athletic department built on history
and tradition, Delaware brings an
abundance of success to CUSA having
won 10 national championships, 172
team conference titles, 282 individual
conference crowns, 342 major
conference awards, 2,655 all-league
selections, and 543 all-americans.

UD student-athletes complement
their athletic success with strong
academic performances. During the
2024-25 academic year, the Blue
Hens compiled a cumulative 3.41
grade-point average—the highest
in department history, excluding
academic terms impacted by

COVID-19. This marked the 11th-
consecutive year and the 23rd-straight
semester in which UD student-athletes
have posted a 3.00 GPA or better.

The move will push the Delaware
brand across the nation, spanning
from the northeast down into Florida,
and west as far as New Mexico.
