In the last five games, Wells has totalled 36
points and eight blocked shots in 127 minutes.

Wells' last five-game averages equate to 11.3
points and 2.5 blocked shots per 40 minutes.

In the last 11 games, starting Jan. 17 at
Illinois State, Bradley’s other three centers -
Jermaine Morgan, Mike Shaw and Xzavier
Taylor - have comhined for 30 points and eight
blocked shots in 244 combined minutes.

The per-40-minute averages for the trio in
the last 11 games are 4.9 points and 1.3 blocked
shots.

CUNNINGHAM IN LOFTY COMPANY

Freshman Josh Cunningham ranks second
in The Valley by averaging 7.1 rebounds per game
and has posted eight double-digit rebound
performances this season.

Cunningham ranks fifth among all freshmen
in the country with 206 total rebounds and at
B-foot-7-inches, he is the only player among the
nation’s top six freshman rebounders to measure
less than 6-foot-8.

Cunningham needs two rebounds to pass
Danny Granger for second on Bradley’s all-time
list of total rebounds by a freshman.

Bradley has put an emphasis on recruiting
the Chicagoland area during head coach Geno
Ford’s tenure and the 2014-15 roster includes six
players from the Windy City, the most since the
1995-96 MVC regular-season champion Braves
featured eight players from Chicago.

The 2015 induction class will be enshrined in
the Bradley Athletics Hall of Fame at halftime of
Saturday’s regular-season finale versus Indiana
State at Carver Arena.

The Class of 2015 includes the 1998 Women's
Cross Country Team and soccer players Adam
Gross and Brian Remedi.

The 1998 Women'’s Cross Country Team
shared the MVC championship with Drake,
becoming the first women’s team in Bradley
Athletics history to win a conference title.

A goalkeeper, Gross was the 1998 MVC
Defensive Player of the Year and earned All-
America honors after helping the soccer Braves
to their first-ever MVC regular-season title, as
well as the program’s first NCAA Tournament
appearance in 2000.

Remedi once held Bradley Soccer’s record
for career games played and has continued his
career as an international soccer executive,
currently holding U.S. Soccer’s second-ranking
position as the Chief Administrative Officer for
the United States Soccer Federation.
