HERE WE ARE

No. 23 Central Oklahoma plays its third home game in four weeks when the
Bronchos host Fort Hays State in an MIAA game at Chad Richison Stadium.

UCO is 3-0 on the season and 2-0 in the MIAA. The Bronchos have worked
their way into the national rankings for the first time in almost 20 years. Central
is No. 23 in the country in both the American Football Coaches Association
(AFCA) Top 25, and the D2Football.com Top 25. The Tigers of Hays, Kansas
are 3-1 on the season and 2-1 in league play. Fort Hays State is receiving votes
in the AFCA poll and was ranked No. 25 earlier this season.

THE CEO

Dorrel won his 100th career game as a head coach against Fort Hays State
during his first season with the Bronchos in 2022 and now has a 109-51 career
record. The Maryville, Mo. native played for and coached at Northwest Mis-
souri, winning three national championships as the head coach. He spent six
seasons coaching at Abilene Christian before coming to UCO. Dorrel also has
a 69-16 career record in the MIAA.

UCO IN THE NATIONAL RANKINGS

Central Oklahoma made its return to the national rankings at No. 23 in the
American Football Coaches Association Top 25 this week, appearing in the poll
for the first time since 2005. UCO was receiving votes in Week 2. the Bronchos
appeared in the D2Football.com Top 25 in Week 2 at No. 25, then moved up to
match the coaches’ poll this week at No. 23.

JETT OFFENSE

UCO ranks No. 1 in total offense in all of Division Il at 582.7 yards per game.
The Broncho passing attack ranks sixth at 322.3 yard per game, and the Bron-
cho rushing attack ranks fourth at 260.3 yards per game. UCO is second in the
country at 53.7 points per game.

The highly rated offense begins with the quarterback play of Jett Huff. The
sophomore himself ranks No. 1 in the country in pass completion percentage
(77.1), No. 5 in the country in completions per game (27.0), and No. 6 in the
country in both passing yards per game (313.3) and total offense (328.7). Huff's
eight touchdown passes rank 17th among Division Il quarterbacks.

Huff threw for 192 yards and four touchdowns in Central’s 72-0 win over
Langston in Week 1, then 457 yards and two scores in UCO's 57-40 win over
Central Missouri in Week 2. Last Saturday, Huff threw for 291 yards and one
touchdown in a 32-17 win at Kearney, where he also had a rushing touchdown.
SPREAD THE LOVE

The targets Huff is hitting has kept defenses off balance. Ashton Schumann
leads the team with 23 receptions, Terrill Davis has 22 catches, and Jacob Delso
has 16 through three games played. Davis’ 324 yards are a team high as are his
three touchdown receptions. Schumann has 218 yards and one score and Delso
has 165 yards and two touchdowns. Dominique Dunn and Madison Ridgeway
both have seven receptions, Jayden Grey has three, Jaylen Cottrell and Andrew
Carney both have two out of the backfield, and Christian Romero, Hagen Hack-
er, and William Mason each have one.

LET THE HORSES RUN

The running game has been equally important to the offense, and every play-
er that has touched the ball in the run game has scored a touchdown.

Mason, a sophomore, has a team-high 47 carries this season for 277 yards
and three touchdowns. He's averaging 5.9 yards per carry and 92.3 rushing

yards per game. Cottrell has 36 carries on the year for a team-high 293 yards
and four touchdowns. He is averaging 8.1 yards per rush and 97.6 rushing yards
per game. Quincy Thompson adds 11 carries for 103 yards and a touchdown in
one game this season. Carney has five carries for 27 yards and one score, and
Dev Mathews has four carries for nine yards and one score. Huff is at 18 carries
for 42 yards and Dawson Herl has three for 42 and a score.

DEFENSE! DEFENSE!

On the defensive side of the ball, while Central Oklahoma’s numbers don't
rank as high nationally as the offense, the production is still a big part of the
Bronchos' 3-0 start. UCO gives up just 19 points per game and has yet to al-
low any points in the first quarter (28-0) and has allowed only one score in the
fourth quarter (44-7) of its first three games. Central Oklahoma holds oppo-
nents to 367.3 yards of offense per game, splitting that mark with 270.6 pass-
ing yards and 96.7 rushing yards per game this season. The Bronchos have 19
tackles in the backfield through three games, and 10 of those are quarterback
sacks. Additionally, UCO'’s defense has 11 QB hurries in three games as well.
LEADERS ON D

The top three leading tacklers for the Bronchos are the three starting line-
backers. Connor Johnson leads the team with 18 tackles, Jack Puckett has 17,
and Noah West has 13. West and defensive lineman Zane Adams lead the
team with 2.5 sacks, while Johnson has two himself. West has one. Adams is
fourth on the team with a dozen tackles and safety Dylan Buchheit has the
same amount along with one interception and one fumble recovery. Daniel
Ekwese, David Williams, and Johnny Wilson each have 10 tackles. Ekwese
has two pass breakups, Williams also has an interception, and Wilson has 1.5
sacks. Kazeyn Bird and Curtis Miller both have interceptions as well to give the
UCO secondary four on the year. Dalton Hurd has a team-high four PBUs in
three games. Johnson, Ekwese, JK Moore, Willie Rice, and Jalen Sessions all
have two PBUs.

