BRONCO FASTBREAK NOTES
LAST TIME OUT

Boise State rebounded from last Saturday’s
loss at Utah State with a 72-63 overtime win
at Colorado State Wednesday night. The

win was the Broncos’ sixth in a row over the
Rams, and third-straight at Moby Arena.

Braydey Hodgins scored 20 points to extend
her streak of 20-point games to a Boise State
program record-matching six games, equaling
Michelle Schultz’ run from Dec. 31, 1995-Jan.
20, 1996. Senior Marta Hermida extended her
streak of double-figure scoring games to five,
netting 17 points and going 6-for-6 from the
line in overtime.

The Broncos turned up the heat defensively
on the Rams in overtime, forcing two
turnovers and allowing just two field goals,
winning the extra session by a 13-4 margin.

WHO’S NEXT

Boise State opens its final homestand of the
regular season Saturday afternoon against
UNLV (11-16, 9-7 MW). The Lady Rebels
have won four of their last five, including
two-straight, following Wednesday’s 67-58 win
over Nevada.

UNLYV is led by the play of Katie Powell, who
paces the team in both scoring (14.1 ppg) and
rebounding (6.4 rpg). Nikki Wheatley averages
11.9 points a game and leads the Lady Rebels
with 66 assists.

THE LAST MEETING

Boise State beat UNLV in Las Vegas for the
first time since 2016 when it captured a 64-57
win over the Lady Rebels at Cox Pavilion on
Feb. 6.

The game marked the start of Braydey
Hodgins’ current six-game 20-point scoring
streak, as the junior went for 28 points on
10-for-14 shooting, including a 5-for-8 showing
from deep.

An interesting note from that contest was that
Hodgins, Rachel Bowers (19 points on 7-for-8
shooting), and A'Shanti Coleman (six points

on 3-for-6 shooting) combined for 53 of Boise
State’s 64 points on 20-for-28 shooting, while
the rest of the Broncos score just 11 points
and went 2-for-32 from the field.

LET’S TALK CLINCHING SCENARIOS
With three games left in the regular season,
Boise State is inching ever closer to clinching
its second-straight Mountain West regular-
season title. Let’s take a look at the most
direct ways this could happen by Monday:

First, regardless of Saturday’s results, Boise
State would clinch the No. 1 seed at March
10-13’s Mountain West Tournament, along
with at least a share of the regular-season
title, with a win over New Mexico Monday at
Taco Bell Arena.

The Broncos would clinch the regular-season
title outright, along with the No. 1 seed, with
wins in its next two games against UNLV and
New Mexico, respectively.

Boise State would clinch at least a share of
the regular-season title, but not the No. 1
seed, Saturday with a win over UNLV and a
New Mexico loss at Colorado State.

HODGINS MATCHES THE RECORD
Braydey Hodgins matched the Boise State
program record with her sixth-straight 20-point
game Wednesday, as she went for exactly 20
in the win at Colorado State.

Hodgins equaled Michelle Schultz’ (1991-96)
run of six-straight 20-point games set from
Dec. 31, 1995 to Jan. 20, 1996.

Over this current six-game run, Hodgins
is averaging 22.5 points with FG/3FG/FT
percentages of 50.5/42.0/81.5.

GOING FOR ANOTHER REGULAR-
SEASON TITLE

Boise State is in control of its own destiny
for a second-straight Mountain West regular-
season title, whether outright or shared,
heading into this weekend.

Should the Broncos claim at least a share

of the crown over these final three games,
it would mark the sixth regular-season
conference title in program history.

In addition to last year’s Mountain West crown,
Boise State claimed two Big Sky regular-
season titles (1991-92, 1993-94) and two WAC
titles (2006-07, 2007-08).

HERMIDA’S BEEN CLUTCH

Key to Boise State’s 4-1 stretch over the last
five games has been the play of senior guard
Marta Hermida, who has scored in double
figures in each game.

