Storylines

» Ball State has been on opposite ends of 38-31 outcomes in the first two weeks with
both games decided in the closing moments. Miami scored with 10 seconds left to defeat
BSU in the opening week, and the Cardinals scored with 6 seconds left on a Caleb Huntley
touchdown run to beat Eastern Michigan in week two.

» Seven of Ball State’s past 10 games -- all MAC games -- have been decided by a
touchdown or less (BSU is 3-4 in those games). Last year’s BSU-NIU game, a 27-20 Bronze
Stalk-reclaiming win for the Cardinals, was one of those single-score contests.

» Senior RB Caleb Huntley, the MAC West Division Offensive Player fo the Week coming
off a career-best 204-yard performance against Eastern Michigan, has topped 100 yards
rushing in six straight games and nine of his past 10 overall. If he reaches the century mark
Wednesday, he would become the first BSU back with seven straight 100-yard games.
MiQuale Lewis (2008) and David Blake (1974) also compiled streaks of six games.

» Huntley has scored 12 touchdowns in the past six games after rushing for three of them
in the win over Eastern Michigan. His five touchdowns this season lead the MAC, as does
his rushing average of 167.0 yards per game.

» Senior WR Justin Hall leads all FBS players in all-purpose yards per game this season
(243.5). Hall had 246 in the opener at Miami and 241 against Eastern Michigan. He has 179
receiving yards, 87 rushing yards and 221 return yards through two games. Hall has scored
a touchdown both rushing and receiving this season (both against Miami).

» Ball State faces a Northern lllinois team seeking its first win after opening the season

with losses to both division favorites from the MAC’s preseason media poll -- Buffalo (49-
30) and Central Michigan (40-10). WR Tyrice Richie has been the Huskies’ most effective

offensive weapon with 16 catches for 176 yards through two games.

» In this year’s shortened, six-game season, Wednesday’s contest is the Cardinals’ last
home game until the regular season finale Dec. 12 against Western Michigan.

Neu, a native of Indianapolis, Indiana,

In 2001 and 2002, Neu worked with the AFL’s
Carolina Cobras. He served as the offensive
coordinator in 2001 and was promoted to head
coach in 2002. During his stint as head coach,
Neu led the team to the quarterfinals of the AFL
playoffs, including the team’s first playoff win.

Neu then spent four years as head coach
of the AFL's New Orleans VooDoo.
