Brady Sallee is known for developing his players into strong shooters,over 
the years. In the last two seasons the Cardinals have ranked in the top 75 
nationally in offense. In 2023-24 the Cardinals were 53rd in offense averaging 
72.7 points per game while in 2024-25 Ball State finished the year ranked 
72nd averaging 72.5 points per game. This season the Cardinals rank 
in the nation: 31st in field goal percentage (46.0), 30th in field goal 
defense (36.3) and 49th in scoring margin (14.7).

STRONG SHOOTING UNDER SALLEE

Under head coach Brady Sallee the Cardinals have played well on the road for 
the last 14 years under his watch. The Cardinals are 118-77 (.598) from 2012 
until present on the road. Ball State’s best season playing away from home 
was in 2020-21 when the Cardinals posted an 11-2 mark. Ball State is 8-3 this 
season on the road including neutral site games.

ROAD WARRIORS 

WELCOME TO CARDINAL COUNTRY

The Cardinals have had plenty of international success under 14th year head 
coach Brady Sallee. We all remember Nathalie Fontaine the 6-2 guard from 
Stockholm, Sweden became Ball State’s all-time leading scorer with 2,166 
points. The 2016 MAC Player of the Year and AP honorable mention averaged 
21.0 points per game and 10.2 rebounds while making over 50 percent of 
her shots. After Fontaine was Carmen Grande a native from Madrid, Spain 
who held onto the all-time assists record with 697 until Ally Becki surpassed 
her last season with 721 and we also cannot forget Thelma Dis Agustsdottir 
from Keflavik, Iceland who holds the all-time 3-point record with 325 treys. 
Agustsdottir also competed at the Celsius 3-point championship at the NCAA 
Tournament.

INTERNATIONAL SUCCESS 

The Cardinals are 4-1 in the MAC-SBC Challenge with wins over Troy (86-
71), James Madison (72-57), Old Dominion (60-46) and Arkansas State (68-
66). The MAC-SBC Challenge is an annual men’s and women’s basketball 
scheduling alliance between the Mid-American Conference (MAC) and 
the Sun Belt Conference (SBC). The 2023-24 season was the first for the 
challenge, which consists of two rounds of games: one in November and 
a second in February. The Sun Belt Conference won the inaugural 2023-24 
Challenge, with a series split between the conferences in the 2024-25 season.

4-1 IN THE MAC-SBC CHALLENGE 

CAREER DAY FOR TWO CARDS AT IU INDY 
Ball State remains at the top of the charts in assists per game (18.9), field goal 
percentage (46.0), field goal defense (36.3), rebound margin (12.1), defensive 
rebounds per game (31.7), rebounds per game (45.28) and scoring offense 
(78.4).

WHERE WE RANK IN THE MAC

- Saturday’s game against Miami will mark the 76th time in program history 
the two schools have met with the RedHawks leading the all-time series 
41-34. Ball State has won its last eight meetings against Miami. Under 14th-
year head coach Brady Sallee the Cardinals are 15-1 against the RedHawks 
dating back to Sallee’s first season in 2012-13. The last time Ball State lost 
to Miami was on Jan. 19, 2019 in Oxford by a score of 60-57. 

- The Cardinals won their last meeting against the RedHawks posting a 68-
55 victory in Oxford on Jan. 1, 2025. Returnee Grace Kingery dropped in 18 
points and game with five made 3-pointers.

- Ball State is looking for its 15th-straight victory over a league opponent 
dating back to last season. The Cardinals haven’t lost to a MAC squad since  
Feb. 22, 2025. 

- The Miami RedHawks are the closest Mid-American Conference opponent 
distance wise from the Cardinals. It takes approximately just a little over 71 
miles from Oxford, Ohio to Muncie, Ind.

 It may be cold outside but the Cardinals tend to get hot in the month of 
January under 14th-year head coach Brady Sallee. Sallee owns an overall 
record of 82-29 (.728) in the month of January dating back to his first season 
in 2012-13.

The Cardinals had 69 rebounds as a team against Oakland City on Dec. 3. 
The 69 rebounds broke the program’s single-game record. The old record 
was 67 which happened versus Cincinnati on March 11, 1976.

BREAKING RECORDS 

The Cardinals have opened their Mid-American Conference season with a 
7-0 ledger for the third-straight season and the fifth time in program history.  
Ball State has won 11-straight MAC regular season contests dating back to 
last year with its last lost coming against Kent State by a 60-54 decision on 
Feb. 22, 2025.

CAREER DAY FOR TWO CARDS AT IU INDY 
Only two Mid-American Conference teams remain undefeated in league 
play; Ball State and league rival Miami both have started #MACtion off with a 
7-0 ledger.

TOP TWO IN #MACTION

- The Ball State women’s basketball team put together an impressive second 
half showing to earn the 78-60 victory over UMass Wednesday night in 
Worthen Arena.

- Ball State’s second-half surge was characterized by stifling defense and a 
balanced offensive effort. UMass was held to a total of only 21 points in the 
entire second half, allowing Ball State to erase the halftime deficit and build a 
commanding lead.

- Five Cardinals ended the night in double-figures with both Kingery and 
Salenbien leading the way with 14-points apiece. Karsyn Norman finished 
the game with 12 points while both Aniss Tagayi and Caballero each scored 
11 points.

In 14 years at the helm of the Ball State women’s basketball program Brady 
Sallee owns an 8-5 record in overtime games dating back to his first season 
with the Cardinals in 2012-13.

