u... win consecutive games for the first time this season.
u... snap a four-game road losing streak and improve to 2-4 on the road this season (the Bison have not lost 
five straight road games since 2014-15). 
u... defeat the Saints for the second straight time and improve to 2-4 all-time against them. 
u... finish 2-2 against the MAAC this season. 
u... give head coach Nathan Davis his 94th win as Bucknell’s head coach. 

HEADLINES
uAfter playing 11 games in the first 32 days of the season, Bucknell has been off since Dec. 7 for final exams. 
The two-week break concludes on Saturday, when the Bison take on Siena at the Times Union Center in Albany. 
This will be Bucknell’s second straight game against a Capital District team, as the Bison edged Albany 65-64 at 
Sojka Pavilion last time out.
uBucknell was struggling defensively, albeit against a difficult schedule, before making strides in that area against 
Albany. The Bison had allowed 86.4 points per game in their previous seven games, but they limited the Great 
Danes to 40.9% shooting in the second half and forced 21 turnovers en route to the come-from-behind win. 
Bucknell’s 13 steals in that game were its most since collecting 13 thefts at Fairfield on Dec. 6, 2016. 
uSenior Avi Toomer has been tremendous over his last five games. In that span, he is averaging a team-best 17.4 
points per game and 5.2 rebounds per game while shooting 47.3% from the field and 45.2% from the 3-point arc 
(14-31). Toomer scored a career-high 21 points against Albany in the team’s most recent game. 
uThe Bison have played shorthanded in the frontcourt in recent games, as center Paul Newman has missed 
the last three games and forward John Meeks the last two due to injury. Both are expected to be available for 
the Siena game.
uBucknell currently has five players averaging at least 10 points per game, led by Avi Toomer at 14.0 ppg. He is 
followed by Jimmy Sotos (12.5), Bruce Moore (11.2), Andrew Funk (10.4) and Meeks (10.3). Bucknell is one of 
15 Division I teams with five double-digit scorers. The others are Colgate, Dayton, Delaware, Duquesne, George 
Washington, Georgia Southern, Gonzaga, Kent State, Kentucky, LSU, North Carolina State, South Dakota, Utah 
State and Utah Valley. 
uBucknell was picked second to Colgate in the Patriot League preseason poll. Those two teams played in the 
2019 Patriot League Tournament final, with the Raiders prevailing 94-80 to thwart Bucknell’s hopes of a third 
straight NCAA Tournament appearance. 
uBucknell and Colgate shared the 2019 Patriot League regular-season title with 13-5 conference records. It was 
Bucknell’s fifth straight PL regular-season crown and eighth in the last nine years. The run of five regular-season 
titles in a row is the second-longest current streak in the nation, behind only Gonzaga (7).  
uLike Bucknell, Siena has also been idle since Dec. 7. Siena is 2-5 on the season, but the Saints are 2-0 at home 
and 0-5 on the road. The Saints started the season 2-1 with wins over American and St. Bonaventure, but they 
have dropped four straight since then, including a 70-66 verdict at Cal Poly in their most recent outing. This current 
losing streak also includes a three-point loss at Harvard, a triple-overtime loss at Yale, and a 10-point loss at Colgate.
uFirst year head coach Carmen Maciariello’s team has four players scoring in double figures, led by reigning 
MAAC Rookie of the Year Jalen Pickett at 16.0 ppg. Elijah Burns (14.3) and Donald Carey (14.1) are next on the 
scoring list, and Manny Camper averages a double-double with 13.7 points and 11.1 rebounds per game. The 
Saints are +4.8 on the glass for the season.

