One of the most picturesque and unique college baseball facilities in the
nation is Evans Diamond, which has served as home of the Golden Bear
baseball team since 1933.

The Bears have had consistent success at home with five consecutive
winning seasons on their turf from 2015-19. Since 2015, Cal has posted an
95-55 (.633) record during that time frame, including a 21-8 mark in 2018.

Fans enjoyed changes in Evans Diamond in 2006, as construction was
completed on the Carl J.Van Heuit Training Facility, a new patio area and
grass bank was situated along the left field line, plus artwork, sponsored
by Truitt and White, now graces the back of Edwards Track Stadium and the
Recreational Sports Facility. The Carl J.Van Heuit Training Facility, named
after the former Cal football Hall of Famer who was a staunch supporter of
the Bears’ baseball program, provides the team with indoor batting cages
(Jeff Kent Batting Cages), indoor and outdoor bullpens (Stuart Gordon Bull-
pens), as well as weight training and conditioning equipment. The graphics
on the RSF wall are of former Cal standouts Chuck Hensley, Rod Booker,
Lance Blankenship, Jon Zuber, Matt Luke, Bobby Kahlon, Xavier Nady and
Conor Jackson.

Evans Diamond received a field facelift in the fall of 1992 at a cost of
$275,000, which was completely paid for by Cal alums. RNT Landscaping of
San Leandro, Calif. completed the renovation of the Evans Diamond playing
surface, which included leveling the field, installing a new drainage system,
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replacing both the infield and outfield grass and placing a waming track
around the entire field.

Originally part of Edwards Field, named in the memory of Colonel George

C. Edwards, Evans Diamond was named after legendary Cal baseball coach
Clint Evans, who served as the Bears’ head coach from 1930-54, leading the
Bears to the first-ever College World Series title in 1947.

The playing surface at Evans Diamond features natural grass, along with a
mixture of clay and crushed cinder infield surface. The outfield measure-
ments at Evans are 320 feet down the lines, 365 to the power alleys and
395 to center field. The seating capacity is 2,500.

Evans Diamond is located on the southwest corner of campus, between
Edwards/Goldman Field Track Stadium, Haas Pavilion and the Recreational
Sports Facility. The easiest access to the field is off Cross Campus Road
(Frank Schlessinger Way), which intersects Oxford Avenue near the north end
of the track stadium.

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COACHING STAFF: MIKE NEU | CALIFORNIA HEAD COACH

Cal baseball called on a familiar face to write its next chapter as
former Golden Bear pitching coach and major league pitcher Mike
Neu agreed on July 5,2017 to become the 11th head coach in
program history.

Since taking the helm of the Cal baseball program, Neu has estab-
lished a culture of player development and guided the Bears to 69
total wins in three seasons, including a pair of 32-win campaigns &
33 total Pac-12 Conference victories in 2018-19. For his efforts, Neu
was awarded and agreed to a five-year contract extension in October
2019 that will keep him in Berkeley through the 2024 season.

Neu's Bears owned a 5-11 record in 2020 before the season was
cut short due to the COVID-19 pandemic. In the brief 16-game
slate, Neu oversaw a youth movement that included 11 freshmen
earning playing time, five of which started six or more games de-
fensively. Right-hander Joseph King was named a Freshman All-American by Collegiate Baseball and outfielder
Brandon Mcllwain signed a non-drafted free agent contract with the New York Mets organization after the
season concluded. Neu’s squad impressed in the classroom during the 2019-20 academic year as well; four
Bears (Reuben Drogin, John Lagattuta, Connor Mack and Nick Proctor) were named to the Pac-12 Spring
Honor Roll. Mack and Proctor also collected CoSIDA Academic All-District Team honors.

The 2019 campaign was capped by Cal’s first trip to an NCAA Regional since 2015. The Bears punched their
ticket as an at-large bid and the No. 2 seed at the Fayetteville (Ark.) Regional after finishing fourth in the Pac-
12 and carrying a No. 31 RPI ranking at the conclusion of the regular season. Cal’s 2019 success continued
into the summer when seven Bears were selected in the MLB First-Year Player Draft, including first-round picks
Andrew Vaughn (No. 3 overall, White Sox) and Korey Lee (No. 32 overall, Houston). Vaughn and Lee - both of
which went undrafted out of high school - became the first duo in school history to be taken in the first round
of the same draft. Vaughn, who was the program’s highest-drafted player ever, was also named a finalist for the
Golden Spikes Award for the second straight year.

In year one as the Golden Bears’ skipper, Neu guided the Bears to a 32-22 overall record and 16-14 mark
in the Pac-12.The 2018 season was highlighted by the emergence of Andrew Vaughn as one of the nation’s
top players. With Neu on hand in Los Angeles, Vaughn became the first Cal baseball player ever to win the
prestigious Golden Spikes Award as the country’s top amateur baseball player.

