Cal and Stanford are an even 3-3 against one another in a conference
tournament. They met in the Pac-12 Tournament three times in the past five
years, including an 87-76 overtime loss for Cal in Las Vegas in 2024,

Mark Madsen will face his alma mater for the sixth time (1-4) - and second
time in a conference tournament setting - since taking over the Cal program
in 2023-24. Madsen, a 2019 Stanford Athletics Hall of Fame inductee, earmned
All-America honors twice while leading the Cardinal to four NCAA Tournaments
between 1996-2000.
Cal sophomore guard Andrej Stojakovic played his freshman season at
Stanford. He's made dramatic improvements to his game since joining the
Golden Bears with increases in scoring (7.8 to 17.3 PPG), rebounding (3.4 to
4.6 RPG), blocks (0.1 to 1.2 BPG) and free-throw shooting (52.8% to 81.5%).

NOTEWORTHY

1.AS FATE WOULD HAVE IT

Things you thought you'd never say: Bay Area rivals Cal
and Stanford will clash in the second round of their
inaugural ACC Men's Baskethall Tournament in Charlotte,
NC, on Wednesday. The two ACC newcomers reached the
conference tournament by very different paths; Stanford
earned a first-round bye as the No. 7 seed, while 15th-
seeded Cal clinched a tournament berth in the second-to-
last week of the regular season and bested No. 10 Virginia
Tech in double overtime in the first round Tuesday. Now,
the Golden Bears and Cardinal will go head-to-head in a
conference-tournament setting for the fourth time in the
past six years (3-3).

2. LEAD ROLE

Andrej Stojakovic looked the part of Cal's leading man with
a 29-point effort in the double-overtime win over Virginia
Tech on Wednesday. The sophomore guard knocked down
11 of 20 shots from the floor, including 3 of 6 from deep,
on the way to his 12th 20-point game of the season.
Stojakovic, who was named an All-ACC honorable mention
on Monday, is one of only two players in the conference
averaging at least 17.3 PPG, 4.6 RPG, 1.8 APG and 1.2 BPG
this season (Cooper Flagg, Duke).

3. OVERTIME MADNESS

Cal has played six overtime periods across its past two
games, losing a quadruple-overtime contest at Notre Dame
last Saturday before defeating Virginia Tech in double
overtime on Wednesday in the ACC Tournament First Round.
The instant classic in South Bend - a 112-110 loss - was
just the second time Cal has ever played four overtimes,
and the first since 1960. The Bears then became just the
second team (Boston College, 2025) since 1996-97 to

play back-to-back games with at least two overtimes when
they outlasted the Hokies in Charlotte. Here’s Cal’s minutes
breakdown for its top six players in the two games:

4. ROAD TRIPPIN’

The Bears have been away from home for 10 straight days
since last Monday, March 3, when they left the Bay Area for
a regular-season-ending trip to Louisville and Notre Dame.
A run through the ACC Tournament this week could keep Cal
on the road for 13 consecutive days.

5.THE BIG FELLA

Mady Sissoko is playing the best basketball of his career
down the stretch this season, averaging 13.8 PPG and 12.8
RPG with three double-doubles across four games since the
start of March. Cal’s big man has pulled down 10+ rebounds
in nine of the past 13 games (5 double-doubles in that
span) and ended the regular season ranked fourth among
ACC players with 8.9 rebounds per game in conference play.

6. JEREMIAH'S ASCENT

Jeremiah Wilkinson has established himself as one of the
most dynamic freshman scorers to put on a Cal uniform. The
lefty's skill was on full display at Notre Dame with a career-
high 36 points, including 17 points across four overtime
periods played. Wilkinson, the ACC Sixth Man of the Year
and an All-Rookie Team pick, has averaged 19.5 PPG since
cracking the starting lineup 14 games ago on Jan. 22.

NOTYOUR DAD’S (OR YOUR 2023-24) BEARS

After making a seemingly large roster revamp by signing four transfers
ahead of the 2023-24 season, Mark Madsen was tasked with a
much greater shift this past offseason, as they signed 10 scholarship
transfers and added 16 total new players to the roster.

Last season’s four transfers - Fardaws Aimag, Jalen Cone, Keonte
Kennedy and Jaylon Tyson - accounted for 61.3% of Cal's minutes
played, 73% of its scoring, 62.7% of its rebounding and 75.2% of
its assists. That quartet spent just one season in Berkeley; Tyson left
for the NBA Draft while Aimag, Cone & Kennedy exhausted eligibility.
Cal returned just four players who played last season, including scholarship
sophomores Devin Curtis and Viadimir Pavlovic as well as walk-ons Gus
Larson and Jack McCloskey, whom combined for 56 total points.

