In July 2023, the Chicago Steel were purchased by Wirtz
Corporation, owner of businesses across professional sports
and entertainment, real estate, insurance, banking and
wholesale distribution throughout the United States, placing
the Steel in the same sports portfolio as the Chicago
Blackhawks (NHL) and Rockford IceHogs (AHL).

The Chicago Steel Experience Camp will be run by Steel
head coach Scott Gomez and assistant coach Mike
Mottau. Gomez played 16 seasons in the NHL, winning the
Calder Memorial Trophy and two Stanley Cups. Prior to
the Steel, his coaching experience includes time with the
New York Islanders and Surrey Eagles (BCHL). Gomez
was inducted into the U.S. Hockey Hall of Fame Class of
2025. Mike Mottau won the Hobey Baker Award at Boston
College in 1999 before playing 13 seasons in the NHL.
After retiring, Mottau spent six seasons as a scout for the
& Chicago Blackhawks and one season as an assistant
SCOTT GOMEZ MIKE MOTTAU coach for the Surrey Eagles alongside Scott Gomez.
