» The Cornell baseball team opens the program's 153rd season this weekend, commencing a 12-game
season-opening road trip with a three-game series against Georgia Tech in Atlanta at Mac Nease
Baseball Park at Russ Chandler Stadium.

» All games of the series will be broadcast on ACC Network Extra. Wiley Ballard (play-by-play) and
Dusty Isaacs (analyst) will provide commentary for the three-game series.

LOOK AT WHO'S BACK

» Cornell returns 11 of its 18 hitters who registered at least one at-bat last season. Just over 65 percent
of its offense from last year, including three of its top four hitters in senior catcher NATHAN WAUGH
(-330), junior outfielders JOHN QUINLAN (.278) and JAKOBI DAVIS (.269). Davis concluded last
season as one of two Big Red outfielders to be named a Second Team All-lvy selection (SAM KAPLAN).

» The Big Red also brings back nearly 85 percent of its steals from last year. Davis (13-0f-18), RYAN
PORTER (9-0f-9), and Quinlan (8-0f-11) all stole at least eight bases in 2023.

» After being a question mark heading into last season, Cornell's pitching is reloaded with 13 of the
15 pitchers who appeared in at least one game last year coming back. The Big Red brings nearly 82
percent of its inning pitched back this season, which includes 31 of its 35 starts, six of its nine victories,
and all five of its saves.

Georgia Tech doubled
up Cornell in the opener, 10-5, as Yellow Jackets'
freshman catcher Jason Varitek hit a go-ahead two-
run home run to cap a five-run sixth inning.

P> Cornell salvaged a split of the twin bill with a
9-7 victory in the nightcap. Senior catcher TREVOR
SCHUMM went 2-for-4 with a double and three RBI
in the triumph. Junior right-handed pitcher BRIAN
BAILEY recorded the victory for the Big Red.

SCOUTING GEORGIA TECH

P Georgia Tech enters this weekend with a 4-0
overall record after sweeping its three-game series
against Radford and posting a 7-4 come-from-behind
road win against Georgia Southern on Tuesday.

» Sophomore right-handed pitcher ETHAN HAMILL
and left-handed pitcher NOAH KELLER each made
11 starts last season as freshmen, marking the first
time in Cornell program history that a pair of first-year
pitchers registered at least 10 starts in a season.

» The duo had the most starts by a freshman
pitcher since BRIAN MCAFEE also started all 11 of
his appearances during the 2012 season. BRIAN
WILLIAMSON was the first freshman pitcher to make

After spending over 100-plus years at Hoy Field, Cornell's legendary, and storied, on-campus field, the Cornell baseball team officially moved to
Booth Field, the program's brand-new, off-campus facility on Friday, April 21, 2023.

Booth Field is named in honor of former Cornell pitcher RICH BOOTH ‘82, who has shown “extraordinary leadership and generosity — much of its

anonymous — over the last four decades.”

The facility features many state-of-the-art amenities for the Cornell baseball team, including a 1500-squre foot team room and lounge, 1500-square
foot locker room, and a 7000-square foot indoor area for batting cages and pitching mounds. A nutrition station, Hall of Fame area, and a coaches
room is included at the facility, which was completed this past summer.

DAN PEPICELLI was named the Ted Thoren Head Coach of Cornell Baseball on Aug. 10, 2015, and
is currently in his ninth season at the helm of the Cornell baseball program.

Pepicelli's 84 wins as the Big Red's head coach stand as the fifth-most in program history and is
four victories shy of assuming sole possession of fourth place in head coahcing victories, trailing TED
THOREN (515), TOM FORD (264), and BILL WALKENBACH (130).

Under Pepicelli's tutelage, Cornell has produced 21 All-lvy League selections — including five First
Team and eight Second Team selections. Four Big Red players have also been selected in the Major
League Baseball Amateur Draft.

Before his arrival on East Hill, Pepicelli spent six seasons at Clemson where he had three coaching
titles during his six-year stay. The final three years with the Tigers were as the associate head coach.

He became the Tigers’ first pitching coach to lead a staff to Omaha in his first season with the
squad. That year, Clemson's pitching staff posted the first of four consecutive seasons with an ERA
under 4.00. Pepicelli recruited and developed Matt Crownover, who earned freshman All-America
accolades in 2013 and ACC Pitcher of the Year honors in 2015, and was instrumental in assembling
Baseball America’s ninth-ranked recruiting class in 2015. In total, 10 Clemson pitchers were selected
in the Major League Baseball Amateur Draft in Pepicelli’s tenure at Clemson.

By joining the Big Red, Pepicelli returned home to upstate New York, where he previously had 11
years of head coaching experience at the Division Il level between St. John Fisher and Hartwick.

After serving as an assistant coach for three seasons at Hartwick, Pepicelli was promoted to head
coach for the 1999 season. Following his two-year tenure at Hartwick, Pepicelli was head coach and
assistant athletic director at St. John Fisher for nine seasons (2001-09). Pepicelli was a two-time
Empire 8 Coach of the Year (2001, 2007), with the latter coming when the Cardinals advanced to the
NCAA Division Ill College World Series for the first time in program history.

Pepicelli's teams at St. John Fisher had winning records in each of his last seven seasons. His
team garnered national recognition for sportsmanship in 2008 after a line-drive foul ball struck the
opposing team's third-base coach in the head during the ninth inning of the play-in game of the 2008
ECAC Upstate Championship. Despite the fact the Cardinals were trailing, Pepicelli and the Cardinals
elected to concede the game, ending any hope of clinching a berth an NCAA Tournament berth.
The Committee on Sportsmanship and Ethical Conduct presented Pepicelli’s team with the NCAA
All-Divisions Sportsmanship Award.

Along with being the baseball coach at St. John Fisher, Pepicelli was the head strength and
conditioning coach where he spent three years on the NCAA Competitive Safeguards Committee.
He is a certified strength and conditioning specialist and is a member of the National Strength &
Conditioning Association.

A native of Schenectady, N.Y., Pepicelli is married to the former Robyn Molloy, who played for and
served as an assistant coach with the Syracuse women’s soccer team. The couple has a daughter,
Mia, and a son, Owen.