BRONCHOS KICK

Central Oklahoma punter Grayson Miller leads the MIAA with a 45.0 av-
erage through three games. Miller has punts of 65 and 63 this season. In six
punts, half are 50+ and the only touchback was the 65-yard shot. Nicky Que-
vedo, a senior place kicker, is 3-for-5 on field goals this season and 18-for-21
on PATs. Quevedo is also averaging 63.0 yards per kickoff with 27 kicks and 13
touchbacks.

RETURN ON INVESTMENT

On special teams return for UCO, Kobey Stephens has four kickoff returns
for 158 yards, including a 98-yard score on the opening kickoff of the season.
Stephens also has four punt returns for 110 yards and a 90-yard score — also in
Week 1. C.J. Williams has two kickoff returns for 68 yards. Central Oklahoma
leads the MIAA at 37.7 yards per kickoff return.

SERIES HISTORY

Central Oklahoma and Fort Hays State have met 16 times and the Bronchos
own a 9-7 advantage in the series. UCO is 4-4 in Edmond and 5-3 in Hays,
Kansas, including last year's contest the Tigers won 34-0. Central won the first
two meetings in 1955 and 1956, then all four meetings from 1992-95. During
UCO's independent season in 2011, Hays won for the first time, 38-21. Includ-
ing that win, in the last 10 meetings, Hays owns a 7-3 advantage in the series.
In the most recent meeting in Edmond, 2022, Dorrel beat Hays 35-23 to earn
his 100th career victory.

UP NEXT ...

Up next for the Bronchos is their second MIAA road contest. UCO visits
Missouri Southern in Joplin next Saturday. Central Oklahoma returns home for
the Hall of Fame Game Saturday, Oct. 12 against Northwest Missouri.

The Bronchos
entered the 2024 season tied for fourth on the list of active NCAA Division
Il schools. Pittsburg State (753), Tuskegee (714), Hillsdale (664), and Carson

Adam Dorrel enters his third
season as head football coach at
Central Oklahoma in 2024. He was
named the 14th head coach of
the historic program in December
2021.

Dorrel has a 106-51 overall
record as a head coach, including
an 11-11 mark in two seasons with
the Bronchos.

In his first season with the
Bronchos, Dorrel led UCO to a 6-5
record, which was the first winning
season at Central since 2018. He
won his first four home games as
the head coach of the Bronchos,
including knocking off No. 2 ranked
Northwest Missouri. Dorrel led the
Bronchos to a 5-1 record at Chad
Richison Stadium in his first sea-
son.

Following the season, six stu-
dent-athletes were named All-
MIAA, and Dorrel also coached
one All-Region selection and one
All-American.

The Bronchos went 5-6 in Dor-
rel’s second season, again posting a
solid 4-1 record inside Chad Richi-
son Stadium. UCO had four All-
MIAA picks and one All-American.

A native of Maryville, Missouri
who played and coached at North-
west Missouri State, Dorrel came
to Central after spending five years
at Abilene Christian.

Dorrel played football at North-

west Missouri in the mid 1990s
and became a graduate assistant
coach there in 1999, when the
team won its second national
championship. After a few sea-
sons working as an offensive line
coach and offensive coordinator at
other schools, Dorrel returned to
Maryville to do the same for the
Bearcats.

From 2004-2010, Northwest
went to five consecutive nation-
al title games and won the third
championship for the school in
20009.

Then he became head coach at
his alma mater and the success
ballooned higher.

Dorrel led Northwest to a 76-8
record from 2011-16 as the head
coach, winning three more na-

tional titles for his school in 2013,
2015, and 2016. Each of those
years he led the team to a 15-0
record and was named National
Coach of the Year. He was 56-5 in
the MIAA in his six seasons as head
coach at Northwest, and 19-3 in
the playoffs. Dorrel was inducted
into the Northwest Missouri State
M-Club Hall of Fame in 2023.

Dorrel then went to Abilene
Christian to help the school as it
transitioned into Division I. He
went 19-32 there, leading ACU
to its first winning season since
making the move to DI in 2018. He
coached over a dozen All-Confer-
ence selections in five seasons in
Texas.

Dorrel is married (Erin) and has
two daughters (Allie and Sam).