Hermida scored 17 points, including a 6-for-6
showing from the line in overtime, to help
Boise State beat Colorado State Wednesday.
Over this current five-game run of scoring in
double figures, the Madrid, Spain, native is
averaging 14.6 points while shooting 42.6 from
the field, 37.9 percent from 3-point range, and
84.2 percent from the line.

CHASING A CONFERENCE WINS MARK
Boise State won its 13th game in Mountain
West play this season with Wednesday’s
victory at Colorado State. The win brings the
Broncos within a game of matching the best
win total in Mountain West play, and two from
establishing the new benchmark.

The Broncos’ best mark since joining the
Mountain West in 2011-12 was last year’s 14-4
record. Boise State also has a chance to set
the program record for most conference wins
in a season, needing two victories over the
final three contests to eclipse the 14 wins last
season, and in 2007-08, when the Broncos
went 14-2 in WAC play.

HODGINS MAKING A MW PLAYER OF THE
YEAR RUN?

Junior guard Braydey Hodgins has been
making a second-half push for Mountain West
Player of the Year consideration, and it's tough
to dismiss her case.

Since the calendar flipped to February,
Hodgins has scored at least 20 points in six
of seven games during the month, namely
each of the past six. Since Feb. 1, Hodgins

is averaging 21.0 points while shooting 52.0
percent (51-for-98) from the field, 44.2 percent
(23-for-52) from 3-point range, and 81.5
percent (22-for-27) from the free-throw line.
Most notably, Hodgins picked up the scoring
mantle over the four-plus games then-leading
scorer Riley Lupfer missed with injury after
leaving during Feb. 6’'s game at UNLV.

Over Boise State’s 13-2 Mountain West
season, Hodgins is averaging 14.7 points per
game, sixth in the conference, and is third in
the loop in 3-pointers made (35) and 3-point
field-goal percentage (42.2).

HARRELL TURNS IT UP ON THE BOARDS
For the second-straight game, senior forward

Joyce Harrell was a force on the glass,
grabbing a game-high 10 rebounds in the win
at Colorado State.

It marked Harrell’s fourth double-digit
rebounding game this season, and followed
a performance at Utah State in which the
Seattle native came down with nine boards.

Just as impressive about her last two games
is that nine of Harrell’s 19 rebounds have
come on the offensive glass.

WHEN THE CALENDAR TURNS TO MARCH
The Broncos will play three regular-season
games in March ahead of the Mountain West
Tournament (March 10-13), beginning with
Saturday’s clash with UNLV.

Heading into this weekend, the Broncos
have won their last eight games, and 13 of
the last 14, in March against Mountain West
opponents. Nine of those wins have come
over the 3-0 Mountain West Tournament runs
in 2015, 2017, and 2018.

PROTECT TACO BELL ARENA

Boise State went 7-2 in conference play at
Taco Bell Arena last season, and are 7-0

this season heading into its final two-game
homestand March 2 and 4 against UNLV and
New Mexico, respectively.

The Broncos are 48-19 all-time in Mountain
West games at Taco Bell Arena, and have
gone 7-2 in each of the past five seasons.

AVOIDED BACK-TO-BACK LOSSES

Boise State once again avoided back-to-back
losses with Wednesday’s 72-63 overtime win
at Colorado State. With the win, the Broncos

still have not dropped consecutive contests in
2018-19.

So far this year, the Broncos have responded
well to defeat. After their first loss, a 74-55
defeat to No. 5/4 Louisville, the Broncos won
two-straight. Then, after a loss at Washington
State on Dec. 1, the Broncos won 10 in a row
before having that run snapped Jan. 26 at
Wyoming. Boise State went on to win its next
six games since that defeat.

In fact, Boise State, without back-to-back
losses this season, is on pace for just the
fourth campaign without consecutive losses in
program history, and the first since going 14-1
in 1973-74.

ANOTHER 20-WIN SEASON

Boise State won its 20th game of the season
Feb. 13 against Fresno State, marking the
program’s third-straight 20-win season and
fourth in the last five years.