The Cardinals reached the 20-win plateau again last season under Brady 
Sallee.  It was the eighth time in Sallee’s career at Ball State to have reached 
that milestone. Sallee’s 20+ win seasons at Ball State were — 22-10 (2015-
16), 21-11 (2016-17) 25-7 (2017-18), 21-10 (2019-20), 20-13 (2021-22), 
26-9 (2022-23), 20-2 (2023-24) and 26-8 (2024-25).

Ball State head coach Brady Sallee has defeated a Power 4 conference team 
10 times during his tenure with the Cardinals — Minnesota (54-51, 2012-13),

The Cardinals have been strong on the boards so far this season. Ball State is 
outpacing its opponents on the board 45.2 to 33.1. Defensively, the 
Cardinals have totaled 598 rebounds this season. The Cardinals pulled down 
a season best 69 rebounds against Oakland City which was a program record 
on Dec. 3, 2025.

REBOUND THAT BASKETBALL

John E. Worthen has been good to Brady Sallee and the Cardinals. Sallee has 
guided Ball State women’s basketball to a 140-58 (.706) record in the last 14 
seasons at home with its best showing being in 2022-23 with a 15-1 ledger. 

HOME SWEET HOME

The University of Massachusetts (UMass) officially joined the Mid-American 
Conference (MAC) as a full member on July 1, 2025. This move was 
announced in February 2024 and brings UMass into the MAC for all its sports 
except for hockey, which remains in Hockey East, and men’s lacrosse, which 
will continue in the Atlantic 10 (A-10).

WELCOME TO THE MAC UMASS

The Cardinals are ranked in the top 100 in the nation in 14 different stat 
categories: 4th in defensive rebounds (31.7), 5th in rebounds per game 
(45.28), 8th in rebound margin (12.1), 13th in assists per game (18.9), 31st in 
field goal percentage defense (36.3), 33rd field goal percentage (46.0), 34th 
scoring offense (78.4), 47th in winning percentage (77.8), 51st scoring margin 
(14.5), 65th assist/turnover ratio (1.05), 66th in free throw percentage (19.67),  
74th in free throws made (13.72), 74th in three point attempts per game 
(23.1), 74th in three pointers per game (7.4) and 86th in offensive rebounds 
(13.6). Tessa Towers ranks 25th in the nation in field goal percentage (57.4) 
and 49th in double-doubles (6). Karsyn Norman ranks 48th in assists per 
game (4.9) and 52nd in assists (88). Gracey Kingery sits in 42nd in three-point 
percent (40.9) and 58th in 3-pointers per game (2.50).

Head women’s basketball coach Brady Sallee is 
committed to Ball State and it shows with his year-
after-year continued success. His contract runs 
until 2030 with the Cardinals. 

Sallee arrived at Ball State in May of 2012. In 13 
seasons, he has guided the Cardinals to a Mid-
American Conference regular and tournament 
championship, the program’s second-ever trip to 
the NCAA Tournament along with a postseason 
appearance in 2024 inagural Women’s Basketball 
lnvitation Tournament (WBIT), nine postseason 
Women’s National Invitation Tournaments (WNIT), 
a WNIT Final 16 appearance, a MAC West Division 
title (2014), 12 MAC Tournament appearances in 
Cleveland, and eight 20-plus win seasons —a feat 
no head coach at Ball State had done 

The progam’s winningest coach with 264 overall 
victories, Sallee has etched his name into the Ball 
State women’s basketball record books a multitude 
of times over his tenure.

In 2024-25, the Cardinals had one of their most 
historic seasons yet as Ball State finished with a 
27-8 record and 16 MAC wins, tying the program 
record for league wins. Ball State won the MAC 
regular and tournament championship while also 
making a trip to the NCAA Tournament.

Sallee has defeated a Power 5 conference team 
eight times during his tenure with the Cardinals — 
Minnesota (54-51, 2012-13), Iowa (77-72, 2015-16), 
Vanderbilt (88-79, 2017-18), Purdue (66-60, 2017-
18), Pitt (68-66, 2022-23), Pitt (73-62, 2023-24), 
Georgia (52-51, 2023-24) and Texas A&M (75-
62). 

Sallee has coached some of the program’s 
most prestigious players, including Ball State’s 
all-time leading scorer Nathalie Fontaine, all-
time rebounder Oshlynn Brown, all-time assists 
leader Carmen Grande and all-time 3-point 
shooter Thelma Dis Agustsdottir. Over the years, 
13 of Sallee’s players have scored 1,000 points 
or more under his tutelage. 

In 22 years, Sallee has amassed a 408-266 
(.604) career coaching record, including his 
eight years as the head basketball coach at 
Eastern Illinois. Sallee currently owns a 272-156 
(.634) mark at Ball State.

	 Ball State also won postseason games 
at Iowa in 2016 and at home versus Middle 
Tennessee in 2018.

POSTSEASON REGULARS

Ball State’s women’s basketball team 
completed a historic season by reaching 
the NCAA Tournament for just the second 
time in program history. Ball State faced 
Ole Miss in the NCAA first round in Waco, 
Texas, reaching the NCAA Tournament field 
of 64 after winning both the MAC regular 
season and tournament. Along the way, 
the Cardinals swept every major MAC 
postseason award while recording a 27-8 
record – 16-2 in the MAC – and boasting the 
league’s coach of the year (Brady Sallee), 
player of the year (Ally Becki) and defensive 
player of the year (Marie Kiefer). Becki and 
Kiefer both were on the MAC’s all-defensive 
team and Becki was named the MAC 
Tournament MVP.