LAST TIME OUT
uJimmy Sotos scored Bucknell’s final 10 points of the night, and he tallied 20 of his game-high 23 in the second 
half to help the Bison rally past Albany 65-64 at Sojka Pavilion on Dec. 7. Avi Toomer added a career-high 21 
points as Bucknell stormed back from 15 points down to head into the final exam break on a positive note.
uBucknell snapped a three-game losing streak and improved to 4-7 on the season heading into a two-week 
layoff. Albany, which received 18 points from Ahmad Clark, dropped its second straight game and fell to 5-5.
uThe Great Danes came into the night holding opponents to 39.5% shooting, and that number figured to drop 
significantly as the Bison got off to a dreadful start offensively. Over the first nine minutes the Bison were 2-for-
11 from the field with five turnovers. Meanwhile Albany started 7-for-10 and raced to a 21-6 lead after Kendall 
Lauderdale’s spinning layup. 
uBut as the Bison began to get stops, they slowly chipped away at the deficit. Bucknell forced 12 Albany turn-
overs in the first half and held the Great Danes to four field goals in the final 12 minutes. Toomer hit a couple of 
3-pointers in the late stages of the period, the latter coming with six seconds left, to get the Bison to the locker 
room down by only eight at 32-24 despite shooting 22.2% (6-27).
uBucknell closed within five on a Sotos layup at the 15:31 mark of the second half, but shortly after starting 

  BISON NOTES & NOTABLES

Nathan Davis returned to Bucknell 
in April 2015 to become the 21st head 
coach of the Bison men’s basketball 
program, and his impact has been 
immediate. The Bison have captured 
Patriot League regular-season titles 
in each of his first four seasons as 
head coach, and in 2017 and 2018 
they captured PL Tournament crowns 
and NCAA bids. 

Davis was a familiar face to Buck-
nell fans when he returned to Lewisburg, as he spent five years 
(2003-08) as the top assistant coach under Pat Flannery and 
was on the bench for the team’s historic NCAA victories in 
2005 and 2006.

In his very first season as head coach in 2015-16, he guided the 
team to a 14-4 Patriot League record (17-14 overall). The Bison 
had to win their final four games of the regular season to hold 
off Lehigh by one game for the regular-season title.

Davis was named Patriot League Coach of the Year and was 
picked as a finalist for the Joe B. Hall Award, presented to the 
nation’s top first-year coach. His 17 wins were the most ever for 
a Bucknell coach in his initial season, and he led the team to its 
third National Invitation Tournament (NIT) appearance.

In year two, Davis repeated as PL Coach of the Year after lead-
ing the Bison to yet another regular-season title. This time the 
team added the Patriot League Tournament title as well, using 
a big second half to run away from Lehigh 81-65 in front of a 
standing-room-only crowd at Sojka Pavilion. The Bison made their 
seventh NCAA Tournament appearance, dropping a hard-fought 
86-80 decision to West Virginia.

Davis became the fourth coach to win Patriot League Coach 
of the Year honors in back-to-back seasons, joining Bucknell’s 
Dave Paulsen (2011, 2012), Lehigh’s Billy Taylor (2003, 2004) and 
Lafayette’s Fran O’Hanlon (1998, 1999).  

In 2017-18, the Bison became the first team in league history 
to win four straight regular-season titles finishing 16-2 in PL play 
before sweeping Loyola, Boston University and Colgate in the 
postseason tournament. Bucknell suffered a close 82-78 loss to 
third-seeded Michigan State in the NCAA Tournament first round.

Three First Team All-Patriot League players, who accounted 
for 4,801 points, graduated following the 2018 title run, but the 
Bison jumped right back to the top of the league in 2018-19. 
They shared the regular-season title with Colgate with a 13-5 PL 
mark and advanced to the league championship game for the 
third year in a row.

After departing Bucknell in 2008, Davis spent one year as an 
assistant coach at Colgate before being named the head coach 
at his alma mater, Randolph-Macon. Davis achieved incredible 
success in his six seasons with the Yellow Jackets, posting a 141-
39 (.783) record with three Old Dominion Athletic Conference 
championships, six NCAA Tournament berths, and a Division III 
Final Four appearance in 2009-10.