Cal’s pitching coach from 2012 to 2015, Neu returned to Berkeley after two years as head coach at the
University of the Pacific where he guided a rebuilding Tigers program to 40 wins over his two seasons. That
turnaround started immediately in 2015 as Pacific won 12 games in the always-competitive West Coast
Conference, the program’s second-most conference wins since 1999.

On the mound, the 2018 Bears showed dramatic improvement in Neu'’s first season as head coach. Under his
tutelage, Cal’s pitching staff lowered its collective ERA by almost a full run (5.17 to 4.20) from the year before.
Aaron Shortridge established himself as one of the Pac-12's top pitchers, compiling a 2.77 ERA with three
complete games in 12 starts (17 appearances). Tanner Dodson moved to the back end of the bullpen and set
the school single-season record for saves with 11.

Before making the move to Stockton, Neu established himself as one of the Pac-12's top pitching coaches
and recruiters under head coach David Esquer, who recently stepped down following his 18th season as Cal's
head coach. Under his tutelage, the 2015 Bears compiled a team ERA of 3.03, the second-best mark for a
Cal pitching staff since 1976. That team reached the final of the Texas A&M Regional thanks in part to the
contributions of three of Neu’s pupils - Daulton Jefferies, Ryan Mason and Alex Schick - who would go on to
be selected in the Major League Baseball draft.

Prior to his arrival in Berkeley, Neu's reputation in pitching circles was already well-known. Serving as

head coach at Diablo Valley College from 2009-11, Neu led the Vikings to an 87-41 record and two Big 8
Conference titles. His 2011 squad was ranked No. 1 in Northern California and DVC pitchers led all California
Community Colleges with a 2.13 team ERA.

As a player, the Napa, Calif., native enjoyed a standout career at the University of Miami before going on to
play in the Dodgers, Marlins, A's and Reds organizations. Neu was called up to the Major Leagues with the A's
on April 9,2003, and compiled a 3.64 ERA in 32 relief appearances that season.

At Miami, Neu helped the Hurricanes win the 1999 College World Series and finished the year 3-1 with a 2.94
ERA and 110 strikeouts in 67 innings. Named a Collegiate Baseball All-American, Neu led the nation in strike-
outs per nine innings (14.8) and was selected to the All-CWS team after earning three saves and appearing in
all four of Miami’s games in Omaha. Before to transferring to Miami, Neu starred at Sacramento City College where
he was named Norther California Pitcher of the Year, Bay Valley Conference Pitcher of the Year and a junior college
All-American after going 15-0 with a 1.44 ERA and 139 strikeouts. He was also a standout for the same Vintage High
program that produced Cal pitchers Jared Hom and Aaron Shortridge, setting Monticello Empire League records for
career wins (21) and strikeouts (196).

Neu earned a Master’s degree in physical education from Ball State in 2011. He and his wife, Nicole, have two
sons, Damon and Maddax.

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COACHING STAFF: NOAH JACKSON | ASSISTANT COACH/RECRUITING COORDINATOR

A 2003 graduate of California, Noah Jackson is in his fourth season as an assistant coach on
Mike Neu's staff. It is Jackson’s second stint as an assistant coach for his alma mater, having
spent the 2015 season as a volunteer assistant coach for the Golden Bears. Jackson serves
as Cal’s recruiting coordinator and additionally works with the Bears’ hitters and outfielders.
He returned to Berkeley in 2018 after spending two seasons in Stockton as an assistant
coach for Neu at the University of the Pacific.

Cal posted consecutive 32-win seasons in Jackson’s two seasons as a full-time assistant
coach (2018-19).The 2019 campaign was capped by Cal’s first trip to an NCAA Regional
since 2015 as the Bears punched their ticket as an at-large bid and the No. 2 seed in the
Fayetteville (Ark.) Regional. Later that summer, Cal saw seven players selected in the MLB
First-Year Player Draft including first-round picks Andrew Vaughn (No. 3 overall, White Sox)
and Korey Lee (No. 32 overall, Houston). Vaughn and Lee - both of which went undrafted out
of high school - became the first duo in school history to be taken in the first round of the
same draft. Vaughn, who was the program’s highest-drafted player ever, was also named a
finalist for the Golden Spikes Award for the second straight year.

In 2018, Jackson mentored Vaughn, who emerged as one of the nation’s top players and became the first Cal Baseball player ever to
win the prestigious Golden Spikes Award as the country’s top amateur player.

Jackson’s third year in his current role, 2020, was cut short after 16 games due to public safety regarding the coronavirus (COVID-19)
outbreak. Two Bears - Quentin Selma and Darren Baker - were named to the 2020 Bobby Bragan Collegiate Slugger Award watch list
early in the season. Selma paced the Bears offensively under Jackson’s guidance, driving in 16 runs while being named the Pac-12
Player of the Week for Feb. 17-23. Outfielder Brandon Mcllwain signed a non-drafted free agent contract with the New York Mets.