MARK MADSEN

CALIFORNIA MEN’S BASKETBALL HEAD COACH - 2ND SEASON AT CAL - STANFORD, 2000

Mark Madsen, a two-time NBA champion with East Bay roots and a
proven track record as both a college and professional coach, was
named the 19th head coach in California men’s basketball history on
March 29, 2023. After reinvigorating the Cal program and its fan base
with a 10-win improvement in his first year at the helm in 2023-24,
Madsen leads the Golden Bears into their inaugural season as
members of the Atlantic Coast Conference in 2024-25.

Madsen’s first year in Bear Territory was marked by Cal’s best finish in
the Pac-12 Conference standings since 2016-17 with a tie for sixth
place (13-19, 9-11).The Bears’ nine conference wins - each against
a different opponent, including marquee victories against UCLA and
NCAA Tournament teams Washington State, Oregon and Colorado -
were the fourth-most by a first-year head coach in program history.
Madsen was awarded a two-year contract extension in March 2024,
keeping him in Berkeley until 2030.

‘Mad Dog’ - the nickname Madsen received from his fifth grade P.E.
teacher at Montair Elementary School in Danville - didn’t waste a
second in implementing his vision for Cal men’s basketball. He and
his staff aggressively pursued some of the top recruits in the country
in the transfer portal and on the high school level, and On3 ranked
the Bears’ 2023 transfer class as the eighth-best in the nation. That
transfer class was highlighted by Jaylon Tyson - who went on to be
selected No. 20 overall in the first round of the 2024 NBA Draft by
the Cleveland Cavaliers in June 2024 - and Fardaws Aimag, who

led the Pac-12 in rebounding (11.0 RPG) and was one of only six
major-conference players to average a double-double in the 2023-24
season.

Madsen and company restocked the Cal roster again through the
transfer portal heading into the 2024-25 campaign; 10 of Cal’s 11
scholarship newcomers this season are transfers, making up the
12th-ranked transfer class in the country (On3).

Following a decorated playing career which included a trip to the
NCAA Final Four at Stanford and two NBA championships while
playing for the Los Angeles Lakers, Madsen is considered a rising star
in the coaching ranks. Prior to Cal, he most recently led Utah Valley
to the semifinals of the 2023 NIT. Madsen was named the 2023
Western Athletic Conference Coach of the Year and led the Wolverines
to a pair of conference titles during his four seasons at the helm. He
was well-recognized for his efforts during the 2022-23 campaign as
he was named District Coach of the Year by both the National Associ-
ation of Basketball Coaches (NABC) and the United States Basketball
Writers Association (USBWA) and a finalist for the Hugh Durham
National Coach of the Year award, which is presented annually to the
top Division | mid-major coach in college basketball.

Madsen was 70-51 (.578) overall and 39-25 (.609) in WAC play in
four seasons at Utah Valley. Following an 11-win season in his first
year in 2019-20, Madsen led the Wolverines to a share of the WAC
regular-season title in 2020-21 and back-to-back 20-win seasons
in 2021-22 and 2022-23. Madsen’s 2022-23 squad won a program
record 28 games and was an impressive 15-3 in WAC play.

Madsen spent six seasons as an assistant coach for the Los Angeles
Lakers (2013-19) prior to leading Utah Valley. During his time on

the Los Angeles bench, he coached NBA superstars LeBron James,
Kobe Bryant and Steve Nash, among others. He also played alongside
some of the NBA's greatest players, including Bryant, Shaquille 0'Neal
and Kevin Garnett. Following three seasons played with the Lakers
(2000-03), Madsen played six further seasons with the Minnesota
Timberwolves.

Madsen’s first coaching position came as an assistant coach for

the Utah Flash of the NBA Development League during the 2009-10
season. He later returned to his alma mater to earn an MBA from
the Stanford Graduate School of Business in 2012 and spent the
2012-13 season as an assistant coach for the Cardinal, working in
recruiting, opponent game planning and player development.

A 2019 Stanford Athletics Hall of Fame inductee, Madsen earned
All-America honors twice while helping lead the Cardinal to four NCAA
Tournament appearances - including the 1998 Final Four - in as
many seasons played from 1996-2000. He averaged 10.9 points and
7.0 rebounds per game in his Stanford career and ranks fourth in
field goal percentage (.587) and sixth in rebounds (857) in program
history. Madsen earned an undergraduate degree in economics from
Stanford in 2000.

Madsen served a two-year mission for The Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-day Saints in Spain. Madsen and his wife, Hannah, have three
sons (William, Leroy, Mark) and two daughters (Alexandria, Anastasia).