It is also the ninth 20-win season in program
history. And, with at least three regular-season
games and one conference tournament game
remaining, this year’s Bronco team is within

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range of eclipsing the 2016-17 squad’s all-
time record of 25 wins (25-8).

BOUNCE BACK ON THE ROAD
Wednesday’s win at Colorado State brought
Boise State’s conference road record to 6-2
this season. The Broncos have also won 13 of
their last 17 conference road games.

A win at Air Force in March 7’s regular-season
finale would put Boise State at 7-2 in away
from home in the Mountain West this season,
matching last year’s 7-2 road mark as the best
such mark in program history since joining the
Mountain West in 2011-12.

NATION’S DEEPEST TEAM?

The play of Boise State’s bench this season
has bolstered the narrative that any one
Bronco can step up and help lead the team to
victory on any given night.

Through Feb. 27, the Broncos have had 10
different players lead the team or share the
team lead in scoring in a game this season.
That figure is tied for the national lead with
No. 13/13 South Carolina and Milwaukee.

CITY OF THREES

While the outdoor weather in Boise has been
downright pleasant for this time of year, the
Broncos have been making it rain in Taco
Bell Arena on Mountain West opponents.
Over seven conference home games, the
Broncos have hit 60 triples (8.6 per game at a
38.0-percent clip.

Four times in those seven games the Broncos
have hit at least 10 3-pointers, highlighted by
11 Jan. 30 against Colorado State.

ANOTHER BIG FEBRUARY ON TAP?
February may take place in the cold of winter,
but for Boise State it's been a rather hot month
over the past couple of seasons. The Broncos,
after Wednesday’s win at Colorado State, are
now 18-4 during February since 2015-16, and
have won 18 of the past 20 games during the
month.

After losing its first two games in February
2016, the Broncos won the next six to finish
the month 6-2. Last year, Boise State lost its
February opener (77-54 at UNLV on Feb. 3)
before reeling off six-straight wins to close the
month.

Braydey Hodgins leads the group with 14.7
points per game, followed by Riley Lupfer
(11.3 ppg) and A'Shanti Coleman (11.2
ppg) also in double digits. Also averaging at
least six points a game are Marta Hermida
(9.6 ppg), Rachel Bowers (6.6 ppg), Jayde

Christopher (6.3 ppg), and Joyce Harrell (6.1
pPQ)-

HODGINS GRABS NATIONAL, MW
HONORS

Junior guard Braydey Hodgins on Feb. 18
became the first Mountain West player to
claim consecutive conference player of the
week honors since 2014-15 when she was
honored for her efforts in the wins over Fresno
State and San Diego State.

Over the two wins, Hodgins averaged 21.5
points and hit eight 3-pointers. After a 21-point
game in Wednesday’s 83-76 win over the
Bulldogs, Hodgins put up 22 on 7-for-12
shooting (4-for-7 from 3-point range) with five
assists and five steals in Saturday’s 91-67 win
over San Diego State.

The honor was Hodgins’ third of this season
and fourth of her career, and she became
the first back-to-back winner since UNLV’s
Danielle Miller (Feb. 16 and 23, 2015).

Wednesday, she was named to the NCAA.
com Starting Five for the week of Feb. 13-19,
the first such honor of her career.

LUPFER APPROACHES ANOTHER
BRONCO RECORD

With one more 3-pointers made during
Mountain West play, Riley Lupfer will have 129
career 3-pointers in conference play, eclipsing
the record of 128 set by Abby Vaughan (1999-
03), who played in both the Big West and
WAC.

Lupfer pulled even with Vaughan Wednesday
at Colorado State on a corner 3.

HODGINS GETS SECOND MOUNTAIN
WEST PLAYER OF THE WEEK OF 2018-19
Junior guard Braydey Hodgins capped

a career week Feb. 11 by being named
Mountain West Player of the Week for the
second time this season and third time in her
career.