A 1997 graduate of Randolph-Macon, Davis was a four-year 
letterman and two-year captain of the Yellow Jackets’ men’s 
basketball team. He was a two-time All-ODAC selection who 
finished his career with 983 points, and he was one of only five 
players in school history to record at least 500 rebounds, 300 
assists and 100 steals.

Davis resides in Lewisburg with his wife, Miki, and his four 
children: 13-year-old son Kieran, 11-year-old daughter Hayden, 
and seven-year-old twins Kellen and Ryan.

forward Bruce Moore left with his fourth foul, and the Great Danes scored seven unanswered to go back up 
by 12 at 43-31 with 14:06 to play.
uIt might have been more, except Brent Hank missed the front end of a 1-and-1, and Toomer hit back with a 
3-point play at the other end that ignited a game-changing 15-2 run for the Bison.
uBucknell’s lead was just one at 55-54 after a Healy 3-pointer when Sotos made a trey of his own while absorb-
ing contact from Clark. Sotos finished the 4-point play to make it 59-54.
uThings got interesting in the final 30 seconds, when Clark split a pair of free throws to make it 63-60, and 
then the Bison turned the ball over against the press. Lauderdale rebounded his own miss and put it back in 
while drawing a foul with 14 seconds remaining. Lauderdale had a chance to tie the game but missed the free 
throw. Toomer grabbed the rebound and passed ahead to Sotos, who was fouled with 10.9 ticks left. Sotos, 
who was 11-for-13 from the line on the night, made both to make it a 65-62 lead. After a timeout, Clark missed 
a contested 3-pointer from the deep right corner. Albany rebounded and put it back in at the buzzer, but that 
left them a point short as time expired.
uBucknell forced 21 Albany turnovers in the game, including 13 on steals, which was the team’s highest total 
since collecting 13 thefts at Fairfield on Dec. 6, 2016. Toomer had three steals, as did Funk, who played strong 
defense all night on Healy, who finished with 15 points on 4-for-11 shooting.
uFreshmen Alex Timmerman and Malachi Rhodes each had two steals while manning the center position for 
the Bison, who once again were without the services of starting center Paul Newman and key reserve forward 
John Meeks. Kahliel Spear saw a lot of time at the “4” position and was on the floor during the Bison’s biggest 
run, while Moore was on the bench with foul trouble. Spear had a team-high six rebounds, including three on 
the offensive end.
uAfter the 22.2% shooting performance in the first half, the Bison flipped the script in the second, connecting 
at a 51.9% clip. Bucknell shot 37.0% overall and 7-for-28 from 3-point range, but it was helped by 18-for-22 
free-throw shooting.

BUCKNELL VS. SIENA SERIES HISTORY
uBucknell and Siena are meeting for the sixth time overall and for the fifth time in the last six years. The Saints 
have a 4-1 series lead, but the Bison won the most recent meeting 115-92 at Sojka Pavilion on Nov. 20, 2017.
uThe first series meeting cam on Dec. 27, 1985, when the Saints won 83-65 in the first round of the Siena 
Invitational. Siena went on to beat Cornell to win the tournament, while Bucknell beat East Carolina in the 
consolation game. Mike Butts led the Bison with 13 points in that 1985 meeting, while former Marist and James 
Madison head coach and current Maryland assistant Matt Brady had 19 points and seven assists for the Saints. 
That Siena team was coached by John Griffin, father of Bucknell alum and former assistant coach John Griffin.
uIn the most recent clash two seasons ago, the Bison had a monster offensive night and set what was then a 
Sojka Pavilion scoring record (it was surpassed in last season’s 118-76 win over Lafayette) in the 115-92 victory 
over Siena. Zach Thomas set school records for free throws made (19) and attempted (22) on the way to a 
25-point night. Nana Foulland (15), Nate Sestina (14), Bruce Moore (14) and Jimmy Sotos (10) all scored in double 
figures for the Bison, who went 39-for-45 (.867) from the foul line. Nico Clareth led the Saints with 21 points.
uBucknell and Siena have not met at the Times Union Center since Dec. 28, 2014 (a 73-71 Siena win). In 2016-
17, the two teams played at the Glens Falls Civic Center, with the Saints prevailing 71-68.
uThree of Siena’s four series wins are by three points or fewer.