As Cal's volunteer assistant in 2015, Jackson helped the Bears go 36-21, finish third in the Pac-12 standings, and reach an NCAA
Regional (College Station, Texas). Prior to joining the Cal staff in 2015, Jackson was a professional scout for the San Diego Padres.

Jackson played in 48 career games for the Bears, primarily as a first baseman and outfielder, from 2001-03 after transferring from
Arkansas. He was a member of the 2001 Cal team that went 34-25 overall and reached the NCAA Baton Rouge (La.) Regional. He went
on to play two years of minor league baseball for the Chicago Cubs organization.

0ff the field, Jackson turned his love of baseball into a force for positive change. In 2003, he co-founded the First Base Foundation,
a501(c)3 non-profit organization dedicated to making travel baseball more affordable and transforming lives through mentorship,
development of leadership skills and building self-esteem.

Jackson earned his undergraduate degree in American Studies from Cal in 2003. A native of Mill Valley, Calif., Jackson attended Marin
Catholic High School (Kentfield, Calif.) and is the godson of Dusty Baker, who spent a decorated 41 years in Major League Baseball as
a player and manager. Jackson’s father, Sylvester, served as a radio broadcaster for the Oakland Athletics from 1987-92.

COACHING STAFF: MATT FLEMER | ASSISTANT COACH

Former California baseball standout Matt Flemer is in his first year as an assistant coach and
third year overall on Mike Neu's staff. After two years (2019-20) as the program’s volunteer
assistant coach, Flemer was promoted to a full-time position in August 2020. He oversees
the Bears' pitching staff.

In his first season on Cal’s staff (2019), Flemer helped guide a pitching staff that owned a
4.29 ERA and .258 batting average against. The Bears posted 32 wins and reached the NCAA
postseason (Fayetteville Regional) for the first time since 2015. Of the seven Bears selected
in the 2019 MLB First-Year Player Draft, three were pitchers (Jared Horn, seventh round;
Arman Sabouri, 12th round; Rogelio Reyes, 22nd round).

Flemer's second year on staff with Cal was halted after 16 games due to the COVID-19 pan-
demic. In that 16-game span, Flemer’s pitching staff was anchored by a trio of sophomores
in the weekend rotation (Sam Stoutenborough, Grant Holman, Sean Sullivan). Five freshmen
eamed action on the mound, including Joseph King (2-0, 17 strikeouts, 1.59 ERA, 11.1
innings pitched) and Josh White (12.1 innings pitched, 11 strikeouts, 5.84 ERA). Cal owned a
collective 4.89 ERA, .257 opposing batting average against and a 133-to-67 strikeout-to-walk ratio under Flemer’s guidance.

Flemer returned to Cal as a coach after a seven-year professional playing career that saw him reach the Triple-A level within the Colora-
do Rockies organization. He totaled 139 games pitched, a 43-40 record, a 4.42 career ERA & nearly 700 innings pitched.

Best remembered in Bear Territory as a crucial contributor during Cal’s storybook run to the 2011 College World Series, Flemer served
as the Bears’ top option at the back of the bullpen. The right-handed pitcher and EI Cerrito, Calif., native, went 4-2 with a 1.83 ERA &
six saves in a team-high 30 appearances in 2011.As a senior in 2012, Flemer went 7-5 with a 2.58 ERA with 111.2 innings pitched. He
finished his Cal career with 80 pitching appearances & 233.1 innings pitched.

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COACHING STAFF: CHAD HIGHBERGER | VOLUNTEER ASSISTANT COACH

Chad Highberger is in his first season as the volunteer assistant coach for the Cal baseball program. He arrived in Berkeley after spending two seasons at Holy Names University
(Oakland) on staff as an assistant coach.

During his first season with the Hawks (2019), Highberger served as the third-base coach while working with catchers and hitters. He helped Hawks catchers allow 20 less stolen
bases than the previous year (2018) while also cutting down on past balls. The HNU offense produced a program-record 24 home runs in the same season. In 2020, Highberger
and the Hawks earned 10 wins before the season was called short due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

In 2017-18, Highberger was an assistant coach at Los Medanos College (Pittsburg, Calif.), serving as the first-base coach while working with catchers and hitters. The Mustangs
reached the playoffs in both years with Highberger on staff and appeared in the program’s first super regional in 2017. Highberger was a key piece in the recruitment of the 2019
Mustang team that went on to win its first Bay Valley Conference title on the way to reaching the NorCal Final 4.

Highberger got his first taste of coaching in 2016 as an assistant at Clayton Valley Charter High School under head coach Casey Coakley. Highberger played three years of inde-
pendent ball with the Pittsburg Diamonds (2016-17,2018) and the Gary Southshore Railcats (2017).An East Bay native, Highberger started his collegiate playing career at Los
Medanos in 2012-13. He later transferred to Eastern New Mexico (2014-15), where he earned a Bachelor of Science in Community Physical Education with a minor in coaching.
Highberger completed his Master of Education in Urban Education at Holy Names University in the spring of 2020. He resides in Concord, Calif.