Over the wins at UNLV and San Jose State,
Hodgins averaged 24.5 points while shooting
58.6 percent from the field and 52.6 percent
from 3-point range (10-for-19). She scored a
career-high 28 points at UNLV, helped by an
18-point first half in which she went 7-for-7
from the field, including four triples. Saturday
in San Jose, she hit five 3-pointers again and
finished with 21 points and five assists.

ANOTHER TEN-GAME WINNING STREAK
Jan. 23’s win against Air Force extended

the Broncos’ winning streak at the time to

10 games, marking the third-straight season
in which Boise State has posted a 10-game

games of the regular season and three-
straight in the Mountain West Tournament.

This year’s streak would be snapped with Jan.
26’s 64-52 loss at Wyoming.

PROGRAM-RECORD STREAK SNAPPED
Boise State set a program record Jan. 23
with its 16th-straight win against a conference
opponent, defeating Air Force, 79-48. That
streak would be snapped with Jan. 26’s 64-52
loss at Wyoming.

While the win extended Boise State’s
program-best run against Mountain West
competition (winning the last seven regular-
season games of last season, three Mountain
West tournament games, and this year’s

first six regular-season games), it eclipsed
the program’s all-time best mark against
conference competition of 15, set from Jan.
12-March 12, 2008, against WAC competition.

The previous best streak against Mountain
West competition was a 12-game run over
the end of the 2016-17 season and first two
games of last year.

HERMIDA NAMED MOUNTAIN WEST
PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Senior guard Marta Hermida was named
Mountain West Player of the Week Jan. 21
thanks in part to her second-half performance
in Jan. 19’s win at Fresno State.

Over the final 20 minutes in Fresno, Hermida
scored all 21 of her points and made all five
of her 3-pointers, finishing the game 8-for-12
from the field.

The performance followed her line of eight
points, seven rebounds, and four assists

in Jan. 16’s win at Nevada, in which she
grabbed her 500th-career rebound. That
board made made her, along with former
Bronco Tasha Harris (2004-10), just the
second player in Boise State history to
accumulate 1,000 points, 500 rebounds, and
300 assists in her career.

LUPFER JOINS THE 1,000-POINT CLUB
Junior guard Riley Lupfer scored 11 points in
Jan. 19’s win at Fresno State, the final two
coming on a shot clock-beating runner with
3:47 to play and putting her at 1,001 career
points, the 21st Bronco to join the club.

It capped a game in which Lupfer hit a pair of
3-pointers and added two steals in 29 minutes
of action.

PROGRAM-BEST MW START

Jan. 12’s win over San Jose State got Boise
State out to the first 3-0 start to Mountain
West play in program history. The Broncos
had opened MW play 2-0 five times (including
this season), but had never, until Saturday,
been able to get that third-straight win.

Boise State’s all-time best start to conference
play is a 10-0 run to open Northwest
Basketball League (NWBL) play in 1977-78.
The 5-0 start this season was the program’s
best to a conference slate since an 8-0 start to
the 2006-07 WAC campaign.

MARIJKE’S BACK

Redshirt senior center Marijke Vanderschaaf
made her much-anticipated return to the court
Jan. 12 against San Jose State, going 3-for-3
from the field for six points in five minutes of
action.

It marked Vanderschaaf’s return to action

after a 13-month injury absence. The 2016-17
All-Mountain West Honorable Mention had
been averaging 11.0 points and 6.7 rebounds
through six games last season before
suffering a torn ACL just 30 seconds into the
seventh contest of the campaign, Dec. 7, 2017
against Washington.

Over nine games this season, Vanderschaaf,
though averaging just 3.1 minutes per game,
is 5-for-9 from the field with 12 points.

WIN 650 FOR PRESNELL

Jan. 5’s 69-66 victory at San Diego State

was a milestone one for Boise State head
coach Gordy Presnell, marking the 650th win
of his illustrious career. Hitting the 650-win
mark made Presnell the 16th active Division |
women'’s basketball head coach, and the 24th
active NCAA (all levels) women’s basketball
coach to do so.