BUCKNELL VS. THE MAAC
uBucknell is 52-59 (.468) in 111 all-time games against the teams that currently comprise the Metro Atlantic 
Athletic Conference, including a 1-2 record this season (win over Fairfield, losses to Canisius and Rider).
uThe Bison have four MAAC teams on the schedule this season, all on the road.
uThe Bison are 30-25 against Rider, 6-4 against Marist, 4-2 vs. Manhattan, 4-5 vs. Niagara, 3-5 vs. Fairfield, 2-4 
vs. Iona, 1-0 vs. St. Peter’s, 1-2 vs. Monmouth, 1-4 vs. Siena and 0-8 vs. Canisius.

NOTABLE NUMBERS 
uLast time out against Albany, Jimmy Sotos became the first Bison to record 20 points in a half since Zach 
Thomas in the 2018 NCAA Tournament against Michigan State. Sotos had 23 points in the game, and he has 
reached the 20-point mark three times this season. 
uSotos went 11-for-13 from the foul line against Albany, and he now has enough attempts to qualify for the 
Patriot League and NCAA leaderboards in free-throw percentage. He currently ranks second in the league and 26th 
nationall at 90.6%. Sotos did have his career-best streak of 24 straight made attempts end in the Albany game.
uSotos is one of only eight players in the nation averaging at least 12.0 ppg, 4.0 apg and shooting 90% from 
the foul line.
uAvi Toomer has hit multiple 3-pointers in five straight games and is averaging 17.4 ppg over that span. 
uIt has been feast or famine for the Bison from 3-point distance this season. They have shot 35% or better six 
times and 26% or worse five times. Bucknell endured a stretch of 25 straight missed threes from the first half 
of the Syracuse game into the second half of the Seattle game, but the Bison also had a run of seven straight 
makes (and 11 of 14) against Hofstra on Nov. 13.
uAndrew Funk has hit a 3-pointer in 17 of his last 19 games dating back to last season. 
uThe Bison have had difficulty shutting down opponents’ scoring runs this season. Bucknell foes have put 
together a run of at least 10 or more unanswered points in a row in eight of the 11 games thus far.

uBucknell picked up some postseason honors last season, highlighted by Kimbal Mackenzie’s selection as both 
Patriot League Scholar-Athlete of the Year and a First Team All-Patriot League choice. 
uIn addition, Nate Sestina earned Second Team All-Patriot League honors, and Bruce Moore was voted to the 
Patriot League All-Defensive Team. 
uBucknell has now had at least one first-team all-conference player in 33 of the last 36 seasons, dating back to 
the team’s tenure in the East Coast Conference. 

HOME COOKING
uThe Bison entered the 2019-20 season with a 21-game home winning streak against Patriot League opponents 
and a 12-game overall home winning streak. The latter streak was snapped by Vermont on Nov. 10.
uSince Sojka Pavilion debuted in 2003, the Bison are 184-58 (.760) overall and 133-26 (.836) against Patriot 
League foes. 
uBucknell won a record 15 home games in 2016-17, and then it matched that figure a year later. Over the last 
three-plus years, Bucknell is 44-8 at home.