Presnell, in his 32nd season as a head coach,
owns an overall record of 661-298. He is 265-
171 at Boise State, now in his 14th season

at the Bronco helm (2005-Present), and went
396-127 in 18 seasons at Seattle Pacific
(1987-2005).

HERMIDA JOINS THE CLUB

Senior guard Marta Hermida became the 20th
member of Boise State’s 1,000-Point Club
early in Dec. 16’s 73-69 win at Washington.

Hermida entered the game at 997 points, and
hit a 3-pointer 20 seconds into the contest

to hit the 1,000-point mark on the nose. She
would go on to finish the game with 12 points.

Through Feb. 27, Hermida’s career tally
stands at 1,155.

MANAGING THE MINUTES

Boise State’s depth has been key to keeping
its roster healthy and fresh entering Mountain
West play. Entering Mountain West play,

no Boise State player was averaging 30.0
minutes per game, as Riley Lupfer paced the
team at 27.1 through the 11 non-conference
games.

Boise State’s last regular-season non-
conference slate without a player averaging
30 minutes a game came in 2014-15, when

GOING FOR A REPEAT AND A THREE-
PEAT

This year, Boise State will be going for

a repeat of its 2017-18 Mountain West
regular-season title, and a three-peat at the
conference tournament in March.

Should the Broncos capture the Mountain
West Tournament crown, they would become
just the second program to pull off the
three-peat, matching New Mexico’s run from
2002-04.

A repeat of the regular-season title would
mark the second time in school history that
Boise State has won back-to-back crowns,
matching the 2007-08 and 2008-09 WAC
regular-season titles.

REPEAT PERFORMANCE FOR LUPFER?
As Mountain West play gets set to begin,

junior guard Riley Lupfer aims to repeat her
record-setting performance of a season ago.

Over the 18-game Mountain West season last
year, Lupfer averaged 18.9 points per game,
shot 50.9 percent from the field, and hit a
conference-record 79 3-pointers while hitting
exactly half of her attempts (79-for-158) from
downtown.

Four times Lupfer hit seven 3-pointers in a
contest, and hit at least five in nine of the
18 games. She also posted eight 20-point
performances.

HODGINS GRABS MOUNTAIN WEST
PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Junior guard Braydey Hodgins claimed her
second-career Mountain West Player of the
Week honor Dec. 17, following her MVP
performance at the Husky Classic.

Hodgins averaged 17.0 points and 5.0
rebounds, shooting 52.4 percent (11-for-21)
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from the field and 50.0 percent (9-for-18)
over the two wins. In the title game against
Washington, Hodgins scored 19 points, with
16 coming in the second half to help erase a
41-35 early third-quarter deficit.

Hodgins had earned her first conference
weekly honor last March 4 after a 24-point
effort in the regular-season finale at Wyoming.

ADD IT TO THE NEW TROPHY CASE

Boise State picked up its second “classic”
title this season with a 2-0 performance at the
Husky Classic in Seattle from Dec. 15-16.

Over Thanksgiving Weekend, the Broncos
captured the Beach Classic in Long Beach
with victories over Idaho (91-85) and Northern
lowa (61-60). Riley Lupfer was named the
event's MVP after averaging 14.5 points over
the two games, and hitting a team-high five
3-pointers. Jayde Christopher was named to
the All-Tournament Team as she averaged
11.5 points and 3.00 assists.

Just two more trophies to put on display in
the team’s brand-new trophy case in the
Arguinchona Basketball Complex.

NINE WINS OVER 2018 POSTSEASON
TEAMS

Boise State picked up its 10th win this season
over a 2017-18 postseason team with Feb.
13’s win over Fresno State, a 2018 WBI
participant. Earlier this season, at the Husky
Classic (Dec. 15-16), Boise State knocked

off 2018 NCAA Tournament participant Saint
Francis (Pa.).