SOTOS LENDS A HELPING HAND
uJimmy Sotos had one of the best assist seasons in school history a year ago, despite a late-January shoulder 
injury that cost him two games and affected his play down the stretch. 
uSotos averaged 6.1 assists per game, which ranked 18th nationally and first in the Patriot League. He joined 
Darryl Shazier (2008-09, 2010-11) as the only Bison ever to win the PL assist title. 
uHe had 189 assists on the season, which were third-most in Bucknell history. 
uSotos became the third Bison ever to record at least 6.0 assists per game in a season. Hall-of-Famers Chris 
Seneca (6.6 in 1985-86, 6.4 in 1986-87) and Mike Joseph (6.3 in 1987-88, 6.3 in 1989-90) each did it twice.
uSotos made history with his assist totals over a two-game stretch to close out 2018 and open up 2019. He 
dished out 12 assists in Bucknell’s Christmas Day win over UNLV at the Diamond Head Classic, and then he fol-
lowed it up with an 11-assist performance against Army in the conference opener on Jan. 2.
uSotos is the first Bison ever to produce 11 or more assists in back-to-back games, and he became the first to 
record double-figure assist totals in consecutive games since Chris Seneca in 1986-87. Seneca had 10 helpers 
against Loyola on Jan. 7, 1987, then handed out 12 three days later against Drexel.
uSotos’ 12 assists against UNLV were the most by a Bucknell player since the 1991-92 season opener, when 
Russell Peyton set the school record with 16 against UMBC.

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uRice, the son of Monmouth head coach and former 
North Carolina standout King Rice, joins the Bison 
out of The Patrick School (formerly St. Patrick). He 
started his prep career at St. Anthony H.S. under the 
legendary Bob Hurley, but the school closed after 
Rice’s sophomore year.  
uTimmerman was a Class 4A Honorable Mention 
All-State selection at Crystal Lake Central H.S. in the 
Chicago suburbs. He averaged 17.4 points and 9.2 
rebounds per game as a senior for a 21-win team.
uvan der Heijden is a lefty forward who knocked down 
67 3-pointers as a senior at Ravenscroft School. He 
was an all-conference selection and was part of four 
straight conference championship teams.

WHO’S COMING?
uBucknell announced the signing of Andre Screen 
and Deuce Turner to National Letters of Intent during 
the November signing period.
uScreen is a 6’11” center from Alexandria, Va., and 
Saint Stephens & Saint Agnes School. He helped his 
team to a 27-3 record and a state championship last 
season. 
uTurner is a 6’2” guard from Coatesville, Pa. A year 
ago he was a 5A First Team All-State selection at Mal-
vern Prep after averaging a school-record 26.6 ppg. 
Turner also broke a school mark with a 48-point game 
against Bishop Shanahan, and he enters his junior 
year No. 2 on the career scoring list with 1,695 points. 

BISON SCHOLAR-ATHLETES
The Bucknell basketball program has also enjoyed 
tremendous success in the classroom in recent years. 
Among the highlights: 
uBucknell won the “academic national championship” 
in both 2017 and 2018, according to Inside Higher Ed, 
which completed a full NCAA Tournament bracket based 
on the 68 competing teams’ academic performances.  
uBucknell annually ranks among the national leaders 
in student-athlete graduation rates and has even led 
the nation on several occasions. Bucknell ranked fifth 
nationally in the 2019 report with a four-class average 
of 90%. In the NCAA’s Graduation Success Rate (GSR) 
formula, Bucknell was also highly ranked at 96%. Sev-
enteen Bison sports programs had perfect 100% GSR 
ratings. The Bison men’s basketball team was one of 80 
out of 352 Division I programs to boast a GSR of 100.
uThe Bison men’s basketball program posted a 
perfect score of 1,000 in the NCAA’s Academic 
Performance Rate (APR) study, released last June. 
That earned the Bison program an NCAA APR Public 
Recognition Award. The APR awards have been given 
since 2007, and the Bison men’s basketball program 
has been honored in all 13 years. 
uThe Bison men’s basketball team combined for a 
3.32 grade-point average in the spring 2018 semester, 
one of the highest in the country. Bucknell had com-
bined GPAs over 3.0 in both semesters in 2018-19, the 
10th straight year the team has accomplished that. 
uBucknell has claimed 136 national Academic All-
Americans since 1970, including nine from men’s bas-
ketball. The total of 136 ranks among the nation’s best.
uIn the Patriot League’s 29-year history, the league’s 
men’s basketball Scholar-Athlete of the Year has come 
from Bucknell 12 times, including Nana Foulland and 
Kimbal Mackenzie over the last two seasons.