The Broncos are now 8-2 this season against
2018 postseason teams, having only fallen

to 2018 NCAA Final Four participant and
fifth-ranked Louisville, and WNIT participant
Wyoming. The Broncos have beaten 2018
WNIT participants Idaho, Northern lowa,
Colorado State, UNLV, and Wyoming, along
with WBI participants Nevada (twice) and
Fresno State.

THEY BOW DOWN TO US

Dec. 16’s 73-69 victory at Washington marked
Boise State’s second-straight win over the
Huskies, after last year’s 85-62 victory at Taco
Bel Arena.

It marks the first time the Broncos have ever
taken two in a row from the Huskies, and the
first back-to-back wins over a Pac-12 program
since beating UCLA on Dec. 19, 1993 and
Dec. 3, 1994.

FAMILY BRAGGING RIGHTS

Braydey Hodgins once again played some of
her best basketball against a team for which
a family member formerly played on Dec. 16
in Seattle. This time, Washington, alma mater
of her mother, Karen (Murray) Hodgins, had
to watch Braydey run wild as she scored 19
points, including 16 in the second half, in the

73-69 Bronco win.

Braydey is 2-1 against the Huskies, where
Karen is currently seventh on the Huskies’ all-
time scoring list (1,745) and a member of the
Washington Athletic Hall of Fame.

On Dec. 7, Hodgins was a thorn in the side
of Eastern Washington for the second year in
arow in Dec. 7’s 67-55 Bronco win. For the
second-straight season against the Eagles,
Hodgins scored 14 points, this time going
5-for-8 from the field and hitting her first three
3-point attempts.

It gives Braydey more bragging rights at family
get-togethers, as she is 3-0 all-time against
Eastern Washington, the alma mater of older
sisters Hayley and Delaney, who are currently
the top two scorers in Eagles history (Delaney
with 2,120 points, Hayley with 1,865).

LUPFER EARNS NATIONAL HONOR
Junior guard Riley Lupfer was named to the
NCAA.com Starting Five for the week of Nov.
19-25 in recognition of her performance at the
Beach Classic over Thanksgiving Weekend.

Lupfer was named the Beach Classic MVP
after leading the Broncos with 14.5 points per
game and hitting five 3-pointers. She hit four
3-pointers in Saturday’s comeback win over
Northern lowa, including the go-ahead triple
with 1:27 to play which gave the Broncos the
lead for good.

BIG-GAME CROWD

Boise State drew 4,125 fans to Nov. 19’s
matchup with No. 5/4 Louisville, the biggest
crowd for a women'’s basketball-only date at
Taco Bell Arena since the 2006-07 season.

The Broncos drew 4,518 for a 79-63 loss to
Louisiana Tech on Feb. 3, 2007, the last time
the program cracked the 4,000 mark for a
home contest.

It should be noted that these numbers are in
reference to a women'’s basketball-only crowd,
meaning that the Bronco women’s game was
not part of a doubleheader with the men’s
team.

BRONCOS TABBED TO WIN MOUNTAIN
WEST FOR SECOND-STRAIGHT SEASON
Boise State was tabbed to win the Mountain
West regular-season title for the second-
straight season with the release of the
preseason poll Nov. 1. The Broncos earned
19 of 23 first-place votes from the conference
head coaches and media members to finish
ahead of UNLV (four first-place votes) and
Fresno State in the top three.

The announcement underscores Boise
State’s rise to the top of the Mountain West
since joining the conference in 2011-12. The
Broncos have been voted to finish in the
Mountain West top three in each of the past

five seasons (second in 2014-15, third in
2015-16, second in 2016-17, first in 2017-18
and 2018-19).

LUPFER LOOKING FOR BIG 2018-19
Junior guard Riley Lupfer was voted
Preseason Mountain West Player of the Year
on Nov. 1, becoming the first Bronco to earn
the conference’s top preseason honor.

It follows a breakout 2017-18 campaign

in which Lupfer led the Broncos with 16.2
points per game and set the Boise State and
Mountain West single-season records with
122 3-pointers made. The Spokane, Wash.,
native was thrice named Mountain West
Player of the Week last season, and recorded
four games with at least seven 3-pointers
made. She went on to be voted the Most
Outstanding Player of the Mountain West
Tournament after averaging 16.7 points and
shooting 44.4 percent (12-for-27) from 3-point
range over Boise State’s 3-0 run.