MIKE MUSCALA NOW WITH OKC
uMike Muscala ‘13 is now in his seventh season in the 
NBA. Muscala, who is Bucknell’s all-time leading scorer, 
is the first and only Bison ever to play in an NBA game. 
In 2013 he became the third Bison to be selected in 
the NBA Draft, when he was taken 44th overall by the 
Dallas Mavericks and then traded on draft night to the 
Atlanta Hawks. 
uMuscala started out playing in Spain’s top division in 
2013-14, while the Hawks retained his draft rights. When 
the Hawks suffered some injuries in their frontcourt, 
they purchased Muscala’s contract from Rio Natura 
Monbus Obradoiro, where he had been averaging 14.6 
points and a league-high 7.8 rebounds per game. 
uMuscala’s NBA debut came on March 2, 2014 in Phoe-
nix, and he recorded four points and five rebounds that 
night in a loss to the Suns. He went to log 3.8 points and 
2.6 rebounds in 20 games, with a high of 15 points in a 
win over Milwaukee. 
uAfter five successful seasons with the Hawks, Muscala 
was dealt to the Philadelphia 76ers in a three-team trade 
during the 2018 offseason. Muscala was then involved 
in a pair of trade deadline deals. On Feb. 6, 2019, he 
was dealt to the Los Angeles Clippers, and then a day 
later, just hours before the deadline, he was sent to the 
Los Angeles Lakers. 
uPrior to the 2019-20 season, Muscala signed a free-
agent contract with the Oklahoma City Thunder, with 
whom he currently plays. 

BISON FUN FACTS
uBucknell’s best-known alum is baseball legend Christy 
Mathewson. An original Baseball Hall of Fame inductee, 
Mathewson also played football and basketball at 
Bucknell. He was an All-America drop-kicker as well as 
a fullback in football, and he played center in basketball 
back in the day when there was a center jump after ev-
ery made basket. Bucknell’s football stadium — Christy 
Mathewson-Memorial Stadium — is named in his honor. 
uThe legendary Jim Valvano was Bucknell’s head coach 
for three seasons from 1972-75. Valvano went 33-42 
at Bucknell before moving on to Iona and then North 
Carolina State. The Bison went from 5-18 the year before 
he arrived to 14-12 in his final season. The program has 
had only four head coaches since then. 
uBucknell’s home arena — Sojka Pavilion — is named 
in honor of former school president Gary Sojka. During 
his tenure as president from 1984-94, Sojka champi-
oned Bucknell’s transition to the Patriot League and 
was a strong advocate for the scholar-athlete model in 
Division I athletics. 
uWalter Ellis is the son of former Notre Dame and NBA 
star LaPhonso Ellis.
uXander Rice is the son of former North Carolina guard 
and current Monmouth coach King Rice. 
uAndrew Funk’s older brother, Tommy, is the starting 
point guard at Army West Point. The two matched up 
twice this season.  
uJimmy Sotos is one of four college basketball-playing 
brothers. His older brothers Tommy (U. of Chicago), 
Christian (Carroll) and  Danny (current senior at Lake 
Forest) all play(ed) college hoops. Their father, Jim, 
played at Aurora College and later professionally in 
Greece. Sotos changed his uniform number to 4 this 
year in honor of the four brothers. 
uBucknell has led the Patriot League in attendance in 
each of the last 14 years.

WHO’S GOT NEXT?
uBucknell has one more non-conference game re-
maining on the schedule: Dec. 28 against La Salle at 
the Palestra in Philadelphia.
uBucknell defeated La Salle 92-79 at Tom Gola Arena 
last season. 
uThis will be Bucknell’s first appearance at The 
Palestra since Dec. 1, 2004, a 65-52 loss to Penn. The 
Bison followed that loss with an 11-game winning 
streak, and they went on to win the Patriot League 
Tournament and defeat Kansas in the first round of 
the NCAA Tournament that season.