HERMIDA NAMED TO PRESEASON ALL-
MW TEAM

Also earning recognition with the preseason
conference announcements was senior guard
Marta Hermida, who joined Riley Lupfer on
the Preseason All-Mountain West Team. The
inclusion of Lupfer and Hermida on the five-
player team marked the first time since joining
the Mountain West (2011-12) that the Broncos
had multiple players on the squad. It also
made for five-straight seasons in which the
Broncos have landed at least one player to the
squad, making Boise State the only program
to achieve the feat over that span.

Hermida began her junior year (2017-18) off
of a gold-medal performance with Spain’s
U20 National Team at the 2017 FIBA U20
European Women’s Championship, and

went on to average 10.8 points (second on
the team) and a team-leading 4.70 assists

per game for Boise State. The Madrid native
posted the second triple-double in Boise State
women'’s basketball history with 22 points,

11 rebounds, and 10 assists against Corban
on Nov. 26, 2017, and was a key contributor
to the Broncos’ successful Mountain West
Tournament run, averaging 12.7 points, 6.3
rebounds and 3.33 assists while shooting 43.6

BOISE STATE TENURE (2005-present)

Fourteen years ago Gordy Presnell returned to his
home state to become the sixth head coach in Boise State
University’s women’s basketball program history. He brought
with him 18 years of head-coaching experience and a long
record of success. Presnell currently ranks first in Bronco
history for victories by a coach with a record of 264-171 (.607)
overall. The 2018-19 season marks his 32nd as a collegiate
head coach with a career record of 660-298 (.689).

Presnel’'s Bronco teams have reached the NCAA
Tournament on four occasions (2007, 2015, 2017, 2018) while
making six postseason appearances. Under his watch, Boise
State has also won three regular-season titles (2007-08 WAC;
2018 Mountain West) and four conference tournament titles
(2007 WAC; 2015, 2017, 2018 Mountain West).

Under Presnell’s guidance, the Broncos made program
history in 2017-18, capturing the Mountain West double
(regular season and tournament titles) for the first time while
going 23-10 overall. The Broncos won a program-best 14
games in Mountain West play sweeping to their second-
straight conference tournament title and third in four seasons.

For the second season in a row, the Broncos heated up
when it mattered most, once again winning 10-straight games
heading into the first round of the NCAA Tournament. In
conference play, the Broncos were the only Mountain West
team to defeat every other team at least once during the
regular season.

Guards Riley Lupfer and Marta Hermida were named to
the All-Mountain West Team for their performances during the
season, while Lupfer went on to be named the Mountain West
Tournament MVP.

The achievements of the 2017-18 campaign came on the
heels of a 2016-17 season in which Presnell led the Broncos
to a program-record 25 wins in addition to the Mountain West
Tournament title and second NCAA Tournament appearance
in three years.

On Dec. 18, 2017, Presnell recorded his 600th career win
as Boise State defeated Portland, 74-60, at Taco Bell Arena.
With 616 career wins entering the 2017-18 campaign, Presnell
ranks 55th among all NCAA women'’s basketball coaches and
30th among active coaches.

Since Boise State joined the Mountain West in 2011-12, the
Broncos, under Presnell, lead all conference schools with three
NCAA Tournament appearances.

The Broncos have recorded nine winning seasons over
Presnell’s 13-year tenure. After going 15-15 in his first season
(2005-06), the Broncos recorded four-consecutive winning
seasons, including a then-school-record 24 wins in both the
2006-07 (24-9) and 2007-08 (24-8) campaigns. Boise State
currently has an active streak of five-straight winning seasons
with four national postseason appearances over that stretch.
Presnell's teams have gone 122-94 (.565) in conference
games and an impressive 144-56 (.720) at home in Boise,
including a perfect 14-0 mark in 2007-08.

Over the course of his tenure Presnell's Broncos have
pushed the tempo of the game. His teams are routinely
ranked among the top scoring and rebounding teams in the
conference and have set numerous school records along the
way. Presnell coached teams have set the school record for
points in a season three times in 2006-07 (2,275), 2007-08
(2,330) and 2014-15 (2,331), in addition to recording six of
the top 10 season totals all-time (46 years). In rebounding the
Broncos have turned in the top six totals all-time and have set
the record three times in 2005-06 (1,252), 2006-07 (1,330) and
most recently 2007-08 (1,335).

They have five of the top 10 scoring averages in program
history including the fourth-best mark of 72.8 points per game

in 2007-08 and the fifth-most at 70.6 in 2014-15. Presnell’'s
Broncos have six of the top 10 season marks for field goals
made, seven of the top 10 in field goal attempts, eight of the
top 10 in 3-point field goals made and the top 10 marks for
3-point field goal attempts. His 2015-16 team set the school
record for free-throw percentage hitting .752; while his 2011-12
squad hit .742 and the 2012-13 .734 to round out the top three
marks all-time.

In 2007, Presnell led the team to new heights with a 24-9
overall record, they won the league regular-season crown and
WAC Tournament title advancing to the NCAA Tournament, the
program’s first postseason national tournament since the 1998
WNIT. For his coaching performance he was named the WAC
and WBCA Division | Regional Coach of the Year.

In addition to the regular-season and conference tournament
tittes, and NCAA Tournament appearances, program honors
during Presnell’s tenure at Boise State include: advancing to
the second round in both the 2008 Women'’s National Invitation
Tournament and the 2014 Women’s Basketball Invitational;
one WBCA All-Region and one Honorable Mention All-America
honors; 13 all-conference honors, eight conference all-
freshmen team members, two conference newcomers of the
year, two freshmen of the year, three conference all-defensive
team honors, seven conference all-tournament team honors
with three tournament MVPs, four CoSIDA Academic All-
District selections and a combined 65 academic all-conference
honors by 27 individuals.

PRIOR TO BOISE STATE

Prior to taking over at Boise State, Presnell coached for 18
successful years at Seattle Pacific University in Washington. At
SPU, he inherited a program that had not recorded a winning
season in the previous nine years. He built the Falcons into
a NCAA Division Il national power, accumulating an overall
record of 396 victories with 127 defeats (.757). Along the way
his teams amassed an average of 22 wins per season while
claiming seven conference championships, including four in
his last five seasons. In addition, his teams were an impressive
221-29 (.884) at home in Broughman Pavilion, including five
unbeaten home seasons.

On the national scene under Presnell, the Falcons advanced
to nine-straight (1997-2005) and 10 of 11 NCAA Division Il
tournaments while he was in Seattle. Overall, Seattle Pacific
made postseason appearances in 13 of his 18 years, 10 NCAA
and three NAIA. Presnell's teams reached three NCAA Division
Il Elite Eights and advanced to the 2005 national title game.

At the time of his departure from Seattle Pacific in the
summer of 2005, Presnell was ranked tied for 10th-place
nationally among NCAA Division Il coaches for win percentage
(.757) and 21st for total victories.

COACHING HIGHLIGHTS

In 31 years as a collegiate head coach Presnell has
experienced 27 winning seasons and one at .500. His teams
have won a combined 10 regular-season titles, seven at SPU
and three at Boise State. In addition, he has guided 19 of his
31 squads to postseason national tournaments.

During his career he has been named conference coach of
the year eight times, WBCA Regional Coach of the Year five
times (four at NCAA Division Il level and one at Division 1), and
the WBCA NCAA Division Il National Coach of the Year twice.
His coach of the year honors now total 15 in 31 years. In 2007
during the NCAA's 25th anniversary celebration for women’s
sports, coach Presnell was listed as one of the top coaches all-
time in their publication “Women’s Basketball Finest.”
